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Radioactive waste
explodes in Russia

MOSCOW (AP) — A tank of
radioactive waste exploded and
burmed Tuesday at a weapons
plant in the Siberian city of
Tomsk-7, contaminating a vast
area and exposing firefighters to
dangerous levels of. radiation,
Russian officials said.

The accident could be among
the worst in the former Soviet
Union since a reactor at the
Chernobyl nuclear power plant
in Ukraine exploded in 1986,
spewing radiation across Europe.

It was unclear how much ra-
diation was released in the acci-
dent, or how many people might
be affected.

The Interfax news agency re-
ported thatabout 2,500 acres were
contaminated with radiation from
the explosion. It said the wind
was carrying the radiation toward
unpopulated areas.

Medicare funds

low, reportindicates

WASHINGTON (AP)—Ris-
ing health care costs have left the
Medicare trust fund with only
enough money to pay hospital
benefits for senior citizens and
disabled Americans through this
decade, according to a federal re-
port released Tuesday.

The report shows that
Medicare’s hospital insurance
trust fund will be exhausted as
early as 1998.

More optimistic estimates sug-
gest the trust fund could remaibut
that’s still sooner than expected.

The board of trustees for
Medicare's Hospital Insurance
Trust Fund, which issued
Tuesday's report, had predicted
last year that the fund’s reserves
would be exhausted by the year
2002.

**These new estimates show a
significant worsening in the eco-
nomic health of the Medicare pro-
gram,’’ said Health and Human
Services Secretary Donna E.
Shalala.

WACO (AP) — The Branch
Davidian sect will celebrate Pass-
over, a time federal agents and
attorneys have said the group may
end its armed standoff, begin-
ning Wednesday night and last-
ing eight days, authorities said
Tuesday.

““We're hopeful that it ends
on the 14th,”" FBI agent Dick
Swensen said. ‘“This is just an-
other date in a long series. "’

siege, which reached 38 days
Tuesday.

asking that law officers be or-
dered to preserve video and au-
dio records of the Feb. 28 raid on
the group’s rural compound that
preceded the standoff.
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Director heads largest library association

Cluff elected president of TLA; to push for programs in Texas Legislature, develop leadership

While budget cuts possibly are in store for the
Texas Tech Library, Libraries Director Dale
Cluff will try to improve the quality of all Texas
library services as president of the Texas Library
Assoc:ation’s Executive Board.

Cluff was elected to the TLA executive board
in 1992 and is serving as president in 1993-94.

“Resource allocation cuts are definitely a
constraint on library services,” Cluff said. “We
are an advocate for libraries at every level. We

try to keep library issues at the forefront.”

The professional, non-profit organization’s
5,600 members include libranans, library trust-
ees and friends and other citizens. TLA 1s the
largest state library association in the United
States.

*This organization, like academic societies,
has meetings where we can present papers and
throw around ideas about how to improve the
quality of service at libraries,” said Pamela
Cooper, development and external relations
officer at the Tech libraries.

TLA members are pushing for programs in

the Texas Legislature, such as full-formula fund-
for academic libraries, statewide network-
and additional compensation for school
librarians.

“"We would also like to see a law saying
library records are confidential,” Cluff said.
“We want to protect the privacy of library
users.”

According to a 1975 attorney general opin-
ion, library user records are confidential, but
Cluffsaid Texas law does not protect the records.
Texasisone of six states that does nothave a law
protecting the confidentiality of library records.

“Until recently, this opinion seemed to offer
adequate protection for the confidentiality of
library records,” the TLA- legislative program
states.

“However, an opinion from the attorney gen-
eral does not have the force of law and is not
binding on the courts, though it is supposed to
have ‘“great weight’ in a court’s deliberations.”

Cluff said he would like to help develop lead-
ership among individual members, support mi-
nority recruitment initiatives and promote diver-
sity in TLA leadership positions during his presi-
dency.

Bill threatens
Job security
at state agency

Employees of the Texas Education
Agency may no longer have guaran-
teed tenure torely on as job security if
House Bill 2366 receives legislative
approval.

The bill, introduced in March by
Rep. Christine Hernandez, D-San
Antonio, is designed to eliminate the
education code statute that promises
tenure safeguards to TEA employees,
said Kelly Faro, spokeswoman for
State Comptroller John Sharp.

The safeguards have been in place
since the 1960s when Section 21.258
was written into the state’s education
code, Faro said.

At the request of Education Com-
missioner Skip Meno, Sharp is per-
forming amanagementreview of TEA,
of which the recommendations for the
introduced legislation is a part.

*“This house bill is designed to rem-
edy some preliminary findings,” Faro
said.

He also said safeguarded tenures
have prohibited Meno from making
changes within the agency.

“It (the proposed legislation) is an
attempt to do away with the unfair-
ness, and also an attempt to give Meno
the tools to restructure the agency,”
Faro said.

TEA employees are granted tenure
afterabrief probationary period, while
other members of the academic com-
munity, including university profes-
sors, are required to meet a series of
professional requirements, Faro said.
The introduced legislation would pro-
vide for more structured standards to
granting tenure, he said.

“Almost from the day they walk in
the door for their first day on the job,
TEA employees get tenure,” Sharp
said.

“And while we found many
hardworking, dedicated employees at
TEA, nootherstate agency offers such
guarantees.”

Students qualified to attend Camp Challenge can
earn six credit hours and $700 this summer.

Program offers
chance to earn
money, gain credit

Texas Tech's Army ROTC pro-
gram is offering students a chance
to be more than just all they can be.

Qualified students can earn six
credit hours and more than $700
this summer by attending Camp
Challenge, a six-week leadership
program in Fort Knox, Ky. Gradu-
ates of the program also will re-
ceive credit for the first two years
of basic training.

Free room and board, uniforms
and transportation to Fort Knox also

'will be provided.

“The ultimate objective (of the
program) is to evaluate leadership
potential,” said Capt. Kenneth
Belesky, engineer recruiting officer
in the military science department.
“Students come out of there having
had leadership experience and hav-
ing been evaluated at it, so they
know where their weak and strong
points are.”

A student does not need to be in
Tech ROTC to attend the camp.
The six students who already are
registered for the camp this sum-
mer are not part of the program.

“This is open to anyone who
meets the qualifications,” Belesky
said. “But, it is a physically de-
manding training camp. The stu-
dent must be in good physical con-
dition upon arrival.”

To qualify for the program, a
student must have completed 54
credithours by the end of the spring
semester, must be able to graduate
within five semesters after com-
pleting the program and must have
a 2.0 GPA.

The student also must meet the
qualificatons required forentry into
the advanced Army program, such

“Our heavily zoned city patterns are very much
predetermined by zones and ordinances,” Driskill
said. “Lubbock has a lack of place. (Something
such as) Sixth Street (an entertainment district in
Austin) is against the law in Lubbock. We have
ordinances to prevent it from happening.”

mented lives” for Lubbock residents because resi-
dents exceedingly are dependent on automobiles as
their principle means of transportation.

mixed-use development, an inclusive form of de-
sign that prevents isolation of residents, Driskill
said.

“We isolate ourselves by law," he said.

Back to the first question. Should all
Americans have access to medical insurance
coverage, even though they might be have a
high health risk affliction?

ing the live CNN broadcast, an insurance
representative gave the following example:
Imagine a given group of 100 people whose
total insurance coverage amounts to
$1,000,000. Say 10 percent of those people
request a major medical claim to cover their
various health problems such as car accidents,
heart attacks, cancer treatment, etc. ..
percent of that given group’s insurance
coverage money is now gone! That's $500,000.
There 1s no way that insurance companies or
this debt-ridden government can insure all
people regardleqc of their hlgh health'risks.

Finally, I would like to address the debate over
whether health care is a fundamental right or
privilege.

Walter E. Williams, a national syndicated
columnist who is an economist at George Mason
University, clearly showed logic in his article a
few weeks ago. “People have a right to food,
decent housing and medical care. That’s a stupid
statement. A ‘right’ is something that exists
simultaneously among people. My right to speech,
religion and to move about freely imposes no
positive obligation on you. My exercising these
rights in no way diminished your rights to the
same. You have the ‘negative’ obligation of non-
interference. So-called ‘rights’ to food, housing
and medical care are something entirely different.
In order to deliver on a ‘right’ to food, housing
and medical care, government must burden others
with the obligation to provide the same. As a
consequence, those burdened are forced to have
less food, housing and medical care. If this lame
notion of ‘rights’ were applied to free speech,
freedom of religion and movement, you would be
obliged to provide me with an auditorium, church
and plane fare. A better term for what we call
‘rights’ nowadays is ‘wishes.””

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Keep hope alive for Russian democracy

Win or lose,

But to win, it is
conceivable he will need a show of
support from Russia’s armed forces.
If so, it should be his right to
command. The West should remind
them it will be their duty to obey.

The first revolution, the seizure
of power by the Bolsheviks, began
in 1917. Fighting lasted into the
1920s.

But in this important sense that
revolution did not end until the
Soviet Union died more than 70
years later: As long as they were in
control the Communists never
surrendered the use of force and
terror they knew was essential to
survival of Communist power.

The second Russian Revolution
began only a couple of years ago
with the Soviet Union’s collapse. It
was a revolution for democracy.

Everybody understood that a

democratic revolution could not rule

through force and terror. Nobody
understood that better than the

and block the third.

enemies of Russian democracy —
the army of holdover Communist
bureaucrats, the managers of big
government industries, the right-
wing brutalists who long to substi-
tute a Russian fascism for a Russian
Communism.

Most of the world believed that a
democratic revolution against a total
despotism that had turned the
country into rubble could be all
wrapped up In a year or two.

That assumed that all Soviet
offrcials, all managers itching for
personal control of industries and all
the religious and political nasties of
the right would passively surrender
to the new democratic dawn.

While the world fantasized, the
opponents of democratic rule in
Russia worked for the third
revolution. They worked for a return
to a mixture of state power, force
and 1deology that would best suit
their own vision of a new Russia.

And like many opponents of
democracy they tried to convince
the world they were using only the
process of democracy to gain their
goals, Their “democratic™ tools
were, what do you know, instru-
ments of control created in the
Soviet days — a Soviet Constitu-
tion, a Soviet constitutional kanga-

roo court and a Soviet-era “Con-

taking any military initiative on
their own, and not responding to
the orders or propaganda of
Yeltsin’s enemies, some high in
the military, or anybody that
Congress and its mock court may
try to put over him.

But “staying out” does not
mean the armed forces have the

gress.”

Solemnly, these institutions never
chosen or elected by the Russian
people were often presented in the
West as the moral and political
equivalent of the only elected
president in the history of Russia.

Yeltsin has ended that charade,
which would have legitimized the
anti-democratic revolution. He
raised the alarm: Democracy is on
the verge of being murdered.
Without a genuine representative
parliament, he will go to the people
to decide his future and their own.

Yeltsin is not my hero. I doubt
that anybody who climbed the
Soviet ladder while anti-Communist
dissidents spent decades in jail will
ever be a hero to me.

But he has shown himself a brave
man, committed to the hope of
political freedom for Russia — and
therefore important to that part of
the world that has the same hope.

The Clinton administration, like
most of the West, is acting properly
by telling the Russian people their
fate 1s their own, but our backing is
for Yeltsin.

Properly, that is, if private word
is simultaneously given to the
Russian armed forces to stay out,
unless ordered to move by Yeltsin.

Staying out should mean not

the elected president of Russia if
he should need their help.

Pray he does not — pray but
do not assume it.

Those in the West or in Russia
who imply that Yeltsin should be
left deserted if he does need the
armed forces are again equating
the legitimate president with
usurper, democracy with its foes.
No democratic president — not
Yeltsin or Clinton — has the right
to surrender his role as com-
mander.

The second Russian Revolu-
tion will need years to work itself
out. But it could be the last for
Russia.

The third revolution, the anti-
democratic revolution, would
inevitably lead to the fourth. And
God knows how many after that.
