JOHANNESBURG, South
Africa (AP)—Thegovernment
and ANClaid the groundwork
Tuesday for sending troops to
the volatile Zulu-dominated
Natal province if a peace sum-
mit fails to quell political vio-
lence.

Tensions showed no sign of
subsiding a day after 53 people
died in fierce clashes in and
around Johannesburg trig-
gered by a Zulu march protest-
ing South Africa’s first all-race
election,

Unidentified gunmen fired
at the African National Con-
gress headquarters, where
ANC security guards killed
nine Zulu protesters Monday.
No one was injured in
Tuesday’s shootout, but the
clash underscored the volatile
situation before the April 26-
28 election, which is expected
to bring the ANC to power.

Cowboys’ Johnson
resigns Tuesday

IRVING (AP) — Jimmy
Johnson severed his tempes-
tuous five-year relationship
with Jerry Jones today, leav-
ing the Dallas Cowboys and a
chance to win an unprec-
edented third straight Super
Bowl.

““After our discussions, we

have mutually decided that I
would no longer be the head
football coach of the Dallas
Cowboys,” Johnson said, sit-
ting to the right of Jones at the
Cowboys’ Valley Ranch head-
quarters after two days of
meetings.

“Personally, it was a time |
felt like I needed to pull back
some,”” Johnson said. “I felt |
had to be 100 percent totally
focused, or I'm not going to be
into it like I need to be. I felt
like I was beginning to lose
that focus, and because of that
I'm no longer coach of the Dal-
las Cowboys.”

The Cowboys already have
lost defensive end Jimmie
Jones, guard-center John Gesek
and placekicker Eddie Murray

“I'm very surprised,” said
Larry Lacewell, the team'’s
scouting director. “I thought
they had it worked out. But
maybe Jimmy decided he
didn’t want to go another five
years.”

For Jones, it was a matter of
coming full circle.

When he bought the team,
he immediately fired Landry,
the only coach the Cowboys
had ever had. Thatearned him
the wrath of fans in Dallas and
across the nation who had
adopted ““America’s Team.”

It continued through the
1989 season when the Cow-
boys finished 1-15 as Johnson
tossed out old parts and
brought in new ones.

It worked.

The next year, the team im-
proved to 7-9 and might have
made the playoffs had not Troy
Aikman been injured in the
next-to-last game.

In 1991, they were 11-5 and
made the playoffs and the next
year, they went all the way,
finishing 13-3 in the regular
season and swamping Buffalo
59-17. Then they repeated this
year, again against Buffalo.

A Texas Tech student filed a
lawsuit against former Associate
Dean of Students Joshua Mora
Tuesday, alleging sexual miscon-
duct in the capacity of Mora’s
former position at Tech.

The student filed the petition
under a pseudonym in the 364th
District Court of Lubbock County.

“Giventhatnoname wasstated,
the complaint doesn’t have cred-
ibility to me,” Mora said. “I can’t
believe that this person doesn’t
have the guts to say his name.”

The plaintiff's lawsuit was filed
by Dunn and Walker Attorneys at
Law, a local law firm.

Mora said he had no knowl-
edge of the lawsuit until he was
approached by The University
Daily, and said he has not made
plans to contact a lawyer.

Mora was fired from his posi-
tion as associate dean of students
in February, within a year of being
named an outstanding faculty
member for his work as a Spanish

“I still to this day do not know
why I was dismissed,” he said.

Mora said he was escorted out
of the Dean of Students Office by
University Police Department of-
ficials,

Attorney Charles Dunn, who is
representing the plaintiff, said the
state of Texas is liable for possible
damages.

“It is similar to an insurance
policy,” he said.

Dunn said the maximum
amount that could be collected in
damages from the state is $100,000.

“We plan to seek money over

and above that amount,” he said.
Any additional money would
have to come from Mora, he said.

Dunn also said the state has
about 20 days from the date the
petition was served to respond.

“Wehope the state will settle to
avoid embarrassment to Texas
Tech,” he said. “We have a lot of
evidence. It's not just Joshua
Mora’s word against John Doe’s.”

Mora said, “In spite of what
may have occurred, I would like
to thank those students that have
supported me and I want them to
know that the Joshua Mora that
they know is the real person.

“Ineverdeceived orlied toany
students,” he said.

Dean of Students Michael
Shonrock said he could not com-
ment about the lawsuit and re-
ferred further inquiries to Tech’s
General Counsel. General Coun-
sel could not be reached for com-
ment Tuesday.

Although Lubbock is more
than 500 miles from the nearest
ocean, officers from the Navy,
Coast Guard and Marines will
now be training in the Hub City.

Capt. Joseph A. Isaac of the
Marine Corps says the joint pro-
gram offers professional growth
as a pilot.

“We're learning a new plane
and a new way of doing business,”
[saac said.

“The biggest problem we’re
having to face is that we're saying
the same thing but in a different
language.”

Although the terminology is
different, Cmdr. John Hollyer said
one thing the pilots have in com-
mon is they are trained to fly safe,
fly looking out their windows and

fly using their instruments.

“The opportunity to start learn-
ing how to train together is a big
plus for us,” Hollyer said. “It's a
chance to work out problems be-
fore new planes are received.”

The Air Force’s T-37 and the
Navy’s T-34, both basic pilot train-
ing aircraft, will be replaced over
the next seven years with a single
replacement for both branches.

The Joint Primary Aircraft
Training System (JPATS) aircraft
will help reduce aircraft acquisi-
tion costs. The branches anticipate
they will purchase more than 700
aircraft and operation and instru-

ment simulator flight trainers,
as well as other training equip-
ment.

Now, the services are work-
ing toward a joint squadron with
about 30 instructor pilots from
the Navy, Coast Guard and
Marine Corps and 30 from the
Air Force. By 1998, those instruc-
tor pilots will be training about
100 students each year in the
squadrons.

“We can only get better by
working together,” Hollyer said.
“When two groups get together,
they tend to take the best of both
worlds.”

proposals

The possibility of building a
multipurpose arena in Lubbock is
infiltrating city discussions, and
Texas Tech leaders and officials
have various opinions and con-
cerns.

The Multipurpose Arena Task
Force suggested thatresidents vote
on a half-cent sales tax to fund a
new arena. But no one has agreed
upon a site if a tax was approved.

“The location talk is good, but
it’s sort of putting the cart before
the horse,” said Zach Brady, Stu-
dent Association external vice
president. “We're going to have to
pass a half-cent sales tax first.”

Tech Assistant Athletic Direc-
tor and former men’s basketball
coach Gerald Myers said a new
arena would be in Tech’s best in-
terest because excessive activity
has worn the Lubbock Municipal
Coliseum down.

“Oneofthethingsthat hurtsthe
coliseum is the overall activity in
it,” Myers said. “When you have
rodeos, tractor pulls and other
things, and you have new recruits,
that doesn’t make a good impres-
sion.”

Tech head men’s basketball
head coach James Dickey said that,
although a new facility in particu-
larlocations would benice for Tech,
the focus should be on how the
citizens are affected.

“Does it meet the needs of the
community — that’s the first ques-
tion,” he said.

“It does. From a selfish stand-
point, we’d like to see (the arena)
close to Texas Tech, but it’s up to
the voters.

“I do think there is a need. It
would be great, not only for Texas
Tech, but for Lubbock and West
Texas,” Dickey said.

The Big Eight merger also has .
caused people to support a new
arena.

“AsTechisnow enteringalarge
conference, we have to show those
other schools that Texas Tech is
serious,” former Tech Athletic Di-
rector T. Jones said. “This could
mean a lot to Texas Tech and the
whole area.”

Athletic Director Bob Bockrath
said the community and Tech
should be considering the issue
now.

“The longer we wait, the more
expensive it gets,” he said. “We
have to plan for the future. I think
it is something that is important
and can be done.”

Myers said that because other
cities and universities have im-
proved their facilities, a new arena
for Lubbock should be considered.

“(The Coliseum) is outdated for
its time,” he said.

The Task Force recommended
to city council members the site
between Jones Stadium and the
coliseum as the first choice for the
arena, but some council members
seem to favor the South Plains Fair-
grounds site.

Brady said he would like to see
another site chosen besides Tech's
commuter parking lot.

“I would hope that (the arena)
not show up on the parking lot
between the (Lubbock Municipal)
Auditorium and Jones Stadium,”
he said. “Overton is one of the
most appmpriate sites to me. The
problem is you're talking about a
lotofindividual land acquisition.”

Jones said another viable loca-
tion is the corner of Fourth Street
and Indiana Avenue.

The City Council postponed
renovations to the coliseum be-
cause of the possibility of a new
arena.

scream of red. But it was blood.
Blood where he slit her throat,
blood where he broke her jaw,
blood where he knocked out
her front teeth.

It was only after he had done
all that that he told her to take
off her clothes.

He’s still out there some-
where, the man who brutally
beat a 23-year-old woman vis-
iting New York from Eastern
Europe, a woman who had
come to live for a year with her
sister, an actress, to study En-
glish.

He is tall, perhaps 6 feet 2

inches, a black man with high
cheekbones, a widow’s peak
and almond eyes. He was very
smooth when he entered the
building in upper Manhattan
not far from the field where the
Columbia team plays football.
Hemadesmall talk in the lobby,
pleasant and unthreatening, so
she got into the elevator with
him.

And then.

A neighbor caughta glimpse
of the man as he was fleeing;
from thatand from the woman’s
description, he believes he saw
the same man in the apartment
building some weeks after the
January assault, in the laundry
room with a solitary woman.

Early this month a paroled
rapist was charged with the
sexual assaults of four young
girls in public housing projects
in East Harlem and the Lower

EastSide. The serial rapist, who
has been working the
Stuyvesant Town area in Man-
hattan, hasn’t been caught yet.

Lastweek Secretary of Health
and Human Services Donna
Shalala gave a speech in which
she said domestic violence was
the leading cause of injury to
women in America. Four
women serving in the military
testified before a House com-
mittee that reporting sexual ha-
rassment more often hurt their
careers than those of the men
who’d harassed them.

There has begun a backlash
against feminism, a backlash
that teaches that there has been
too much emphasis on the be-
lief, bad for women and men
alike, that to be a woman is to
be beleaguered and under at-
tack.

Those who deride what has

been labeled victim feminism
insist that the point of the
women’s movement is to make
women feel powerful, strong,
in control of their own lives,
and not to cast men as the en-
emy.

With this goal no one can
disagree. But such Valkyrie
feminism coexists uneasily with
the facts of our lives, lives in
which their scars are the price
some women pay for being fe-
male.

Rape was the only serious
type of violent crime that went
up in New York City last year.
Roughly one in four women
seen in America’s hospital
emergency rooms has been in-
jured by a husband or boy-
friend.

In Runner’s World magazine
this month a woman wrote an
essay about her new-found abil-

ity torunafterdark. She’d taken
back the night by taking in a
large dog and taking him with
her when she ran.

“I finally know what it’s like
to be 6-2 with a voice like John
Wayne and the bravado to
match,” Victoria Brehm writes
exultantly. What she requires
to feel thatis not inner strength,
but the gender equivalent of a
guide dog, as though being a
woman is a physical handicap.

The challenge lies some-
where between victim and
Valkyrie, ingrowing in strength
and sureness despite the dan-
gers, of not living with para-
noiaeven thoughsomeone may
be out to get you. But no one
should ever discount the rea-
son women can so easily see
themselves as victims. It is be-

The sister of the assault vic-
tim is greatly shaken by the af-
termath of the crime. In the be-
ginning the police were consci-
entious about investigating the
assault, which might also have
been arape had the attacker not
been interrupted. But as time
went by the victim’s sister said
she felt that that was changing.

The man who chatted up,
then beat and cut her sister did
his considerable damage in
under 10 minutes. Who knows
what he may accomplish if next
time he has a little more lei-
sure? Who wonders at the
woman in that neighborhood
who thinks of herself, day and
night, as a potential victim? Or
any woman hearing her story?
Or any woman?

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Combest meets with farmers, discusses insurance

U.S. Rep. Larry Combest, R-
Lubbock, was in Lubbock Tues-
day for a public hearing with
South Plains farmers to discuss
changes to the federal crop in-
surance program.

Combest and Federal Crop
Insurance Corporation National
Manager Ken Ackerman dis-
cussed the Federal Crop Insur-
ance Reform Act of 1994, and
asked for opinions and input
from local farmers.

The Federal Crop Insurance
Reform Act of 1994 will com-
bine disasteraid and crop insur-
ance into one program, and will
provide farmers more reliable
coverage on their crops,
Ackerman said.

“It'sa very serious program,”
he said. “We feel it's respon-
sible, it's competitive.”

Combest said, “Our part of
the country has the biggest stake
in these proposed changes pro-
viding catastrophic crop insur-
ance coverage for all producers
at a minimal fee. This meeting

gives all of us the chance to com-
ment on these new plans directly
to the top manager of the Federal
Crop Insurance program.”

The program provides farmers
with a catastrophic coverage level
available to farmers for a process-
ing fee of $50 per crop per county,
up to $100 per farmer per county.

Several of the farmers at the
public hearing questioned
whether the $50 per crop per
county processing fee would go
toward the premium costs of
Crop Insurance.

“The $50 per crop per county
is a processing fee,” Ackerman
said. “It is not a premium pay-
ment. Yes, it is a cost. But, itis a
certain cost.”

Combest said the processing
fee is a part of catastrophic crop
insurance coverage that pro-
vides more security for farmers.

“In a good year when you
don’t have losses, the money is
going tobethere,” Combestsaid.
“It also says if you are the only
farmer who loses his crop, you
are still going to receive assis-
tance.”

Ackermansaid he has to work
to understand crop insurance
coverage from a farmer’s point
of view because he is from New
York.

“l don’t have a farm back-
ground,” Ackerman said. “I
don’t have a rural background.
Basically, I have an East Coast/
Washington background.”

The crop insurance program
would provide basic coverage for
losses greater than 50 percent at a
payment rate of 60 percent of the
expected market price.

Farmers can purchase higher
coverage levels of crop insurance
from private companies as part of
the new program, Ackerman said.

Fraternity loses charter

WACO (AP) — Alpha Tau
Omega, which was booted off
campus earlier in the year by
Baylor University, was stripped
of its charter by the fraternity’s
national office.

Wynn Smiley, a spokesman
for the national office in
Champaign, Ill., said the Baylor
chapter subjected pledges to be-
ing yelled at, ridiculed and in-
timidated while they werestand-
ing in a “line-up.”

Also, pledges were forced into
“servitude,” which included the
cleaning of fraternity members’
rooms, said Smiley.

He said fraternity members

_were placed on alumni status

and would never again be ac-
tive members of the fraternity.

Former pledges will be al-
lowed to join other fraternities,
Smiley said.

The national chapter closed
the fraternity after Baylor de-
cided to revoke its recognition
of the group earlier this year,
Smiley said.

Baylor senior Spencer
Edwards, president of the local
chapter, said the fraternity’s
problems were “blown com-
pletely out of proportion.”

“Webroke some minorrules.
... We don't feel like we should
have lost our charter,” Edwards
said.

Tax forms available in Tech library

The Texas Tech Library has Internal Revenue Service tax return
forms and instructions available to the public at no charge.

Individuals may request the appropriate forms at the library’s
documents area, room 103.

As a member of the IRS Library Program, Tech’s library serves as a
distribution center for many IRS forms, including forms 1040, 1040A,
1040EZ, 1040NR (for non-residents), schedules A and B and many
other forms, schedules and instructions.

Librarians are available to help people locate and to obtain forms,
but they are not trained to provide tax advice.

Business cards are available to obtain telephone assistance. IRS
publications will be available to help guide patrons to the appropriate
forms.

The library also has several volumes of Reproducible Federal Tax
Forms for Use in Libraries, which contain tax forms, schedules and
instructions. Although the volumes may not be removed from the
library, they may be photocopied. Coin-operated copy machines are
located throughout the library.

IRS forms can be obtained in person during regular library hours.

“Superman, Sex and the
Architect’s Ego” are the subjects of
a lecture by architecture instructor
Matthew Gallegos at 4:30 p.m. to-
day in the Architecture Gallery of
the Texas Tech architecture build-
Ing.

“Before the 20th century, there
were two styles of architecture —
gothicand classical,” Gallegos said.
“Now for the first time, people
have been willing to recognize in-
dividual architects for doing what
they want to do.

“An architect can come up with
his own vision of reality and people
build it,” he said

Gallegos said that as a result of
the individual architecture, there
often is no connection or consis-
tency between each architect’s
work.

His lecture will concern how
these architectural differences
came about, and he will discuss
three theorists, John Ruskin,
Antonia Sant’Elia and Friedrich
Nietzsche, and their influence on
modern architects such as Frank
Lloyd Wright, Mies Van der Rohe
and Le Cor Busier.

Superman, sex and egos refer to
three aspects of the lecture.

“Nietzsche defines an architect
as someone who guides society,”
Gallegos said. “That is the super-
man — each one of these architects
is a superman, defining society.”

Gallegos said the sex portion of
the title refers toarchitect Hermann

Finsterlin and the work he does.

“He uses the human viscera as
the basis for developing architec-
ture,” “The human womb
is the ultimate model for a build-
ing.”

The architect’s ego is the rela-
tionship between the architectand
society, Gallegos said.

“He is directing society based
on his own personal vision,” he
said. “Most architects today do
that.”

Gallegossaid thelectureisopen
to anyone interested in artistic
theory or in cultural history.
