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A Texas Tech student was hit
by a car while walking across
19th Street around 8 a.m.
Monday.

Charles Vanfleet, a senior
marketing major from Keller,
said he was walking to class near
the intersection of 19th and
Boston Avenue when he was
struck by a car.

A two-door Honda Accord,
driven by Leslie Jones, a
sophomore management major
from Lubbock, hit Vanfleet.

“I saw this guy crossing the
street,” Jones said.

“I thought he was going to
keep going but he paused.”

Jones said she thought
Vanfleet had decided to return
to the median. Instead, she said
Vanfleet continued to cross the
street before her car struck him.

Jason Rinehart, a junior arts
and sciences major from San
Antonio, witnessed the accident
and called an ambulance.

Vanfleet was taken to the
University Medical Center where
he has had two surgeries to place
arod from his ankle to his knee in
his left leg.

After the accident, Rinehart
said he called Tech President
Robert Lawless’s office to
complain about pedestrian
safety.

“I called Lawless’s office
because a lot of people park in
those streets back behind those
houses and they have to cross
19th Street every day,” he said.

Rinehart said he believes the
president should push thecity to

install more crosswalks with
walking signals.

“If you’ve walked down
University (Avenue), they have
actual signals that turn red at the
crosswalk,” he said. “Two of those
(crosswalks) on 19th are a
possibility.”

Jones said, “It might prevent
(accidents) because people shoot
across the street.”

Van G. Cook, the city’s traffic
signal engineering supervisor, said
students crossing 19th Street to get
to classes need to crossin groups at
intersections.

“A driver responds to what he
expectstohappen,” Cooksaid. “He
expects activity at the
intersections.”

Cook said crosswalks and
crossing signals were designed on
19th with that expectation in mind.

Intersections from Boston
Avenue to Indiana Avenue have
crosswalks and walk signals that
respond to push buttons.

“If they push the button, they
get an exceptionally long period of
time to cross,” Cook said.

Vanfleet said he was not
crossing at the intersection or with
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a group of people.

Assistant to the President
Sharon Nelson said building
additional crosswalks is not
feasible.

“The problem is students are
just walking across the road
anywhere,” she said. “Where
would you put the crosswalks
to ensure students would use
them?”

Cook said building a
crossover is another solution.

He estimated the cost of
building a crossover to be
slightly under $1 million.

Case pending against former dean of students

A sexual misconduct complaint
is pending against former Texas
Tech Associate Dean of Students
Joshua Mora, who was arrested
but made bond May 11 for a crimi-
nal charge of official oppression.

Thechargeisclassified asa Class
A misdemeanor that carries a maxi-
mum penalty of up to a year in
county jail or a fine not to exceed
$3,000.

Steve Holmes, chiefadministra-
tor for the Lubbock County Dis-
trict Attorney’s office, said the
charge is one of the few misde-
meanors in which the district court
has exclusive jurisdiction.

Holmes quoted information
from the Texas Penal Code which
defines official oppression as oc-
curring whena publicservant “un-
der the color of office of employ-
ment commits the offense of sub-
jecting another to detention, search,
seizure, dispossession, assessment

or lien which he knows is unlaw-
ful.”

Thisincludes the “intenttodeny
or impede another person’s right
to exercise orenjoy any right, privi-
lege, power or immunity and sub-
jecting another person to sexual
harassment.”

Sexual harassment is defined as
unwelcome sexual advances for
sexual favors or other verbal and
physical conduct of a sexual na-
ture where submission is made a
term or condition of a person’s

enjoyment of any right, privilege,
power or immunity either implic-
itly or explicitly.

A civil lawsuit against Mora
filed by a former Tech student al-
leging sexual harassment still is in
the discovery stage, said attorney
Charles Dunn, who is represent-
ing the plaintiff. The civil hearing
is set for May 1995.

“The amount of damages the
plaintiff will be asking for is unde-
termined because all damages are
not in,” Dunn said.

FDA shuts
down local
blood bank

The United Blood Services of
Lubbock is dealing with a tempo-
rary license suspension from the
U.S. Food and Drug Administra-
tion.

Tuesday, the FDA halted some
services provided by UBS because
of allegations concerning blood
processing and documentation.

The agency has initiated pro-
ceedings to permanently revoke
the license after inspections con-
ducted in March revealed viola-
tions including the failure to col-
lect blood by aseptic methods, fail-
ure to notify the FDA regarding
errors and accidents in the manu-
facturing of products, and failure
to train employees adequately.

UBS is the largest supplier of
blood in this area and has worked
with many Texas Tech organiza-
tions in planning blood drives.

According to information from
the FDA, investigators were told
thatemployees sometimes drained
excess blood which caused break-
ing of the sterility barrier.

Proper safeguards concerning
donor suitability and the lack of
documentation of adverse donor
reactions were also cited as rea-
sons for the action.

Dwight Sledge, UBS interim
executive director, said UBS em-
ployees currently are working to
correct the problems.

“Weare working to comply with
the requirement concerning the
processes used here,” hesaid. “Em-
ployees and technicians have been
retrained.”

Sledge said UBS was informed
about the violations after the March
inspection and attempts were
made to rectify the problems.

“We attempted to respond to
their concerns, but our plans were
not enough to satisfy the FDA,” he
said.

Sledge said he believes it is im-
portant for individuals to know
that there was no risk to patients or
donors.

“It is important to note that the
FDA findings did not include vio-

lations of irregular testing of

blood products,” he said. “All of

the blood released was tested

properly for the HIV virus and

other sexually transmitted dis-

However, the FDA statement
did include violations concerning
the donor suitability screening
process for safeguarding blood
safety.

Donors were not always asked
all of the screening questions con-
cerning AIDS and high-risk be-
haviors, the report said.

UBS will be given the opportu-
nity to request a public hearing
beforeanadministrativelaw judge
on the proposed revocation of their
license.

“We are hoping they will help
us expedite the procedure and
correct the problems as soon as
possible,” Sledge said.

Doug Hodel, director of public
relations at Methodist Hospital,
said the shut down has not caused
ashortage in Lubbock’s blood sup-
ply.

“Right now blood is being
shipped in and we have been as-
sured from United Blood Services
that there will not be a shortage,”
he said.

The center is no longer taking
blood except for people who are
giving blood for their own use,
Sledge said.

Hodel said UBS and the FDA
have assured the hospital that the
blood supply is safeand individu-
als should not panic or delay sur-

gery because of the closure.

“There is no cause to panic,” he

said. “There is no reason to post-
pone surgeries because there is a
sufficient supply.”

Hodel said he believes the only
concern would be in the case of a
natural disaster in this area.

Sledge said he hopes the prob-
lems can be worked out quickly
and that Tech organizations will
be notified if UBS is allowed to
begin drawing blood again.

“Tech is vital to our program
and as soon as the FDA allows us
to restart at full capacity, we will
let Tech organizations know,” he
said.

“We just want people to know
that our organization is commit-
ted to providing a safe and ad-
equate blood supply to the com-
munity.”

Haragan said deans must pre-
dictmonthsinadvance how many
studentsand classes they willhave
for the summer sessions.

“It is hard to predict,” he said.

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Tech students to participate in city theater production

Several Texas Tech University
students will sing such broadway

The play is about a writer who
issentto prison for “heresy against

the church” during the Spanish
Inquisition, Director John Packard
said.

In prison, the character Don
Miguel Cervantez is informally
puton trial by the other prisoners.
Cervantez defends himself by
writing a play of his circumstance.

“It's a play within a play,”
Packard said.

During the trial, Cervantez
manages to fall in love with a
kitchen “wench” and teaches the
other prisoners self respect and
self worth, Packard said.

“I love this show because it has
a beautiful message and the music
is beautiful,” he said. “It's a moral
play but they don’t throw it in
your face.”

Packard recommends that par-
ents should not bring children
under 12 years old to the show.

“There are moments not con-
ducive to younger children,” he
said.

Packard cited “raunchy-type”
language and an abduction scene
where a woman is nearly raped.

“It's done tastefully, but it’s
there, “he said.

U.S. women’s team defeats Slovakia

The United States women’s basketball team
clinched first place Thursday in Group A of the
medal quarterfinals of the World Championship
of Women's basketball in Sydney, Australia, with
a 103-96 win against Slovakia.

Teresa Edwardsled the U.S. team with 17 points.
The win improved the Americans’ record to 6-0
overall in the tournament and clinched a berth in
the semifinals.

The US. women are two games away from
winning their third consecutive World Champi-
onship. >

Former Texas Tech All-American Sheryl
Swoopes scored five points on the heels of a 27-
point performance in a 98-65 win against Canada
Wednesday.

Swoopes is averaging 11 points and 26.8 min-

utes per game. She also has converted on 26 of 44
shots for a 59.1 percentage.

After falling behind early in the first half, the
U.S. squad was able to come back and take a 54-46
lead at the half.

“Our team came out sluggish and I was upset
with that,” said head coach Tara VanDerveer.

“We came off of a very big win against Canada
and | don’t know that we came out with the
intensity we needed to respond to the challenge of
Slovakia.”

The United States will now face Brazil on Satur-
day in the semifinals, with the championshipsched-
uled for Sunday.

Other teams advancing to the semifinals round
include, Slovakia, Spain, Canada, Cuba, Australia
and China.

Patrick Gainey became the new-
est signee to the Texas Tech track
team.

Gainey, who ran in just one
meet as a senior because of health
reasons, is Tech’s fourth signee
this week and fifth total in 1994.

As a junior Gainey ran a per-
sonal best in the 200 meters in

21.22 at the Lubbock City Meet.

He placed fifth in regionals with a
21.95 but pulled a hamstring dur-
ing that event. Despite the injury,
he ran on both the 400-meter and
the 1,600 meter relay teams.

Gainey won the District 3-5A
200-meter championship in 1993
with a time of 21.83.
