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Files on Title IX complaint against Tech to close

The Title IX complaint against
the Texas Tech athleticdepartment
was resolved this week, according
to Tech president Robert Lawless.

Lawlesssaid a final letteris being
prepared, and said that Tech
complied encugh to avoid an on-
site visit from the Department of
Education’s Office of Civil Rights.

“It is delightful to say that we
have reached a resolution in the
Title IX complaint and the (Office
for Civil Rights) is closing the files

on the complaint,” Lawless said
Tuesday. “We have made a lot of
progress in our program and are
moving in the right direction in
compliance with Title IX. We did
this without having to go through
an on-site visit or even court
involvement.”

Tech Athletic Director Bob
Bockrath said heis glad the process
is over, but he said that even
without the complaint Tech would
have added some women's sports
in the future.

“l am glad we were able to
resolve this without going through

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a time-consuming investigation,”
he said. “This takes some pressure
off, but does not change the
mission.”

The complaint was filed in
March 1993 by Rayla Allison, a
former executive director of the
National Softball Coaches
Association in Colorado Springs,
Colo.

The resolution stated that Tech
must havea disparity rate between
the enrollment and athletic
participation for male and female
athletes of no more than 5 percent.

“That is something we have

been concerned about for some
time,” Lawless said.

“That was an issue that was
before us and we believe that we
were in compliance and the Office
for Civil Rights said they feltit was
not worth it to come and visit.”

Tech’s ratio of male to female
athletes is 79-21, and according to
the resolution, the athletic
department will have that at 60-40
by the year 2000.

Also Tech will provide annual
reports to the Office for Civil
Rights until the year 2000.

“We would have had a very

difficult time of getting where we
need to be without joining the Big
12,” Lawless said. “The Office for
Civil Rights deemed that our plan
was acceptable and the
complaintant feltit was acceptable
and we havealways takenour Title
X compliance serious.”

In all the resolution contains 11
items, with three that have already
been completed by the Techathletic
department. Tech will add
women’s soccer in the fall, and
Bockrath said anew women’ssport
will be added by the 1995-96
academic year.

Hub City hot check raid results 1n
arrest of nine Tech students, 29 others

Nine Texas Tech students and
29 other area check bouncers were
arrested Thursday morning in a
Lubbock County hot check raid.

Seven law enforcement
agencies, including the University
Police Department, collaborated to
round up the group, who owed
about $14,000 to county merchants.

“Failure to make a check good is
a presumption that they’ve
intended to make an offense,” said
Steve Holmes, chief administrator
for the Lubbock Criminal District
Attorney’s Office. “It is a criminal
offense.”

Holmes said this presumption
stems from the fact that hot check
writers usually receive three
notices, two from thebankand one
from the merchant, informing them
that their check has bounced.

“It's not a simple oversight,” he

said. “By that point, an individual
should realize “Yeah, I have a
problem and I ought to take care of
it.””

Once the notice of a bad check
reaches the district attorney’s
office, the hot check division sends
another notice to the check writer.

After this notice has been
ignored, the office issue arrest
warrants, Holmes said.

After the 39 offenders were
arrested and taken to the Lubbock
County Jail, they were booked,
finger printed, and arraigned.

They were then given three
options — they could sit in county
lock up until their trial date, get
out on bail, or make restitution
and pay court fees.

The majority make restitution,
Holmes said

“Very seldom do you see
anybody stay in jail any length of
time,” he said.

Most Tech students, he said, get

in trouble when they graduateand
move from Lubbock because they
do not allow time for all their
written checks to clear through
their banks before they close their
accounts.

“We have in the past arrested
students out of classes or dorm
rooms and that's pretty
embarrassing,” Holmes said.

The district attorney’s office
served 50 hot check warrants to
the 39 individuals, meaning some
offenders had written more than
one bad check, Holmes said.

Thecheckamounts ranged from
$2 to $10,000

“People went to Burger King,
wrote a check for $5 and bounced
it,” Holmes said.

“If you figure out how much
it'’s going to cost you with bank,
merchant and court fees, you get
into the hole pretty quick.

“It’s not worth it,” he added. “I
don’t care if it is flame broiled.”

Study says alcohol

arouses women

NEW YORK (AP) — Women
get a surge of the male hormone
testosterone after they drink alco-
hol, which may help explain why
drinking can arouse them sexu-
ally, a study suggests.

Alcohol’s effect on testosterone
was strongestin women who were
taking oral contraceptives, which
suppress the body’s natural test-
osterone levels. In other women,
the testosterone boost was stron-
gest around the time of ovulation,
when an egg is released from an
ovary for possible fertilization. A
woman’s natural levels of test-
osterone are highest between ovu-
lation and her menstrual period.

Alcohol did not increase test-
osterone in men in the study, and
the hormone probably does not
explain why drinking can make
men sexually excited, researchers
from Finland and Japan said in
Thursday’s issue of the journal
Nature.

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4th on Broadway celebration to showcase downtown area

A downtown development
group hopes the 4th on Broadway
festival will highlight the area’s
strengths while providing family
entertainment.

The group, Broadway Festivals
Inc., began in 1991 to organize
events on Broadway Street, such
as the 4th on Broadway celebra-
tion in July and the Lights on
Broadway celebration in Decem-
ber, to highlight the downtown
area.

“Itbrings Lubbock and the sur-
rounding communities to down-
town to see what downtown has
to offer,” 4th on Broadway Chair-
person Joseph Postnikoff said.
“They see it's not just brick streets
and decorated houses. It's differ-
ent services, churches and busi-
nesses.”

Their original strategy,
Postnikoff said, was to get down-
town businesses to provide fun
entertainment for the family dur-
ing holidays.

Today, businesses fromall over
Lubbock participate in the Broad-

“The impact is beyond the
downtown area,” Postnikoff said.
“Itis on all of Lubbock. The entire
community will be here — places
that don’t have their own celebra-
tions or have celebrations earlier
in the day,” he said.

Sparklers present dangers to children

Sparklers, considered safe by
many adults, can injure hundreds
of young children this Fourth of
July.

Officials from Prevent Blind-
ness of Lubbock, an affiliate of the
national Society to Prevent Blind-
ness, said sparklers are simply fire-
works that emit white or colored
sparks when lit.

The chemicals in sparklers are
pasted on “needle-thin” wire.

“Many parents give sparklers
to children as alternatives to other
fireworks because they think spar-
klers are safer,” said Lyn Garcia of
the Lubbock center.

“But when you consider how
hot these devices get, parents are
actually giving miniature fire-
balls.”

Although sparklers don’t ex-
plode, splatter, or shoot skyward
as do some other fireworks, they

can sizzle at temperatures of 1,800
degrees.

More than 800 preschoolers are
injured each year by sparklers,
according to Prevent Blindness.

“Theseaccidents happen when
the young children simply put the
sparkler too close to their eyes,”
said Amy Fox of the Lubbock cen-
ter.

“Sparks can fly in even from a
distance.”

Sparklers are common causes
of corneal burns and burns to the
hands and fingers.

Peoplealso tend to swing burn-
ing sparklers, which increases the
risk of penetrating eye injuries or
blindness to young bystanders,
Fox said.

“There are not specific warn-
ings on the packages for blind-
ness,” she said.

“Thereisnotanagelimit tobuy

sparklers that we are aware of.”

Fox said in some states, these
sparklers are regulated but in
Texas they are not.

Prevent Blindness officials said
because sparklers are among the
fireworks least likely to be regu-
lated, the devices are part of a
multimillion dollarindustry, with
purchases totaling $250 million
last year.

Approximately two-thirds of
this price tag are from consumer
purchases.

“We are just trying to educate
the public and make sure they are
cautious over the holiday,” Fox
said.

Garcia said, “Until people real-
ize that there is no such thing as
safe fireworks, manufacturers will
continue selling them and chil-
dren will continue suffering seri-
ous injuries.”

CBS, QVC merger close
to reality, officials say

NEW YORK (AP) —Top-rated
television network CBS Inc. and
home-shopping cable operator
QVC Inc. said today they’re close
to an agreement on mergmg a
combination that would create a
formidable new force in Ameri-
can entertainment.

Under the proposed agreement,
CBS Chairman Laurence A. Tisch
would remain chairmanand QVC
Chairman Barry Diller would be-
come chief executive officer of the
merged company, which would
retain the CBS name.

“The alliance of CBS and QVC
combines two of the leading fran-
chises in television,” Tisch said in

But Tisch has been criti-
cized recently for allowing the Fox
TV network to take professional
football and several key stations
in major markets from CBS.

“It's thekind of acquisition that
CBScould easily afford. They have
enough cash flow,” said Harold
Vogel, an entertainment analyst
with Merrill Lynch & Co.

“It's quite logical,” he said.
“There’s a lot of activity on the
information highway. This is just
one of many potential outcomes.”

Diller, who lost a battle earlier
this year to acquire Paramount
Communications, worked at ABC
and then developed the Fox net-
work before moving to QVC.

In anticipation of an announce-
ment, stock exchanges this morn-
ing halted trading in the shares of
both companies.

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Athletic department announces rates for football parking

A new Texas Tech parking pro-
gram and seating changes have
been made for the upcoming foot-
ball season.

Tech Athletics Director Bob
Bockrath announced Wednesday
that more than 12,000 parking per-
mits will be available on a priority
basis in three parking lots next to
Jones Stadium for $60.

Tickets for the north end zone
grass seating area also will no
longer be sold. Instead, the seats
in the southeast zone will be sold
at a comparable ticket price, said
Carol Baker, assistant athletic di-
rector for ticket sales.

“The grass in the end zone is
always beautiful in the off season
when there aren’t any fans walk-
ing on it,” she said.

“I think this change will help to
fill up the seats and will create a
better image on national televi-
sion.”

The student section and Tech
band section have been moved to
the northeast side. A new section
for young graduates has also been
created.

“This area will be for students
who have graduated from Tech in
the past five years,” Baker said.
“They will be able to receive a
discount.”

Bockrath said the money gen-

erated from the parking permit
fee will be used to fund summer
school for Red Raider male and
female athlete

In the past, thedepartment only
paid for students who had to at-
tend summer school to maintain
eligibility requirements.

“This is a chance for the Texas
Tech football fan tosecurereserved
parking for a reasonable price,”
Bockrath said.

“My main worry about the pro-
gram is that we will not have
enough space to accommodate
everybody that will want a per-
mit.”

Thelots east, northeastand west
of the stadium will be sold and
limited handicapped parking will

be available at no charge in the
east lot. All lots will be reserved
from 7:30 a.m. on game day to 30
minutes after kickoff.

Tech option ticket holders will
be the first priority group to pur-
chase permits.

The second priority will be for
Red Raider Club members who
are season ticket holders and non-
Red Raider Club members who
are season ticket holders will be
third priority.

Members of the general public
will have fourth priority and tick-
ets will not be available over the
counter until Aug. 1.

Bockrath said there will be
plenty of free parking available
for individuals who do not want

to purchase a permit. A shuttle
bus also will be available to bring
fans to the stadium.

Fans with oversized vehicles
can park in the lot west of the
stadium, but they must buy four

spaces for a total of $240 a season.

“Raider Alley” also will be cre-
ated where merchants can buy
spaces on a season basis. Bockrath
said he hopes this will create a
festival atmosphere on game day.

Texas Tech joins ranks of TCU, Baylor with parking rates

Texas Tech is joining the ranks
of schools like Baylor and Texas
Christian University in charging a
season parking permit fee for the
football season.

Director of Athletics Bob
Bockrath announced Wednesday
that parking permits will be avail-
able for fans. Other schools such
as the University of Texas and
Texas A & M University do not
charge for student parking.

UT Associate Athletics Direc-
tor Doug Messer said the idea of
having a charge for parking or
having a permit has not been con-
sidered. Amy Janac, A&M clerk
ticket office manager, said theidea
has not been considered because
all of the parking at A&M is filled
by season ticket holders who re-
ceive parking in their packageand
by donors.

TCU has charged for permit
and general parking for at least 20
years, said Tommy Love, business
and ticket manager.

Love said TCU has a $60 park-
ing fee forlotsaround the stadium
and one development lot for indi-
viduals who donate at least $1,000

to the university. General parking
is also available for $5 a car per
game.

“We have charged a parking
fee for a long time,” he said. “It is
nota problem forstudents because
they just park on campus and walk
across the street for the game.”

Permit parking for Baylor in-
cludes lots available for general
and donor parking. Members of
the Bear Foundation, which is simi-
lar to the Red Raider Club, have
first priority, said Russell Warren,
director for ticket operations.

Parking costs $80 at Baylor for
season pass holders and $10 for
general parking in remote areas
that are grass fields.

Red Raider Club President
Steve Locke said he believes the
new parking fee will benefit the
university.

“Many fans have expressed in-
terest in securing reserved park-
ing in the past,” he said. “I think
this will be a great opportunity for
fans.”

Jason Rinehart, ajuniorartsand
sciences major from San Antonio,
said he believes the student reac-
tion may not be positive.

“l understand the university is
trying to raise money, but with the
new parking fees for the football
games, I think you will get a red
light from Tech students and the
surrounding community,” hesaid.
