Delegates support

one-year military rule

LAGOS, Nigeria (AP) — A
panel charged with writing anew
constitution voted Tuesday for
another year of military rule,
strengthening claims it was set
up to legitimize the dictatorship
of Gen. Sani Abacha.

Delegates at the Constitu-
tional Conference organized by
the military slapped each other
on the back and congratulated
themselves after passing a rec-
ommendation ‘‘that military rule
terminates in Nigeria on Jan. 1,
1996."

On Monday, a conference
committee recommended a two-
year extension of military rule.
The full conference’s approval
of a shorter extension appeared
intended to deflect allegations
that it is an arm of Abacha’s

government.

Abacha's ruling military
council must approve all resolu-
tions of the conference, which
has been meeting for months.

Quayle says illness

won'’t affect decision

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) —
Dan Quayle left a hospital Tues-
day and said blood clots in his
lungs won't affect his decision
on whether to run for president in
1996.

““To the public I would say
I'm on the mend ... after four
weeks I'll be back,’’ the former
vice presidentsaid aftereightdays
in Indiana University Medical
Center.

The47-year-old Quayle is tak-
ing blood thinners to prevent new
clots while his body’s natural
enzymes break down those in his
lungs. His doctors advised him to
eat fewer green vegetables be-
cause they can contribute toclots.

Such clots, called pulmonary
embolisms, often strike people
who are sedentary for long peri-
ods. Doctors believe plane rides
probably contributed to Quayle’s.

Quayle was told by his doc-
tors to avoid strenuous activity
for four weeks. He can resume a
full schedule after that.

As he has for several months,
Quayle said he will decide some-
time after Jan. | whether to run
for the GOP nomination for presi-
dent.

TSU reported to have

most violent crimes

HOUSTON (AP) — Texas
Southern University had the high-
est number of violent crimes
among Texas colleges last year,
while the University of Texas at
Austin and Texas A&M had the
most property crimes, an FBI
survey shows.

Texas Southern's campus
police received 36 complaints of
violent incidents in 1993, down
from its state-leading total of 39
in 1992 but still above its previ-
ous two-year average of 20.

Texas campuses averaged
four reported violent crimes last
year, according to the survey in
the FBI's Crimeinthe U.S. Year-
book, which is published each
fall. The figures from 64 col-
leges and universities in Texas
were voluntarily submitted to the
FBL.

Violentcrime includes aggra-
vated assault, armed robbery,
rape and murder. However, no
murders were reported on the
surveyed campus.

Christopher
cautions
Arafat

JERUSALEM (AP) — Secretary
of State Warren Christopher served
notice on PLO Chairman Yasser Arafat
Tuesday that he must put a stop to
Islamic militants’ attacks on Israelis if
he expects to spread Palestinian self-
rule across the West Bank.

Christopher also reassured Israel’s
hard-pressed government that the
Clinton administration considers
Arafat’s security pledges *‘absolutely
fundamental’’ to peacemaking.

The government is in the throes of
deciding whether to pull Israel’s army
outof Arab towns on the West Bank in
the midst of a long siege of attacks on
Israel soldiers and civilians.

In the same vein, Christopherurged
Syrian President Hafez Assadina4 1/
2-hour meeting in Damascus to make
a public declaration denouncing mur-
der of innocent civilians, a senior U.S.
official said.

Assad said he would consider it,
the official told reporters as Christo-
pher took his latest Mideast shuttle to
Israel from Syria.

Assadis believed to have told Presi-
dent Clinton when they met in Octo-
ber that he deplores terrorism, but the
Syrian leader did not make such a
declaration at their joint news confer-
ence in Damascus afterward.

Syria allows a number of terrorist
groups in1ts territory and permits them
to operate from bases in Syrian-con-
trolled areas of Lebanon, said the se-
nior official, who briefed reporters on
condition of anonymity.

The American emphasis on a need
for security is intended to encourage
Israeli Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin
to continue to relinquish territory to
former Arab foes.

“The funny thing about that is
people are still buying the tickets,” she
said.

The obstructed-view seats are be-
hind a concrete pillar, and it will be
very hard to see the game, she said.

The Cotton Bowl Association set a
single-day sales record of 2,244 tick-
ets sold Nov. 25.

Riffle said the new record 1s about
1,200 tickets more than the previous
record. Another record was broken
Nov. 28 with 1,600 tickets sold.

The search for anew dean of Texas
Tech’s College of Engineering ended
Monday with the announcement that
Jorge Aunon will fill the vacated po-
siton.

Aunon is the interim dean of the

College of Engineering at Colorado

State University.

Aunon is replacing former College
of Engineering Dean Mason
Sommerville, who left Tech in May to
teach at Northern Arizona University.

Margaret Lutherer, director of Tech
News and Publications, said Aunon
will begin his duties Feb. 1.

Vice Provost Donald Haragan said
he was pleased to announce Aunon as
the new dean.

“As a world-known biomedical
engineer, he brings substantial exper-
tise to Tech,” Haragan said.

Aunon will bring a commitment to
undergraduate education at Tech, he
said.

“He will bring a commitment to
teaching and advising that is keeping
with our fine program in engineering
at Tech,” Haragan said.

Aunon received a bachelor’s,
master’s and doctoral degree from
George Washington University.

He was a professor of electrical
engineering at Purdue University and

a former chairman of the electrical
engineering department at Colorado
State. He also served as a visiting
scientist at the National Institute of
Pediatrics in Mexico City.

Aunon is founder and part ownerin
Vectronic Inc. Vectronic manufactures
and produces the ECG analyzer for
veterinarians. The program allows
veterinarians to record, analyze and
diagnose canine and feline electrocar-
diograms automatically.

Aunon was a Fulbright scholar in
Barcelona, Spain and is among the
Hispanic Americans Who's Who.

Aunon was born in Havana, Cuba
in 1942, He is married and has four
daughters.

Bentsen’s departure, announced
Tuesday, will deprive the administra-
tion of the Cabinet officer with the

Texas Tech researchers are keep-
ing a close eye on fire ants that have
invaded most of Texas and the south-
ern states and are slowly making their
way into Arizona and California.

Tech researchers have been study-
ing the biology and ecology of the fire
ant for the past 20 years, said Harlan
Thorvilson, associate professor in de-
partment of plant and soil science.

The fire ant is a medical, social and
agricultural problem in Texas and
across the South, he said.

“The reason to study them is that
they cause quite an economic impact,”

tol Hill just as Republicans are taking
control of Congress for the first time
in 40 years.

Woolverton
case begins

The defense will present its case in
the Lawrence Dean Woolverton trial
today in Judge J. Blair Cherry’s dis-
trict courtroom.

Woolverton has been charged with
the alleged aggravated kidnapping of
a female Texas Tech student.

Lubbock District Attorney Travis
Ware rested the plaintiff’s case at 3:48
p.m. Tuesday after hearing testimony
from the victim, her roommate, a rape
crisis volunteer and police officers.

The victim said that, while sitting
in her Jeep, she and her roommate had
briefly talked to Woolverton at a local
dance club Sept. 9. The victim said she
had two drinks at the club.

Woolverton followed the women
to Knapp Hall, where he falsely iden-
tified himself as an undercover police
officer, she said.

Her roommate testified that she
wentinto the residence hall, and when
she returned, the victim and the defen-
dant had left in Woolverton's car.

The victim said Woolverton told
her he was taking her to the police
station. Instead, he took her to K.N.
Klapp Park, where he allegedly took
off her pants and underwear, and
fondled her before he forced her to
perform oral sex, she said.

Woolverton dropped her off in the
Knapp Residence Hall parking lot af-
terthe alleged aggravated sexual abuse
occurred, she said.

The victim went to her room and
washed out *her mouth, she said.
Friends and family called the police.

Brenda Hutson, a volunteer for the
rape crisis center, said it is a natural
reaction for victims of rape to cleanse
themselves after a rape.

“They should not go to the rest
room, shower, brush their teeth or
change clothes after it happens,” she
said. “They should leave everything
as it is and call the police.”

Walter Shields, a Lubbock Police
Department identification detective,
testified that he had matched a finger-
print on the inside door jamb of the
victim’s Jeep to the print of
Woolverton's middle finger on his
right hand.

University Police Department Sgt.
Dennis Clements said Woolverton's
blue Buick Oldsmobile matched the
victim's description of the car she was
allegedly assaulted 1n.

dedicate research to trouble-making fire ant

Thorvilson said. “They sting people,
livestock and wild animals.”

Researchers have been focusing on
several fire ant issues:

*documentation of the impact of
the ant as it invades a new area and
affects animals and plant life

scontrol measures, both chemical
and biological

*the impacton wildlife suchasdove,
deer and quail

*the impacton electrical equipment

Tech, with Texas A&M University
and the University of Texas-Austin, is
the leading fire ant research center in
Texas. Thorvilson said about half a
million dollars a year is spent on fire
ant research in Texas. Tech receives

about $140,000 a year to conduct re-
search.

Thorvilson said fire ant funding is
a state line item, and the federal gov-
ernment frequently funds researchers
to study the fire ant in its native coun-
try.

“The fire ant is a tropical ant, and
they don’t survive well in very cold
weather,” he said. “We think the fire
ant came into this country by accident
sometime before World War II. They
originated in Brazil and Argentinaand
probably came in through a port In
Mobile, Ala.”

Itis very difficultto curb the spread
of fire ants, Thorvilson said.

“The fire ant is an invader,” he

said. “They are a perfectly adapted ant
to invade a new area.”

A mature colony can easily total
200,000 to 300,000 ants, he said.

The construction of their mounds
causes damage to machinery.

“The mounds reach about 8-inches
tall, and the bottom can extend down
to many feet into the ground,” he said.

There are three or four species of
native fire ants, but they have been in
Texas for a long time, he said.

“These ants are not as serious, they
make smaller mounds, and they’re not
as numerous,” he said.

Most fire ants are found in the
eastern two-thirds of Texas. In West
Texas, Midland is especially infested

with fire ants.

He said a few mounds survive
poorly in Lubbock.

“There are even a few mounds on
campus,” he said. “But the landscape
people keep their eye on them and use
chemicals and baits to control them.”

Fire ants look like regular ants,
Thorvilson said.

“Fire ants are quite small,” he said.
“They're not big like the Harvester
Ant.”

The ant’s uncomfortable sting is
probably how it gets its name.

“The ant grabs onto the victim with
its mandibles, and with its stingers on

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National hotline available for runaways Ants

The first nationwide runaway
hotline, which was started by Gov.
Dolph Biscoe 21 years ago, became
the Texas Runaway Hotline in No-
vember.

“In Texas, more than 120,000 chil-
dren run away each year,” said Jay
Smith, hotline director. “Most are not
running to something, but rather, are
running from overwhelming problems
that often include physical and sexual
abuse.”

Alcohol and drug abuse are other
factors involved when teen-agers run
away from home, he said.

“As a statewide hotline, we will be
able to focus all of or energy and
resources toward Texas youth,” he

said.

The Texas Runaway Hotline is a
24-hour telephone service answered
by more than 100 volunteers and staff
members who offer crisis intervention
and peer counseling, he said.

“Information and referrals are avail-
able to callers who are in need of
shelter, counseling, medical and legal
assistance,” Smith said. “We will also
provide services offering free trans-
portation home.”

Runaways contacting the hotline
also will be provided with a message-
relay service to contact their families,
he said.

“We will spend the next few months
promoting the transition from a na-
tional service to a statewide service,
Smith said.

youth run away from home, he said.
The reasons include physical abuse,
difficulties with parents, peer pres-
sure, school, drugs, sexual abuse, al-
coholism, divorce and getting thrown
out.

“Every year 1.3 million children
across the country run away from
home,” he said. “About 5,000 of these
children die from assault, illness and
suicide.”

Every year in Texas more than
120,000 children ages 7 to 17 run
away from home, Smith said.

In September of 1973, Biscoe initi-
ated the first toll-free, nationwide run-
away hotline.

“Afterassessing callers’ problems,
peer counselors help them consider
options, explore facts and feelings and
develop sensible plans of action,”
Smith said.

Criminals arrested for 1986
FALN leader prison escape

CHICAGO (AP) — Two of the
FBI's 10 most-wanted fugitives sur-
rendered Tuesday after nine years on
the run on charges they plotted a heli-
copter prison break for the reputed
head of the Puerto Rican separatist
group FALN.

Claude Daniel Marks and Donna
Jean Willmott were indicted in 1986
on conspiracy charges in the failed
plottobreak FALN leader Oscar Lopez
out of the maximum-security federal
prison at Leavenworth, Kan.

They went underground in Los
Angeles in 1985 and were put on the
FBI's 10 Most Wanted list in 1987.

The two had begun negotiating a
surrender with authorities last winter,
U.S. Attorney James Burns said.

He said both were married and kept
their families in hiding with them, but
the prosecutor refused to give details.

The FALN, a Spanish acronym for
Armed Forces of National Liberation,
claimed responsibility for more than

150 bombings from 1975 to 1984 inits
campaign to win independence for
Puerto Rico, a U.S. commonwealth.

Six people have been killed and
more than 100 injured in FALN vio-
lence in the United States, prosecutors
said.

Marks and Willmott were not mem-
bers of the FALN and were never
charged with the its activities.

Prosecutors said four FALN mem-
bers planned to use rockets, hand gre-
nades and a helicopter in 1986 to free
Lopez, who was serving a 55-year
sentence for a 1981 conviction on se-
ditious conspiracy charges.

The purported plot was foiled after
it was infiltrated by the FBI.

Lopez and two others later were
convicted of charges stemming from
the escape attempt.

He was sentenced to an additional
15 years for masterminding the plot;
his co-defendants received lesser
terms.

its abdomen, it injects venom,” he
| said.

The sting will cause a reddened
area about the size of a nickel, and in
the center, a raised pustule will ap-
pear, he said.

Thorvilson said probably hun-
dreds of thousands of people are
stung each year by fire ants. One or
two people a year die from the stings
' because of allergic reactions, he said.
' Fire ants also can cause short
| circuits by climbing on electrical
| equipment, he said.

! “They electrocute themselves

| accidently, and when they die, they
send outa chemical that causes other
ants to be attracted to the site,” he
said.

Those ants then get electrocuted,
| and it builds up until the equipment
| malfunctions.

‘ “It affects air conditioner units,

| power transformers, traffic signals,

‘ railroad crossing signs and street
lights,"” he said.

I Itcan be a grave safety hazard, he
said.

Graduate students are working

'. Camille Landry, an entomology

“There’s abacteniadiscovered in
the 1980s that is ice nucleating,” she
said.

Gene White, an entomology
graduate student, said he is looking
at fungal pathogens to combat fire |
ants.

“(The fungal pathogen) kills in- |
sects by producing spores afterland- |
ing on the insects,” he said.

The pathogen occurs naturally in
the environment and is a form of
biological control, he said.

Researchers are studying how to
package the pathogeninapelletsoit
can be more easily applied to fire
ants, he said.

Thorvilson said he will be pre- i
senting Tech’s recent findings at the ‘
national professional meeting of the
Entomological Society of America |
in Dallas next week. !

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Seven Tech ROTC cadets employed

Seven Texas Tech Army ROTC cadets
were accessed by the federal government and
secured full-time employment six months be-
fore their graduation.

Tech Army ROTC members, including
Brett Bassinger, Teresa Parrack, Michael
Glode, Fred Huh, Wade Faulkner, Aaron
Whitley and Gary Forde were among more
than 4,500 cadets from around the nation who
were considered for employment, said Will
Shiffer, professor of military science.

Each cadet hired sent in a packet of infor-
mation, including transcripts, extracurricular
activities and ROTC activities, to the acces-
" sion board in August, Shiffer said.

The board reviewed each packet and tried
to place cadets where the Army needed them
and where they wanted to go, he said.

The board mainly reviewed activities and

accomplishments of the cadets while they
attended Tech, Shiffer said.

“The board first places the cadets to meet
the needs of the Army, and there is no guaran-
tee acadet will get placed where they want to,”
he said. “All seven of our cadets received one
of their top three choices for military duty and
branch.”

Several of the cadets will begin drawing
full pay and benefits the day after their gradu-
ation and start working with a $27,000-a-year
salary, he said.

Cadets will attend an officer-basic-training
course after graduation and then move on to
their first permanent duty station, Shiffer said.

Whitley, a Tech Army ROTC senior cadet
major, said he received his choice of active
duty and, after the officer-training course,
would like to go to airborne school and ranger
school.

Whitley said he hopes to end up at Fort
Hood.

AUSTIN (AP)— Afteracourttossed out
Austin’s voter-passed law to protect the
environmentally sensitive Barton Springs
watershed, the City Council has adopted a
new law designed to impose some limits.

The ordinance was approved in a 5-1
vote on Monday. Backers said it will limit
development more than the original 1991
city law, which developers had touted, but
less than the Save Our Springs initiative that
had won 2-to-1 voter approval.

““We are doing the most responsible thing
we can do under the circumstances, which is
plugging the loopholes in the (old) ordi-
nance and trying to make it effective imme-
diately,’’ said Council Member Brigid Shea.

““We are supporting these stopgap mea-
sures because the alternative is having no
protection for our creeks, water supply and
Barton Springs,”’ she said.

The Save Our Springs ordinance —regu-
lating development and storm-water runoff
in the watershed which feeds Austin’s popu-
lar swimming hole, Barton Springs — was
placed on the ballot by citizen initiative and
approved in August 1992.

Some Hays County landowners and the
Circle C Land Corp., a developer, filed suit

against the city, arguing that the SOS law
was oo strict.

On Friday, a Hays County judge agreed
with what the jury in that lawsuit already
decided: the law was invalid.

The city’s legal position is that the SOS
law remains in place while the court ruling is
appealed.

But as a matter of policy until the future
of SOS is clarified, Austin will regulate new
development proposals under the stopgap
ordinance, officials said.

For the most part, the new law is weaker
than the SOS.

It restricts transfer of development rights
from other areas into the Barton Springs
watershed, requires that the first quarter-
inch of storm-water runoff be captured by
retention ponds throughout the watershed,
requires developers to adopt plans promot-
ing use of drought-tolerant landscaping and
require service stations and other sites sell-
ing or storing hydrocarbons to prepare spill-
control plans.

“I believe the composite (law) repre-
sents the best effort we can make and still
have some certainty of its legal defense,’’

said Mayor Bruce Todd.

“It has been really tough the past couple of
years, but I think we are all really excited to
finally get out and do what we want,” Whitley
said.

Forde, a Tech Army ROTC senior cadet
lieutenant, said he received his choice of re-
serve duty with the Military Police. He will go
on active duty and attend an officer-basic-
training course after graduation, he said.

After active duty, he said he will contribute
every weekend and two weeks a year to the
Army. During the week, he will have acivilian
job, he said.

Dave Egbert, assistant professor of mili-
tary science, said three of the graduating ca-
dets are Army ROTC scholarship recipients.

“About 25 percent of the students enrolled
in our ROTC program are Army ROTC schol-
arship recipients,” Egbert said. “The best thing
about the scholarships is that they guarantee
employment for qualified students upon gradu-
ation.”

Texas Ag department
suffers otfice closings

DALLAS (AP) — Texas will shutter al-
most 100 offices, taking one of the biggest hits
in the Agriculture Department’s announce-
ment Tuesday that it is closing 1,070 field
offices nationwide.

But it will keep 219 offices — far more
than any other state.

The news received a mixed reaction in the
Lone Star State, which will drop from 317
offices, a loss of 98.

Other states losing a proportionally larger
number of offices are Tennessee, Virginia and
Georgia, which will be hit the hardest, losing
101 of 193 offices.

The plan tendered by Agriculture Secre-
tary Mike Espy is part of a larger streamlining
effort that could cut the agency’s payroll by
11,000 people and save $3.6 billion over five
years.

The department says farmers will be better
served by fewer locations, because service
centers for commodity programs, crop insur-
ance, loans and some conservation programs
will be put under one roof. A new Consoli-
dated Farm Service Agency will do most of
the work of four.

Harold Bob Bennett, executive director of
the Farm Service Agency in Texas, said the
key is to focus the number of service centers
that will be open.

Hill sentenced in abortion doctor slaying

PENSACOLA, Fla. (AP) — His usual be-
mused smile wiped off his face, Paul Hill
listened with a bored look Tuesday as a judge
sentenced him to the electric chair for blowing
out the brains of an abortion doctor and his
bodyguard.

‘““May God have mercy on your soul,”’
Circuit Judge Frank Bell intoned.

Moments later, an abortion foe shouted
that Hill’s blood would be on the hands of the
judge, the jury and the people of Florida.

Shackled at his feet, the 40-year-old Hill
stood impassively in his drab green jail
jumpsuit as Bell explained to the former min-
ister why he had rejected the only other sen-
tencing option, life in prison without parole.
Lastmonth a jury unanimously recommended
that Hill be executed.

Bell recounted the July 29 ambush outside
Pensacola abortion clinic, the second anti-
abortion slaying in the Florida Panhandle city.

He said Hill paused briefly in the parking
lot of the Ladies Center to contemplate the
carnage before throwing down his shotgun
and calmly walking off from the scene of the
crime.

‘“The defendant was looking at what he
had accomplished with pride and satisfac-
tion,”’ the judge said.

Hill, who represented himself with a smile
in the state case and a related federal trial but
offered no evidence and cross-examined no
witnesses, declined to speak at his sentencing.

Hill, a former minister in the Presbyterian
Church in America and Orthodox Presbyte-
rian Church, has contended he was justified in
killing Dr. John Bayard Britton, 69, and re-
tired Air Force Lt. Col. James Barrett, 74, to
prevent abortions.

He wasn’t allowed to make that argument
to jurors in the trial , however, because abor-
tion is legal.

Last Friday, Hill was sentenced to life in
prison without parole for violating the new
federal clinic-protection law in the shootings.
He was the first person convicted under the
law enacted earlier this year.

A federal prosecutor said the death penalty
would take precedence.

Bell also sentenced Hill to 13 years and
four months in prison for attempting to murder
Barrett's 69-year-old wife, June, and for shoot-
ing into an occupied vehicle.

The unarmed victims were shot as they
arrived at the clinic in the Barretts’ pickup.

Barrett, who is also a clinic escort, was
wounded and testified at Hill’s trial but wasn’t
at the sentencing.

Mexican proposals made to clean up corruption

MEXICOCITY (AP)— President Ernesto
Zedillo sent Congress a set of sweeping pro-
posals Tuesday to clean up a corrupt judiciary,
boldly moving to calm a nation rattled by
assassinations, drug wars and armed rebel-
lion.

‘“We Mexicans need, want, demand and
merit an efficient system of justice,’”” Zedillo
announced Monday. ‘‘One of the greatest de-
mands ... is the need for greater public security
and protection of the citizenry.’’

The reforms, announced five days after
Zedillo became president, represent a daunt-
ing challenge matched only in scope by the
free-market reforms of Zedillo’s predecessor,

Carlos Salinas de Gortari.

Zedillo called for reshaping the nation’s
Supreme Court, overhauling corrupt police
forces and ensuring crimes are fully pros-
ecuted and that poor Mexicans receive free
legal defense.

The president planned his first working
lunch Tuesday afternoon with all 500 mem-
bers of the Chamber of Deputies to exhort
swift action on the first initiative of his six-
year term. The unusual meeting with con-
gressman showed Zedillo appeared intent on
curbing the near absolute power of the Mexi-
can presidency by strengthening the legisla-
ture and judiciary branches.

Study explores binge drinking

CHICAGO (AP) — Nearly half of
U.S. college students are binge drink-
ers who make life miserable for much
of the other half, according to a sur-
vey.

‘‘Students on campuses where
there's a lot of binge drinking are
affected in a number of ways — in-
cluding physical assault, sexual ha-
rassment, property damage and inter-
rupted sleep orstudy time,"’ said Henry
Wechsler, directorof the Alcohol Stud-
ies Program at Harvard School of Pub-
lic Health.

His team surveyed 17,592 students
on 140 campuses nationwide last year.
Findings appearin Wednesday's Jour-
nal of the American Medical Associa-
tion.

Forty-four percentreported binging
on alcohol, defined as downing five
drinksinarow formen or fourinarow
for women on at least one occasion in

the two weeks before the survey. Nine-
teen percent of all students were fre-
quent bingers, defined as those who
have had at least three binges during
the period

Binge drinkers were seven times as
likely to have unprotected sex as a
non-binge drinker, 10 times as likely
to drive after drinking and 11 times as
likely to fall behind in school, the
survey found.

At about one-third of the schools,
more than 50 percent of students were
bingers.

At another third, fewer than 35
percent were bingers.

At the big drinking schools, sober
students were twice as likely as those
at the lowest-level schools to be in-
sulted or humiliated; to be pushed, hit
or assaulted; and to experience un-
wanted sexual advances from drink-
ing students.

She also got $11,000 a month in
alimony, although Reynolds recently
asked a judge to relieve him of the
payments.

Earlier Tuesday, Reynolds listened
as his accountant outlined the actor’s
recent financial straits.

Gregory T. Young of Little Rock,
Ark., who has managed the actor’s
finances for three years, said Reynolds’
income has dropped dramatically since
cancellation of his CBS-TV series
“‘Evening Shade’’ and the loss of two
lucrative commercial endorsements.

Young testified that Reynolds” fi-
nancial worth dropped from $7.6 mil-
lion in May to a negative $2.5 million
this fall, in part because of falling
property values.

Superior Court Judge Robert M.
Letteau questioned Young's account-
ing methods and asked him to calcu-
late the actor’s worth based on fair
market values. Young said Reynolds
had a net worth of about $5 million.

Before his accountant took the
stand, Reynolds asked to make a state-
ment to explain his sometimes com-
bative and contradictory testimony on
Monday.

‘I want to apologize for not being
prepared yesterday. I will be prepared
in the future,’”” Reynolds said.

Cigarette packages deceiving smokers

BETHESDA, Md. (AP) — Ciga-
rette packages deceive smokers by
listing very low tar and nicotine con-
tents and should instead disclose the
maximum amount smokers can in-
hale, a federal panel of tobacco ex-
perts said Tuesday.

Cigarettes also should list the car-
cinogens they contain, warn that cer-

tain smoking habits increase absorp-
tion of those chemicals, and add a
disclaimer that *‘light’’ brands aren’t
really more healthful, concluded the
panel convened by the National Can-
cer Institute.

“*The health benefits of switching
to low-tar and -nicotine cigarettes is
minimal compared to quitting en-
tirely,”” said Dr. Harold Freeman of
the President’s Cancer Panel, who
headed the special committee. **‘How
you smoke i1s much more important
than what you smoke."”

The panel’s recommendations
came at the request of the Federal
Trade Commission and Congress af-
tercomplaints that FTC-designed test-
ing of cigarettes’ tar and nicotine de-
ceive smokers into thinking low-yield
brands are less threatening.

The FTC pledged to review the
recommendations but warned that it
has jurisdiction only over false adver-
tising of cigarettes, not health claims.

And the tobacco industry immedi-
ately noted that'many of the recom-
mendations would require congres-
sional intervention because federal law
prohibits any addition or deletion to
health warnings already on cigarettes.

“*Some of those recommendations
might be put in place by the FTC
without congressional action,”” re-
sponded Rep. Henry Waxman, D-Ca-
lif. *‘I certainly would be willing to
work on legislation to make sure con-
sumers have the full information they
ought to about the dangers from ciga-
rette smoking.™”

But now that Waxman's high-pro-
file tobacco probe is about to be ended
by the new Republican Congress, such
legislation might fail, he acknowl-
edged.

Industry representatives wouldn’t
say if they would challenge the rec-
ommendations, but said the changes
could backfire.

““If the ranges of nicotine in ultra-

Adams’ Cotton dream
come true with bowl trip

Some people say that offenses win
football games and defenses wincham-
pionships. If that’s the case, then the
Texas Tech Red Raiders should fare
well in their match-up with the Uni-
versity of Southern California Jan. 2
in the Mobil Cotton Bowl Classic.

Senior cornerback Cat Adams, an
important piece in the Tech second-
ary, will fulfill his dream when he
steps onto the field in Dallas.

Adams, who grew up in Henderson,
said he lived in Longhorn country in
East Texas.

“l can’t put enough emphasis on
going to the Cotton Bowl,” Adams
said. “It’s the biggest thing in my life
and has always been a dream of mine
to go to the Cotton Bowl. Naturally,
[’'mexcited because it has always been
our biggest goal.”

Because it is his dream, Adams
said it will be hard to leave the field
after 60 minutes of football.

“I'won’twantto leave the field,” he
said. *“They’ll have to escort me off the
field.”

The 5-foot, 8-inch comer has had
to go up against some of Tech’s
opponent’s top receivers buthas come
up big this season. This season Adams
has three interceptions, to go along
with a total of 34 downfield tackles.
He also had one sack, for a loss of 10
yards.

“I went up against some of the best
receivers in the nation,” Adams said.
“Sometimes I was one or two steps
away from making the play. Overall,
the secondary did a good job.”

Each week the defense had to pre-
pare for a different quarterback, but

Adams said the coaching staff de-
served a lot of credit for Tech’s na-
tional ranking of third in pass defense.

For the season, the secondary al-
lowed an average of 147.5 yards in the
air, as opposing quarterbacks com-
pleted only 43 percent of their passes
(122-283). Adams said he did not take
on a leadership role, but was there as
ateammate, helping outin any way he
could.

“Zach (Thomas) was the leader in
the middle, and Bart (Thomas) was
the leader in the secondary,” Adams
said. “They came through for us this
year.”

Adams said his biggest motivation
comes from back home, where his
mother lives.

“My mom gets more fired up than
[ do sometimes,” Adams said. “I
haven’t been able to keep her away.
She bought 10 more tickets to the
Cotton Bowl.”

There are two games that Adams
has not forgotten. The first was the 24-
21 loss to Rice Oct. 8.

“Ifeltbad, personally,”” Adams said.
“If I had made one play here or there,
we could’ve won.”

Tech’s 33-9 spanking of Texas Oct.
29 was more memorable for him.

“All week weheard how we weren’t
going to be handle the big receivers
Texas had,” he said reflecting on the
game. “When I came out of that game,
I felt like I was on top of the world.”

Adams said he does have the dreams
to one day reach the next level, but
won'’t base his entire life around it.

Summing up his career at Tech,
Adams said he 1s pleased with Tech’s
consecutive trips to bowl games, the
Sun Bowl and their first and second
place finishes in consecutive years.
