Texas Tech President Robert Lawless 

chose President's Day, Monday, to leave 
Tech and go to the University of Tulsa, leav-
ing a legacy behind. 

"The one thing that really strikes me 
about Bob Lawless is he was committed to 
quality:' said Gary Bell, director of Tech's 
Honors Program. 

Lawless enticed tremendous numbers of 
presidential scholars to come to Tech, and 
he was a strong supporter of the Honors Pro-
gram, he said. 

"Texas Tech is really on a upward trend, 
and I attribute that to Lawless," he said. "I 
really hate to see him go:' 

Lawless stressed academics and put an 
emphasis on them, and he was good about 
following through with his rhetoric, he said. 

"I liked his motto: The best undergradu-
ate education in Texas," Bell said. "His 
legacy is quality?' 

Lawless built the reputation and strength 
of the university overall during his tenure, 
said Tech Faculty Senate President Murray 
Coulter. 

"He made an effort to raise faculty sala-
ries in a favorable light and helped the sta-
tus of university endowments," he said. 

Overall, Lawless' departure is a major 
loss, and he will be missed as president, 
Coulter said. 

Tech is more highly thought of than it 
was previously, and Lawless deserves much 
of the credit, said Bill Dean, director of 
Tech's Ex-Students Association. 

"I think, generally, most ex-students 
think this is a far better university now than 
it was when he arrived:" he said. 

Lawless' raising of endowment scholar-
ships, improving academic standards and the 
increased ranking of Tech in U.S. News and 

World Report are indications of what Law-
less has done, he said. 

Dean said Lawless will be missed, and 
he said the Ex-Students Association wishes 
him well. 

"He has been an excellent president, and 
Tech has made progress every year," said 
John Sims, a member of Tech's Board of 
Regents. "The board has been satisfied with 
the job he has done." 

Increasing faculty salaries and raising 
Tech's academic standards are two of Law-
less' big accomplishments during his ten-
ure as president, he said. 

"Tech has been successful in the recruit-
ment of better students and I think we're

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Lawless Tulsa bound

Robert Lawless, Texas Tech president, ac-

cepted a position as president of the Univer-
sity of Tulsa Monday. 

The Tech Board of Regents will meet this 
week to determine how to handle selection 
of an interim president and a new president, 
said Margaret Lutherer, director of Tech's 
Office of News and Publications. 

Lawless has served as Tech's president 
since 1989. 

"Dr. Lawless feels like Tech is moving to-
wards his vision, and it is time for him to seek 
new challenges," Lutherer said. 

Although Lawless had differences of opin-
ion with several members of the faculty, this 
did not contribute to his decision, she said. 

Lawless was excited about working at a 
smaller, private church-related institution, she 
said. 

The University of Tulsa, a Presbyterian 
university, has an enrollment of 4,400, about 
one-fifth of Tech's student population, TU's 
Office of University Relations reported. 

Lawless said he planned on coming to TU 
as soon as possible, said Libby Chrouser, edi-
tor-in-chief of The Collegiate, TU's student 
newspaper. 

He spent Monday meeting with TU stu-
dents, faculty and staff, Chrouser said. 

Lawless wants to concentrate on increas-
ing student retention, which has been a prob-
lem at TU in recent years, she said. 

"He seems very gung-ho and sincere; I 
think it will be a good change for us," 
Chrouser said. 

Tech's operations should continue as usual, 
said Frank Newton, dean of the Tech School 
of Law. 

"Those of us in leadership positions might 
like to think we are important, but the univer-
sity is much more than one person:' Newton 
said. 

Newton had visited with Lawless on sev-
eral occasions, and Lawless had commented 
a smaller school would offer different chal-
lenges and opportunities than a large public 
school, Newton said. 

Lawless was open with the student gov-
ernment and with Tech students in general, 
said Matt Freeman, Student Association in-

Police misconduct during a Dec. 3 

party involving Texas Tech students 
was ruled out Monday after the results 
of a Lubbock Police Department in-
ternal investigation were released. 

Police Chief Ken Walker ordered 
the investigation shortly after police 
officers arrested 13 people, including 
II Tech students, during a party which 
had grown out of control. Police re-
sponded to Windsor Townhouses, 
2020 Fifth St., after a neighbor called 
to complain about a fight that had bro-
ken out in the complex's courtyard. 

Witnesses said police taunted and 
beat several party-goers, spraying pep-
per spray and hitting party-goers with 
flashlights. The LPD investigation, 
however, states the witnesses' state-
ments of police misconduct are false. 

"The evidence produced by the in-
quiry failed to substantiate any alle-
gation of misconduct," the official 
LPD statement said. 

Representatives from Tech's black 
student organizations termed the inci-
dent, "a case of police brutality di-
rected toward African Americans," and 
said the investigation's results further 
demonstrate LPD bias. 

"Based on what I understand, I 
don't see how the LPD could have 
come up with those results," said Lisa 
Baker, a senior business management 

major from Dallas and president of 
Tech's Black Student Association. 

Baker said she questions the neces-
sity of what she called "unnecessary 
force" by police during the party 
breakup, and said a more objective 
investigation should be conducted. 

"The police have their witnesses, 
but the party-goers have theirs, too," 
she said. "There were too many 
people saying the same thing for the 
police to have no question about what 
happened." 

Only two of the 13 people arrested 
agreed to cooperate with LPD inves-
tigators, who attempted to speak with 
69 witnesses and were able to obtain 
51 written statements, said Bill Mor-
gan, LPD public information officer. 

Jason Jenkins, a senior broadcast 
journalism major from Houston and 
president of the Tech Association of 
Black Journalists, said he agrees the 
LPD investigation was biased. 

"Why wouldn't they talk to people 
who were at the party?" he said. "They 
went out to get their perspective and 
that's what they got." 

According to the official statement, 
interviews with witnesses who "were 
neither police officers nor party-
goers" constituted the basis of the in-
vestigation. The majority refused to 
comply with officers, the police report 
from Dec. 3 stated. Officers only used 
force after force was used on them, 
the police report stated.

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Texans celebrate state's 150th 
with folk legends, speeches 

Continental commits to non-stop Houston service 
• Jet service brings 
low fares

Continental Airlines announced 
Monday its official plans to come to 
Lubbock, making travelling home a 
little easier for Houston-area Texas 
Tech students. 

The Houston-based airline an-
nounced it will fly out of Lubbock 
International Airport beginning June 
6. 

AUSTIN (AP) — A musket volley 
in honor of Texas' 150th state birth-
day sent birds flying from the Capitol 
eaves as thousands gathered to eat 
cake, hear speeches and celebrate. 

The Republic of Texas flag was 
lowered and replaced by the U.S. flag, 
re-enacting the ceremony a century 
and a half ago that marked the formal 
transition of governmental power. 

"That February day was the end of 
a proud chapter in our wonderful state's 
history, and while it changed the na-
ture of our government, it did not 
change the nature of our people," 
Gov. George W. Bush told a crowd 
estimated at about 2,000, many of 
them youngsters bused from school 
for the occasion. 

"Texas is still the land of dreamers 
and doers, of rugged individualists 
willing to take risks. Texas is a place 
of opportunity ... and a place of unlim-
ited possibility." 

Among those joining Bush for 
Monday's celebration at the Capitol 
were his wife, Laura; U.S. Sen. Kay 
Bailey Hutchison, R-Texas; Austin 
Mayor Bruce Todd; Dallas Mayor Ron 
Kirk; Texas House Speaker Pete Laney 
and his wife, Nelda; and three former 

governors: Ann Richards, Preston 
Smith and Dolph Briscoe. 

Lt. Gov. Bob Bullock, who offi-
cials said was resting after his recent 
hospitalization for pneumonia, was 
not present. 

Thomas Freeman, a Texas South-
ern University faculty member who 
was the late U.S. Rep. Barbara Jordan' s 
debate coach, read the 1845 joint reso-
lution of Congress on Texas state-
hood. Sen. Hutchison came bearing a 
1996 resolution congratulating Texas 
on its anniversary. 

Native American ceremonial danc-
ing and a parade up the Capitol side-
walk featuring the six flags that have 
flown over Texas preceded the 
speeches. 

Dancers in bright American Indian 
costumes, women in bonnets and big-
skirted dresses and men in period mili-
tary uniforms or 1840s-era suits dot-
ted the celebration. 

Sen. Hutchison noted the reluc-
tance of some early Texans to become 
part of the United States: The state 
was accepted into the union on Dec. 
29, 1845, but the Republic of Texas 
didn't formally cease operation until 
Feb. 19, 1846. 

Continental plans to service three 
100-seat 737 jets to and from Houston 
every day. 

"I thought this was a good idea all 
along," said Continental Vice Presi-
dent Nene Foxhall, who graduated 
from Tech in 1974. 

"It was the great support (from the 
Lubbock community) that made this 
decision." 

Continental is the fifth largest air-
line in the United States, offering more 
than 2,000 jet and express U.S. flights 
to 127 and 57 international destina-
tions, Foxhall said. 

Introductory fares will be offered 
for flights between Lubbock and Hous-
ton for as low as $98, Foxhall said. 

Tickets must be purchased 21 days 
in advance and include a Saturday 
night stay. 

These fares will be good through 
July 31. 

The additional jet service will al-
low Tech students from the Houston 
area direct service, said Lubbock City 
Council member Windy Sitton. 

The Continental plan will increase 
economic opportunities for Lubbock, 
Sitton said. 

Continental services 98 cities non-
stop from Houston and currently flies 
out of 176 airports worldwide. 

Lubbock will pay Continental a 
$675,000 incentive package to help 

defray the airline's marketing costs. 
Continental's service has improved, 

earning a record $224 million in 1995, 
Foxhall said. 

"We will be getting your bags there 
on time," she said, citing the airline's 
first-place ranking in December 1995 
for prompt flight arrivals. 

Airfares for the 1 1/2-hour flight to 
and from Houston should average 
about $126 round-trip with a 14-day 
advance notice, Foxhall said. 

Arrival and departure times for the 
jet service also have been set. 

David Kraus, director of Tech's 
Career Planning and Placement Cen-
ter, said the additional jet service could 
open new opportunities for employ-
ment recruiters visiting Tech. 

"It definitely will make Lubbock 
more accessible to employers," Kraus 
said. 

"When major companies look at 
where they recruit, they look at acces-
sibility, how they're going to get there." 

Between 250 and 400 employers 
visit the Tech campus every year to 
recruit prospective employee from 
Tech, he said. 

However, additional jet service may 
not dramatically increase the number 
of recruiters from Tech at first. 

"Because of today's technology, 
companies do not have to physically 
come here anymore," Kraus said, cit-
ing the use of FAX machines and e-
mail to transmit resumes and employ-
ment information. 

"A lot of employers are doing that 
now." 

Although Continental plans to be-
gin service in June, Tech probably 
will not see much effect until the an-
nual job fair Sept. 17, he said. 

"Not that many employers come to 
campus in the summer because not 
that many students are here," he said.

Reckner discussed major events 
leading to U.S. involvement in the 
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IRA bomb 
blasts bus 

LONDON (AP) — The IRA 
claimed responsibility Monday 
for a blast that ripped through a 
double-decker bus in central 
London, killing one person and 
injuring nine. Police said they 
believed the bomb was deto-
nated accidentally and the car-
rier may have been among the 
victims. 

Two people were arrested 
Monday under anti-terrorism 
laws, Scotland Yard said, but it 
refused to say whether they were 
connected to the Sunday night 
explosion. 

Police also said a weapon 
was recovered from the wreck-
age, but gave no details. 

Despite some Protestant po-
litical leaders' demands that the 
government lock up all sus-
pected IRA leaders, British and 
Irish leaders continued trying to 
salvage the battered peace pro-
cess between England and 
Northern Ireland. 

The Irish Republican Army 
had already killed two people in 
London since calling off its 17-
month cease-fire Feb. 9. 

Scotland Yard said there was 
no warning before the 10:38 
p.m. explosion at the edge of the 
theater district, near Covent 
Garden's popular restaurants 
and bars. 

Commander John Grieve, 
head of Scotland Yard's anti-
terrorist unit, said the bus "was 
not the intended target,-  al-
though he couldn't say what 
was. 

The IRA, in a statement tele-
phoned to the British Broad-
casting Corp. in Belfast, North-
ern Ireland, claimed responsi-
bility. 

"We can say at this stage we 
regret the loss of life and inju-
ries which occurred," the caller 
said. 

The mangled and burned 
wreckage continued to block 
traffic Monday while police 
technicians probed for clues. 
Buses carry video cameras, but 
it wasn't known if they sur-
vived the blast. 

Four victims of the blast re-
mained hospitalized Monday.

Entering Southwest Conference 
play, Texas Tech outrebounded its 
opponents by an average of 10 re-
bounds per game, but as the season 
enters its home stretch, many teams 
have found it easier to rebound against 
the Red Raiders. 

"People have been attacking the 
glass, and we haven't been boxing out 
as well," Tech coach James Dickey 
said. "When you play a team like 
Houston and miss a lot of shots, the 
defensive rebounds are misleading. 
But teams we play now are better 
rebounding teams than the ones we 

played earlier" 
Dickey said Tech, ranked ninth by 

the CNN/USA Today Coaches' Poll 

and ninth by The Associated Press, 
will need to have a good rebounding 

game when it faces Southern Method-
ist at 7 p.m. today at the Lubbock 
Municipal Coliseum. 

The Red Raiders, 22-1 overall and 
11-0 in SWC play, enter the game with 
a 15-game winning streak after beat-
ing Houston 93-84 Saturday at 
Hofheinz Pavilion in Houston. Dickey 
said Tech will have to forget the win 
over the Cougars, and focus on SMU. 

"The big key is being ready to play 
and build on the performance Satur-
day," he said. "We have to improve 
our free-throw shooting and minimize 
the second-chance opportunities be-
cause SMU is a good rebounding team. 
We need to recognize their changing 

defense and control the tempo of the 
game." 

The Houston game marked the re-

turn of sophomore center Tony Battie, 

who missed the previous two games 
with a sprained ankle. Battie said his 
ankle is improving but he is still not 
completely healthy. 

"It's getting better," he said. "It's 

still a little sore, and I'm about 80 
percent right now." 

Battie scored 16 points, while grab-

bing seven rebounds in his return. 
"I think I played pretty good," Battie 

said. "Even though I was hurt, I could 

play at a fast pace. 	just block out 
the pain and play like I'm capable." 

SMU (6-16, 2-8) enters the game 
after a 101-66 loss to Texas Saturday 
at Moody Coliseum in Dallas. The 
Mustangs are led by junior guard Troy 
Matthews and sophomore center Jay 
Poerner. 

Battie said Poerner, who leads the 
Mustangs in scoring and rebounding 
in SWC games, is one of the top play-
ers in the conference. 

"He's a good player," Bailie said. 
"He's got a nice touch on the outside. 
We'll just have to do the job against 
him." 

Dickey said the Mustangs might 
have an extra incentive in trying to get 
their first road win in the SWC. 

"Texas defeated them soundly but 
they will respond well," he said. "The 
loss will be a motivating factor as will 
our standing in the (conference) race, 
our ranking and the home-court win-

ning streak."
