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Tech takes its time to name new AD

Dec. | came and went, but Texas
Tech officials have yet to name a new
athletic director.

Throughout the semester-long
search for a new AD, officials named
Dec. | as the projected date the posi-
tion would be filled. The position was
vacated in June when Bob Bockrath
left Tech to become AD at the Univer-
sity of Alabama.

Since Bockrath’s resignation,
Gerald Myers has served as interim
AD. He has applied for the permanent
post, along with two other internal

applicants — Senior Associate AD
Steve Locke and the most recent in-
ternal applicant, Vice Provost for Re-
search Robert Sweazy. Sweazy was
nominated for the job and at first indi-
cated he would not apply. He also
serves as the chairman of the Tech
Athletic Commirtee.

John Burns leads the 14-member
committee who reviews the list of can-
didates and compiles a short list of
candidates for President Donald
Haragan to interview. Haragan then
will make the final decision.

Bumns said the reason Tech officials

have not named an AD yet is because
no deadline was placed on the letter
requesting applications.

“We didn’t put an application dead-
line on the letter,” Burns said. “The
problem we get into is that we keep
getting new applicants, and we have
to review them all before a choice can
be made.”

The committee already has given
Haragan a list of five applicants, Burns
said.

The names of the people on the list
have not been released.

Burns said Haragan is not dissatis-

fied with the list the committee has
provided him. Haragan simply wants
to make sure that all candidates are
given the same opportunity to be in-
cluded on the final list, Burns said.

“He is not unhappy with the list,”
he said.

“What Don (Haragan) wants is for
us to pick a group of two to four
people. He doesn’t want to interview
more than four people.”

Haragan could not be reached for
comment Tuesday.

The AD committee will meet to-
day to review the most recent set of

applicants it has received. The com-
mittee then will conduct telephone
interviews with the individuals they
see as the top candidates.

After the phone interviews, they
will submit a shortened list to
Haragan.

Burns said Tech officials will an-
nounce the new AD in the near future.

“I'd like to get this done before the
Christmas break,” Burns said. “It will
be difficult to do that since this is such
a hectic time of the year.”

Since Bockrath’s June departure,
many students have been curious as

to when the new AD will be named.

“I kept hearing Dec. 1, but I never
heard the announcement of who got
the job,” said Krystal Brant, a junior
English major from Dallas. “It seems
like they are taking an awfully long
time to pick this person.”

Other candidates for the position
include Richard Giannini, AD at
Northeast Louisiana State University;
Lubbock attorney Howard Bailey;
former Baylor AD Dick Ellis; Brad
Houvious at Arkansas State; and T.
Jones, who served as AD at Tech from
1985 to 1993.

The possibility of Texas Tech becoming a
wet campus has brought differing opinions
from both sides of the issue.

The topic has been discussed by top Tech
officials, but no formal proposal has been
made.

But Tech Chancellor John T. Montford said
he is open to the idea of allowing alcohol in
certain areas of campus.

Should the campus become wet, beer would
be served in the University Center in a “pub-
type situation,” Montford
said.

Beer would not be al-
lowed in residence halls but
might be permitted before
some athletic events and possibly at non-ath-
letic events in the United Spirit Arena.

Montford also acknowledged a possibility
of serving alcohol at Raider Alley before all
home football games.

“It is a hot topic right now,” said Kenny
Meixelsperger, a senior finance major from
Plano and external vice president of Tech’s
Student Association. “I think it's going to hap-
pen sooner or later.” _

Meixelsperger said because Lubbock is a
conservative city, residents probably would
have a negative reaction to alcohol on cam-
pus.

“I think we would have a pub in the base-
ment of the UC where students could come in
after class and sit back and have a beer and
then go,” Meixelsperger said.

Many Tech administrators are in favor of
the idea, Montford said.

“(Tech President Donald) Haragan and I
have visited about it, but it hasn't become an
issue yet,” Montford said. “I would have to
have the appropriate requests, but I would defi-
nitely have an open mind about it.”

Montford said he is not naive to the drink-
ing that already occurs on campus, despite the
no-alcohol policy, but some opponents of the
idea say a wet campus would only increase
the already high drinking rate among college

®

students, But Montford said an increase in con-
sumption would not be necessarily inevitable.

“I doubt it (the drinking rate) would go up,”
Montford said. “In fact it might go down be-
cause if something becomes available, it tends
to lose its luster. But right now, I have no way
of knowing what the consumption rate might
do.”

Student opponents of bringing alcohol to
the Tech campus say the possibility of the new
policy would have a negative effect on the
drinking rate, even though some students al-
ready find ways to
drink on campus.

“I think that being
college students, people
drink a lot anyway, and
making alcohol avail-
able would cause a lot
of major problems,”
said David Mendoza, a junior restuarant, ho-
tel and instituational management major from
El Paso. “People get away with sneaking it in
now, and if they didn’t have to sneak it in, they
would do it more openly and cause many more
problems.”

Mendoza said beer parties would begin
popping up around campus, giving Tech a
negative reputation.

“I have friends at A&M, and even though
it’s not wet there either, I look at it as a party
school and don’t have any respect for them,”
Mendoza said. “They get drunk everyday, and
a lot of the school revolves around getting
drunk from what I understand.”

Mendoza said even though he drinks on
occasion, he would not want Tech to have the
negative reputation sometimes associated with
a wet campus.

The availability of alcohol at athletic events
is not likely because of NCAA rules, said
Geoff Wayne, senior accounting major from
Lubbock and Student Association president.

“It will probably be sold at other events like
concerts and other things that we have had in
the past, but I doubt they’d allow it to be sold
during athletic events,” Wayne said.

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Phone company’s breakup could affect student services

Texas Tech soon may see changes
in the quality and price of local phone
and Internet service if Southwestern
Bell is forced to sell its local services.

A final ruling expected Dec. 13 by
the Texas Public Utilities Commission
may force Southwestern Bell to sell
local phone services to other compa-
nies, such as AT&T, MCI and Sprint.

Jim Van Orden, director of AT&T
media relations, said if the PUC forces
Southwestern Bell to sell local ser-
vices, AT&T could buy services at a
22 percent discount and then resell
services o customers at lower rates.

Karin Fedo, business manager of
Texas Tech Communication Services,
said Southwestern Bell provides
Tech’s service through a service called
Plexar.

If the PUC does force Southwest-
ern Bell to sell services, the ruling
probably would take about three years

to go into effect, Fedo said.

“The most far-reaching effect from
other companies coming in 1s that ser-
vices could be
parallel with long
distance service,”
she said. “And it
might make ser-
vice more afford-
able.”

AT&T has five
million long dis-
tance customers
who they want to
recruit as local
phone service
customers, (0o0.

More choices
make better competition in prices and
guality of services, he said.

the state, and the revenue is not plowed
back into Texas,” Orden said.

“They are stalling us because the
longer they stall,

Fedo said the
fiber optic tech-
nology AT&T
boasts is not re-
ally needed in
West Texas or at
least at Tech be-
cause Integrated
Services Digital
Network is used
at Tech.

“ISDN is another forum of high-
speed communications, and we are
jJust barely using it now,” she said.

“Most people don’t have expensive
enough equipment at home to need

fiber optics, and it is hard to market a
product no one really understands.”

Students might benefit from fiber
optics, but if they communicate with
others who do not have fiber optics
they will not notice a difference in
speed, she said.

Competition among services is
good and could cause lower prices, but
it 1s difficult to estimate exactly how
this competition would affect Tech or
student fees, Fedo said. -

Jeanne Knapp, president of Knapp
Communications, said AT&T could
offer better technology with fiber op-
tics instead of the copper wire South-
western Bell uses.

Fiber optics would offer students
and instructors at Tech better and faster
access Lo the Internet, increasing their
access to information and research,
Knapp said.

“With AT&T getting into local ser-
vice, we could have more access to

tions, said results might be mis-
leading depending on how seri-
ously students evaluate instructors.

Komarek cited the fact that 50
percent or less of students enrolled
at Tech fill out evaluations.

“If students are honest and fair
and realize that it does make a dif-
ference, then it could be valuable
to everybody,” Komarek said.

Don Ethridge, Tech professor of
agricultural and applied economics,
favors the plan but said some stu-
dents are not serious when filling
out evaluations.

Ethridge said he did not think
publishing the results was an
infringment on instructors’ rights.

“I’s not exactly a private activ-
ity,” Ethridge said. “We provide a
public service.”

Evaluation results could be pub-
lished as soon as the spring or fall
of 1997, Therwhanger said.

“We don’t want this to be a
threat to professors, but they’ll get
students that want to be there,”
Therwhanger said.

Mother Teresa begins long road to recovery from heart problems

CALCUTTA, India (AP) —
Mother Teresa will recover, her doc-
tor said Tuesday, but the 86-year-old
nun will not regain the energy that al-
lowed her to travel the world serving
the poor.

A few days ago, doctors were say-
ing she could soon return to work. But
her recovery has been complicated by
lung and kidney problems linked to
the poor functioning of her heart.
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Though angioplasty last week to
remove blockages in two major arter-
ies improved blood flow to her heart,
her other organs have been slow to
rebound.

“*She will have to be taken care of
for a long time,” said Tarun Praharaj,
one of the doctors treating Mother
Teresa at the B.M. Birla Research
Center.

He said she would be hospitalized
for at least two more weeks.

“Alt her age, with this problem, it
will be difficult to go back to the ac-
tive life she led,” Praharaj told report-
ers.

When she returns to her Mission-
aries of Charity, she will have to un-
dergo daily medical checks, he said.

Mother Teresa's Missionaries of
Charity runs 517 orphanages, homes
for the poor, AIDS hospices and other
charity centers around the world.

The Roman Catholic nun remained
in critical condition Tuesday, but was
well enough to sit in a chair for a half-
hour and read the Bible and other re-
ligious books and magazines, some of
them sent by the Vatican, Praharaj
said.

Mother Teresa told doctors they
were doing too much for her.

“I'am giving you so much trouble.
[ am so sorry. God bless you all, for
Jesus, for the poorest of the poor,”
hospital director A.K. Chatterjee
quoted her as saying.

Mother Teresa’s heartbeat re-

mained irregular following a heart at-
tack and Friday’s angioplasty,
Chatterjee said, but doctors were more
concerned about her lungs and kid-
neys.

She suffered a chest infection and
pneumonia in August.

Treatment of her irregular heartbeat
remains indefinitely postponed.

“Even though there are signs of
slight improvement, we continue to be
very concerned,” her doctors said in
a statement.

The 1979 Nobel Peace Prize win-
ner suffered a mild heart attack Nov.
22, and has been hospitalized ever
since.

It is her fourth hospitalization this
year — the second for heart problems.
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BEAUMONT (AP) — The mud
is still flying in Southeast Texas as
Republican Steve Stockman battles
to remain in Congress, where he
gained notoriety first for beating
longtime Democratic Rep. Jack
Brooks and then becoming a light-
ning rod for anti-militia sentiment.

The 9th District is one of three
in the state where campaigning
continues because of a late summer
judicial ruling that three districts
were unconstitutionally drawn
based on race.

The court then redrew 13 of the
state’s 30 districts to correct the
problem, reopening the campaigns
and creating a special primary on
Nov. 5 to go along with the regular
general election. Ten of those races
ended that day as candidates re-
ceived more than 50 percent of the
votes.

But Stockman got only 46 per-
cent and on Dec. 10 must face
former Jefferson County tax asses-
sor Nick Lampson, who took 44
percent last month.

In the adjacent 25th District,
freshman Democratic Rep. Ken
Bentsen of Houston faces Repub-
lican challenger Dolly Madison
McKenna.

Bentsen, nephew of former
Treasury Secretary Lloyd Bentsen,
led the Nov. 5 race with 34 percent
to McKenna's 17 percent, but the
Republican has picked up some key
endorsements and ran a close race
with Bentsen two years ago.

The third contest is in the 8th

U.S. House seats still
open 1n South Texas

District northeast and west of
Houston where two Republicans
are competing. State Rep. Kevin
Brady led the Nov. 5 voting with
4] percent to high-spending hos-
pital investor Gene Fontenot’s 39
percent.

The winner will replace Repub-
lican Rep. Jack Fields, who did not
seek re-election.

Stockman has had a roller
coaster ride in the two years since
he ended Brooks’ 42-year represen-
tation of a region written off as die-
hard Democrat. But the criticism
that he is too close to gun-loving
militia groups or too short on vi-
sion rolls off his back like water off
a duck.

The largely blue-collar region
heeded Stockman'’s cry for change
in 1994 and for the first time sent a
Republican to Congress, backing
him by a nearly 3-2 margin.

This year, the 40-year-old ac-
countant had to run against two
Democrats because the court deci-
sion threw out March primary re-
sults and opened the door for all
comers, including those defeated in
the primary.

It’s been a nasty fight ever since.

Stockman reminds voters con-
stantly that a home health care
agency once belonging to Lampson
must reimburse Medicare for

not properly documented.

No wrongdoing ever has been
alleged in the incident, Lampson
notes.
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Company fined for fake Medals of Honor

NEWARK, N.J. (AP) — The com-
pany that holds the government con-
tract to make the nation’s highest com-
bat decoration was fined $80,000
Tuesday for selling 300 bootleg Med-
als of Honor.

H.L.I. Lordship Industries Inc. also
will give the government $22,500 it
received for illegally selling the bo-
gus medals for $75 apiece at memo-
rabilia shows from 1991 to 1994,

“True Medal of Honor recipients
and their families have a right to be
outraged by (Lordship’s) conduct,”
U.S. District Judge William G. Bassler
said in imposing the maximum fine
allowed under federal guidelines.

The family-owned company also
could lose its status as a government
contractor. Its only business is mak-

ing medals and insignia.

The Hauppauge, N.Y., company
pleaded guilty before sentencing to a
single misdemeanor count of making
unauthorized medals.

Company lawyer Frederick P.
Hafetz said two brothers who operated
the company were responsible for the
fake medals.

Ward and Wes McAllister have
been fired and no longer hold stock in
Lordship, Hafetz said.

Under a plea bargain, neither they
nor Lordship will face any further
prosecution.

The company lawyer pleaded for
leniency, saying Lordship would like
to continue as a government contrac-
tor to save 120 jobs.

“I think the company has done as
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much as a company can do to inter-
nally rehabilitate itself,” Hafetz said.

The U.S. Defense Logistics Agency
will decide whether Lordship can con-
tinue as a government contractor, said
U.S. Attorney Faith S. Hochberg. A
message left Tuesday with the agency
was not returned.

In the 134 years since the Medal of
Honor was authonized, 3,401 people
have been given the award, most post-
humously, for risking their life in com-
bat beyond the call of duty.

Lordship has been the medals’ sole
authorized maker since the late 1970s

and won its current contract for 600
of the decorations in 1989.

Two of the bootleg medals made
by Lordship wound up in the hands of
an East Brunswick memorabilia dealer
who is accused of selling the medals
to an undercover FBI agent in 1995,
The dealer is awaiting trial.

In 1994, penalties for wearing,
making or selling an unauthorized
Medal of Honor were raised to a maxi-
mum of one year in prison and a
$100,000 fine for each count.

Companies can be fined up to
$200,000 for each count.

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Subway bomb kills two, injures 35

PARIS (AP) — A bomb tore apart
a packed subway car in the heart of
Paris on Tuesday, killing two people,
wounding dozens and evoking fearful
memories of a bombing campaign that
terrorized the city last year

‘I’s starting again,” said Estelle
Campos, clutching her 6- and 12-year-
old sons tight near the subway station
“It's always the same people who
pay

I'he bomb was fashioned from a
28-pound gas canister — the signature
bomb used in the 1995 attacks that
killed eight people and injured 160.

There was no immediate claim of
responsibility for the rush-hour bomb-
ing.

It happened at 6:05 p.m. at the Port-
Royal station on the RER regional line
that shuttles thousands of commuters
in and out of the French capital

Police and rescue workers said the
bomb killed two people instantly and

seriously injured another 35, seven of

them critically. About 50 other people
were slightly hurt.

The blast blew the doors off the
subway car, the second in a long train.
The entire train jolted forward at the

detonation, a passenger in the rear of

the train told French radio.

The passenger said he grabbed a
fire extinguisher and pushed through
the panicked crowd to reach the
burned-out hulk of the subway car.

“The car was still burning. There
were no more seats. The doors were
folded in half,” he said.

Mutilated people lay on the ground,
and one body was already covered
with a sheet, he said.

The first ambulances were on the
scene within two minutes, a witness

News
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said. The wounded were rushed to a
nearby military hospital specializing
in trauma victims.

The blast was chillingly close to the
site of the worst of last year's bomb-
ings, at the St. Michel station. The July
25 bomb killed eight people and
wounded 84 others, and launched a
four-month bombing campaign that
put Paris under siege.

Prime Minister Alain Juppe said the
government had reinstated an emer-
gency plan, tightening borders and
mobilizing hundreds of soldiers and
machine-gun toting police at airports,
train stations and public squares across
the country.

Algerian Islamic extremists
claimed responsibility for most of last
year's bombings. Those bombings
also involved gas canisters, packed
with nails, nuts and bolts.

Hawaiian judge upholds gay marriage; state

HONOLULU (AP) — A judge on
Tuesday barred Hawaii from denying
marriage licenses to gay couples in a
case that has already led Congress to
allow other states to refuse to recog-
nize such unions.

The ruling is certain to be appealed.

Kirk Cashmere, an attorney for
three homosexual couples who sued
the state, said Circuit Judge Kevin
Chang “‘in a nutshell ruled that the sex-
based classification in the state’s mar-
riage law is unconstitutional.”

Chang said the state failed to show
any compelling state interest to deny
gay and lesbian couples the right to
marry, Cashmere said.

Copies of Chang’s ruling were to
be distributed later Tuesday.

A spokeswoman for the conserva-
tive Family Research Council said the
ruling defies the wishes of the major-
ity.

Polls say 70 percent of Hawaii’s
residents oppose same-sex marriages.

“This ruling is a slap in the face of

the Hawaiian people who have made
it clear that they don’t want liberal
judges tampering with society’s foun-
dational institutions,” Kristi Stone
Hamrick said.

Two gay men and two lesbian
couples sued in 1991 for the right to
marry, to the dismay of some national
gay rights organizations that felt the
move was premature and would pro-
voke a backlash.

It certainly prompted furious de-

“bate. In the state Legislature, lawmak-

ers failed to agree this year on either a
proposed constitutional amendment to
ban them, or domestic partnership leg-
islation giving gay and lesbian couples
many of the legal and financial ben-
efits of married couples.

Congress, meanwhile, approved a
law President Clinton signed in Sep-
tember, saying the federal government
will not recognize gay marriages and
allowing states to refuse to recognize
such marriages licensed in other states.

An appeal of Chang’s ruling would

The court ruled in 1993 that denial
of marriage licenses to same-sex
couples amounted to gender discrimi-
nation and was unconstitutional under
the state constitution’s Equal Rights
Amendment.

The state Supreme Court sent the
case back to a lower court to give the
state a chance to show a compelling
public interest in allowing such dis-
crimination in the marriage law.

In a two-week trial in September,
Deputy State Attorney General Rick
Eichor argued that Hawaii’s marnage
law is intended to promote the best
environment for the procreation and
rearing of children.

He said children thrive best when
raised by biological parents.

He also contended that legalizing
same-sex marriages would open the
door to demands that bigamy, po-
lygamy and consensual incestuous re-
lationships be licensed as well.

“I may not have money, but I've
got plenty of time, [ always say,” W.A.
Richter said.

For several years, the Richters were
among about 15 RSVP members who
worked to help distribute food on the
first Thursday of the month at the
Bridge City Community Center. Af-

ter the government ended the com-
modities distribution in August 1995,
the Richters decided to keep the pro-
gram going using their own resources.
“We felt there was a need here in
Bridge City,” Margaret Richter said.
“We have a lot of elderly people,
but we also have young single moth-
ers with children who need help.”

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A Du Pont Sabine River Works re-
tiree, W.A. “*Square” Richter collects
cans donated at the golf course where
he plays golf each morming.

“It’s amazing how much money
you can get from selling the cans,”
Margaret Richter said.

They keep canned goods in their
garage, and their breakfast room is

crowded with sacks of flour or corn
meal. A typical month’s distribution
of six items might include a package
of spaghetti, two cans of tomato sauce,
a bag of rice and cans of vegetables.

“It’s not a lot of food, but the
people who get it tell us anything helps
out,”” Margaret Richter said. “They ap-
preciate what we're doing.”

Conterence championships impact Red Raiders’ bowl destination

While it has seemed apparent for
weeks that Texas Tech is headed for
the Aloha Bowl to play California
Christmas Day, there are a few
wrinkles that can be thrown into the
mix Saturday.

Saturday’s conference champion-
ship games could have a major impact
on where the Red Raiders will go for
the holiday season.

Texas is the biggest wildcard, as the
Longhorns prepare to play No. 3 Ne-
braska Saturday in St. Louis. Should
the Longhorns pull the upset, then
Texas will go to the Bowl Alliance. It
is speculated that should the
Combhuskers beat the Longhorns, then
Nebraska and No. 1 Florida State will
meet in what amounts to the national
championship game in the Sugar Bowl
in New Orleans.But if the Longhoms
win, then all the theories will be

thrown out the window. Texas would
go to either the Orange Bowl or Fi-
esta Bowl, and Nebraska would most
likely be selected as an at-large team
to join the Bowl Alliance.

Should that scenario happen, then
the Cotton Bowl would take Kansas
State with the second Big 12 Confer-
ence representative, the Holiday Bowl
would select Colorado, and Tech
would be the only bowl-eligible team
remaining from the Big 12, and the
Red Raiders would go to the Alamo
Bowl! in San Antonio.

“All I know is we are going some-
where,” Tech coach Spike Dykes said.
“I would say it is most likely that we
are going to Hawaii, but we're not
going to know for sure until Monday
when all the selections are released.”

Tech in the Aloha Bowl, but even that
is not decided. No. 7 Colorado still is
alive to receive one of the two at-large
berths in the Bowl Alliance.

The other teams the Bowl Alliance
is considering include No. 6 Brigham
Young and No. 8 Penn State. Big 12

Commissioner Steve Hatchell believes
Colorado is a long-shot to make the
alliance, but that the Buffaloes have a
chance should BYU lose to Wyoming
in Saturday’s Western Athletic Con-
ference championship game.

Colorado coach Rick Neuheisel is
confused as well.

“Right now I don’t know where we
are going,” Neuheisel said. “We lost
to Nebraska when we had plenty of
chances to win, and I think that might
have knocked us out of the alliance.
But we don’t know for sure.

Most would agree that all of the
theories are elementary, because Texas
has no chance to defeat Nebraska. But
Comhusker coach Tom Osborne be-
lieves that is far from true.

“If we were healthy, I would feel
more confident,” Osborne said. “But
we have our top three running backs
injured, and we may be lucky if just

one can line up and play against Texas.
We may have to run no-back sets and
Just throw every play.”

According to Osborne, starting I-
back Ahman Green will miss the game
with a stress fracture in his left foot,
and standout freshman DeAngelo
Evans is on crutches because of a
strained groin. Damon Benning will
likely play, but he too is hobbled with
a strained ankle.

“Itdoesn’t look too good,” Osborme
said. “We are going to have to rely on
our defense to win this game.”

Dykes said he plans on just relax-
ing until Monday, when he finds out
for sure where he and the Red Raid-
ers will be going.

“We would love to go to either
bowl,” said Dykes. “It’s a thrill for the
kids to go to a bowl, regardless.

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Volleyball team ready for NCAA tournament challenge

The Texas Tech volleyball team
begins its journey down the road to
the Final Four in St. Louis as the first
round of the NCAA tournament be-
gins today.

The Red Raiders travel to Wash-
ington to play the 22-8 Washington
Huskies at 8 p.m. in Seattle. This is
the first meeting between the two
teams.

If Tech wins, the Red Raiders then
will take on Brigham Young at 7 p.m.
Saturday in Provo, Utah.

Even though getting there maybe
frustrating, the idea of getting in the
tournament makes in worth 1t, Tech
coach Jeff Nelson said.

Because of the late announcement
of invitees to the tournament, Tech’s
travel plans were delayed.

The Red Raiders travel as a team
to Dallas where there is a layover, and

then the team members pair up and
travel on a total of eight different
planes.

One Red Raider will have added
stress today.

Senior middle blocker and Rhodes
Scholar candidate Jill Burness has
made it to the interview session for the
scholarship and that interview is
scheduled for early today in Albuquer-
que, N.M. She then will fly to Seattle
to meet the rest of her teammates for
the game.

The Red Raiders closed their regu-
lar season with a 25-8 overall record,
keeping their hitting average at more
than .500 for the last 17 games.

Tech has been selected to go to the
NCAA tournament five times in the
1990s.

Tech has advanced to the second
round only twice in its history, when
the Red Raiders lost to Louisiana Tech

in 1991 and last season to Florida,
which was ranked in the top 5, in a
five-game match.

Cristine Martin, senior and veteran

I think that we
have a really good chance if we play
well, and I think that we will. Who-
ever wins this region is going to be
extremely hot.”

Tech enters the Eastern Region
where six of the Big 12 Conference
teams that qualified for postseason
play are going to be competing. Along
with Tech, Texas, Texas A&M, Kan-
sas State, Nebraska and Colorado will
be working their way to St. Louis for
the NCAA championship game.

“The region we are in is with Pa-
cific, Texas, BYU and Arizona,”

Gibbs, the starting post, said the
next month will be huge for Tech.

“Playing those teams before con-
ference will be really good because
that is what the Big 12 is going to be
like,” Gibbs said.
