' PUDDINGS

In this lesson we will treat on puddings, both baked 
and steamed. The secret of getting light, palatable 
pudding is in not baking or steaming too fast. The 
pudding must have a slow even heat until it has become 
light and porous. If directions belpw are followed failure 
is impossible. 1

Marble* ‘Pudding

2 cops sifted pastry flour
2 level teaspoonful3 K  C Baking Powder
K  teaspoonful cinnamon
id. teaspoonful salt % cup sugar
Yolks of 2 eggs, beaten light
4 tablespoonfuls melted butter
K cu p cold water
Whites of 2 eggs, beaten dry

Select-materials with great care. The 

best of everything is always the cneapest.

Presidio, Tex., Jan. 11.—Twenty 
eight hundred Mexican federal sol 
diers, six generals, 200,000 rounds 
of ammunition, two cannon, four 
large field pieces ajnd 1500 civilian 
refugees were in the custody of 
the United States army border 
patrol today as the result of the 
federal evacuation of Ojinaga. 
Mexico and the occupation of the 
Mexican- village by General Fran­
cisco Villa’s forces.

The ̂ distress of the refugees is 
intense. They have scant food am-1 
no shelter. Men, women and chil­
dren. dogs, chickens and ekttle 
are packed tobether in a space eov 
ering several acres. About them 
are packed together in a space eov 
gage brought in from Ojinaga. 
Urgent requests for the immediate 
removal of soldiers and refugees 
to some other place were sent by 
Major McNance by the war depart 
ent through General Bliss.

Other results of the rebel suc­
cess that place General Villa’s 
army in undisputed control of a 
vast section of northern Mexico 
are: * •

Federal Generals Mercado, Cas­
tro, Orpinal, Edim-vo A dun > and 
Lauda are fn the custody, of thq 
United States troops awaiting dis­
position by the war department.

A cannon toppled muzzle down­
ward, a blood stained sabre stick­
ing in the muddy river bank, 
rifles thrown in heaps, the crump­
led forms among the cactus and 
mesquite and the unclouded eyes  ̂
that peered here and there from] 
among the rocks were among the( 
mute signs of what had gone he-' 
fore.

Those who went across in behalf, 
of the Red Cross found many1 
wounded who had remained un- j 
eared for. Many were-traced in 
the. trenches by their groans.* It 
was the belief of the American 
army physicians that many sol­
diers died because neither federals 
nor rebels' had a hospital corps.

The 1500 civilian refugees who 
rushed across the river when Gen- < 
eral Mercado went through the 
streets of Ojinaga telling the peo­
ple to flee, suffered as milch clis-! 
tress as the soldiers. Scores of 
women camp followers had* lost 
their children in the scramble and 
were crying piteously iw the cor­
ral provided for them or the Amer 
lean side. Others were without 
sufficient clothing and all were 
drenched from wading through 
the river.

The scene of disorder on the 
American side was almost as had 
as on*the Mexican. Scores of fed- 
era5 guns had been thrown into 
•lie river and were protruding 
from the mud federal knd rebel 
wounded who had crawled to the 
river bank side by side were wad­
ing across, aided by American sol­
diers. Mexican women atud .child­
ren who had escaped from the cor­
ral were trudging up the pnoun- 
rain road toward Marfa an’d had 
to he brought back.

tvol considered what was to be 
dime wit!) the Mexican soldiers. 
Major McNamee asked Brigader 
General Bliss at San Antonio, Tex­
as. for instructions.

TO MAKE RABBIT SAUSUGE.

Since the county quit paying a 
bounty for the killing of mule ear 
rabbits, writes a Farm and Ranch 
correspondent, they have become 
very numerous, to the deterimefn't 
of growing crops. It has recently 
been found also that they make a 
splendid food product and will 
greatlv cheapen the high cost of 
living. A full grown rabbit will
dress about 5 pounds. The meat 
trimed off the bones, a pound of 
fresh pork added to the five or 
six pounds of rabbit, and all 
ground together thru a sausage 
mill and seasoned -with salt, red 
and black pepper and sage, will 
make a sausage far superior to 
pure pork sausage. A syndicate, it 
is said, is planning 'to establish a 
packing house at some convenient 
point in West Texas for the manu­
facture of rabbit sausage and 
grind the bones into chicken feed 
The plant will be sufficient to 
consume all the rabbits ip Texas 
and thus the great rabbit question

1 will be solved.—Miles Messenger. 
That’s what we would call rab­

For some time there has been 
considerable uneasiness among the 
farmers for fear that a hard freeze 
would kill the oat crop. The crop 
was never known before to be as 
far advanced as it is this season, 
nor was the acreage in grain ever 
as large as at the present time.

In conversation with the writer 
in Winters last Saturday, S. L. 
Alexander who lias about 1100 
acres in oats, and who is one of the 
most successful grain growers in 
this comity, says he does not, think 
the crop is in danger of freeze. 
Mr. Alexander^ stated that he had 
thorughly examined the oats grow- 
in the field, and only found a hill 
occasionally where the plant had 
begun to joint out, and that the 
blades, or foliage of the plant ex­
tended down to the roots, and the 
heavy frost had not only checked 
the growth, but bad caused the 
fodder to fall over, and would act 
as a protection to the roots in 
case of a freeze. ‘ 'It would take 
an extremely hard freeze to dam­
age the crop.”  said Mr. Alexan­
der, “ and the prospects were 
never so good for a bumper oat 
crop.

Tere are thousands of acres of 
oats in this county where the fai 
mers have not been able to get 
stock to graze them down, and be­
fore the frost checked the growth 
of them in many places* they were 
knee high. With the splendid sea 
son in the ground a few showers 
will finish the making of a big 
big crop. It is true that the hail 
may damage some fields, but bail 
generally covers a small territory 
when it comes and it, is safe to saj 
that nothing of this kind will dam­
age the crop to any great extent.

From a crop point of view this 
comity was never in as good shape 
as it is at this particular season of 
the year.

Let ns not be deceived into think­
in g  that Texas is not confronted with 
this question right now.

Until a short time ago, a fourth ot 
the cotton and a third of the grain 
crops was considered for fifty years 
in Texas as the equitable rent which 
the tenant should pay for the use ot 
the land rented. Under this rule Texas 
has prospered and grown from one 
iinancial triumph t,o another.

But lately, with the appearance ot 
high-priced lands, the argument has 
become quite popular that rents should 
go higher to keep pace with the earn­
ing power of money.

As a result, it is becoming almost a 
custom to demand and collect of the 

^tenant a bonus in addition to the usual 
rents, or to demand a cash rentt ex ­
ceeding the customary rent. It is true 
that for a few years we have had an 
era of high prices, and so lar the ten­
ant has been able to pay the increased

A Texas business man. who was In 
New York a few days ago, reports 
that Wall Street is sore because the 
South is holding cotton. In and 
around the Exchange ,the speculators 
say the South is “butting in,” hold­
ing cotton instead of surrendering it 
to the speculators as heretofore. The 
Exchange claims it is their business 
to control the cotton crop and fix the 
price.

In their efforts to force the South 
to give up its cott6n, they have driven 
the price down by manipulation of 
contracts, by which probably no cot­
ton will even change hands. They 
have circulated big crop reports, but 
the government estimate nailed those 
lies. They predicted labor troubles 
in this country and in England, among 
cotton mill workers, but the mills run 
tranquilly on. Worst of all, for the 
speculator. Southern Exchanges and 
markets have refused to follow’ New 
York quotations. At some places spot 
cotton is quoted in the South as much 
as 50 points above the New YTork 
price.

This is the time to hold your cot­
ton. Don’t be disturbed by the jug­
gling of prices on the New York Ex­
change. Their little game does not 
Represent sales of actual cotton bales 
B.nd the price they quote does not fix 
the value of cotton. The cotton ex­
change, as at present operated, has 
jhad Its day. Ignore it, forget It. 
The spinners are the men who con­
sume your cotton. W atch them, forget 
W all Street. One of the largest legiti­
m ate brokers in New York predicts 
15c cotton. In their bulletin they state 
that the world used 14,900,000 bales 
of American cotton last year. That 
consumed our last year’s crop and 
all the surplus stock. In November, 
1913, there were 900,000 more active 
cotton Spindles in the mills than in 
November, 1912. Did the mills in­
crease their number of spindles be­
cause they expect to spin L E SS cot­
ton. The speculator says so. Com­
mon horse-sense tells anyonle that 
the mills G'm’t increase their capacity 
for the sake d additional expense. 
They increase to spin M ORE COT­
T O N , so as to meet the world’s needs, 
•which are greater this year than ever 
before.

W e have a crop of 13,677,000 bales, 
more than 1,200,000 BALES LESS 
than the mills required last year. 
Our crop is low grade. Its spinnable 
Value reduces its availability 500,000 
bales. Anyone who can read knows 
at this date that our cotton crop this 
year will not supply the mills’ needs. 
Anyone know’S that a short crop 
means a high price. The market, in 
the early fall weeks, stood at 13c,to  
14c, short crop prices. But as the 
farmers still held a good part of the 
crop, the Wall Street crowd put the 
price down. They want to scare the 
farmer into selling, so they may get 
possession of the whole crop, put the 
jprice up and sell it. These men have 
worked this scheme year after year. 
Some farmers tumbled to the game 
this time and are selling their cot­
ton. But the majority are holding. 
Keep on holding. In a few weeks 
you can sell for 15 cents.

Things are looking good for the 
Southern farmer. The recent cur­
rency bill will provide several re­
gional banks for the South. They 
will supply our money instead of W all 
Street. The new tariff schedules will 
soon begin ,to be felt in lower prices 
on many necessities. W e  have a 
President and a Congress who are ac­
tive in the farm er’s interests. Also 
they are looking into the W all Street 
business and it may well tremble. 
As it is, the New York Exchange 
has done far less business this year 
than for several years past.

Cheer up. Hold your cotton for 15 
cents. Get a good start in 1914 and 
tn*ke it a prosperous year.

progressed since before the mvas 
ion of Mexico by Cortez in 2ML 
This area is in northeastern Ari­
zona, and the Santa Fe Railway 
will cover ten acres of ground at 
the Exposition with as close a copy 
of this country as is possible to 
produce.

This locality is known as the 
Painted Desert. It is a land 
where no white man has dared 
attempt agriculture or mining, 
where there is nothing but the 
Indian, his ancient civilization un­
altered, living in six story houses 
of 100 rooms without an outside 
door, doing the same things in the 
same way his forefathers did for 
centuries before the white men 
came to America.

Comparatively few white men 
have penetrated this district. None 
has remained there. At long in­
tervals a scientist has penetrated 
the fastnesses of the red and yel­
low hills. Indians emerge from it 
occasionally but, they invariably 
return. Their homes are the iden­
tical buildings erected many cen­
turies ago. Their pottery is the 
same, used for the same purpose 
rind in the same rude manner. 
Their customs and tribal laws re­
main unchanged since when no 
man knows to the contrary. They 
irrigate small patches of grain 
just as did their forefathers. The 
country repels even the hardy pros 
nector. Trees, except those petri­
fied into stfine. are not seen. No 
two hills are of the same color. 
The verv rocks are variegated in 
hue. The pitiless sun scorches all 
vegetation encouraged by the win­
ter and spring rains.

■ bulletins and other literature regard- 
I ing crop making and stock raising, 
i Representatives of the Government in

W e have, without doubt, the best 
equipped Agricultural Department oi 
any nation on earth, in so far as farm 
production is concerned.

Our agricultural schools are every- 
! where. We have seen new theories 
taught and actually put into success 
ful use. W e have seen the “scienti­
fic farmer,” once scoffed at and ridi­
culed,— we have seen him prove to be 
the practical farmer; we have seen 
him double his production per acre, 
improve hi^ products, plant and har­
vest new and unheard of crops with 
success. Much attention has been 
given to the farmer and his crops, 
and riglitfhlly so, for on liis success 
or ^failure depends, in its last analy­
sis, the prosperity of our common­
wealth. A great work has been and 
is being’'accomplished, and the results 
speak for themselves. Truly the farm­
er is being taught amply in the sci­
ence of production.

But where in the pages of the 
Farm Press, or in the Government 
bulletins or literature, will you find 
any words about profitable selling 
or marketing methods? Where will 
the farmer find information about 
how to get the best , price or where 
to ship his products?

If the average farmer could sell 
his crops as successfully as he can 
produce, he would soon be indepen­
dent. The cotton grower seems to be 
the weakest of all as a seller of his 
crop. He makes a fine crop of cot­
ton by his skill and energy. He pro­
duces well, but his method in cash­
ing his crop is pitiful. He takes his 
cotton to market at the time when 
prices are always lowest, and he sells 
his cotton for whatever he can get, 
regardless of his cost of production. 
Why should he be anything but poor 
and in debt?

The Government has finally awak­
ened to the fact that marketing is as 
important as producing. A “Bureau 
of Markets” has been established and 
investigations into present conditions 
are being made. A survey of cotton 
marketing in Oklahoma was made 
this fall by the chief of the Bureau 
of Markets. His findings have just 
been published in Bulletin No. 36, 
United States Department of Agri­

> The cotton farm er faces the same 
situation that the Rice Growers, Fruit 
Growers, and W h eat Farmers faced. 
They saved them selves by establish­
ing marketing system s. Now th‘ey sell 
their products on a business basis. 
They have facilities for holding their 
products till they are needed. They  
|no longer dump their crops on the 
market, saying, “ Here is our crop; 
give us what you will for it.” They 
demand and get a profitable price.

Cotton is a safe commodity for hold­
ing. In a suitable warehouse, cotton 
may he held indefinitely without de­
creasing its quality. Cotton must be] 
held and sold as the world needs it 
in order to bring a fair price. Over­
loading the market always brings tha 
. j.me results, low prices. How can

Lhe supply o f  cotton ha delivered to 
the world, so as to m eet the demand 
but not exceed it?  Co-operation by 
the growers, through a business like 
marketing system , will put cotton on 
|i stable basis. The farmers must co­
operate, get a living price for their 
hotton through sensible marketing, 
£lse they must plant their cotton 
fields to other crops.

Statistics from a Texas plantation, 
i6,000 acres in cotton, show that tha 
cost in 1912 was 11 1-2 to 12c pfer 
pound. This great plantation has im­
proved farm machinery, is in charge 
of a very capable manager, employs 
Mexican labor at $1.00 per day instead 
of negroes at $1.50; their land is prob­
ably the richest in the state. If their 
cotton co&ts them 11 l-2c, what does 
your cotton cost?

If cotton before ginning cost 12c 
and more, it is worth at least 15 
CENTS. Co-operate with your neigh­
bors. Get a profit on your year’s work. 
Get 15 CENTS for your cotton. Hold 
your cotton. The world must have 
every pound of this crop and your 
cotton will soon bring 15 cents. New 
York has put the price down in the 
effort to make you sell. Hang on. Sell 
your cotton when they sell theirs. 
Their price will soon be 15c.

IN WRANGLE OVER 
BROWN’ S BOARO BILL
The local jaiher is having some 

trouble collecting the amount clue 
him for keeping George Brown, 
who is being held in the Ballinger 
jail waiting the action of the high­
er court in passing on Brown’s 
ease. It will be remepibered that 
Brown was convicted in the dis­
trict court at this place itn the 
spring of .1912 for the murder of 
his wife in Brown county. The 
case was appealed and the court 
of appeals affirmed the verdict of 
guilty. A motion was made for a 
M<ew hearing before the higher 
court. This was denied and a sec­
ond motion is now pending.

In the mean time Brown is 
confined in the Ballinger jail and 
under the law the expense of feed­
ing and caring for him should be 
paid by Brown county. The law 
provides that the county shall not 
pay less than 45 cents per day nor 
more than 50 cents per day to the 
jailor for hoarding prisoners. It 
seems that for some time Brown 
county allowed Sheriff Flynt 75 
cents per day for Brown’s board 
and the expense of keeping him. 
Whether the commissioner’s court 
of Brown county went beyond its 
authority in allowing this amount 
is for them to determine. That has 
nothing to do with the present 
trouble. At that time A. Wilke was 
jailor. At present M, C. Sheffy is 
jailor. The law also provides that 
the hoard of prisoners shall be 
paid quarterly, hut Brown county 
has not paid anythiing for Brown’s 
keep since last April. Recently a 
bill for the amount due to date at 
fifty cents per day was mailed to 
Browui county. The bill was for 
$131. A warrant was received this 
week for $71.25. It now develops 
that the 75 cents per day up to 
last April was more than the law 
allows, and Browin' county wants 
to deduct this from the amount 
due since that date. This is where 
the “ rub”  comes. Jailor Sheffy 
did not share in the over charge, 
or over amount paid, and he does 
not waqt to stand for the loss sus­
tained in docking him for a mis­
take that was made by the commis­
si arfers of Brown county.

County Judge Kleberg has re­
turned the $71 warrant just re­
ceived and is making an effort to 
adjust the matter with Brown 
county.
