The National Association for the
Study and Prevention of Tubere:i-
losis.

In 6 states, Alabama,
California, lowa, Tennessee :md
Washington, bills are being curi-
sidered which call for the vepori-
ing and registration of all living
cases of tuberculosis. Alabams,
Connecticut, Towa, Massachusetts,
Penngylvania and the District of
Columbia are working for laws
which will require that eonsnmp-
tives who refuse tc onserve sani-
tary regulations and are a nienace
to others may be removed and de-
tained in hospitals. In Alabama,

Arizona,

Arizona, California, Tllinois,
Maine and Missouri, legislation
permitting the establishment of

county or local hospitals for tub-
erculosis are being diseussed, and
in California, 1llinois, Towa, Maine
Missouri and New Hampshire
stri subsidies of $3 to $5 per
Wweek per patient are being asked
for such instittuions. A more or
less complete reorganization of
the state health work is sought in
several states, especially Kansas,
Michigan, Minnesota, Nebraka,
Texas and Arizona. In Indiana
and Alabama bills providing for
full-time county end city health of
ficers are being considered.

As an aid in furthering these
and similar bills, the National As-
sociation has issued a pamphlet en
titled ‘‘Tuberculosis Legislation,’’
which eqntains a digest of exist-
ing laws in this field with com-
ments and comparisons of some
of the most important ones.

DENVER, Mar. 1.—The Colo-f
racdo Public Utilities Commission

today opened an investigation in
the passenger rates of all rail-
roads operating in the State. Rep-
resentatives of 28 diffierent roads
appeared in answer to subpoenaes
issued by the Commission,

The decision to make the in-
vestigation, which is expected to
result in many substantial rate
reductions, followed the receipt ofl
complaints from various parts of
the State. There is absolutely no
conformity in rates, the . Commis-
sion declares. Fares vary three
cents a mile to ag high as 11 cents
a mile on some of the mountain
roads.

A state-wide investigation into
the rates charged for carrying
coal by the railroads is planned
by the Commission to start March
15th.

NEGRO SMOKES
WHILE PREACHER
PLEADS WITH MOB

DALLAS, Mar. 1.—Three Wax-
ahachie negroes have been brought
here and placed in jail to escape
mob violence for the murder of
Jack Jones, a young white man at
Waxahachie Saturday night,

WAXAHACHIE, Feb. 28— A
speech by Rev, A. C. Parker, pas-
tor of the Christian echurch, avert-
ed a lynching here this morning
and furnished the police with in-
formation which may lead to the
arrest in Dallag or Fort Worth of
two or more negroes, beliecved fto
be implicated in the brutal mur-
der of Jack Jones, white, 22, here
some time lest night.

The body was in W. B, Jack-
son’s garage, where he was em-
ployed, about 9 o’clock thig morn-
mg. The head was erushed in by
a DPlece of gaspipe and there were
indications that the murderers
had made a hurried search of the
garage for anything of value.

The young man had been evi-

dently murdered mnear mid-
night Saturday night. Iearing a
noise in the hall, he had stepped

cut in his night elothes and had
been attacked. Walls and floor
showed traceg of a terrible and
bloody struggle, the body being
horribly beaten and stabbed, the
head almost severed from the
body and the skull crushed.
After a search of about an hour,
the police invaded the home of

Joe Lockett, negro, where some-
bloody eclothing was found, and

the black broke down and made a
partial confession, denying, how-
ever, that he had killed Jones.

When the news of the arrest
spread about the town a mob form
ed near the jail and took the ne-
gro from the officers before they
could put him in jail. A rope was
thrown about the black’s mneck
and he was dragged to the cotton
compress platform, when Rev, A.
C. Parker appeared.

Facing the mob of determined
men surrounding the apparently
doomed negro, the preacher ap-
pealed to their better sense and
urged them:'to disband and aban-

don their plan of Iynching.
spoke for fully fifteen minutes,
and was followed by District

Judge Lee Hawkins, Sheriff Dear-
born and County Attorney Whip-
ple. The officers told the mob
that if they lynched the black it
was probable his accomplices
would never be captured.

Judge Hawking promised to
reconvene court Monday and em-
panel a grand jury and try the
negro at once. This and the fact
that a son of sheriff Dearborn
was lying in a dying condition at
the jail, together with the hope
that the negro would!{ tell who
were his confederate prevailed on
the erowd to disperse.

A rope had been placed around
the negroe’s neck and several
tried to pull him up, but a man
cut the rope. The negro calmly
smoked a cigarette while await-

finally landed in jail.

At 4 o’clock officers started

j\x‘itll the negro to Dallas, eluding

the mobh which quickly formed as
soon as the megro was brought
out, A shot was fired with in-
tent to puncture a tire, but missed
and the auto was soon speednyg
toward Dallas. Several cars pur-
sued with the hope of securing the
negro, but were outdistanced in
the race.

Lockett stoutly protested Tis
mnieence. He claimed that an-
other negro had horrowed his

clothes and had retnrned them.
The clothes had been froshly wash
ed and a coat had baeen partly
burned. All showed blood stains,
The negro suffered severe trea:-
merit from the crowd. The maob
spirit is temporavily ailoyed, but
violence is feared when the ne-
gro is hrouzht to trial,
