SHAMEFUL ATTACK
ON GIRL TEACHER

I ——
(Brownwood News.) &

This  city and thoSe localities
throughout the county where the
oceurrence is known, have
tained something of a shock the
past week from the information
that g young woman teacher of
the county was recently paintully
beaten by the women of two fam-
ilies composing a part of the pa-
trons of the school where she was
employed.

The vietim of the assault was
the teacher of the Asheraft school,
located nine miles northwest of
Brownwood. It seems that on
Thursday morning, March 11, the
young Jady was intercepted on her
{way to school by two men and
their wives, and while the men
looked on the two women beat the
girl and subjected her to humiliat-
|ing treatment.

On Saturday, two days follow-
ing the assault, the young lady
came to the county attorney’s of-
{fice upon the latter’s request
[She was accompanied by one of
i the trustees of the Asheraft school
{ Her statement as to the cause for
{the treatment accorded her, it is
{learned, is in substance that she
thad, some time ago, drilled her
l]mpils for a school entertainment.
About thig time there was sonre
disagreement between two of the
school patrons, one of whom with-
drew his children from taking
part in the entertainment just at
a time to make it a failure. Some
weeks later, she prepared the pu-
pils for another sechool play and
intentionally left out from the pro
gram those children who had been
withdrawn from the former en-
tertainment. This, and the fact
that she had changed her board-
ing place is given as the main rea
sons for the assault,

The young lady teacher on this
visit to the county attorney’s o'-
fice bere bat few outward evi-
denceg ef having been physically
injured, but she testified to hav-
ing heen painfully bruised about
the body and limbs. In her state-
ment she said that she wag lkept
for several hours by her tormen-
tors, who took turns in abusing
her and that at times one would
sit astride of her body while the

other kicked her.
It is learned that the two
men connected with the affair

came to the courthouse on the day
that the assault oceurred = and
{plead guilty to an affray in the
names of their respective wives.
One of the men also plead guilty
to the charge of wusing profane
langnage over the phone, and paid
a fine. The other man, it is learn
ed, will contest a similar charge
against him. :

It is also learned that charges
of aggravated assault have been
preferred against the two men con
nected with the affair.

The victim. of the assault is a
girl 20 years of age, preposessed
intelligent and highly respected
and withall a capable teacher.
Her home is in Comanche. She is'
an orphan, her nearest male rela-
tive being an mnecle by marriage
who is a cotton buyer in Brown-
wood.

The people of the Asheraft com-
munity, as a whole, are not to be
judged by this affair, and they un-
doubted feel as keenly as sen-
sitive people could feel the dis-
grace that has been brought upon
them. Whether or not the causes
for the outrage are correctly ac-
counted, no provocation could
have waranted it. It is the most
ghameful thing imaginable and
will be a lasting disgace upon the
county.
