VOLUNTEER OAT CROP 
WORTH MUCH MONEY
Reports from the Loomis ranch in 

Concho county say that 2200 acres of 
vol^inteer oats are threshing out 40 
bushels per acre. The entire crop of 2200 
acres are volunteer oats, and while only 
a part of them have been threshed and 
turned out 40 bushels, it is claimed that 
the remainder of the field will yield as 
heavy,, and that the total crop on this 
farm will amount to 88.000 bushels.

The market is low at present, but if 
these oats are held until next winter 
they will bring 55 cents per bushel, or a 
total of 48,000. Some money for an oat 
crop off one farm.

A solid train load of oats consisting 
of twenty-five car.s, left Ballinger Sun­
day over the Santa Fe.

Sufficient time has 
elapsed for them to diy and the crop 
will be moved fast for the next thirty 
days.

Be It Ordained By The City 
Couneil of The City of Ballinger, 
Texas:

Section 1.
That the City of Ballinger 

shall hereafter be constituted as 
of five wards, numbered, bound­
ed and described as follows:

(a) Ward Number One shall 
lie in the southeastern portion of 
said city, and shall include all 
that part of said city which lies 
east and north of the south line 
of Eighth Street in said city and 
east and south of the west line of 
Harris Street in said city, said 
ward number one cornering in its 
nortliAvest corner at the most 
southerly corner of the intersec­
tion of said Eightli and Harris 
Streets, and embracing all city 
property between said street lines 
and extending to the corporate 
limits of said eity.

(b) Ward Number Two shall 
lie in the southwestern portion of 
said eity and shall include all 
that part of said eity which lies 
west and south of the west line 
of Eightli Street and south and 
east of the north line of Harris 
Street, said ward two cornering 
in its northeast corner with the 
northwest corner of ward no one.

(c) Ward Number Three shall 
lie in the central portion of said 
city, and shall include all that 
part of said city which lies north 
and west of the north line,of said 
Harris Street and west of the 
west line of Eighth Street and 
south and east of the south line 
of Board Street, and extending in 
a westerly direction to the cor­
poration line of said city.

(d) Ward Number Four shall 
lie in the central ea.stern portion 
of said eity, and shall include all 
that part of said city which'lies 
north and west of the north line 
of Harris Street and North and 
east of the west line of Eighth 
Street and south and east of the 
south line of Broad Street, ex­
tending in an easterly direction

the corporate limits of sahl 
oity.

(e) Ward Number Five .shall 
lie in the northeni portion of 
said eity and shall include all 
that portion of said city which 
lies to the north apd west of the 
south line of said Board street, 
and eaeh of said wards extending 
from the boundaries given, to the 
corporate limits of said city of 
Ballinger.

Section 2.
That all ordinances and parts 

of ordinances in conflict here­
with are hereby ex}>ressly repeal­
ed, and from the date of the pass­
age and approval hereof the Oity 
of Ballinger shall be constituted 
as of the five wards above des­
cribed, and sub.iect to all of the 
provisions of the laws of this 
State with reference to city 
wards.

Tliat this ordinance shall take 
effect and be in force from and 
after its passage, approval and 
publication, the fact that there is 
now no division of wards in said 
city and the neetl of street work 
in the vai'ious wards as defined 
creating an emergency, the read­
ing of this ordinance on three 
seevral days is dispensed with, 
and this ordinance is placed on 
its first I'ciidiug and final pass-

fixnig and defining the speed 
limit for automobiles and other 
vehicles: pi'oviding the majiuer 
in which vehicles shall lie left 
standing in the streets, alle.vs and 
driveways of said city: repealing 
all ordinances and |)ai’ts of oi'din- 
anees in conflict and fixing a pen­
alty for the violation of this or­
dinance and deelaring an emer­
gency.

Be It Ordained l>.v The Cit.y 
Couneil of the Citv of Ballinger, 
Texas:

Section One,
That it shall be the diit.v of all 

owners and operators of motor 
vehicles befoia« using or operating 
the same upon any of the i)ublie 
streets, alleys or drivewa.vs of 
the Cit.y of Ballinger, to displa.v 
in a conspicious place on the 
rear of said vehicle the number 
registered with the count3' clerk

or other proper registration offi­
cer in the county where the own­
er thereof resides, which number 
shall be in numerals not less than 
six inches in height. Said num­
ber shall be so placed and main­
tained that same can be plainly 
read at a distance of two hundred 
feet.

Section Two.
That it shall be the duty of all 

owners and operators of motor 
vehicles, before using or operat­
ing the same upon any of the pub­
lic streets, alleys or drivewajes of 
the city of Ballinger, to have at­
tached to said vehicle, in good 
working order, a suitable bell, 
horn or other appliance for giv­
ing notice of its approach, so that 
when said attachment. is operat­
ed it m.a.y be heard for a distance 
of three hundred feet.

Section Three.
That every’ owner aaid opera­

tor of a motor vehicle, except 
motorcycles, before using or op­
erating the same upon any of the 
streets, alleys or drivewa.ys of 
the City of Ballinger, shall equip 
and keep equipped said motor 
yehiele with not le.ss than two 
suitable lights, one of which shall 
be carried on the front and one 
on the rear of said vehicle, so 
situated as to throw a white light 
upon the number of said car. Said 
lights shall be kept buniing so 
long as such vehicle is being op­
erated upon any of the public 
streets, allej>̂ s or drivewaj's of 
said eity of Ballinger, at night, 
and while such vehicle is stand­
ing upon an}'' of the public streets 
alleys or driveways of said city 
during hours of darkness, such 
rear light shall be kept burning.

Section Four.
That every owner and every 

operator of a motorcycle, before 
using the same upon any of the 
public streets, alleys and drive­
wa.ys of the City of Ballinger, 
shall eqTiip and keep equipped 
said motorc.ycle with at least one 
suitable light to l>e ])laced on the 
■front of saiil machine, which shall 
be keiit burning so long as such 
machine is ui)on an.v of the j)ub- 
lic streets, alleys oi' drivewa.vs of 
the City .of Ballinger, during Hie 
hours of darkness.

Section Five.
.-Vt the approach of any fire en­

gine, book and ladder or other ap 
“paratu.s belonging to the fire de­
partment, when the .same is ans­
wering an alarm of fire, all rail- 
roatl trains, and engines, auto­
mobiles and other vehicles and 
all jiersons shall give the same 
the I'ight of way, and all automo­
biles and other vehicles and per­
sons upon the streets, alleys and 
driveways of said city shall pro­
ceed at once to the right hand 
curb line or as near thereto as 
possible and come to a stamlstill 
and there remain until such fire 
ajipa rat Us shall have passed.

Section Six.
That no iierson in charge of or 

operating an.v automobile or oth­
er vehicle shall drive oi' proi)el 
the same on or across any of the 
public streets, alle.ys or di-ive- 
ways of the Cit.y of Ballinger at 
a rate of speed greater than fif­
teen (1) miles per hour, and in

That no person shall wantonly, 

wilfull.v, maliciousl.v or carelessly 
permit or cause an.y railroad train 
or engine, automobile oi' other ve­
hicle or animals attached thereto 
to come in collision with or to 
strike any person, automobile or 
other yehiele.

Section Nine.
'I'hat no person shall opi'rate oi- 

attempt to operate an.v automo­
bile or other vehicle while such 
[lO'son is in a state of intoxica­
tion. or is in an.v other resi)ect in- 
capalile of propei'ly and safel.v 
oi)eratiug and driving such auto­
mobile or othei' vehicle.

Section Ten.
All automobiles and other ve­

hicles and ridden hoi'scs. while on 
the streets, alle.vs and drivewa.ys 
of said Cit.v of Ballingei', shall be 
driven o'' ridden upon the i'ight 
baud side of such street, alley or 
drivewa.v. as near the right hand 
curb line as possible or practica­
ble.

Section Eleven.
yVhenever any automobile, oth­

er vehicle or ridden animal at­
tempts to pass an.v other automo­
bile or other vehicle or ridden an­
imal upon any street, alley or 
driveway within the limits of the

eity of Ballinger, going in the 
same direction, such automobile 
or other vehicle or ridden shall 
be driven ^id shall pass to 
the left of the automobile, other 
vehicle or ridden animal being 
passed.

Section Eleven and Half.
That it shall hereafter be un­

lawful for an.v automobile, bug 
g.V, wagon, motorc.ycle, or other 
vehicle, cr an.y animal or animals 
hitched (hereto, to be left stand­
ing on any of the public streets 
or alleys of the City Ballinger, 
within ten feet of any fire plug or 
hydrant, now or which may here­
after be installed in or on such 
street or allc.y.

Section Twelve.
In turning any corner from one 

street, alley or driveway iyto an­
other, all automobiles, other ve­
hicles or animals shall be driven 
on the right hand side of the 
center of the intersection of said 
streets, alleys or driveawys.

Section Thirteen.
That all automobiles or other 

vehicles shall be turned only at 
an intersection of streets, alleys 
or driveways, and shall make 
said tu7'ns onl.y by passing aromid 
the right hand side of the center 
of the intersection of such streets 
or alleys or other drivewa.ys. Pro­
vided that this article shall not 
apply to ridden bic.yclcs, horses 
or other saddle animals.

That no owner or operator of

be stopped witli the righ hand 
wheels of any such vehicle pai'- 
ai'cll with such curb on street 
line and as neai- thereto as prac­
ticable.

54 HOUR LABOR LAW FOR FAIR 
.SEX' IN EFFECT TODAY.

AUSTIN, June 21.—“Woman's work 
is never done,” runs the old saying. 
But Texas women’s work will be done, 
and she will have more time for leisure 
hereafter, as a result of a new labor 
law, which is today .starting its first 
week.

This law provides for 54 hours labor 
except in emergencies, for operatives in 
factory, mines, mills, laundries, mech­
anical and mercantile establishments, 
hotels, restaurants, state institutions 
and other occupations. While iiy the 
Gotten, woolen and worsted business they 
may be worked 60 hours a week, they 
must receive extra pay for all time over 
54 hours.

Under the 54 hour law, a woman in 
the occupations specified may work 9 
hours a day, but if she does do extra 
time ill cases of emergency, she must 
receive double pay, for the overtime. 
Laundresses, stenographers, and phar­
macists do not have life nnite so ea.s.v as 
some of their sister workers under the 
new statute, but labor leaders and wo­
men welfare leaders today expressed the 
view that the law as a whole is satis­
factory, and that will he a boon to 
Texas womankind.

MA2ELAND FIRED ON

Sheriff Perkins returned from 
the Maizeland eorajuunity late 
Wednesday afternoon -where he 
speut the day investigating. an 
attack made upon a negro resi­
dence on the Tom Puckett farm.

Tom Puckett has a family of 
negroes on his fartn. Threats had 
beeji made from time to time 
against the negroes, and Mr. 
Puckett had been keeping a close 
watch on them. About twelve 
o’clock Tuesday night parties op­
ened fire on the negro house, 
shooting the window lights out 
and the bullets narrowly missing 
the negroes who were asleep on 
their beds. The mattress to the 
beds were punctured by the bul­
lets.

Mr. Puckett hastening to the 
negro house opened fire on the 
would be murderers, and in turn 
was shot at by parties as they 
made their escape. Empty shells 
were picked up near the negro 
house and tracks leading away 
from the house were followed for 
ft considerable distance.

The presence of negroes in 
the Maizeland-Wilmeth country 
have been obnoxious to certain 
■citizens and several attempts 
have been made to run them out 
of the country. The men who 
have them employed to help carry 
on farm work have annoxmeed 
that they will not permit the 
negroes to be murdered or run 
out of the country, and it is 
feared that serious trouble will 
result.

kins made the arrest late Saturday even­
ing, and phoned the Cameron sheriff of 
the arrest at eleven o’clock Saturday 
night. The Cameron officer received 
the message just in time to catch the 
midnight train and arrived in Ballinger 
Sunday at noon and returned with his 
prisoner Sunday afternoon.

Lee declined to make any statement 
and would not discuss the charge against 
him, remaining with his eyes fixed with 
a downward look, and would not notice 
those around him.

The storm last Sunday night des­
troyed the big derrick, blowing it down 
and tearing it to pieces. Early Monday 
morning workmen were put on the job 
rebuilding the big tower and it will be 
completed liy the first of next week.

Tliis was one of the largest oil der­
ricks in Te.xas, and Col. Clemenger says 
that it was one of the most substanti­
ally built he had ever drilled under. 
The derrick in addition to being a 
strong one was tied with heavy cables 
and was built -with a view of standing 
high winds.

When the derrick was blown down 
the drill was down to a depth of about 
1,000 feet. Col. Clemenger says he ex­
pects to strike oil betw'een the I too and 
1500 mark.

Another report reached us Wednesdaj- 
of a Uirge field of L. ,E. Low, which 
produced 92 bushels to the acre.

EIGHT GARS WOOL BEING 
SHIPPED OUT THIS WEEK

It was quite a surprise' to eveiyone. 
even the buyers and the sellers being 
surprised, when it was announced Satur­
day afternoon that practically everj 
ack of wook stored in the local ware 

liouse had been sold, and that all wool 
growers present, or those who were 
represented, had accepted the offers 
made by the buyers.

Saturday was sales day for tlie Run­
nels County Wool Growers Association, 
and tlie largest wool farms in the 
United States were represented on the 
local market. In view of the fact tliat 
bids for wool .stored at San Angelo and 
otlicr places in this section of the state 
had been rejected, it was believed that 
the buyers would not offer bids on the 
local holdings that would be accepted. 
But for some reason the buyers made 
almost a clean sweep.

Out of thirty-one wool growers witli 
wool in the local warehouse only two 
rejected bids. Those not present re­
ceived bids over the phone. Benge & 
Littlefield and Roy Wiloughby, of 
Concho county, were the tw'o who de­
clined to sell on the bids offered.

In all there wil be about eight cars of 
wool. This is being loaded today

price paid for any clip. Of the amount 
stored here W. O. Schuitz of Millers- 
view, was the heaviest holder, Mr. 
Schultz had 170 sacks or about 34,000 
pounds. H. Roddy, of Brady, represent­
ing Goodhue, Studley & Emery of Bos­
ton, purchased the Schultz clip. Other 
buyers getting a share of the-s.wool arc 
Caldwell Palmer, of San Antonio, buy­
ing for Hollwcll, Jones & Donald, of 
Boston; S. D. Rainer of Llano, buying 
for Fansworth, Taylor & Stephens.

The price of wool has changed many 
times during the last thirty-five years, 
but the price being paid this year is not 
hut a few cents below tlici price paid in 
1S81, and thé following reproduced from 
tlic files of the San Antonio Exprees 
of i88r, makes interesting reading in 
this connection :

The wool season is rapidly growing 
to a close and the present week .will see 
the bulk of the stock now in the liands 
of the commission merchants sold to 
the regular dealers. Thomas Bond of 
Crockett county this spring sold his clip 
to Colonel T. H. Zanderson, receiving 
25 1-2 cents per pound for thirty-one 
bags of wool, and one-third off for one 
bag of tags. The official record kept 
at the Merchants’ Exchange' shows that 
during the past week there have been 
753 bags of wool received in this city.

E. E. Sibley has been tiying llje e.x- 
periment of ginning wool, so as to free 
it of burs and trash. From a sample 
worth 12 cents he ginned out a staple 
wliich local buyers offered 20 cents for. 
The wool loses about one-fourth of its 
weiglit in passing through the operation. 
Should any serious injury be done by it 
to the staple, this method of freeing 
wool of burs promises to become of 
great utility to this section and to our 
sheep oweners.

who extended in a few words a hearty 
welcome to the buyers, and told why 
the First National Bank had prepared 
a feast for them. Mayor Powell brief­
ly told how the interest of the wool 
growers and the wool buyers was, a 
mutual interest. “The growers must 
have the market arid the buyers must 
have the wool," said the mayor, “and it 
was the bank that stood between the 
two and brought them together and the 
bank shows its entenirise in working for 
the development and success of the 
wool industry in this country.”

After the feast, Chas. Stokes, of 
Lampasas, one of the visiting buyers, 
thanked the First National Bank and 
the woolmen for their hospitality and 
speaking in behalf of the buyers, assur­
ed the host that the buyers appreciated 
the courtesies more than mere words 
could express.
