“In addition, the A. and M. College of
Texas, is made an independent college
and permanently located in Brazos
County, and the amendment authorizes
the establishment of junior agricultural
colleges, -subsidiary thereto, and under
the government of the ‘A. and M: board.

“The Prairie View Normal and In-
dustrial College is well located in Wal-
ler county and by terms of the amend-
ment will be permanently establidhed
there as a branch of the A. and M. Col-
lege,: governed by the same board.

SGHBOL TAX LESS
THAN LAST YEAR

Tax Collector Mike Boyd has just
completed the work of making up his
tax rolls for the Ballinger Independent
Disiri. t, and staited Thursdav morning
on making the rolls for the entire coun-
ty.

According to the figures compiled in
making up the rolls the total valuation
of the district amounts to $2,061,100,
with a total school tax of $10,305.50.
This is a little less than last year’s total
taxes.

Boyd says the decrease is due to
the cut in rendition.

the Animal Industry Department of the
United States government lecture
hog cholera. The smallness of
crowd may be accounted for by the fact
that it is a busy time of the year for
the farmer, and al<o for the reason th-t
the damage done by cholera, so far, is
comparatively small. Lack ot interest in
this lecture must not be construed to
mean that the agricultural interests are

not concerned with the prevention ofi

this dread disease, but rather that they

have not the time to come to Ballinger |

in the middle of the week in a
season.

Dr. Jones illustrated his talk with
copious slides and still pictures, showing
different methods and means of help-
ing the farmers fight the cholera. He
stated that the United States lost $6, -
000,000 from hog cholera alone in the
yvear ending March 31, 1913; Texas it-
self losing a total of 100,066 animals
out of 2,403,000 raised. He compared
Texas with Indiana rather unfavorably,
saying that Texas with much better na-
tural resources and advantages, raises
about half as many pigs as the state of
Ind:znpa. Dr. Tcnes stated that it was a
well known fact that the Central states
were getting rich off Texas porkers,
und urged his auditors to co-operate,
clean-up and concentrate. Claiming
without these three activities Texas’
farmers are at great disadvantage, Dr.
Jones gave several contrete examples
showing how the same can be accomp-
lished.

The demonstrator detailed the sani-

tary methods that should be in use with
slides and talk, showing the importance
of cleanliness in working with infected
hogs, emphasizing strongly a clean home
for swine, with plenty of ventilation,
plcnty of clear water, clean pens, and
careful buying when re-stocking with
breeders. Going into details over refill-
ing the pens with stockers and breeders,
Dr. Jones said that much care must be
taken, that in supplying from stock
vards as hogs are likely to be infect-
ed with cholera. even where the ut-
most precaution is exercised. A pen that
is clean one day may be re-infected the
next by a shpment of the diseased ani-
mals, thus making purchases from that
same yard unsafe.

Another thing that the government
man warned his hearers of was the buz-
zard; stating that this filthy bird was
one of the greatest germ carriers
known, and asking that farmers shoot”
them on sight. It was thought bv the
lecturer that a state bounty should be
placed on the buzzard, and that farm-
ers should co-operate to get laws pass-

McLelland 18 the man who has
made agriculture go in Runnels
county, and is the farmer with the
big ‘.’ ’’! said Professor Wells in
introducing the visitor to a Stand-
ard reporter. ‘‘He has praectical-
ly stamped out hog cholera in
Runnelg and his work has been
responsible for the big business in
egg shipping which has been start-
ed.”’

It was then stated that within a
period of four months twenty
cars of eggs, or about 24,000 doz-
en, ‘had been shipped to market
from Ballinger. The infertile egg
campaign has also been inaugur-
ated within that time.

Oklahoma’s wheat crop, accord
ing to the. estimate of President
Frank Gault of the board of ag-
riculture will be about forty-five
million bushels, while the oats
crop be about 52,800,000 bushels.
The average wheat price will be
$1 and oats fifty cents, so that
the gross reecipts for Oklahoma
farmers will be $71,400,000. Of
course, this amount is far from
clear profit, but it represents a
gigantic income which the farm-
er can stow safely away in the
bank this autumn. Twenty five
thousand: men, it is estimated,
hayve reecived work at $2 a day.
This threshing and other costs
clips the farmers’ receipts to
$60,187,000 but this eool sum
isn’t to be sneezed at.

As for Texas, her wheat yield
was estimated today by I. B.
Dorsey of the Texas Grain Deal-
ers association as between twen-
ty and twenty-five million bush-
els which means about $20,000,-
$20,000,000 to $25,000,000 minus
costs, of course—for the Texas
farmer. The acreage has increas
ed about 40 per cent this year
and the yield about 12 per cent
Dorsey figures.

In oats, Texas has a twenty-
five percent increased acreage, a
five percent better condition, and
a crop of about 40,000,000 hush-
el which mean about $20,000,-
000 for the tillers of the soil.

And, just for full measure, Dor
sey reported ‘‘The condition of
corn at this time is most excel-
lent.” While weather condi-
tions will have much to do with
the final showing, Dorsey is opti
mistic about this particular crop.

No estimates are available at
present on fruit yields, but both
the Texas and Oklahoma crops
would easily run the prosperity
figuses a million more.

The Panhandle country in Tex-
as reports its biggest crop ever,
its citizens foresee an era of pros-
perity unparalleled in this coun-
ty ‘“Where the west begins.”’

Samples of the optimistic re-
ports from a few sections of
Texas and Oklahoma follow :

Belton, Texas, says the oats
and wheat erop will be from 50
to 75 percent larger than last
year, and that 100 carloads of
grain have already been shipped
from there. Some parts of
county reported the yield not as
heavy as the farmers would have
vished, while others said it was
exceedingly good.
