BULLETIN.— Senator Lewis, the 
Wilson administration leader, in­
troduced a resolution in Congress 
this afternoon empowering Pres­
ident Wilson to order the Amer­
ican army into Mexico at once to 
settle internal troubles.

rero, by a Villista firing squad 
last Friday, was confirmed here 
today.

Gen. Banda and twelve other 
Villista officers, have been j^ e d  
charged with vagrancy, to save 
them from possible violence at 
the hands of a mob of Americans 
The arrest of the thirteen Villista 
officers was made following a 
discovery of a plot to lynch Gen. 
Sanahar, suspected of ordeiing 
Tom Fountain, a young Amiari- 
can before the firing squad.

Twenty Americans who called

at the Salazars Hotel this morn­
ing are believed to be planning' 
ot^er lynchings to avenge the 
Santa Ysable massacre, in which 
eighteen Americans were mur­
dered.

The train bearing the bodies of 
the eighteen Americans massa­
cred at Santa Ysabel last Sunday, 
arrived here this morning, and 
will be turned over to relatives 
and carried to their respective 
homes for burial.

AMERICANS HAD WARNING,

President Wilson made a state­
ment this morning, concerning 
the Mexican massacre of Ameri­
cans at Santa Ysabel, in which 
he endorses the stand taken by 
Secretary Lansing.

EL PASO, Jan. 11.— Seventeen 
pei’son.s, all believed to have been 
Ameriean.s, were killed by Mexi­
can bandits yesterday after be­
ing taken from a Mexico North­
western train fifty miles west of 
Chihuahua and stripped of their 
clothing, aocoi'ding to a message 
received here tonight by H. C- 
Myles, a British vice consul here 
from British Consul Seovell at

Chihuahua city.
The train on which the Ameri­

cans were traveling from Chi­
huahua city to Cusihuiriachie, 
Chihuahua, carried thousands of 
dollars in currency, and a large 
quantity of supplies sent by the 
Amei’ican Smelting ond Refining 
company to its mines in Cuishiu- 
riaehic.

It is believed here that all of 
the fifteen American mining men 
known by means of a check on 
Mexican passports to have been 
in Chihuahua were on board the 
looted train.

Thomas M, Holmes, the only- 
known survivor, stated, however, 
in his brief telegram giving the 
first news of the raid that he 
counted seventeen America n s 
taken from the train.

It is only too common to see 
prosperous farmers living in un- 
paiuted houses set down on the 
bare and wind swept prairie, 
when these same farmers might, 
by a little thought and expense, 
make their homes places of beau- 
tŷ  In the yearly struggle for 
bigger crops and more money 
these farmers seen t o have 
overlooked the fact that money 
is not the only thing to be sought 
in this world. Men owe to to their 
wives and families to make the 
home outwardly attractive, to 
say ngthing of the pleasure that 
men rliemselves may derive from 
beautiful surroundings.

It is rather a- simple matter to 
make an- attractive home and 
grounds out of a A ery plain be­
ginning. Suppose we take an il­
lustration. A farmer lives in a 
rather large, two-roomed, box­
shaped, board house which sets 
in a bare, open field. The house 
is unpainted and weather-beat­
en. Doors and windows are few 
and small. No definite wagon 
road leads to the public highway. 
This farmer’s barn, a building 
larger than his dwelling, stands 
to one side and a little in front 
of his house in the direction of 
the prevailing wind- The hog 
lot behind the barn is near and 
about even Avith the house. Other 
outbuildings are arranged Avith 
equal aAvkAvardness. Pretty un­
inviting, isn’t it?

But this farmer decides to 
change things up a bit. He mov­
es his dwelling to the highest 
point on the front of his farm and 
places it about 100 yards back 
from the road. He moves the 
bam and other outbuildings to 
points behind and some little dis­
tance from the house and fixes 
them up a bit- He next builds a 
neat-looking gate down at the 
public road. Out of this gate he 
goes to town for some lumber 
and some paint. He remodels his 
house by widening the doors, in­
creasing the number of windows, 
and by adding a dormer window 
at-each end. Incidentally, he in­
creases the number of his rooms 
by adding gable windows to the 
attic, ■■ making., a .half-sfory of it. 
He then paints the remodeled 
house. He next grades up a 
driveway to the road and takes 
a look at all that he has done. 
He has done well, he decides. He 
has, in fact, transformed a hovel 
into a home.

But there is still one thing 
lacking. The place needs some 
quick-growing trees and shrubs. 
He plants these, and, as soon as 
they have grown a bit, he has the 
show place of the neighborhood. 
What did it cost him? Well, if 
he and his family did all the 
Avork, there wasn’t any cost ex­
cept for a little lumber, nails and 
paint. The shoAV window display 
now seen at the Business League 
attempts to illustrate a case of 
this sort-

When a farmer AAffio has a lit­
tle cash begins to plan improve­
ments arond his home, he should 
not fail to provide sewage, good 
lights, a phone, and a small gaso­
line engine for poAver around the 
b rX - TliCse things can be se­
cured at a reasonable cost, and 
if lie doesn’t care for them him­
self it is but fair to his Avife for 
him to get them.

onstrate how to mix and use poi­
son on the pests . mentioned. 
Farmers v/ho wish poinson mix­
ed for them will bring in mater­
ials in the following proportion: 
for every bushel of milo maize or 
feteria bring 2 1-2 ounces of
strichnine, 1-5 ounce saccharine, 
2 1-2 ounces common soda, 1 1-4 
ounces common gloss starch, 5-8 
pints of syrup, and 2 quarts of 
water.

16 PER GENT INCREASE

the consumer demand in 1915, as 
indicated by retail sales, increas­
ed 16 per cent over 1914, and col­
lections improved materially. In 
■compiling the report November 
was taken as an index to business 
conditions-

The frequency with which the 
investigation showed that sales 
rise as advertising increased in 
a community is an interesting 
feature of the report. An aver­
age increase of 2.5 per cent in 
local advertising throughout the 
country is disclosed. Retailers 
increased the stocks they are 
carrying 4.81 per cent.

Grocei’s. jewelers, department 
store owners, hardware dealers, 
clothiers and druggists represent 
the six lines of business investi­
gated. No less than 1,000 inves­
tigators interviewed merchants 
in the leading marketing centers. 
In each city at least three rep­
resentative merchants in each of 
the six lines were interviewed.

Encouraging increases in sales 
in all lines were reported practi­
cally everywhere in the United 
States and the average increase 
over 1914 in business was shown 
to liave been 15.93 per cent. Bus­
iness conditions as compared to 
those following the outbreak of 
the European was were decidedly 
imi^roved.

Collections also were better, 
the average for the whole year 
Icing 5.8 above normal, as com- 
jiaieil with 1914- The point sys­
tem of scoring collections, as 
used in the report, consists of as­
signing 40 points for a report of 
poor collections, 60 points for a 
report of normal collections, and 
80 points for a report of good 
conditions.

The motor world is anxiously 
awaiting the appearance on the 
markket of the new seven-passen­
ger Hudson Super-Six, which its 
builders claim begins a revolu­
tion in automobile construction.

interior.

tory in 1916 is to be 30,00 cars 
and the’ local agents Higgin­
botham, Currie, Williams Co., 
will receive the first of the new 
cars within a few days.
