Experience of Ballinger
Boy on Storm Wrecked
‘Hector, a Coal Steamer

Bob Norman, the son of “W. A.
Norman, formerly of this eity, in|
a letter to Cecil Glenn, writes in-
terestingly of his experience on the
coal ceollier Heetor, which was
wrecked off the coast-of Charles-
ton, S. C.

Bob had just accepted a job
with Uncle Sam, and this was his
first voyage on the high sea.
While en route to take up duty
on the Hector, and before he was
transferred from the transfer hoat
to the Hector, Bob was caught in
a storm, and this experience in his
new line of work will no doubt
remain with him.

It will be noticed from the let-
ter which follows that Bob proved
himself equal to the occasion and
was one of six who volunteered to
perform a daring deed that saved
the life of the crew. His Ballin-
ger friends are proud of his heroic
work, and G. W. Dunlap says he
thinks the young man should be
remembered by Uncle Andrew
Carnegie’s hero committee, and
proper reward made. In giving an
account of his experience on the
ill-fated ship Bob says:

““We left the whart of the cus-
tom house here, on July 12th,
about 1 p. m. on the tug Sebago,
sut about eight miles we sighted
the Hector, she anchored close to
the Charleston Iight ship, we roled
up the side, the sea was a little bit
choppy and could not tie up to the
Heetor so put gang plank across
and pitched our rifles and expedi-
tionary packs aboard and would
take one step on gang plank.
When ihe ship would rise up we
would jump. We were 40 or 45
minutes transferrirg. Then the
IHector drew in her anchors and
we started to sail. There were no
quaters for ue¢ to sleep i so up
on the »ow was the place for us.
We put our riiles in a rack and got
our places picked out where to
sieep and pu: our wiunkes rolls
down, stored our haver sacks in
one of the hatch-holds. 1% being
the firys time at sea for the most
of us, we crowded around the
railing on the bow of the beat to
watech the waves as they would
hit the sides of the boat and roll
up high. They began to break on
the top and we gathered up our
blanket rolls and went to the after
deck, what was used for the mess
hall. This was about dark and
several of the boys were feeding
the fish already. I didn’t eat
much supper as I was afraid of

getting sea sick. About 9 p. m.
the water began to roll up on the
after deck and we had to go down
below, some of us in the store
room and @any place there "was
room for you to curl up. I tried.
to sleep a few minutes, but soon
found it was to much rocking to
suit me. At 11 p. m. I went on
guard in the mid bridge. That
is a bridge about midway of the
ship, ‘where the pilot stears the
boat. The captain and - officers
quarters, but I was to guard our
rifles. The sea was getting rough-
er and rougher all the time as the
wind was blowing, about 80 miles
per hour, at this time. There was
no one on the side of the bridge
I was on and being the first time
at sea I enjoyed watching the
waves roll up high. They would
look like mountains and the white
foam when they would break
would look like silver, that was
only for an hour or two; then it
begin to change; all I could do tc
stay on the floor and hold to an
iron railing. When it came time
for. relief to come the water was
rolling over the ship at intervals
so bad that I had to stay on the
other man’s watch. It began to
look gloomy to me. Our lieuten-
ant came out and asked me how
I was making it. I said I w»
there, ang the rifles. I ask him
what he thought about it. He said
it is hell. He seemed as much ex-
cited as I did. I began to study
how to nray. About 3:30 fire
broke out on the after deck. It
was raining pretty hard and
wondered what in the world was
back there that could burn and it
raining so hard. A wave washed
up high enough to strike a life
buoy anq it had chemical that
would ignite when water struck
it. Well, they put it out in a
few minutes, but while fighting it
one man got his leg broke. In a
short while three or more fires
broke out. It seemed as if ev-
ery thing was happening to ou
disadvantage. @~ The barrometer
was falling and showed we were
not in the hardest part of it yet.
At 8 o’clock Thursday morning
the chief engineer and fireman
were struck on the head by a
falling ventilator. The chief’s
skull was fractured and he is in
a very serinas condition now. The
fireman wias blindeq and was
blind as a bat for nine Jdays; he

ger Independent District, held
friday evening.

NEGRO ON TRIAL
FOR KILLING NURSE

DALLAS, Tex., Aug. 7.—Exam-
ination of the special venire of 150
meen to seeure a jury for the trial
of Houston Wagner, confessed
[slaver of Miss Zoala Cramer, be-
'gan here this morning in the erim-
inal Distriet court No. 2.

here is little doubt of Wag-
ner’s fate, in case the authenticity
of a written confession ,signed by
him, and now in possession of the
county attorney, is established, to
the satisfaction of the jury.

Wagner’s erime was one of the
most sensational in the annals of
local eriminal history, and his con-
fession is the solution of a mystery
which has puzzled the local police

and sheriff’s departments for
months.
The body of Miss Cramer, a

young trained nurse, was found in
the entrance of an alley on the
morning of March 28.. She had
been choked to death, and a suit-
case which she carried was open
and the contents, wearing apparel
scattered over the ground. The
only clue which officers found was
a cheap stick-pin, which had be-
come entagled in her hair during
a desperate struggle for life. No
arrests were made, and the Dallas
police foree had about regaled the
case to the category of unsolved
murder mysteries, when Wagner,
arrested in McKinney, Texas, on
another chase, voluntarily confess-
ed to the erime, saying that his con
science would not permit him to
sleep at night. He said in his con
fesion that he attempted to rob
Miss Cramer, but when he siez-
ed her suit case, she fought him,
and he was forced to choke her to
prevent her screaming. The ap-
proach of a passer-by frightened
him away, and he did not know
that he hlad killed the woman un-
til the next morning, when he read
the papers.

L. R. Galloway and N. Cof-
fer, appointed by Judge Ll aw-
ford, are conducting Wagner’s de-
fense. It is expected that the
confession will be effected as
evidence, and Wagner will throw
himself on the merey of the court.
and, endeavor to secure a life
sentence instead of the death pen-
alty, in view of his confession.
