Letters dated less than two week
ago have arrived from U, 8. sold-
iers in Franee, and some of them
are older. After the censor’s
shearg have clipped a paragraph
from page one and another from
page two, mother, sister, wife or
friend is left to puzzle over what
they might have known but never
will.

In the forest
trees are sawed down and hacked
by the vandals, who they tell you
in America, are the inhabitantd
of the " Kultured nation.”” Not a
building has escaped the destrue-
tion.

Secretary Thoes. F. Owens of the
San Angelo Board of City Devel-
‘opment, announces that the Cent-
ral Texas highway, which was re-
cently authorized between Sabine
and San Angelo by the Texas high-
way commission, will be extended
to Fort Stockton in Pecos county.
