The construction on this stretch
will begin as soon as the paper
work can be completed which will
require about 80 days. This will
make actual work begin around
‘May 1 and the eontractor will have
100 working days in which to com-
plete the job, according to terms
of the contract.

. W. 8. Thompson was the con-

tractor in the building of the ce-
ment road from San Angelo south
on Highway No. 9 towards Eden
This work was done last year and
is a similar road to the one to be
built here on Highway No. 30.

If the road here goes according
to plans and no time is unduly
lost it should be completed by next
fall and open to travel

State Engineer Garrett has about
completed the survey on the west
end of No. 30 from Ballinger to the
Tom Green county line. This work
is being rushed as fast as possible
and as soon as the plans and spe-
cifications can be finished they
will be placed in the hands of the
