Bond Interest 
I t  Income 1RS
Warns Taxpayers

“Don’t forget to report interest 
on those U. S. Savings Bonds,” 
Arthur E. Fogle of Internal Reve­
nue Service, Abilene, reminded 
taxpayers today.

“If you are on the cash basis, 
you have an option as to when 
you may report the interest on 
your income tax return. You 
may choose to report interest 
yearly. If you do it this way, the 
amount of interest to be included 
in income each year is given in 
the table on the bond.”

The taxpayer may elect to wait 
until the bonds are matured or 
caahed before reporting the in­
terest earned. In this case the 
interest must be included as in­
come for that year. Also, orce 
the taxpayer elects to report in­
terest yearly, he must stick with 
this method unless he is given 
permission to change to another

By itemii ng j  r 1 i.>
on Form 1010, you c-, : dc hu 
losses of your personal property 
resulting from a ton dn,' fioed, 
fire, automi'bile ace.dent, or other 
similar event. You c . al ,<> tie- 
duct losses of money or other per­
sonal property due to theft in tiie 
year of discovery, but you may 
not di di# : V  • e to li • 3 
or mislaying articles.

Mr. Fogle explained that a de­
ductible casualty loss can result 
from complete or partial desunc­
tion of property, but generally 
speaking, must result from an 
identifiable event of a sudden, 
unexpected, or unusual nature.

“Damage to your own car re­
sulting from a collision or acci­
dent can be deducted only if not 
due to your willful negligence or 
willful act. You c uinot deduct 
amounts you pay fur damage to 
the owner of anr'.her car with 
which you may ha e collided,” 
Mr. Fogle said.

On personal, nun-bi ■ ii. ss pro­
perty. the amount uf li ; to be 
deducted is the difference be­
tween the value of the property 
just before the casualty and the 
value ju*t after. The deductible 
loss can be no more than the cost 
of the property and must be re­
duced bv any in- ir.mce or other 
compensation rect vc '

You may not de .ct the ci . t of 
repairing, replace i clcanii:.; 
up after the casua y.

However, if the repairs do no 
more than restore li p r o -i rty 
to its condition imn li. ly be­
fore the casu. lty, ai no i i
to its value, utility, r » fui ilc.
