ENGLISH YOUTH WINS 
GOOD SEGVICE MEDAL

IjOXDOX, .June 14.— Scads 
o f  thrills— cnoujrh it* make

The full story came today fi'om 

Itlaenavon, Wales, I’ robertTs nat­
ive tvillasfe.

Daring deeds under fire, pro­
motion from the ranks, awarded 
the D. S. O., wounded 22 times, 
blown up while on a hospital ship 
and lapse o f memory are a few of 
youthful soldier’s experiences.

Before the war voung Piobert 
operated a haulage engine in a 
coal mine a n j was the Assistant 
Chief Boy Scout of the district.

In September 1914, he ,jt*ined 
the army by misrepresenting his 
age to a recruiting sergeant. He 
told the sergeant he was 18 when 
he was only fifteen. His parents 
objected to his militarism so he 
changed his name to William Gor­
don Williams.

At hill 60 in Xorthern France, 
the youthful soldier i-eceived his 
baptism of fire. He also went to 
the hospital for twelve wt‘eks with 
two wouinls in the head and two 
in the legs.

Some time after he luul Y•e.jl>iu- 
ed his regiment, the ( ‘olonel, 
«•ommanding, decided that a di.s- 
tant tower was being used as an 
enemy observation i>ost. The ( ’<»1- 
onel chose two men t<* cut the 
wires that eonueeted the tower 
with enemy batteries.

The men chosen wei-e Lieuten­
ant Murphy and Williams (l*ro- 
hert.)

After crawling two hundi’ed 
yards through darkness, in the di. 
rection of the tower, Mur|*hy was 
shot through the head.

Probert crawled forward and 
eventually arrived. He dug in 
ground around the tower for an 
hour with his hands before he 
di.scovercd the wires.

There were seventeen, which 
meant that seventeen German 
batteries were being accui-ately 
informed of the accuracy o f their 
fire on the British ¡*ositions. 1’to- 
hert tried to snip thp wires with 
Ids )>ock**t knife. The mctallie 
sound produced, however, made 
the operation dangerous and he 
searched his Hed Cross paeket iol- 
vaselin.

Smeaidng the oil on the wijC'', 
he spent several houis in noise- 
le.ssly cutting all seventt'cn and 
then crawling tediously back to 
the British trenches.

It was on September 2."», the 
start of the big British offensive, 
that the young trooper again got 
into action. His reginumt charg­
ed. A handful reached the third 
line German trenches.

Probert Avas one of the hajidful.

A shell exploded nearby and 
threw him into the air. Dazed 
and suffering from the shock he 
arose ami charged again but 
came under the fire o f a machine 
gun and fell with five bullet 
Avounds in his abdomen, both hips 
riddled nnd his head l>adly bat­
ten'd. He lay in the open, Avith- 
out attention, for two days before 
stretcher bearers came along.

Probert hovered betAveen life 
and death in a base hospitjil for 
Aveeks. Youth and vitality fin­
ally conquered until he had suf­
ficiently recovered strength to be 
sent to England.

Subsequently, av i t h o t h e r  
Avounded men, he Avas taken to 
Boulogne and i)laced aboard the 
hospital ship Anglia. The Anglia 
Avas half Avay across the English 
channel cn route to Folkestone 
Avhen she Avas mine«l. The explos­
ion occurred just as a nurse Avas 
raising I’ robert’s hea(.l to .see thej 
coast of England.

The nur.se and Jin <*rdeily e:n‘- 
ried I’ robeit, cot iind all, to the 
main ileck and, telling him to h(»ld 
on tight, slid him into the sea. A 
I’cscuing destroyer picked him up 
befoY'C he had sAvallowed too mucli 
sea Avater.

Eventually he arrived in an 
Th'glish hospital. Here he was 
aAvaT-ded the Tiiedal of the Distin­
guished Ser\ico Dialer for gal­
lantry and apprisctl of his promo­
tion to a Lieutenancy.

Weeks later Probert avjis avcH 
enough to be disehargE'd from the 
hospital. But he had not gone 
long befoiv something seemed to 
snap in his brain and wipe away 
his memory.

The young officer finally was 
found in Loudon, Avandering. 
Someone recognized him from his 
photograph publislu'd in a Lon­
don :i‘'wspaper.

It Avas a t until he caught sight 
o f familiar scc .i‘s in his nati\e 
village that Prooert regained 
his memory. He hopes to re-oin 
his regiment in another month.

Avant to get back into the 
scraj* before it is all over,”  Pro­
bert is telling his toAvusmen up 
in Blaenavon, Wales.
