test as a cross-check. Drop a
small portion of the candy mix-
ture into a bowl of cold water
and note the kind of ball formed.
Fondants, when done, should
form a small soft ball which
flattens out when held on the tip
of the thumb. A firm ball —
the test for caramels — will hold
its shape when lifted on the fin-
ger. For divinity and popcorn
balls the syrup should form a
hard bail which can be manip-
ulated with the fingers. The
soft crack stage for butterscotch
or taffy means that threads are
hard but not brittle. Hard crack
threads will snap when tapped
against the side of the bowl
Use a fresh bowl of cold water
cach time you make a test.
