The Texas Highway Depart­
ment will spend $120,000 for im­
provements on highways in East- 
land County during 1957, D. C. 
Greer, State Highway Engineer, 
has announced. This is in addi­
tion to the regular construction 
and maintenance program.

The State Highway Commis­
sion has approved this appropria­
tion of $120,000 to improve al­
ready existing highways in this 
county, and there will be little 
or no additional right-of-way re­
quirements, Greer said. At the 
December meeting of the High­
way Commission, $30 million was 
alloted to 196 Texas counties for 
road improvement during 1957. 
The $30 million is being spent for 
shoulder widening, seal coat jobs, 
additional surfacing, and for 
widening of structures and high­
ways in these counties.

The three projects in Eastland 
County will be under the super­
vision of the local highway dis­
trict personnel.

“We should have this program 
moving by spring.“ Greer said 
"We believe the $120,000 spent 
in Eastland County will go a long 
way toward bringing thaae high­
ways up to date.

Planting Time In U. S. A. 
Has Four Climatic Zones

Garden Organization! « ill initiate Planting Time activities on 
the date shown for each tone. *

Starting Dec. 21. spring spreads 
Slowly over the North American 
continent. In Florida planting 
time is three months earlier than 
in Minnesota.

This makes it impossible (or 
gardeners throughout the country 
to celebrate a national garden 
week, which would fit the season 
in all states.

To obtain action in unison by all 
who are interested in practicing 
and promoting home gardening, 
the American Council of Horticul­
ture has devised a moving spring 
festival, known as Planting Time, 
which follows the sun as it travels 
north from January until March.

Based on records of the U. S. 
department of agricultiua the 
country is divided into four zones. 
In,each the average da*c of the 
last lulling frost is approximately 
the same. One month before this 
date is selected as Planting Time 
in that zone Reeds of hordy va­
rieties may bo sown; hardy plants 
may fc ? transplanted; tender va­
rieties may be started un^er pro­
lection. and merchants of gj.den 
goods should make these avt.ii 
able to their customci*.

Since it is considered impracti­
cal to divide a state into several 
zones, each state has been con­
sidered as a unit, and assigned a 
date for the beginning of ‘‘Plant­
ing Time” which represents the 
average climate of the whole 
state, although it may not be ex­
actly right for either the earliest 
or latest sections of the state 
area. The dates assigned to the 
various states on this basis are 
as follows:

January 1—Florida.
February 1—Alabama. Arkan­

sas. Arizona. California, Georr.a, 
Louisiana, Mississippi, New Mex­
ico, Oklahoma, South Carolina, 
Texas.

February 15—Kansas. Kentucky, 
Maryland, Missouri, No.th Caro­
lina, Oregon. Tennessee, Virgin­
ia. Washington, West Virginia.

March 1—Colorado, Connecti­
cut. Delaware, Idaho. Illinois, ir.- 
direa. Io»\a, Maine, Massach - 
setts. M’ch'gan, Mi. csota, Mor - 
tana, Nebraska, Nevada, New 
Hampshiie, New Jersey, New

Now's The Time 
To Plant Roses

Anyone can grow roses, accord­
ing to A. F. DeWerth, Depart- 
m e n t  of Flori-culture, Texas 
A&M College. They may be 
planted in the fall or spring. In 
Texas, fall planting is generally 
preferred.

Aim for quality and you may 
also get quanity. Many garden­
ers try to grow too many verities 
or too many plants. Given care­
ful attention, Mr. DeWerth says 
that 10 well chosen verities will 
produce as many flowers and give 
far more pleasure than SO poorly- 
tended plants.

Essentials for success with roees 
are; Proper planting, a sunny lo­
cation and well-drained soil. 
Start with No. 1 grade plants, 
and have the ground ready when 
the plants arrive. Make sure 
roots are never exposed to sun­
light or drying winds.

Water plants thoroughly. Don’t 
apply fertilizer to newly-planted 
bushes until the root system is 
well established, then feed at 
least twice a season. Never fer­
tilize in late fall. Keep plants 
free of insects and diseases with a 
regular spraying or dusting sche­
dule.
