To Tax Away All 
Jap War Profits

Mac Arthur Order* 100 Per 
Cent Levy; Directive 

Strongly Worded.

TOKYO. — In a stem ‘‘war does 
not pay” directive General Mac- 
Arthur has ordered the Japanese 
government to tax away the war 
profits of all Nipponese firms and 
individuals and make a capital levy 
ranging up to 70 per cent on corpor­
ate and private fortunes — includ­
ing the imperial household's.

Accompanying the directive was a 
atatement that said it would "re ­
sult m a more equitable distribu­
tion of wealth than Japan has ever 
had.”

In the most strongly worded crder 
of the occupation to date, the su­
preme commander prohibited all 
government credit or subsidy activ­
ities pending sweeping reorganiza­
tion of government finances, and 
directed the Japanese to submit a 
complete war profits tax program to 
the first session of the Diet in 1946.

Reaching down to the very sol­
diers and sailors who fought the war 

. as well as the generals and admirals 
U5 4sh*» directed it and the Zaibatsu 
__ I (Big family concerns) who supplied 

' it, General MacArthur also ordered 
the government to terminate by 
February 1 the payment of any dis­
charge allowances or service pen­
sions to Japanese veterans except 
compensation for physical disability 
limiting the .ecipient's ability to 
work.”

Funds are Blocked.
General MacArthur told the Nip­

ponese. "certain Japanese interests 
have used unjustified and aggres­

sive war to illegally enrich them- 
rBBlves for many years. You will 
demonstrate to all Japanese that 
war is financially unprofitable by 
insuring that the tax includes the 
period not only dating from the per­
fidious attack on Pearl Harbor but 
includes the period to that date to 
"  e maximum extent possible.”

Use Jet Buzz-bomb 
For Landing Craft

New Twin Fuselage Fighter 
Plane Is Announced.

LOS ANGELES. — Development 
of a jet-propelled buzz bomb that 
could be used aboard landing 
craft and of a twin-fuselage mili­
tary fighter with a range of 2,500 
miles was announced recently by 
two aircraft firms.

Northrop Aircraft described its 
buzz bomb as a single jet creation 
with a 30-foot wingspread. much 
like a small fighter in appearance, 
and revealed that it has been mak­
ing such bombs for the army since 
the summer of 1944.

Designated the JB1A, it succeeds 
a twin-jet machint which Northrop 
built first for the army, patterned 
after its flying wing.

The company's announcement 
said it had no information as to how 
or where the army used the bomb.
It added:

Improvements to the launching 
platform cut the lengv of the 
tracks to 50 feet, capable of installa­
tion on an LST. The backbone of 
each launching sled is a 14-foot alu­
minum tube with the bomb resting 
on cradles within the tube. It is 
catapulted into the air at 220 miles 
an hour with the aid of four rockets.

In contrast to the earlier twin-jet 
craft, which carried its bombs on , 
either side of the engine : e JBlA 's 
explosives are in magi .m cast 
housings within the wirg on either 
side of the fuselage.

But our vital point is this—it is 
the business of the lioir.e to teach 
religion, to do it regularly, and to 
make it a normal and natural part 
of daily life.This is a matter of great signifi­
cance. The faith which we profess 
in the church must be effectively 
brought into the home. It is not 
enough to carry a Bible on Sunday.
It should be in use in the home 
throughout the week: not only in 
family worship, but in the incidentals 
of daily life.The family altar has gradually 
disappeared, and it is : mettable 
that it has. for the testimony of gen­
erations indicates that in family 
worship some of the most useful men 
and women of all ages have received 
the direction of life which made 
them great for God.

HI. Remembrance (vv. 10-12).
Israel had a history full of the 

magnificent mercies of God. In the 
day when, by his help and blessing 
they were to be established in their 
land, they were to recall his bless­
ings and recognize his goodness.

There are few, if any. more pow- 
erful incentives to faith and coura­
geous living than the remembrance 
of past blessings. To recall how God 
made it possible for ordinary men 
and women to, by faith, subdue king­
doms, quench the fires of persecu­
tion, turn back the armies of aliens, 
to become strong in the midst of 
weakness (read Heb. 11) is to make 
one ready for the battles of life.

Every family has its dark and 
trying days, its experiences which 
rock one back on his heels in aston­
ishment and fear—and in the Chria- 
tian family God has always been 
the answer—the solution to every 
problem, the provider for every 
need. Keep such memories fresh in 
the thinking of boys and girls and 
they will be ready for the storms of
site.
