PLUNGED TO THE HEART.
A brutal and cowardly murder was com­

mitted in New York Thursday. Michael Bo- 
lander, foreman in the candy factory of Slaw- 
son ct Co., corner of Ncwchurch and Dey 
streets, was stabbed to the heart and instantly 
killed by an Italian, whom he had discharged 
a few days ago from this store. The murderer 
was Been to loiter around the entrance to the 
store about the time when the hands were 
leaving, and when the foreman, Bolander, in 
company with another workman, left, the Ital­
ian darted across the street, and drawing a 
huge butcher-knife from his sleeve, plunged it 
into Bolander’s breast. A piece of rock candy 
which Bolander daily took homo to his six 
oung children, turned the knife point, but 
ofore he could recover from the attack the 

Italian again raised the knife and plunged it 
into tnc heart.

T IIE  RIOTING STRIKERS.
At Full River on the 21st the most seri­

ous disturbance which has occurred since the 
present labor trouble took place. A woman 
with her son came from Warren, It. I., and the 
latter, a weaver, was given work at the Mer­
chant’s mill, and the mother given a tenement 
in one of the companies’ houses. The women 
in the neighborhood began to make threats, 
and rocks were thrown at the house and the 
windows broken, The woman complained to 
the police, and two ollicers were sent to guard 
the house. The crowd continued to increase, 
and the officers deemed it advisable to remove 
her to safe quarters. As she went through the 
streets the crowd rapidly increased, until 
about 1,000 men, women and boys had gather­
ed around her. llocks and other death deal­
ing missils were freely thrown.

PASS HIM AROUND.
A mun who lias called himself Kev. C.

II. Browning, and who came to Des Moines a 
few months ago to publish a temperance pa­
per. was arrested last week for cattle stealing 
at Grcnnell. His preliminary examination re­
sulted in his being bound over in default of 
bail and went to jail. Last fall he establish­
ed a paper called the National Temperance lie- 
former and advertised extensively in eastern 
papers. He published only a few copies, but 
kept on advertising, and has received in this 
manner a great many subscriptions. He has 
intrigued people in all parts of the country.

MAIL BOBBER CAPTURED.
On the 25th o f last June a mail carrier

between Salem and Ripley’s Mills, Virginia, 
named Wm. E. Cundiff, opened a pouch and 
abstracted seven registered packages contain­
ing $468 and two breast pins. He forged the 
signature of the postmaster to the receipts 
and returned them. On the day following, 
before tfce robbery was discovered Cundiff 
left the State, leaving a wife and two children 
behind. On Wednesday by following Cundiff’s 
wife to Sedalia, Mo., special agent Major Crow­
ley captured the fugitive who will be return­
ed to Virginia..

A SHOOTING CIRCUS.
A duel took place Thursday at* si point

fourteen miles east of Columbus, Miss., in the 
State Alabama, between Capt. Humphreys 
and Maj. Moore. Five hundred people wit­
nessed t he affair. The combatants fired upon 
each other at a distance of the paces with 
Smith & Wesson revolvers, without effect. Maj. 
Moore tired immediately on turning and Capt. 
Humphreys took cool, calm and deliberate 
aim. After tho first fire a friond pressed the 
seconds to take advantage of tho regulations 
o f the code, which was done, and tho affair 
ended.

KILLED BY O’ KANK.
At Atchison Wednesday morning John 

McGuire, a man employed on the bridge, was 
found in a dying condition in the rear of a 
groggery kept by O’Kane & Nugent. He lived 
but a short time afterward. An inquest was 
held and testimony elicited, showing that he 
had been struck over the head by O’Kanc, one 
of the proprietors of the saloon, it is supposed 
with a beer bott le. O’Kane was arrested and 
lodged in jail to n wait trial.

ILLICIT FRIENDS.

U. S. Collector Woodcock has just re­
ceived intelligence of an attempt by 8 men to 
release from the Overton City jail, an illicit 
distiller named Thompson Moore. The night 
after his arrest and incarceration they at­
tempted to procure the keys of the jail from 
t.he jailer, who told them the keeper of the 
hotel had them. The sheriff and posse soon 
after appeared and fired a volley into them, 
when they decamped.

A SPECIMEN OF HUMANITY.
A warrant has been issued for the ar­

rest of Captain Marryman o f the bark John 
Zettlersen, who on a voyage from Brcmer- 
haven, put in irons five of his crew, and placed 
them in the half-deck, three and a half feet 
high, keeping them forty hours without food 
or water. 'The remainder of the time he im­
prisoned them from three to five days on a 
meagre supply of biscuit and water.

In a free fight at Smyser’s Grove, five 

miles from Louisville, Ky., Sunday evening, 
John Hughes, colored, was killed and several 
others badly injured. The trouble originated 
in an effort made be roughs to capture a street 
car, and the president of the road, John Milton, 
was injured while defending his property. 
Charles Kerr, aged 19, was killed by Joseph 
K. Patterson Sunday evening, near Louis­
ville.

SHOT F A T H E R  A N D  RON.

Samuel A. Grasty shot a Mr. Reed and 
his son at Opelika, Ga., last Wednesday. They 
attacked him ir his room at the hotel, for al­
leged improper intimacy with Miss Reed* 
Grasty was badly cut on the head and hands* 
The elder Reed was shot in the eye and ab­
domen, and the younger under the right jaw. 
The elder ltecd will die. Grasty is under ar­
rest.

A JAIL DELIVERY.
James Osborne convicted ot robbing the

mails, and confined in the Independence jail, 
escaped on the 21st. Various theories of the 
mode of escape arc advanced, but the most 
probable seems to bo that he was released by 
a woman who Las been employed in the fami­
ly a short time and who is subject to fits. She 
had a fit just after Osborne left which is sus­
pected to have been only pretended.

M ISSO U R I O U TLAW S.

Train No. 4 on tho Missouri Pacific,
carrying a special car with Assistant Post­
master-General Tyner and others, was fired in­
to Friday evening, two miles west of Dresden. 
The shot went through both windows of the 
cab, narrowly missing both the fireman and 
engineer. Robbery was the supposed motive. 
No clue.

T H E  B R ID G E  M U R D E R E R .

Jas. Harris, accused of the murder of 
E. M. Long on tho bridge at Atchison, about 
ten days ago, has been returned from Bt. 
Joseph on the Governor’s requisition. Vine 
Harvey and E. C. Wells, accused of being ac­
cessories to the murder were also captured.

AN IN D IA N  M ASSACRE.

Joseph Lambert, a well known inter­
preter. was with his wife and four children 
killed last week, by the Sioux. Three other 
persons who were returning with him from 
the Yankton camp, were also killed and one 
little girl was taken captive.

A DES IER ATE CONVICT.
Sing Sing Friday, John Barrett, a

in the prison, made a furious assault

upon Officer Mackin with a knife, and then 
ran to tho north foundry, where he attacked 
Keeper Good, who shot him dead. Mackin’s 
injuries arc not serious.

STARVING HIMSELF.
Frank Postello, murderer of Michael 

Bolander, has not eaten since he was locked 
up Thursday. When pressed by the warden 
to eat, he replied: “Me no eat; me no care!” 
He still gloats over having taken tho life of 
Bolander.

TRAMrS IN LIMBO.
At Jamestown. N. Y., on Thursday,

two tramps were arrested suspected of enter* 
ing Crosby’s farm house, choking Mrs. Crosby 
to death and shooting the husband and steal­
ing $30.

REVERSED DECISION.
The court of errors and appeals has re­

versed the decision of the lower court in the 
case of Mrs. Smith and Bennet., convicted of 
the murder of Policeman Smith, pf Jersey 
City.

nis INCOME TAX.
At North Adams, Mass., on the 21st,

Ex-tax collector R. G. Waldron was arrested, 
charged with the embezzlement of $100,000 
during 1876, ’77 and ’78, while in office.

A SHOOTING STAR.
In Cincinnati last Friday a desperate 

character named Nuttles, leader of a gang of 
rogues in the eastern part of the city, was shot 
by a policeman while resisting arrefit.

BUFORD CONDEMNED.
The jury in the Buford ease, after be­

ing out eighteen hours, brought in a verdict 
of murder in the first degree, and fixed liis 
punishment at penitentiary for life.

CASUALTIES.
DROWNED.

A wholesale drowning occurred at I ’ar- 
burry’s ford, Flat creek, Mo., on Monday even­
ing. Henry Stokes loaded his wife and three 
children in a two-liorse wagon and started for 
his mother-in-law’s house, on the opposite 
bank of the creek. He thought the creek ford­
able, and drove in. The horses turned down 
stream, the bits broke and they became un­
manageable. Stokes looked up the creek and 
saw a mountain wave rolling" down, supposed 
to have been caused by a water spout at the 
head waters. He seized the children and 
jumped into the water. His wife seized the 
infant baby and also jumped. The wagon 
rolled over, all turned up side down and 
swept the Stokes family out of sight. The 
children were wrenched away from their pa­
rents. Stokes and wifo drifted with tho cur­
rent until an island w in reached and they 
were rescued. The bodies of their children 
were recovered and buried. The horses at­
tached to the wagon were drowned and the 
wagon swept away.

A DOUBLE SUICIDE.
On Wednesday a distressing double sui­

cide occurred at Hyde Park in the suburbs of 
Chicago. Three maiden sisters, named Eliza­
beth, Anna and Nona Trowbridge, aged re­
spectively 43, 40 and 30 years, have been liv­
ing for many yearn in good stylo in that, town 
upon a revenue derived from an estate left them 
by their mother. Recently their father has 
Succeeded in getting their entire property 
away, and has left them penniless. When 
th^y became fully aware of this state of affairs 
they decided to die together. They nailed up 
the doors and windows, and the two eldest sis­
ters, with the most careful preparation, drove 
spikes on either side of the easement of the 
folding doors, adjusted small hempen cords 
about their necks, and kicking from beneath 
their feet the books piled on ottomans and 
chairs, quietly strangled to death.

A FURIOUS FLOOD.
A severe rain storm passed over Penn­

sylvania on the 2Gtb. At Irwin station on the 
Pennsylvania railroad the flood was the high­
est ever known in that vicinity. Houses were 
flooded, fenccH and out-buildings washed 
away. On the Sewickley branch road the dam­
age to the track was very heavy. At Petrolia 
the greatest loss occurred in 25 or 30 stores 
and dwellings being washed away. The 
Karns City A Parker railroad was damaged to 
the extent of $10,000, and the telegraph lines 
were down in all directions. The total loss 
will probably reach $100,000.

A SHORT CUT TO ETERNITY.
At Sedalia on tho 18th a young lady, 

Mit-s Mary Maisncr, cook in the family of J. 
K. Potter, attempted to kindle a fire by pour­
ing coal oil on it, with the usual result. The 
can exploded, enveloping the girl inflames. She 
ran out in the yard and was followed by Mrs. 
Potter, who threw her to the ground and 
smothered the flames with a coverlet. The 
girl’s body and lower limbs are burnt almost 
into crisp, as well as her arms, which were 
bare. She will probably die. The building 
was fired, but was saved with slight damage.

A DESPERATE BRIDE.
Mrs. Rhinehart and her daughter, Miss 

Honikcr, were drowned in the Sangamon river 
on the 21st near Decatur, 111. The young lady 
was to have been married in the Catholic 
church, but her affiance failed to appear, and 
in a fit of desperation she started for the river, 
followed by her mother. She plunged in, and 
as Mrs. R. was attempting to save her life both 
were drowned. Others of the bridal party 
narrowly escaped the same fate.

FEARFUL BOILER EXPLOSION.
Two boilers of the Central Pacific rail­

road shops at Sacramento, Cal., exploded on 
the 21st, demolishing the boiler house. The 
half of one boiler went through the wall and 
landed in a car shop, the other in a machine 
shop, and the third in a blacksmith Rhop. The 
other buildings were somewhat shattered. The 
damage amounts to $100,000. J. M. Key6s, 
foreman, was blown to pieces. A number of 
others were slightly injured.

SPONTANEOUS COMHUS.
A fire in Emporia, Thursday, destroyed

Wm. Clark’s furniture store; Thomas A JonCR’ 
grocery; Philip Hulmatcr’s harness store; and 
a building belonging to Gillctt A Campbell. 
Total loss about $11,000; insurance, $6,500; 
names of companies not stated. The fire was 
caused by spontaneous combustion.

FRACTURE AND AMPUTATION
At Fort Scott on tho 21st J. Schultz, 

proprietor of tho brewery in that city, and 
one of tho most enterprising citizens, sustain­
ed a compound fracture of the loft leg. A sur­
geon from St. Louis arrived and amputated his 
leg between the knee and ankle.

TUMBLED.
At Pittshurpr, Vn , Thursday by the 

fall of the scaffolding, James Charles, a painter 
was immediately killed, Alec Nugent was fa­
tally injured, and Robert Charles, son of 
James, was seriously injured.

nr.ATINO IN THE BIN.
A special says Hyatt’s flouring mills, to­

gether with four thousand bushels of wheat, 
at Washington, Ind.. was burned. Loss, $16.- 
000; insured in the Niagara and Franklin for 
$9,000.

THE SOUTH.
MORE YELLOW FEVER.

At Washington on the 22nd tho cabinet
discussed tho yellow fever question. The act­
ing postmaster-general was instructed to use 
all means in his power to keep mail communi­
cation open.
* The Little Rock board of health say em­
phatically that the fumigation of mails makes 
no difference, and that no mails must pass St.

Louis. If so, no mail matter will be allowed 
to be taken from the cars or agents handling 
it, to stop at Little Rock.

By order of the board of health, Pensacola 
has quarantined against all points west of Mo­
bile and including all points and places in the 
Mississippi Valley, south of Cairo, 111., e x c i t ­
ing the sett-ports in Texas.

The fever seems to be confined to Memphis. 
Several new cases and deaths were reported 
on the 22nd. The Howard Association, as a 
whole, will not begin operations at once. They 
do not think the situation at present sufficient­
ly alarming.

In Brooklyn, N.Y., on the 22nd, Dennis Man­
ning, fireman on the steamer City of Merida, 
plying between Havana and New York, died of 
yellow fever.

A Shelbyville, Tenn., dispatch says that 
Rev. 13. F. Teller, o f Memphis, who reached 
that place sick on the 18th inst., was prostrated 
with the yellow fever.

The Missouri, Kansas A Texas, and St. Louis, 
Iron Mountain A Southern railway companies 
have issued a joint circular, Rtating that no 
freight destined for points in Texas going be­
yond the southern terminus of the two roads 
will be received unless accompanied by the 
affidavit of the shipper stating that the goods 
have not been in the infected yellow fever dis­
tricts since July 1, 1879.

The Louisville and Nashville railroad on 
the 22nd selfishly refused half rates to the 
Memphis authorities for the transr rtation of 
the poor to points beyond McKenzie. Two 
cases have been discovered in Louisville.

The scourge is still spreading in Mem­
phis, nineteen new cases and several deaths 
were reported on the 23d. Every station along 
the line of the Mississippi and Tennessee rail­
road between Memphis and Granada having 
quarantined against this city, no more trains 
will be sent out on this lino until the fever 
disappears.

The Episcopal order of the Sisters of Bt. 
Mary will send nurses to their Memphis 
branch.

At Havana there were 39 deaths from yellow 
fever during the week ending July 19th, a de­
crease of 19 compared with previous week. 

Yellow fever has broken out at Tampico,
Me* ico.

Texas authorities were about adopting reg­
ulations requiring all passengers entering that 
State to show health certificates obtained at 
the points from which they started, no matter 
what the locality or section of country. Rail­
road officials sent telegrams to the health offi­
cials at Houston, citing the great inconveni­
ence this regulation would cause them.

The superintendent of mails Hunt, at Bt. 
Louis, has telegraphed the post-office depart­
ment that the postmaster of that city has re­
fused to receive mails from infected districts 
and asking for instructions. The following 
reply was sent by acting superintendent of 
railway mail service: By direction of the 
Postmaster-general, you will deliver all mails 
that cannot be forwarded to their destination, 
on account of quarantine regulations, to the 
postmaster at St. Louis, who will be held re­
sponsible for the safe keeping of the same.

At Memphis on the 24th the Howard as-
sociation placed a few nurses on duty. In the 
morning the street in front of their rooms was 
crowded by colored people, all anxious to be 
assigned to duty. They were dispersed and 
informed that no more nurses were required. 
Tho authorities experience great trouble in 
finding means of transportation to the site 
which has been selected for the erection of 
camps. Sujferintendent Monsarrat, of the 
Paducah railroad, refused to furnish cars, 
fearing indignant citizens will destroy the 
track. There is also a disposition on behalf 
of the majority of the colored people against 
being forced out of the city or removed t 
camps.

At Louisville only three cases are reported. 
The State board of health met this morning 
and adopted a resolution agreeing to act in 
harmony with the national board of health, 
and as far as possible to be subservient to the 
rules and the regulations hitherto adopted.

The fever in Memphis increases slowly. 
On the 25th ten deaths from yellow fever were 
officially reported for twenty-four hours end­
ing at 6 p. m. Two colored military compa­
nies have recognized Col. Cameron as a rep­
resentative of the government, and will obey 
any order issued by him. The last train on 
the Charleston railroad has left, every station 
between Memphis and Knoxville having estab­
lished quarantine against this city.

In New York Friday, Johanna Brennan, aged 
42. a Memphis refugee, died of yellow fever.

The St. Louis authorities decided that after 
Saturday no boat or people from Memphis 
should be allowed to come up to the city. The 
general government has been notified of this 
determination, and the proposition telegraph­
ed to Washington that a refugee camp be lo­
cated on an island near the Bt. Louis quaran­
tine landing. It asks tents and rations for 
1,00 persons for thirty days to be forwarded at 
once.

A committee o f safety was appointed in 
Memphis on the 26th, to take a census of the 
city to calculate the necessity and wants of 
those remaining. There were seventy-one 
deaths last week, of which thirty-four were 
caused by yellow fever. On some of the roads 
leading into Memphis trains will be discon­
tinued, mails only being carried on an engine, 
after thorough fumigation.

At St. Louis, Health Commissioners John H 
ltarch, o f Illinois, and C. W. Francis, of Bt. 
Louis, have been in consultation, trying to ar­
range for the disposition of Memphis refugees, 
it being the feeling of both that it will not be 
safe to let any of those people scatter through 
the city or through Illinois towns in this vi­
cinity. The proposition most favored, since 
the government has refused to provide tents 
and rations for a camp, iR to charter steam­
boats and maintain a floating quarantine for 
Memphians who come up the river.

The citizens’ association of New Orleans be­
gan to disinfect the city entire on Monday. 
No fever to date.

Burgeons Walter R. Schofield and Thos. 
Hi land, o f the United States navy, have volun­
teered for yellow fever service, and will* be 
sent to Havana or the West Indies to inspect 
vessels leaving for the United States.

At Louisville there were fifty deaths during 
the week, the greatest number occurring from 
consumption. There were two deaths report­
ed from yellow fever, both imported cases 
from Memphis.

The fever still rages in Memphis; there 
were ten new cases on the 28th, the population 
is reduced to 16,110, of which 11,827 are blacks 
and 4,283 whites. It is proposed to send to 
camp all who have never had the fever.

The secretary of war telegraphs tho presi­
dent of the board of health at Memphis, in re­
sponse to his application for rations, that ra­
tions will only be furnished to persons sick 
with yellow fever, or in quarantine and who 
can be subsisted in no other way.

In New Orleans there has been one fatal 
case of yellow fever, comer of Second and 
Constance street®, an Italian girl. The premi­
ses were filthy and crowded. No other case 
here. The board of health reports another case 
of yellow fever in the neighborhood.

At Shreveport Monday, tho authorities es­
tablished a retroactive quarantine against New 
Orleans. Nothing that has been in the city 
sinco July 24th will be permitted to enter 
Shreveport.

At Natchez the city council declared strict 
quarantine against New Orleans, to take effect 
from and after Wednesday.

There is one case iff St. Louis at the quaran­
tine hospital.

POLITICAL MATTERS.
THE PENNSYLVANIA CONVENTION.

The*Republican State convention met

at Harrisburg, Pa., on Wednesday in the House 
of Representatives with a full attendance. A 
resolution was adopted ordering tho reference 
of all resolutions without debate to the com­
mittee on platform. Galusha A. Grow was 
made permanent chairman. Samuel Butler 
was then nominated for treasurer, and accept­
ed the nomination in a brief speech. The fol­
lowing resolutions were then adopted: That 
we are in favor of the payment of the nation­
al debt in coin, according to tho understand­
ing between the government and the lender; 
o f paper currency redeemable in coin. We 
congratulate the country upon the accom­
plishment, under a Republican national ad­
ministration, o f a successful resumption of 
specie payments. Our currency is restored to 
its par value; the national credit has been 
maintained and strengthened, and tho burden 
of national debt largely reduced. To com­
plete what has been so well done, we demand 
that our present financial system remains 
undisturbed. It was resolved that the 
Republican party is again forced to stand for­
ward for the defense of human rightR, that a 
stop must be made to an attempt to place the 
national government under the dominion of 
men who lately fought to destroy it, and who 
are now plotting to give triumph to the doc­
trine they failed to establish in the field—the 
establishment of State sovereignty by the 
overthrow of national supremacy.

They maintained honest suffrage, equal 
rights, unity of the nation, and the supremacy 
of the national government in all matters 
placed by the constitution under its control. 
Fraud and force cannot alway triumph even 
in a region where fraud and force find a con­
genial home. That the United States of 
America is a nation, not a league. Its consti­
tution and its laws made in pursuance thereof 
are the supreme law of the land, anything in 
the constitution or laws of a State to the con­
trary notwithstanding. That the State debt 
has been reduced under Republican adminis­
tration. That we heartily endorse the admin­
istration of Gov. Hoyt, and the stalwart atti­
tude of Senator Cameron and the Republican 
members of tho House of Representatives in 
resisting the revolutionary riders. Adjourned 
sine (lie.

T H E  W ISC O N SIN  CO N V E N TIO N .

The State Republican convention was
called to order in the assembly chamber by 
Horace Rubblee, chairman of tlic State com­
mittee, at Madison on Wednesday with a full 
delegation present. The committee on par- 
manent organization reported for president, 
J. B. Cassady; secretaries, M. II. McCord, fand 
A. S. Hearn. Cassady took the chair and 
spoke briefly. At one o’clock tbe convention j 
ordered an informal ballot for governor. The 
names of Smith and Ludington were present­
ed with eulogistic cheers. The vote was taken 
by tellers without roll call. Total, 261; Smith, 
170; Ludington, 85; scattering, 6; Smith’s 
nomination was declared unanimous by ac­
clamation. The other State officers were re­
nominated by acclamation, as follows: Lieut.- 
goyernor, Jas. M. Bingham; secretary of State, 
Hans B. Warner; treasurer, Richard Guenthe; 
attorney-general, Alex. Wilson; superintend­
ent o f public instructions, Wm. C. Whitford. 
Gov. Smith was received with applause, and 
gratefully accepted the nomination. Lieut. 
Gov. Bingham and the other candidates were 
also presented and returned thanks. It was 
resolved that tho Republic of the United 
States is a nation, not a confederacy of sov­
ereign States, and its government is clothed 
with permanent authority for the regulation 
of all subjects of national concern. The Re­
publican party is opposed to any military in­
terference with elections except when nec­
essary to maintain the public peace and pro­
tect the constitutional rights of citizens. The 
refusal of a mere majority in Congress to 
make appropriations of any money already 
collected bv tax from the people, for the ordi­
nary and legitimate expenses of the! gov­
ern in ont is revolutionary in principle. The 
practice of attaching what is popularly term­
ed political riders to appropriation bills is 
revolutionary legislation, and should be pro­
hibited. Successful resumption of specie 
payment was vindicated. That it is the duty 
of Congress to enact laws to carry ont the pro­
visions o f the constitution, with its amend­
ments, and to secure to the people of the 
States the rights guaranteed by it. The con­
vention adjourned sine die.

A BIRTH BAY PARTY.
At Madison on Wednesday the Repub­

lican mass meeting in commemoration of the 
25th anniversary o f the organization of the 
party in Wisconsin, was called to order at 2:15 
p. m. There was a large attendance. After 
music an original poem, dedicated to this 
occasion, was read by S- S. Lockwood. It was 
a rythmctrical roll call o f the past and ^pres­
ent Republican leaders, and the names es­
pecially of those now most prominent, were 
received with applause. Brief speeches were 
made by John Walworth and Charles G. Wil­
liams. Senator Chandler was then called for 
and was received with great applause.

INSOLENT BRITISH BLOODS.

The Indian agent at Fort Belknap re­
ports to the commissioner of Indian affairs 
that a camp of twenty-two lodges o f British 
bloods recently crossed the line and camped 
near his post. They were well supplied with 
meat and very impudent. They waited upon 
the agent and demanded a feast. Upon bis 
refusal they set fire to the hay on the meadow 
and exhibited other hostilities. They are now 
camped five or six miles from the fort, and 
the agent says they intend remaining there for 
some time.

CENTRAL AMERICA.
Tho revolution in Magdalena is over 

and President Robles is in prison. About 600 
lives were lost in the struggle. Gautemala in­
creased duties 25 per cent., payable in cash. 
The claims of Italian subjects against Chili 
amount to 1,200,000 soles, by losses occasioned 
by tho bombardment of Pisagnc. A forced 
loan is feared In Peru.

A CHANGE IN HAYTI.
Tho Haytian minister to the United 

States has information by cable from Port-au- 
Prince that President Boisround Canal hns ab­
dicated and gone to Kingston, Jamaica. Public 
order lias been maintained at Port-au-Prince, 
and preparations have been made for the elec­
tion of a new president.

FORE ION NOTES.
Accounts received from Russia indicate 

a revival of tho nihilist movement. A conflict 
haR taken place in tho district of Osman Bazar 
between tho Bulgarian militia and the in­
surgents. The Turks had 45 killed and 15 
wounded. The kiss of the militia is more se­
rious.

A WATERY GRAVE.
The Nova Scotian ship “ St. Bernards,”  

Captain Burns, which left New York on the 
27th of June for Antwerp, has been lost on the 
banks off the Belgium coast. Captain Burns, 
the pilot and five men were drowned.

The disunion o f the Ilonapartists is be­
coming daily more apparent, and now M. Dc 
Cassagnnc urges in tho Pays that lineage is 
nothing. Everything should depend upon the 
result o f the plehisoiti.

The British army reached Ululandi, 
after a few skirmishes, in which small bodies

of Zulus were killed. It was found the king’s 
kraal and all surrounding kraals had been 
burned by the Zulus.

Sir Charles Dilkes complains in the 
English House of Commons of the Govern­
ment’s isolated policy with regard to Greece, 
and the tardiness of Turkey in carrying out 
proposed reforms.

The British and French ambassadors 
have refused to withdraw their votes demand­
ing a restoration of all the powers of the 
khedive, including the right to make treaties.

A dispatch from Cape Town, dated July 
4th, says Sir Garnett Wo 1bley arrived at Port 
Durnford July 2nd. Seven hundred Zulus, 
with 700 head of cattle, had surrendered.

Rumors concerning Von Moeltke’s re­
tirement from his post as chief o f the general 
staff o f the German army have been publish­
ed but are now denied.

The French government is negotiating 
to obtain Marshal MacMahon’s acceptance of 
the command of the garrisons of Paris and 
Varsailles.

Land owners in the Ampurden district 
are daily receiving letters from brigands levy­
ing blackmail, under threats of assassination.

Aalian and Menard, two French editors,
fought a duel with swords at Paris, which re­
sulted in the serious wounding o f the former.

Tho porte refuses to allow the U. S. 
steamer Quinnebang to enter the Black sea be­
cause her tonnage exceeds over 800 tons.

It is thought that within a month the 
difference existing between Germany and the 
Vatican will be amicably adjusted.

The United States steamer Quinncbung 
denied admission to the Black Sea by the 
Porte on account of her tonnage.

The question o f  reconstructing tbe Aus­
trian Ministry has been deferred until the as­
sembling o f tho Provincial Diet.

On account o f  an objection by tbe* Ger­
man government railway rates in all portions 
of Russia have been reduced.

Owing to disturbances in the districts 
in Bulgaria near the Danube, they will be de­
clared in a state of siege.

British troops had a skirmish with the 
Zulus, which resulted in tho loss of twelve 
men by the latter.

Ex-Empress Eugenie will shortly ac­
knowledge Prince Jerome as the representative 
of imperialism.”

It is rumored that Bismarck and Muzel-
la, the Papal Nuncio, will hold a meeting at 
Kissingcn.

Russia has determined to expel the 
mountaineers of Central Asia to prevent their 
uprising.

Prince Jerome Napoleon is declar'd the
permanent head of the Bonapartist party.

The prospectus of the Panama Canal
Company will appear in August.

Twentv-one lives lost by fire at Nijni
Novgorod, Russia.

The value oi the exports of domestic 
merchandise during the fiscal year 1878, is 
$680,709,268; in 1879, $698,334,951. Values of 
exports of foreign merchandise for the fiscal 
year 1878, $14,156,498; in 1879, $18,093,792. 
Values of imports of merchandise during the 
year ending June 30th. 1877, $437,061,532; 
Juno 30th, 1878, $445,792,141. Total value of 
exports of merchandise during the year ended 
June 30th, 1879, exceeded the value of imports 
of merchandise $263,636,600 as against the ex­
cess of exports over imports the preceding 
year amounting to $258,814,234. Exports of 
coin and bullion the last fiscal year, $24,969,- 
615. Imports of coin and bullion, $20,293,000. 
During the preceding fiscal year exports ex­
ceeded imports of coin in bullion, $3,918,810.

NEW ROCKY MOUNTAIN BOUTE.
Last. Saturday Pro!. B. F. March, civil

engineer laid before tho Helena board of trade 
tbe survey of a new and wonderful pass over 
the main range of the Rocky mountains at an 
elevation of 5,500 feet above the sea and 1,215 
feet above the main street of Helena. The 
distance west from Helena to the summit of 
the main range is fifteen miles; thence to the 
waters o f the Columbia, Little Blackfoot, 
three miles. The board of trade is having a 
report of the route prepared, and Mr. Priest, 
the discoverer, will put on a force of men to 
make a new wagon road to Deer, Lodge. The 
pass i® about 700 feet lower than the favored 
Deer Dodge pass.

A DRY GOODS PALACE.
Messrs. J. W. Bailey, W . G. Fairleigh 

and Isaac Weil, all of whom have formerly 
been connected with different dry goods firms 
of Bt. Joseph, have entered into partnership 
and will conduct the largest dry goods house 
between Bt. Louis and Ban Francisco. They 
arc now erecting for their use, in connection 
with Louis Hax, furniture dealer, a mammoth 
building having one hundred feet front on 
Felix street, with a depth of 130 feet on Fifth. 
This is the seventh St. Joseph wholesale house 
which is quoted at 3A in the commercial 
reports, and it is the third now jobbing 
house that has started here within tho last 
fortnight.

HARVE8T BLESSINGS.
Chctopa has recently been visited with 

magnificent rains, making sure a heavy yield 
of even late planted corn. Tho season thus 
far has been most favorable, rains coming just 
when needed. The wheat is all cut and in the 
stack, and is being threshed. The yield is f  ul- 
lv one-third more than was expected, running 
from fifteen to twenty bushels to the acre. 
Farmers are happy and business is improving. 
The combination truss bridge over the Neosho 
river at this point w ill be completed soon.

IOWA BISHOPRICS.
By a recent order, emanating from the 

Church of Rome, Iowa wil’l soon be divided 
into bishoprics, and will be known as the east­
ern and western diocese. The new bishop, 
whose confirmation is daily expected from 
the pope, will bo stationed at Council Bluffs 
and will l»e known as the bishop of Council 
Bluffs. The other, Bishop Ilennessy, will be 
retained at Dubuque. A handsome cathedral 
will soon bo a necessity in view of the new 
order of things.
VETOINO GEN. MILES’ CHANCE FOR PROMOTION.

Ever since General Miles has been
quartered in tho West he has been persecuting 
and trying to pick a fight with the Indians in 
order to gain promotion and fame by spilling 
their blood. On Thursday positive instruc­
tions were sent by the war department to pre­
vent Gen. Miles from bringing on an Indian 
war, and telling him that the only purpose had 
in sending him into the fifild was to protect 
navigation on tho Missouri river.

PLATFORM MEN ON A STRIKE.
The strike of the platform men in East 

Bt. Louis became general on Wednesday. The 
men from the Indianapolis and St. Louis were 
joined by the freight handlers of the Ohio and 
Mississippi, the Wabash, tho Chicago and Al­
ton, with a few exceptions; tho C., B. and Q„ 
the Cairo Short Line, and all tho other roads, 
except the Southeastern, where tho men are 
working and waiting for a reply to their de­
mand for an increase o f wages.

A FALL RIVER TREASURER STRIKES.
Tho treasurer o f tho mill in the north 

part of tho city becoming involved by specula­
tions in cotton, used tho money of the mill. 
It is said that property sufficient to secure the 
mill has been turned over by relatives and the

THE INVESTIGATING COMMITTEE.
The Congressional investigation com­

mittee of the Cincinnati fall election examined 
their first witness Friday. The committee in­
tend to pursue the same course as that of the 
committee which sat in New York last year. 
They desire, besides getting the views of the 
workingmen, to learn the opinion of promi­
nent business men, of the chief questions re­
garding trade and labor, which are now before 
the public.

SEDALIA HAPPY.
On the 21st Setlalia, Mo., raised the

sum required to secure the narrow gauge rail­
road to Warsaw, and the right o f way, about 
sixty thousand dollars in all. The money was 
subscribed by the citizens, and the work will 
be commenced at once, McPherson <fc Co., 
contractors. The cars will be running to War­
saw inside of six months. Real estate has al­
ready advanced in price, and everything is 
flourishing.

GALLANT BAYONET PUSHERS.
In Lieut. Clark’s fight on Beaver creek,

two companies and fifty scouts were engaged 
with 400 Indians. Several hostiles were kill­
ed. P. M. Hardman, company C, Second cav­
alry, and George E. Stand, same company, 
were wounded. Three Indian scouto were 
killed and one wounded. The scouts report 
Sitting Bull with 8,000 warriors moved over 
from Frenchman’s creek this side of the 
line.

BULLION BIDS.
Rids for supplying the New York mints 

with silver bullion were opened at tho office of 
the director o f mints Thursday. About 600,- 
000 ounces were offered. All offers for de­
livery at Philadelphia which were not above 
tho market rate were accepted, and those above 
rejected. The offers received from San Fran­
cisco were all in excess of the market rate and 
were declined by the department.

JOHN BULL’S SITTING BULL.
A dispatch from Ottawa, Canada, says: 

With reference to reports from American 
sources that Sitting Bull’s .band is on the war 
path, the department of the interior does not 
credit any such rumors. Recent advices from 
the northwest say Sitting Bull and his men 
arc peaceably inclined. Their relations with 
the mounted police were never more satisfac­
tory.
