A  special to the Champion from 
Topeka, Jan. 22, says: ‘ ’There is 
great excitement over the announce­
ment of the Hoti-e committees, to­
day, by Speaker Clarke. They 
were evidently formed with a view 
to Clarke’s candidacy for Senator. 
The chairmanships of the principle 
committees were given to Green- 
backers and Independents, hoping 
to secure thoir votes. Clarke was

the road, hut oDly such convrn 
iences and benefits us are direct and 
special as to him and his land, and 
such as are the direct, certain, and 

j  proximate texult of the establish 
ment ot the road They can col 
take in ti consideration such con­
veniences and benefits as are re­
ceived in common by the whole 
community.

2. increused value of the land 
may often be taken into considera­
tion in fixing tho amount of the 
damages sustained by the owner 
thereof in laying out and establish­
ing roads. But this can be dono 
only where such increased value 
arises from some direct, special and 
proximate cause, such as the drain­
ing of the land or huildirg bridges 
across streams running through the 
land, or making some othor va.ua 
ale improvement on or neur the 
land, by means o f which the owner 
will be enabled to enjoy his land 
with greater advantage. Increased 
value, founded merely upon in­
creased facilities lor travel and 
transportation by tbe public in 
general, is not the kind ot increased 
value which may be taken into con­
sideration for the purpose ot re­
ducing the damages to be awuidod 
to the landowner.

3. As a general rule, the opinion 
of u witness as to the amount ol 
damages which the land owner 
sustains by reason of the establish 
meat of a public road across bis 
land, is not admissible as evidence.

4. A  land-owner is not neces­
sarily damaged to the lull valuo of 
his land covered by a public road 
even if he has not received nor will 
receive aDy benefit of any kind 
whatever from the establrshment of 
the roud, for the public, by laying 
out and establishing the road, does 
not become tbe owner o f the land 
covered by tbe road, but only ac­
quires an easement therein and tbe 
land-owner himsolf still remains 
tho owner of the tec and of every­
thing connected with tbe land not 
necessarily for the public use. I i 
is proper, however, in many ca*oe, 
and perhaps indispensably neces­
sary in some, to introduce evidence 
showing the value o f tho land, and 
us to such value competent wit­
nesses may express their opinion.

Militia Force Recommended.

Finances of the State, and the 
Reports of State Officers.

P  u b l i c  L a n d s .

Railroad Matters—Temperance 
—Senatorial Election—

Under section 11, the Commander-in-chief 
has no power to act except in cases of insur­
rection, invasion, or threatened invasion. Ex­
perience lias taught us that hostile In­
dians do not semi advance couriers 
to notify tho frontiersman either 
of their coming or intent, but the 
first notice generally given, fir received, is by 
their murderous attacks upon those who are 
unprotected and unable to successfully de­
fend tnem8elves. Under section 15, it mat­
ters not what the exigency of the case may 
require, not a dollar can be had tor am/ pur­
pose until the expenses have been incurred, 
and an appropriation made to pay the same. 
I therefore respectfully recommend that an 
appropriation be mude as a military contin­
gent lund sufficient in innoun —should c ir­
cumstances at any time require it—to unifeirm, 
mount, equip, and pay, a limited number of 
reliable, discreet men, under command of an 
elUcicnt officer, whose duty it shall lie, at 
such times and places as may be deemed ad­
visable, to act as a patrol on the frontier, and 
promptly give warning of every approach of 
danger, and thus the citizen having due 
notice, and promptly aided in his defense by 
the State, could be made secure in the enjoy­
ment of his life and property.

Such an appropriation should have 
thrown around it such stringent safeguards 
as would require strict accountability from 
every officer or person having charge o f the 
disbursement of any portion o f such fund.

And I further recommend,that a committee 
be appointed to ascertain the extent o f the 
damage sustained by citizens from the raid 
by said Indians, to tho end that necessary 
steps may be taken to secure the payment 
thereof.

To the Legislature:
Kansas, during the two years intervening 

since your last session, has enjoyed a degree 
of prosperity without a parallel during the 
same period* in any of the Mates in the Union. 
The population o f the state has increased at 
the rate oi one hundred thousand per an­
num ; the labor of the husbandman has been 
rewarded with abundant harvests; the facil­
ities for transportation have been greatly i%  
creased; our manufacturing interests are in 
an encouraging condition; the mineral re ­
sources of the state have been rapidly de­
veloped; civilization has planted itself on 
the western frontier, where, but a few years 
ago, were found only the bread, fertile prai­
ries, which are now populated by a class of 
citizens whose school-houses, churches, 
thriving towns, and well cultivated farms 
furnish abundant evidence of their in te lli­
gence, industry, enterprise, and progressive 
spirit.

Business enterprises have revived and in­
creased; and to-day, Kansas, young in years 
but strong in natural resources, with an in ­
dustrious, intelligent population o f nine hun­
dred thousand people, located near the geo­
graphical, and in course of time to be the 
commercial .center of the United States,profit­
ing by the lessons learned through past 
reverses and hardships necessarily incident 
to pioneer life, looks to the future full of hope 
and promise for the prosperity and happi­
ness of her people.

INDIAN RAID.
I regret that the existence of the fact that 

during the months o f last September and Oc­
tober a band of Cheyenne Indians, variously 
estimated at from one hundred to two hun 
died in number, raided the western border 
o f our state, makes it my duty to call your 
attention to this matter; and, without stop­
ping to discuss the causes, it any existed, that 
led to this raid, it  is sufficient to be able to 
state, from a personal investigation o f the 
facts, tlmt no citizen o f Kansas, nor any other 
person within our State, gave, the slightest 
provocation for the brutal outrages com m it­
ted by this roving band of murderers.

It  is a fact, no less humiliating than true, 
that about twenty-five days elapsed from the 
time these Indians crossed the southern 
boundary o f our state until they reached the 
county o f Decatur, on its north­
ern lim it; moving in their line
of march northward along the 
western border of tho frontier settlements, 
making incursions into sparsely settled d is­
tricts, where, the people were wholly unable 
to protect themselves, killing as they did 
about forty citizens, destroying and carrying 
away large amounts of property, and com ­
mitting outrages upon defenseless women 
and children, so brutal,heinous, and revo lt­
ing in their nature as to never be forgiven or 
forgotten. In declining to discuss the ques­
tion touching the effort made by our .State 
and national authorities to protect the set­
tlers against the outrages committed by this 
lawless band of savages, I do not wish to be 
understood as casting any unjust reflections 
upon any one.

The duty of the hour is not so much to deal 
with the past, but to look to the future with 
a determination that a repetition of these 
outrages shall never again occur in our State. 
The doors of Kansas have been thrown open 
wide, and a cordial invitation extended to 
the industrious, law abiding people of all 
portions of the civilized world to oome 
among us and build for themselves homes. 
Many who have accepted this invitation have 
chosen for their habitation our western fron­
tier, and it becomes an imperative duty of 
our State to protect the lives and property of 
these citizens against every invasion by pred - 
atory bands of law less savages who attempt 
or threaten to deprive them of either, and to 
administer to such bands within our borders 
prompt and merited punishment, and delay 
the settlement of all technical questions that 
may be interposed until after the salety of 
the citizen has been fully secured.

Section 11. of chapter 61, o f the General 
Statutes of 1868. provides

•• That in case of insurrection, Invasion, or 
threatened invasion, the Commander-In- 
Chief may order into active service any com­
pany, regiment or brigade, or any portion of 
either be may designate, in such forms of o r ­
ganization as he may direct,”  etc.

While section 15, of the same chapter-, pro

Vi"  That all expenses provided for by this act 
shall be sworn to by the officer making the 
same, and approved by the Major-General, or 
Brigadier-General, certifying that the same 
were incurred by bis order and were neces- 
sarv for the service, and the amount thereof 
reasonable and just; and the Auditor Of State 
shall audit the same, and as soon as any 
moneys are appropriated for military pur­
poses, the Auditor shall draw his warrant on 
the Treasurer, who shall pay the same.”

STATE FINANCES, AND REPORTS OF OFFICERS.
I transmit herewith the biennial reports of 

the state officers. These reports furnish a 
very full, complete, and satisfactory exhibit 
ot the business transactions o f the respec­
tive departments from which they emanate, 
from December 1, 1876, to June 80,1878, and ot 
which I respectfully request a careful perusal.

The total receipts of the Treasury from 
November 80th, 1876, to .lane 30th, 1877, includ­
ing balance in Treasury December l>t, 1876, 
amount to $850,064.88; while the disburse­
ments during tho same period amount to 
$471,8411.08, leaving a balance in the Treasury, 
June 30th, 1877, o f $378,215.60. The total re­
ceipts, including balance in the Treasury, 
June 30th, 1877, for the fiscal year ending June 
30th,1878,amount to $1J8»,891J0; while the to­
tal disbursements during the same period 
amount to $1,272,010.02, leaving a balance in 
the Treasury, June 30th, 1878, o f $311,080.18; 
which sum is made up of the several funds, 
as follow s:

It will be noticed, by comparing the re­

spective reports of the Auditor and Treas­
urer, that there is an apparent discrepancy 
between the balance reported as being in the 
Treasury at the close ol the fiscal year end­
ing June 80th, 1878, amounting to $830.89. This 
is the amount of deficiency of ex-Treasui er 
Lappin, and is probably included in the bal­
ance as reported by the Auditor, he having 
no authority to omit I t ; but the amount so 
included by the Auditor, not being money in 
the Treasury, is properly excluded by the 
Treasurer in his reported cash balance.

The total bonded debt of the State, June 
10,1878, was $1,181,975, o f which amount $6 7.- 
925 is held by the permanent school fund, 
$94,275 by the sinking fund, $9,800 by the State 
University, and $l,flo() by the State Normal 
School. The remainder, being $468,375.1b held 
by private individuals and corporations.

From this aggregate amount of bonded 
debt may be deducted bonds of our State, 
$91,275; United states bonds, $22,600; cash in 
the Treasury June 30, 1678, $5,871.72, all be­
longing to the sinking fund—leaving the real 
balance of our bonded debt only $1,059,223.28.

on January 1, 1377, $54,000 of the bonded 
debt o f our State matured and was promptly 
paid ; and it is a fact of which every Kansan 
may well be proud, that every class ot ma­
tured indebtedness of the State which has 
been presented, and which the Treasurer 
is authorized to pay, has been paid with like 
promptness. And the financial condition and 
credit of the State to-day is such, that it suf­
ficient funds were In the Treasury to liquidate 
the entire bonded indebtedness ot the State, 
It could only be done either by w aiting until 
the bonds matured, or by purchasing the 
bonds at a premium on their lace value, and 
paving interest to date.

The several State officers, in their respect­
ive reports, make a number of recommend­
ations in relation to  amendments of, and ad­
ditions to, our present laws. These recom­
mendations being based upon the actual e x ­
perience of these officers, coupled with a 
thorough study and investigation of the mat­
ters to w hich they refer, entitle them to,and 
I respectfully invite you to give them, an 
earnest and careful consideration.

PENITENTIARY.
The report of the Directors of the Peniten­

tiary embraces the respective reports of the 
Warden, Chaplain, and Physician, and is 
transmitted herewith. It  is very compre­
hensive, and furnishes complete informa­
tion touching the condition of that institu­
tion. An examination of the report shows 
that the dally average number of prisoners 
confined in the Penitentiary from December 
1,1876, to June 30, 1877, whs 415; w hile the 
daily average from June :M>,1877, to the close 
of the fiscal year, June30, 1878, was 465; and 
that the number of prisoners confined at the 
latter date was 500. There have been dis­
charged during the period covered by tills re­
port :

Five prisoners have been returned to coun­

ties for new trials, eleven transferred to the 
Asylum for the Insane, six have died, and 
two escaped, of which one has been recap­
tured and returned to the prison.

Tho aggregate earnings o f this institution, 
according to the estimates, embracing a pe­
riod from July 1,1879, to June 30, 1881, inclu­
sive, will be $127,400; while the current ex ­
penses lor the same period are estimated at

$206,865, leaving the amount o f expenses over I 
earnings, $75,965.

In asking your attention to tho several sug­
gestions and recommendations embraced in 
t his report, I feel it ray duty to especially im ­
press upon you the Importance of that por­
tion recommending the establishment o f a 
reform school for youthful criminals. This 
question has been agitated for years. It has 
been frequently urged, with much force and 
reason, not only in former reports from this 
institution, but also in the message of ray 
predecessor. The dictates of humanity, the 
safety ot society, and the welfare o f the youth 
of our State, appeal to you for an earnest and 
prompt consideration of this question; and I 
trust that the necessary measures may be 
adopted without further delay for the organ­
ization of such an institution.

PRISON LABOR. .
Many complaints have been madethat the 

present policy o f employing prisoners in tin* 
manufacture o f such articles as are produced 
only by skilled labor, brings the labor of the 
convict in direct competition w ith the hon­
est, industrious mechanics of our state.

These complaints are not without founda­
tion. The Penitentiary derives its capital 
from the State; it pays no taxes, but Is a nec­
essary burden. While tne mechanic derives 
Ms capital from his Htbor, he pays taxes, is 
expected to obey the law s, and, in obeying 
them, is required to contribute his quota to ­
ward sustaining a system of convict labor, 
directly in conflict with the means upon 
which lie depends fora  support. Vet duty to 
the State as well as to the prisoner requires 
that he should be employed, and that such 
employment should, us near as possible, be 
made to defray the expenses incurred by the 
State on Ids account.

I therefore suggest the appointment of a 
committee to take into consideration this 
whole question, relating to the present sys 
tem of convict labor at this institution, with 
a view  to the adoption, it practicable, of such 
measures as will in due time obviate tills ap­
parent injustice to the mechanics o i our state.

ASYLUM FOR THE BLIND.
The report of this institution shows that 

forty-live pupils were in attendance at the 
close of the term ending June 7,1878. The es­
timates for the current expenses for the fis­
cal years ending respectively June 30, 1880 
and 1881, are $13,513 and $13,903. Tills is e x ­
clusive o f the sum of $1,000 which the Trustees 
and Superintendent allege is required to 
erect and furnish u hospital building, which 
the health of the students, as well as the suc­
cess o f the school demands.
INSTITUTION FOR EDUCATION OF THE DEAF 

AND DUMB.
This institution seems to be well conducted, 

and is in an encouraging condition. The 
whole number of pupils enrolled from No­
vember 30, 1876, to June 30, 1678, is one hun­
dred and nine.

The sanitary condition as shown by the re­
port of Dr. C. G. McKinley, the attending 
physician, is remarkably good—not a death 
Having occurred in the Institution during the 
past six years. The respective reports of the 
Trustees and Superintendent are well worthy 
of a careful perusal.

In addition to the necessary appropriation 
for current expenses, the sum o f $00,000 is 
asked for, to erect public buildings. Tlie 
necessity tor such an appropriation is very 
clearly and forcibly presented by the Super­
intendent in bis report, to which I respect­
fully direct your attention, and w ill only add 
tlmt a personal inspection o f the institution 
will fully vindicate the Superintendent in his 
earnest appeals for additional room.

ASYLUMS FOR THE INSANE.
Of the 360 inmates tinder treatment during 

the biennial period ending June 30, 1878, at 
the asylum located near Ossawatomie, 59 have 
been discharged, restored; 20 improved, 17 
unimproved, 3 escaped, 1 was not insane, 30 
have died—leaving230 inmates in the institu­
tion at the close of tlie fiscal year ending 
June 30,1873.

I invite your attention to the report of the 
Trustees ami officers of this institution. 
From this report it will be seen that the most 
pressing demand of this institution is for 
more room.

The fact that at the close o f the fiscal year 
ending June 30, 1878,164 insane persons were, 
lor want o f room, excluded from tho State 
Asylum, coupled with the dictates of Im ­
munity. the safety of society, and the w el­
fare of this unfortunate and helpless class of 
our citizens, makes it an imperative duty to 
provide the necessary means to Increase and 
utilize tin? capacity of the asylums to meet 
this demand.

There have already been appropriated vari­
ous sums, amounting in the aggregate to 
$108,994.25, for the purpose of •erecting, near 
the city of Topeka, an additional asylum for 
the insane. This asylum, as will be seen by 
the report of the trustees, is about com ­
pleted ; and it is only necessary, in order that 
it should be used tor the purpose for which 
it was erected, that the necessary funds be 
appropriated to enable the trustees to fur­
nish this asylum and defray its current e x ­
penses.

PUBLIC SCHOOLS.
The report of the Superintendent of Public 

Instruction is one of our most valuable and 
important documents. Of all the reports is ­
sued from this department, none has so com­
pletely covered all our educational interests, 
or will be so valuable to the State and its c it­
izens, as the one just published for the school 
years ending July 3lst, 1877, anil July 31st, 
1878. By this report It w ill be observed that 
the total number of school districts in the 
State is 5,136, being an increase since last re ­
port of 271. Number of school-houses in the 
state, 4.520; increase since last report 363. 
Value o f school property $4.527,227; increase 
since last report $250,136. Whole number of 
persons between the ages of five and twenty- 
one years, 266,575; increase since last report. 
33.70*1. Number of teachers employed, 6,359, 
ot which 2,861 are males and 3,498 are females.

The permanent school fund, at the close of 
the fiscal year, June 30, ls78, amounted to.fl,- 
449,223.87. No State in the Union, in propor­
tion to the age and population of Kansas, 
possesses a school fund so large ; and it must 
be remembered that to this sum will be add­
ed, from time to time, the receipts from the 
sales of the very large body of school lands 
yet undisposed ot.

our public schools are the pride of the 
State, and should, as I have no doubt they 
will be, by you, sacredly guarded and main­
tained.

STATE NORMAL SCHOOL AT EMI'ORIA.
The biennial report of the Regents o f the 

state Normal School, accompanied by a sup­
plemental report, is transmitted herewith. 
It presents a full statement of the success, 
embarrassments, reverses, and misfortunes 
that have attended this institution since their

last report, and from it will be seen that on 
the night of the 26tli of < ictober, 1878, the Nor­
mal School buildings, with all their contents, 
were destroyed by fire. The practical ques­
tion now to be determined is, What shall be 
done to retrieve this misfortune to the edu­
cational interests o f the State?

By an act of the Legislature, approved 
March 3, 1863 this institution was established, 
anil permanently located at tho city o f Km - 
poria, upon condition that a tract of land, 
not less than 20 acres, adjacent to the town 
of Emporia, should be donated, and secured 
to the State in fee simple.

To meet these conditions the citizens o f 
Emporia promptly donated to the state the 
tract of valuable land upon which the Nor­
mal school buildings were afterwards erect­
ed; and in addition to this, from time to 
time,contributed liberally of their means to 
add to the success o f this institution. But 
independent of these facts, which it seems 
to me should have some weight in determin­
ing this qnestion, a thoroughl y  organized 
and well conducted normal school is abso­
lutely necessary to insure the greatest suc­
cess to our common school system of educa­
tion. The suocesBol the oommon school! hi 
measured by the qualifications ot the teach­
ers. Therefore it is important that those 
desiring to teach should he provided by the 
state with the opportunity of attaining the 
highest grade ot qualification. Hence the 
necessity of a well conducted institution of 
this class.

I therefore recommend that an appropria­
tion be made to rebuild and restore to our 
educational system the Normal School at 
Emporia.

STATE UNIVERSITY.
This institution, as shown by the reports, 

is in a flourishing condition; and, to insure 
its continued success, its interests should be 
carefully guarded, and such aid and en­
couragement extended to it as will insure 
the maximum ot efficiency in all its depart­
ments.

The total receipts of the University, from 
January 1, 1877, to June 30, 1878. as exhibited 
iu the report, amount to $46,851.64; while the 
expenditures during the same period 
amount to $46,064.61: leaving balance on 
hand, June 30, 1878, o f $787.03. The estimated 
amount required for the fiscal year closing 
June 30,1880, is $48,560, and for the fiscal year 
closing June 30, 1881, $27,200.

AGRICULTURAL COLLEGE.
Having received no report from the Agri­

cultural College, 1 can only' say that informa­
tion derived from a recent visit to this insti­
tution leads me to believe that it is making 
satisfactory progress in its various depart­
ments, and is a credit to the state*.

STATE BOARD OF AGRICULTURE.
This department continues to do a wonder­

ful work lor Kansas. Its reports, so full o f 
valuable and reliable Information relating to 
our State, arc not only highly esteemed by our 
own citizens, but arc eagerly sought after by 
citizens o f other States and countries desir­
ing to obtain correct information about Kan­
sas. This department should be liberally 
sustained by the State, aud every ecessary 
provision should be made to increase iis effi ­
ciency and usefulness. It is to the work of 
th i , department that wo are indebted for the 
statistics showing that Kansas has sprung 
from twenty-fourth in rank among the .States 
in the production of wheat, in I860, to first in 
rank in 1878, producing, as she diu, over 32,- 
000,000 of bushels, while in the production of 
corn, Kansas rises from twenty-fifth in lank 
in 1868, to fourth in rank in 1878.

Ti.e rooms occupied bv this department are 
wholly Inadequate for the purposes for which 
they arc used, and I respectfully suggest that 
measures be adopted to provide such addi­
tional room as tho importance and necessi­
ties o f tlie department seem to demand.

INSURANCE DEI*ARTMENT.
The report o f the Superintendent of Insur­

ance gives a very satisfactory exhibit o f the 
transactions of that department. Several 
suggestions and recommendations are made 
by the Superintendent, to which your atten­
tion is invited. The total receipts of this de 
partment during the year 1877, as shown by 
tlie report, were $13,246.42, which was disburs­
ed as follows: To the school fund, $3,800; aud 
to the insurance fund, $9,446.42.

COMMISSIONER OF FISHERIES.
The report of the Commissioner of Fisher­

ies, to wnich 1 request your attention, shows, 
among other things, a total expenditure ot 
$339 55; the accidental loss or destruction of
100,000 salmon eggs; the deposit, without the 
authority of tne Commissioner, of 10J,060 
young shad in the Raw River, at Topeka, and 
recommends the appropriation of $6,000 to 
enable him to successfully prosecute his 
work us such Commissioner.

PUBLIC LANDS.
I am of the opinion that the interests o f the 

State would be best subserved by concentrat­
ing the management and sale of all the school 
lands ot the State, including the lands of the 
Agricultural College, Normal School and State 
University, under one general head, to be 
known as the State Kami Department, by 
which all contracts for the sale of land should 
be either made or approved, and that all p ay­
ment of principal or interest on land con­
tracts should be made to  the head of such de­
partment, and covered into the State Treas­
ury, to be placed to the credit of the particu­
lar fund to which it belongs, and by the Treas­
urer disbursed according to law. Such a sys­
tem for the disposition of our public lands 
M ould be less expensive, insure greater safety 
to the purchaser as well as the State, and 
would be less complicated than our present 
system. There should also be a provision 
made for an appraisement of all o f said lands 
by a commission dui\ created for that pur­
pose, which should personally inspect every 
tract of such lands, and in their report give a 
full and complete description of each subdi­
vision of 40 acres, embracing quality of soil, 
stone, water, timber, location, value, etc. 
Such an appraisement, being entirely freed 
from local influences (which make our pres­
ent system objectionable), would be uniform 
and reliable, and more likely to do equal jus­
tice to all concerned.

Tho commission who selected the 265,000 
acres of land recently secured to tlie Mato 
from the United states Government, having 
in their report given such a description from 
a personal inspection of each tract described, 
the value of such land might be fixed without 
revisiting the land. Such an appraisement o f 
all the public lands, once completed, would 
never have to be repeated, as a Board of Re­
vision could from time to time increase or 
lessen the valuation, as circumstances might 
indicate to be for the best interests of the 
State.

The policy of the state should be to dis­
pose of its lands as rapidly as it can be done 
advantageously, and thus not only place the

*

t



purchase moncv on Interest, but bring 
the land sold in tor luxation; ami 
to tins end, I suggest the rate 
ot interest on deferred payments of pur­
chase money be* reduced to not exceeding 
seven per cent, per annum, payable annually, 
and that the principal be made payable at 
the option o f the purchaser at any time with­
in twenty years, with a strict provision for 
forfeiture upon failure to pay interest within 
a reasonable time alter its maturity.

SCHOOL LANDS.
In pursuance of the provisions of section 1, 

chapter 176, of the laws of Kansas ot 1877, au­
thorizing the Governor to appoint an agent 
for the btate whose duty it should be, among 
other things, to prosecute to final deci-ion 
the claims ot the State for school lands due 
the btate from the United States on ac 
count o f Indian reservations, my predecessor 
appointed as such agent Uon. Samuel J. 
Crawford, who, alter being duly qualified, 
entered upon the performance of his duties, 
which have resulted iu securing to the btate 
about 265,000 acres of choice lands, in addi­
tion to tlie large body of school lands a l­
ready owned by the State. No appropriation 
having been made to defray the necessary 
expenses connected with the selections of 
the lauds thus secured, and in view of the ra­
pidity with whicli the Government lands in 
our State were beimr disposed of, our State 
officers, realizing that the best interests of 
the State required that these lands should !>• 
selected at as early a day as possible, united 
in proceedings that resulted in the appoint­
ment of Hon. G. C. West, J. C. McQuarv, O. E. 
Morse, L. A. Thrasher, L. 11. Snow , and J. E. 
Stone, citizens of Kansas, as Commissioners 
to select said lands. These Commissioners 
fiiithtuily and promptly performed their du­
ty by selecting the amount of land due the 
btate, and making a full and complete report 
thereof, wtiich is now on lile in the office of 
the Auditor ot State, and to whicli you are 
respectfully referred.

These lands are among the best in the 
State; and at the average price received for 
sch<K>l lands puteated to this date will be 
worth to the State about $1,190,000. To meet the 
expenses necessarily incurred in selecting 
these lands and making a full report thereof, 
the State officers, to-wit: Geo. T. Anthony, 
Thos. H. Cavanaugh, P. I. Bonehrake, John 
Francis, Willarcl Davis, and A. 11. Lemmon, 
•u. .ted in borrowing, on their personal re ­
sponsibility, $2,885.3ft; upon which sum 
they are liable to payment of interest 
amounting to $12.1*4. making a total of $3,098.- 
2). I therefore recommend that a committee 
he appointed to investigate the proceedings 
relating to the selection of these lauds, to ­
gether with the icpo ts and vouchers now on 
lile in the Auditor’s office, and, if found cor­
rect, that, an appropriation be made to reim ­
burse th'-HM officers for the full amount so e x ­
pended by them in the interests ot and for the 
btate, and for which their personal obligation 
is now outstanding.

1*It 1C 1C RAID CLAIMS.
The report of the bonrd organized in pur­

suance of tuc provisions of tne acts of Febru­
ary 11th, 1805, and February JO h, 1830, to audit 
the claims ot citizens f *r .-erv.ces rendered, 
material ami supplies furnished, trwuspomt- 
tiou lost, and damages -ustuined lioui mu 
Price raid and in tne Indian expedition un­
der General Ourtis, in 1801, being unsatisfac­
tory, the Legislature, by an act of February 
26th, 1877,provided for a new board, to re ­
examine these claims. By this act it was 
provided that the State should assume the 
payment of the amount this commission 
should award, by issuing to holders of claims 
so allowed interest-bearing union military 
f<crip, to be paid out of any appropriation 
that might thereafter be made by Congress 
to reimbui so the State for such expenditure. 
This Commission awarded: For services, 
$218,398.75; supplies and transportation, $81,- 
<>82.32; damages, $l3l;(W3.83; property lost, 
$*5.518.47—making a total award of $467,293 37.

By the act upproved February 17, 1869, a 
commission consisting ot three disinterested 
citizens were created to examine in every 
particular into claims rejected by either of 
the former commissions tor want ot proof, 
and not having passed upon their merit, and 
all claims that had not been prior thereto 
audited by either ot the former commissions. 
It is furtner provided by this act that all 
claims audited and allowed by the Commis­
sioners appointed muter the provisions of 
the acts of February 11, 1865, and February 26, 
1866, together witn all eiaitns lor services, 
transportation, forage,subsistence and prop­
erty lost iu action that might thereafter be 
audited and allowed by tne Commissioners 
appointed under this act, should be and were 
thereby assumed by the State of Kansas; 
provided, that no claims allowed by the com­
missioners appointed under the provisions 
ot the act of February II, 1865, and rejected 
by a subsequent commission, should be as­
sumed ui.less re-audited and allowed by the 
Commissioners appointed under this* act; 
and provided further, that the amount as­
sumed by the State should not exceed the 
sum of $50’*,0(K).

The Commissioners appointed under this 
act allowed claims to the amount of $61,221.59, 
making the aggregate amount of claims 
$328,514. '6,being $28,514.96 more than was au­
thorized to be assumed under the provisions 
of this act. A small amount was also allow­
ed by the Auditor and Treasurer of State, 
under the act of March 4, 1873.

Congress, by ac of June 8, 1872, appropri­
ated $*37,054.38, which sum was placed in our 
State Treasury to pay the claims allowed for 
service, transportation and subsistence of 
troops, by n commission created under an 
act of Congress of February 2, 1871. This 
money has been pai • out by the T ie  sty or, 
but not strictly in accordance with the pur­
poses for whicli it was appropriated, apart of 
it at least having been applied in payment of 
scrip iss ed on account of damages and for 
service in the Indian < xpedition, which scrip 
was not covered * y the award of the Com­
missioners appointed under the said act of 
Congress of February 2,1871.

Under the act of the Legislature, approved 
March 8, 1877, a State agent has been appoint­
ed, whose duty, among other things, as de­
fined by said act, is “ to prosecute to a flnsl 
decision all claims of tlie State of Kansas 
against the United States growing out of what 
is commonly known as the Price raid, and all 
other claim's of the state arising out o f depre­
dations committed by the Indians, or occur­
ring during the late war, together with all 
claims which the State may have against the 
United States for expenses incurred in organ­
izing, equipping and maintaining troops for 
tin* public service.*’

While the above provisions of the act are 
sufficiently broad and sweeping to authorize 
the State agent to prosecute claims o f the state 
agaiust the United States Government, it by 
no means meets the obligations of the State to 
its citizens.

By the act of February 17, 1809, the State

unconditionally assumed these claims of her
citizens to an amount not exceeding $500,090. 
This was not done until after $469,293.87 of 
said claims had been passed upon and allow­
ed by its duly constituted agents; and I can 
sec no good reason why all of the $61,221.59 al­
lowed by the commission created by the act 
of February 17, 1869, as well as the small 
amounts subsequently allowed under the act 
of 1873, are not as just, and the holders there­
of Iu excess of the S OU.iM) assumed by the 
State in equity, equally entitled to be paid.

1 can make no recommendation that, if 
adopted by tlie Legislature, would in my 
judgment reflect more credit upon the State, 
and mete out greater justice to the citizens 
directly intei esied in this matter, than to ask 
that a committee bo appointed to ascertain, 
as nearly as possible, tue a mount of scrip con 
i»C'ted with this matter yet outstanding and 
unpaid; and tlie adoption of sucli measures, 
during the present session, as will provide tbo 
necessary means lor tin* prompt payment of 
whatever balance may l>e so ascertained, re­
membering that nothing inspires greatercon- 
fldwice in, respect for,and devotion to a State, 
than the prompt discharge of every just ob­
ligation to its citizens.

UAILMOAD FAR EH AND FREIGHTS.
There are about 2,300 miles o f railroads in 

operation in Kansas, tlie assessed value of 
which,a* shown by the report of the Auditor of 
State, is $15,52; ,013.25. While it is true that 
these railroads have contributed largely to 
the wealth, prosperity and progress of our 
Mate, it is a ’so equally true that not only our 
people, but the State* and General Govern­
ment have contributed lioorally toward their 
construction and support.

The railway corporations o f Kansas derive 
their powers from, and the capital invested 
therein is entitled to,andreoc'ves, protection 
at the bauds of the Stuty*. Their income arts­
ing from earnings is derived mainly from the 
patronage of the people of Kansas, and the 
people, hi ret urn, have the right to demand 
that such limitations, restrictions, and regu­
lations touching fares and freights be impos­
ed as will fully protect their interests, and at 
the ra ne time do no injustice to these cor­
porations.

Our present law, in my judgment, is wholly 
inadequate. Section 56, of chapter 23, of the, 
Generul Statutes of Kansas prohibits railway 
corporations from charging over six cents 
per mile for transporting passengers. Such 
a limitation alfoi ds no just protection to the 
traveling public. Nor is it practically any 
restriction on the corporation, for but few if 
any railroads now in this country charge six 
cents per mile, even where there is no lim ita­
tion. Sections 57, 58 and 59, of same chapter, 
relating to the classification of and charges 
for carrying freight, arc less restrictive, if 
possible, than said section 56. Besides, by 
these sections, the classification of freights 
being left entirely at tne discretion o i the 
railroad companies, the restrictions and lim ­
itations therein attempted to be imposed are 
in t* tractive.

I therefore suggest that this law be 
amended as to clearly define the lim ita tio n  
restrictions and regulations relating 
charges for fares and freights, and that sucb 
limitations, restrictions and regulations' b** 
made >o do as nearly at possible, equal Jus* 
tic*? to the railroads and the people, and thus 
have the rights of both parties touching this 
question definitely settled.

TKAU’KUANCB.
The subject of temperance, in its relations 

to the use ot intoxicating liquors as a bever­
age, has occupied the attention of the people 
of Kansas to such an extent that I feel it my 
duty to call your attention to some of its 
evils, and suggest, if possible, a remedy 
therefor. Much has been said of late years 
about hard times, and extravagant and use­
less expenditures of money; and in this con­
nection I desire to call your attention to the 
fact that here in Kansas, where our people 
are at least as sober and temperate as are 
found in any of the States in the West, the 
money spent annually for intoxicating liquors 
would deft ay tlie entire expenses of tiie State 
government, including the care and main­
tenance of all its charitable institutions, Ag­
ricultural College, Normal School, State Uni­
versity and Penitentiary—and all for some­
thing that, instead of making mankind no­
bler, purer and better, has not only left its 
dark trail of misery, poverty and crime, but 
its direct effects, as shown by the official re­
port, have supplied our State prison with 105 
of its present inmates.

Could we but dry up this one great evil that 
consumes annually so much wealth, and de­
stroys the physical, moral, and mental use­
fulness of its victims, we would hardly need 
prisons, poor-houses or police.

I fully realize that it is easier to talk about 
the eviis flowing.from the use o f intoxicating 
liquors as a beverage than it is to provide a 
remedy for them. 11 it could be fully accom­
plished, I am clearly’ of the opinion that no 
greater blessing could be conlerred by you 
upon the people of this State than to abso­
lutely and forever prohibit the manufacture, 
importation, and sale of intoxicating liquors 
as a beverage. But many people insisc that a 
prohibitory’ law could not, or at least would 
not, be enforced, and that any law that can 
not be, or is not, enforced, is worse than no 
law at all.

I  have too much faith in the people o f Kan­
sas to believe that any law intended to, and 
the effect of which would be to promote the 
moral, physical, and mental condition of 
mankind, would not be rigidly enforced. Yet, 
desiring the passage of no law in relation to 
the enforcement of which there could be any 
doubt, ami with a view  to the adoption of 
such measures only as will be backed up and 
enforced by the moral sentiment of our peo­
ple, 1 respectfully call your attention to the 
first section of what is commonly known as 
the dramshop act, which reads as follows: 
“ Before a dramshop license, tavern license, 
or grocery license shall be granted to any 
person applying for the same, such person, 
if applying for a township license, shall pre­
sent to the tribunal transacting county buai- 
iioss a petition or recommendation signed by 
a majority of the residents of the township, 
of twenty-one years of age and over, botu 
male ami female, in whicli sucli dramshop, 
tavern, or grocery is to be kept; or. if the 
same is to be kept in any incorporated city or 
town, then to the City Council thereof, a pe­
tition signed by a majority of the residents oi 
the ward,of twenty-one years o f age and over, 
both male and female,iu Which said.dramshop, 
tavern, or grocery is to bo kept, recommend­
ing such person as a lit person to keep the 
same, and requesting that a license be grant­
ed to him for such purpose. Provided, That 
the corporate authorities of cities o f the first 
am! second cla^s may by ordinance dispense 
with petition mentioned in this section.”  
\nd earnestly recommend that said section 
he amended by striking out the proviso there 
in contained, and lequiring tlie party desir­

ing a license under said section to publish his 
petition, with the names o f the signers there 
to, in some newspaper printed and of gen­
eral circulation in the town, city or township 
in which he desires to obtain such license;* 
or, in case no newspaper is so published,then 
in some newspaper published in the county 
and of general circulation therein, at least 30 
days before making such application—ami 
thus place all the cities, towns and townships 
in the State, irrespective of the particular 
class to which they belong, on an equal foot­
ing, ui^d let the people in each locality settle 
this question for themselves.

SENATORIAL ELECTION.
It will devolve upon you during the pres­

ent session to elect a United States Senator, 
and I have only to ask that in the perform­
ance o f this duty you be governed solely by 
a desire to promote the integrity, honor anil 
good name of Kansas.

APPROPRIATIONS.
It  is important that all appropriation bills 

should be introduced at the earliest moment 
possible, in order that you may have ample 
time to give them the careful consideration 
that the best interests of the State demand.

CONCLUSION.
In conclusion, allow hie to impress upon 

you the fact that the people to-day look to 
you, as their representatives, for* honest, 
earnest work in their behalf, and that nothing 
less than a faithful and constant devotion 
of your time to their interests will meet this 
demand.*

And now, trusting that your deliberations 
may be pleasant and hormonious, and assur­
ing you of my desire at all times to unite with 
vou in every good work for Kansas, let us not 
forget the duties we owe not only to the peo­
ple, whose servants we are, but above all to 
Him w ho controls the destinies of men audof

Hot Lakes In New Zealand.

After a substantial colonial breakfast, 
consisting of mutton in various forms, 
■we went down a winding path to the 
lake, ami found that the chief to whom 
we had applied had supplied us with a 
substantial English-built boat and a 
crew of six men, who did no injustice to 
the Maori fame for stature and strength. 
We at once embarked, but it was a good 
half-hour before we could prevail on our 
escort to do the same. Whenever Moari 
meets Moari they must have a talk, and 
for the next twenty minutes these fel­
lows kept up such a furious jabber that 
we expected to see knives and toma­
hawks out at every instant. At last they 
all took their seats at the oars and away 
we started at a great pace, and in less 
than two hours we landed on the other 
side. The warm stream that flowed 
from the hot lake above was too rapid 
to contend against in any thing but 
light canoes; and having laden two of 
the crew with our luncheon and rugs 
we proceeded to walk the remaining 
mile to the White Terraces. The scenery 
already was pretty enough, but we were 
quite unprepared for tne wonderfully 
beautiful sight which suddenly burst up­
on us as we turned the last corner. A  
vast marble staircase rose above us 
streaming with water. At the summit 
a cloud of steam came rolling slowly 
up from some gigantic boiling pool and 
floated away among the hills. We were 
soon at the foot of the hill, and a 
nearer inspection only enhanced the 
beauty. The broad, flat steps were 
worn by the action of sulphuretted wa­
ter into an exact imitation of white 
coral, and on every platform rested a 
basin of the bluest, clearest water. As 
each of these was filled from the basin 
above it overflowed into the basin below, 
and from being at boiling point at the 
top the water became almost cold at the 
bottom. As we ascended the steam be­
came more and more dense; we stood 
on the brink of the topmost boiling pool, 
wet to the skin and unable to see a yard 
in front of us until some friendly gust of 
wind carried the vapor away. A ll these 
occasional glimpses revealed the most 
curious sight of all. The pool was al­
most regularly circular and hollow by 
nature so exactly that its sides might 
compare favorably with the best paved 
bath in London. A  mass of clear blfke 
water writhed and tumbled within, now 
rising with a burst to the height of some 
twenty feet, now sinking into a furious 
whirlpool. The sight was beautiful and 
terrible, and one could no longer doubt 
that the Maories had here chosen a fit­
ting habitation for their gods; indeed, 
who but gods could dwell in the spot 
so unnatural, so unearthly?— Good 
Words.

Cranberry Jelly .— Put 1 quart of 
cranberries, which have been carefully 
picked over, to boil in 1 pint cold wa­
ter; have ready in a bowl 1 pint white 
sugar; when the cranberries are per­
fectly soft mash them while hot through 
a colander into the bowl which contains 
the sugar, and stir until the sugar is dis­
solved ; then pour into molds and set in 
a cool place for at least 24 hours. 11 
the cranberries are good and no more 
water is used than the receipt calls for, 
this way of cooking them makes beauti­
ful molds for the table.

Hindu Contamination of Food.

A peculiarity common to both Ram­
anuja sects is the striot privacy with 
which they eat and even prepare their 
meals. No Indians like to be looked at 
while eating. They are firm believers 
in the evil influence of the human eye 
(drishlidosha). The preparation of food 
is with high-caste natives an affair of 
equal secrecy. The mere glance of a 
man of inferior caste makes the great­
est delicacies uneatable, and if such a 
glance happens to fall on the family 
supplies during the cooking operations, 
when the ceremonial purity of the wa­
ter used is a matter of almost life or 
death to every member of the house­
hold, the whole repast has to bo thrown 
away as if poisoned. The family is for 
that day dinnerless. Food thus con­
taminated would, if eaten, communi- 
nicateataint to the souls as well as 
bodies of the eaters—a taint which oould 
only be removed by long and painful 
expiation. In traveling over every part 
of India, and diligently striving to note 
the habits of the natives in every cir­
cumstance of their daily life, I  never 
once saw a single Hindu, except of "the 
lowest caste, either preparing or eating 
cooked food of any kind. The Raman­
ujas carry these ideas to an extravagant 
extreme. They carefully lock the doors 
of their kitchens and protect their cu­
linary and prandial operations from the 
gaze of even high-caste Brahmans of 
tribes and sects different from their own. 
— The Contemporary Review.

Big Grapevines is California.
•
California has, probably, twenty 

vines, each of which produces more 
than 500 pounds of grapes as an average 
crop. Among these are vines at Colo- 
rna and Blakes, and near Montecito and 
Stockton—representing the Sierra Ne­
vada, the coast mountains north of San 
Francisco, the San Joaquin Valley, the 
southern coast, tho level of the sea, and 
an elevation of 2,000 feet above it. The 
Stockton vine, a mile southeast of 
the town, in the yard of Mr. Phelps’s 
house, is a foot in diameter, and has 
this year produced 5,000 pounds (24 
tons) according to the Independent. 
W e have heard nothing lately of the 
yield of the Montecito and Coloma big 
vines. W e saw the latter in 1867 when 
young, and it then bore 1,500 bunches 
of grapes. The Montecito vine grew  
from a cutting of the old big vine at the 
same place, set out in 1795, and cut 
down in 1875, when eigh­
ty years old. It had a diameter of 15 
inches, covered an arbor of 114 feet long 
by 78 wide, and averaged three tons in 
Us annual yield. The big vine at 
Blakes separates, at the surface of the 
ground, into two stems, each 9ix inches 
in diameter. The vine at Coloma is an 
Isabella; the other three are of the Mis­
sion variety.— San Francisco Alta.

Egyptian Corn in California.

Experiments with Egyptian corn have 
proved signally successful in various 
parts of the San Joaquin Valley, and wo 

erceive that Mr. Jefferson of Healds- 
urg reports that he has just harvested 

eighty bushels to the acre from an 
Egyptian corn field. He plants sixteen 
to eighteen inches apart, not over two 
grains in the hill. He gets three to six 
good heads which he cures on the 
ground before putting away or thresh­
ing. He planted in the middle of May. 
The yield of Egyptian corn is usually 
double that of Indian corn, while the 
meal is said to make delicious bread, 
which is generally preferred by those 
who have eaten it to that made from 
Indian corn meal. The white variety 
is preferred for table use. W e are in­
clined to believe that Egyptian corn 
will soon become a popular grain in 
San Joaquin Valley.— Stockton (C a l.) 
Independent.

T hough plants sleep at night, they 
may be disturbed artificially. A French 
chemist tried the experiment on a sensi­
tive plant, keeping it in a bright light 
at night and a dark room during the 
day. The plant didn't take kindly to it 
at first, but soon got used to the change, 
and at last turned day into night and 
r.ight into day as easily as a newspaper 
telegraph editor.

LAW  R E C A R D IN C  E S T R A Y S .
For the information of our read 

ors w : app' nd the following in re 
gard *o the law relating to strays: 
The first duty of a person taking 
up a strav is to post throe written 
cr printed notices in as many pub 
lie p aces in his township, describ 
ing the ostrayed animal. I f  th« 
animal is not claimed within ten 
days after taken up, the party must 
go before a justice of the pcaco and 
mako affidavit of the aciion. Fot 
a failure to advertise as above, a 
penalty o f $50 fine attaches.

Section 6, chapter 105 general 
statutes, prescribes that no person 
sh <11 take up any stray until ho has 
given a bond to tlio State in doubl 
tho value o f the stray proposed to 
tic taken up. The practice or cus 
tom o f taking up a stray, putting 
up written notices, and at the ex­
piration o f ten days giving bond 
at tho same time of posting, is not 
in comformity to law.
