A. F. Ligon, high school prin-
cipal, has already completed all
his yearly report and turned it
into Supt.

Included in the annual report
are facts that are of interest to
every Ballinger citizen. One of the
important items the cost per
capita for teaching, supervision,
operation and bonded indebted-
ness for the past year which
totaled $3640 per capita. Teach-
ing and supervision cost in the
grammar white school was $22.06
per capita, the high school $39.32
per capita, and in the negro school
$10.45.

The enrollment for the past
year was 1,183, divided as follows:
high school, 310; white grammar
school, 761; and negro school, 112.

Salaries for principals totaled
$1575 in high school, $1,125 in
grammar school for men and $945
for women. The average salary for
men teachers in high school was
$1,0056 and for women $900. The
colored principal received $720 and
his assistant $450

Mrs. W. A. Bridwell holds the
record among faculty members for
the longest service in the Ballin-
ger schools, 21 years, and two
teachers have just completed their
first year. Two teachers have mas-
ter's degrees, sixteen have BA
degrees, five have three year's col-
lege preparation, and seven have
two years' college preparation. The
colored school principal has a B.A.
degree and his assistant has had
three years in college.

A report of failures in the high
school for the past term showed
them to be far less than the gen-
eral average for the state. The
average of failures in all subjects
