The ancient question of the sover­
eignty of the Falkland Islands has 
been raised again by an Argentine 
paper which Is protesting against 
the British of Falkland Islands 
centennial stamps A celebration 
of one hundred years of British 

' occupation has been held at Port 
Stanley, capital of the Islands, but 
Argentina has never relinquished 
her claim, and still uses the old 
Spanish name, Islas Malvinas, on 
her maps

"T7iese rocky, treeless bits of 
land have been a source of Inter­
national contention ever since 
they were discovered by John 
Davis In 1582." .says a bulletin of 
the National Geographic Society

"Lying 480 miles north and east 
of Cape Horn, they are separated 
from Montevideo and civilization 
by 1,000 miles of perpetually 
.stormy .seas Gales of the roaring 
forties' sweep arru.s.s their barren 
moors, and on at least two days 
out of three, rotd rams add to the 
discomforts of life for the few in­
habitants.

"Despite the.se handicaps, the 
Fulklands have enjoyed surprising 
popularity. The many names they 
have borne attest their historical 
and political Importance Sir 
Henry Hawkins, sighting them In 
1594, referred to them rather
romantically as 'Hawkins' Maiden- 
land.* Four years later Sebald Van 
Weerdt, who visited the outlying
islands, christened the group 'Se- 
baldlnes.' a term .still used on 
some Dutch maps The present
name was given by Captain

Strong, who sailed through Falk­
land Sound In 1000. naming It In 
honor of Lord Falkland, then 
trra.surer of the British navy

"The first settlement was made 
by De Bougainville, who, in 1764. 
took i>os.sesslon of the Isles Ma- 
louines' 111 the name of France A 
group of adventurous Arcadians 
was transiMirlrd from Nova Scotia, 
and a colony established at Port 
Louis. East Falkland Three years 
later the islands were reded to 
Spain, becoming 'Islas Malvina.s.' 
while Port Louis was changed to 
Suledad Meanwhile, English set­
tlers landed at Port Egmont and, 

I after a serious threat of war, 
I  Spain finally yielded the territory 
. to Great Britain
I "Argentina’s claim dates from 
I 1829. when Soledad was accupird 
by Vernel m the name of the 

i Republic of Buenos Aires Al- 
' though Great BrIllan had left the 
Islands temporarily uninhabited, 
she had no Intention of relin­
quishing her right, and In 1833 re­
gained permanent control.

"During the first months of the 
World War Germany realized the 
strategic location of the Falklands 
for a naval base In December.
