Of Cleopatra Seen 
On Nile River Trip
BENDER.A, Egypt. .April 6.— 

Tliough the Nile is lined with 
temples and statues erected to Uie 
honor of Egypt's ancient pharaohs, 
many travelers search e.speclally 
for the one ruler who Is most 
vivid In their minds and most 
expressive of Egypt s charm— 
Cleopatra

Actually, only one l i k e n e s s  
sculptured In Cleopatra'S own 
time Is In existence today—the 
statute of the temple at l>ndera.
