part in a general discussion of

club activities

At the beginning of the year a
goal of 140 club members was set
by the leaders in this county and
County Agent John A. Barton
announced Thursday that 158
have already been signed and 173
demonstrations accepted

Leaders and club officers voted
in the meeting here to hold some
type of program for the boys and
their fathers as soon as possible
This is being done to develop a'
closer relationship between the
boys and their parents and to|
increase activities in club work by
creating a better understanding
by the parents of the real pur-
poses of the club program.

Club program for the remainder
of the year will be changed slightly
so that members will have parts
on every program. ‘The purpose
is to develop more leadership
among the clubbers and give each
boy an opportunity for self-
expression.

Mr. Potts complimented the club
boys on their recent sheep feeding
on a commercial basis. He believes
in doing practical things and said

the Runnels county undertaking
was one of the best he had]
observed.

A check-up was made at the
meeting ’l:hursdny of the number
of projects signed by individual
boys in the various clubs. The fol-
lowing tabulations resulted:
