San Angelo From there It was 
s e n t  to the state office, where 
approval has Just b e e n  granted 
on the plans and speclflcatloivs

building, the two present primary 
structures w o u l d  be remodeled 
and connected with a new struc­
ture to house a c o m b i n a t i o n  
gymnasium-auditorium The build­
ing would face smith on S«*venth

Constitutional ket 
Changes Provisions 
Of Naming Notaries
Mrs Lynnle Harris, county clerk, 

has received Instructions from the 
secretary of state relative to the 
appointment of notaries p u b l i c  
Due to the passage of the consti­
tutional amendment authorising 
appointment of notaries public by 
th e  secretary of state, these 
appointments will be made after 
the final canvass of the November 
general election vote

All appointments m a d e  before 
June 1. 1941. will expire on that 
date and those made thereafter 
wtU expire on June 1. 1943 The 
letter states that there has been 
no change in th e  existing law 
other t h a n  requiring the appli­
cant to be 21 years of sge and a 
resident of the county snd fur­
ther that under the old taw the 
governor appointed a 11 notaries 
with the advice and consent of 
the senate

Since notaries file their bond.s 
and take .he oath of office before 
the county clerk. It Is probably 
sdvi.sable that all applications for 
appointments be m a d e  through 
the county clerk, who w i l l  for­
ward the name of the applicant 
to the office of the secretary of 
state 1*he commissions will later 
be returned to the office of the 
county clerk and th e  applicant j 
notified of the appointment

Commercial vegetable allotments 
under the I9AI AAA program have 
been sent to most of the 52 coun­
ties in Texas which will have such 
allotments.

The allotments are determined 
on the basu of the 1935-37 aver­
age acreage or the average of a 
later period adjusted to the 1936- 
37 level, E N Holmgreen, state 
AAA administrative officer, said 
in announcing that notices had 
been sent to the counties.

No attempt is being made to 
reduce the arreage planted to 
commercial vegetables, he said, 
but only to stabilize pnxluctlon In 
those areas In which the acreage i 
planted has shown derided In- 
rrea-ses In recent years The allot­
ments do not apply to acreage 
planted to vegetables for home 
use

Commercial vegelables Include 
all vegetables or truck crops if 
which any portion of the pro­
duction is sold to persons not 
living on the farm, except such 
crops gniwn In home gardens for 
use on the farm, peas for canning 
or freezing, sweet corn for can­
ning, and dried beans, cowpeas, 
bulbs and flowers, watermelons, 
cantaloupes, sweet potatoes and 
strawb«-rrtes.

To make ham or bacon milder 
In salt flavor, Snyder aaya soaking 
thin pieces one hour and thicker 
pieces like hams three hours In 
cold well water Is helpful. After 
aiaklng the pieces .should be hung 
to dry, preferably over night and 
then smoked for color and taste. 
Usually fires built on two con­
secutive days, "and not tuo much 
fire." will make the meat a bright 
lustrous brown. Hams and shoul­
ders can always stand a little 
mure smoke than bacon and loins.

Snyder cautions that If the 
weather this winter gets quite 
warm before the salt has pene­
trated U) the center of the meat It 
may be necessary to put It In cold 
storage.

of brown sugar. Snyder says h " : 
u.sed commercial white granulated 
,ind 'just a little more than one I 
half of the mixture In the first | 
rubbing uf the meat " A week later 
he rubbed the hams, bacon and 
shoulders a si-cond time The 
carcass was thoroughly chilled In 
cold storage before cuttmg for 
treatment The small, thin pieces, 
such as the loins which had been 
boned, the top end of the shoul­
ders, or boston butts, and Jowls, 
were not treated again as they 
had received enough salt in the 
first rubbing to cure them suf­
ficiently

Snyder says the thin pieces like 
the loins should be cured within 
ten days and the bacon In about 
two weeks, allowing one and one- 
half days to the pound per piece. 
The hams and shoulders to keep 
through h o t  weather without 
refrigeration should be in cure
