In all 
probability, the unpleasantness will 
soon cease and It will not be neces- 
nary to have the teeth removed If 
it does not cease soon, your dentist 
A ill probably remove the flilings, 
jluce a «-ement base in the cavities 
jnd new flilings over the cement.^
