SPARKS  RESIGNS.
T i ie  I .a n d  C o in m im to n e r  W r i t e s  a  L e t t e r  t o

th e  P residen t Applying to  Secretary
L am ar au d  Iteslgnriag Ills  Office. 
W a sh in g to n , Nov. 10.—Land Commis­

sioner Sparks yesterday afternoon person­
ally delivered to tho P residen t th e  follow­
ing le tte r defending his coiarse in the 
St. P., M. Ac O. railw ay land  g ran t case, 
and form ally resigned his o ilie r:
To the President:

The honorable Secretary of th e  Interior a d  
vises me by letler, dated the llth  iist., in effeot, 
that bo should on that date preseat to you the 
alternative of selecting a new Secretary of the 
Iaterior or a new Commissioner of the General 
Land office, in view of which I have felt called 
upon to address you this letter.

Under the authority vested ltr tie-Commis­
sioner by the laws and in accordance with regu­
lation and practice pursuant to lawr by which 
action is first taken in the General Land office 
in all matters relating to public lands, I hadr 
previous to September, 1887, made adjustments 
of certain railroad land grants, two ©i whiclv 
known as the Omaha cases, I  had been 
specially directed by the Secretary to report.

On October 7,1887, two decisions of the Secre­
tary were tendered in the Omaha cases, non- 
concurring in my adjustments and overruling 
the authority on which they were based. He 
directed me a t the same time- to cause the 
grant to be adjusted in conformity with the de­
cisions. I now infer from his published letter 
that these decisions were not approved by tbe 
official law adviser for the Department of the 
Interior. The point at issue related to  the 
claim of railroad companies to indemnity for 
hinds that, under railroad granting acts, were 
reserved from the operation of those acts by ex­
press terms of tho statutes.

Previous to 1875, lands that had beeti reserved 
by the Government for Indian and other pur­
poses, and which were excluded, from the 
grants ami from tho operation of the granting 
acts, hud been patented or certified to tho com­
panies. both as granted lands and as indemnity, 
promiscuously with other lands. This seems to 
have been done in pursuance of a practice 
of giving railroad companies whatever they 
asked for. apparently without much considera­
tion of the restrictions and limitations of the 
grunts.

* * * • * ♦ •
It appears to me that the decision of the Su­

preme Court in the Harney case was absolutely 
silent upon the question decided in tho Omaha 
cases, and that not even the obiter of the 
court sustained these decisions. I t  also op 
pears to mo that the question at Issue was not 
in the ease decided by the circuit court for Wis­
consin. and it seemed that the rule of statutory 
interpretation adopted in the Omaha cases was 
the opposite of the rule of construct ion adopted 
by the courts and laid down by law writers. I 
was therefore profoundly convinced that the 
Secretary had I een committed to errors of law 
which, if brought fully to his personal atten­
tion, might be corrected.

It is the practice of the department to per­
mit representatives of railroads and other * ri- 
vate interests to apply for reviews and recon­
siderations of docisiotis wh n questions aro de­
cided against such interests. I believe that, as 
the office of the Government having immediate 
guardianship of the public lands, and in medi- 
at- charge of the issuance of patents under all 
grants of land by Congress, I had at least equal 
right with representatives of private interests 
to ask the Secretary of the Interior to re-ex 
amine a departmental decision. And I believe 
it especially proper to express my views to the 
Seer tury on*, these cases because I had not, 
but would have done so, in the original in­
stance, if 1 hu.i anticipated a change of ruling 
und decision upon the point in que tion. 
Accordingly I waited upon the Secretary 
and personally expressed to him my desire to 
have u review of the decisions in these cases. 
He suggested to me to let the matter rest for 
the present, in which suggestion I of course 
cheerfully acquiesced. The formal application 
for review, couched inm ost respectful terms, 
was completed about October ¿ti, but was not 
put upon the official iccords and was not made 
public.

On November 10 I received a note from the 
Secretary desiring me to present to him what I 
had to say upon this subject. My letter was 
accordingly signed and delivered to him on the 
l lth  inst., with necessary charge of data and 
Other corrections that had been made. A copy 
of this letter is herewith inclosed for your in­
spection. and for your judgment both upon sub­
stance of m atter und upon official aourtesy ol 
form and expression. Several important ques­
tions were decided in the Omaha cases other 
than the one referred to herein, which justly 
call lor consideration upon the point of agree­
ment w ith or contravention of decisions of the 
Supreme Court of the United Stales, but I con­
fined my application for review to the question 
of “indemnity for lands excluded from the op­
eration of the granting acts.“ that being ol 
o v ( rail ado w i n g i m porta nee.

In presenting this application I informed the 
Secretary that it w ould not be made public un 
less by himself. Public attention having now 
been called to the mutter, I shall feel at liberty 
to furnish the press with a copy of this letter 
niter it has been oommuniaated to you aud a 
copy transmitted to him.

It Is but just to say that tbe published com­
munication addressed to me and laid before 
you is no answer to my letter applying for re­
view. The issue raised by me was strictly one 
of law. Tho presentation of the issue was 
strictly in the line of legal argument. In the 
letter addressed to me that issue is not met 
and the effect has been to create the errone­
ous impression that the issue was one 
of authority alone, and that I had refused 
to execute tlic Secretary’s official orders. 
The diversion of the issue from one of legal 
construction to one 6f authority and insubordi­
nation. is tho substitution of force for argument, 
diversion of the public mind from the merits ot 
the case, and, if not resisted by me in this 
presentation to you, would be the suppression by 
that power of a proper and considerate effort on 
Tny part, as the Commissioner of the General 
Land Office, to secure, in the public interest, 
nn impartial hearing before the Secretary of the 
Interior on a purely legal question affecting the 
administration of the office with which I am 
charged.

The office of Commissioner of the General 
Land Office has been one of intense labor, 
imposing a constant sense of high responsi­
bility. Having sought it a t your hands, I have 
continued to hold it only out of a sense 
of duty, with a view of effecting some good to 
the. public. I have endeavored to discharge my 
full duty in it, in the face of many discourage 
ments and much calumny and abuse from those 
whose interests w< re to defeat the policies pur­
sued. I have believed my line of action to be 
correct, and thought 1 had reason for the bclicl 
that it met your approval. If theso decisions 
foreshadow a change in official policy on this 
subject, knowing well what this will mean in 
practical application, I could not, of course, with 
my sense of duty, be tho instrument to effect the 
change.

Having ever, as now, regarded the commis­
sion I hold from you as subject to your recall, 
and desiring to relieve you of any possible em 
barrussment, I herewith tender you ray resigna­
tion of the office of Commissioner of the Gen­
eral Land Office, and ask its early acceptance. 
And in thus sev ring my connection with youi 
administration. I beg to assure you of my earn­
est with that the same wisdom, firmness an i 
Integrity which has thus far so eminently 
marked your administration may continue t« 
enhance you in the estimation of your country­
men.

Persons who have become morphia 
hnhitues remain free from trouble for 
variable periods of time. Some begin 
to suffer seriou^y in a few months, 
others only after years. This difference j 
depends rather upon individual pecu­
liarities than upon the quantity of the 
drug which is taken. But sooner or 
later all degenerate, both bodily and 1 
mentally. They become pale, sallow { 
and emaciated; their appetite is great- , 
ly diminished, and tho digestive \ 
processes are disordered; sleeplessness I 
sets in in spite of their morphia, nnd 
what rest they do get is disturbed by j 
horrible dreams. They become sterile, \ 
and lose their energy and interest in j 
life, while all their thoughts are con- j 
centra ted on their morphia. If they 
have been accustomed to inject tho ! 
drug subcutaneously, thoso parts of 
tho body which are within reach of 
the syringe are one mass of sores, so 
that they are sometimes at a loss to 
find a sound spot where they can 
tolerate nn injection. Tlioso physical 
troubles are bad enough, but tho moral 
ohango eclipses them. No one who lirm 
not had experience of these melancholy 
cases can form an Idea of the moral 
perversion which this habit produces. 
“The constant and increasing use of 
the drug—for this is tho rulo—at length 
enfeebles the will and makes the mail 
a moral paralytic, of all spectacles the 
most pitiable tins side of the grave.” 
(“Opium Smoking and Opium Eat­
ing,” by George Shearer, M. I)., 1S81.) 
Untruth is a second nature with them. 
“As a rule no one thinks of trusting to 
the word of an opium smoker, his char­
acter is wholly unreliable.” (George 
Shearer;) the same may certainly be 
said of tho morphia habitue. Levin­
stein. one of the greatest German au­
thorities on the subject, says: “Edu­
cated, intelligent men and women, 
otherwise deserving of respect, de­
scend to lying.” Even Du Quincov, 
though ho denies moral perversion, 
admits that opium renders a man inca­
pable of doing what lie knows to bo 
right. “The opium eater loses liono'of 
his moral susceptibilities or aspirations; 
ho wishes and longs as earnestly as 
ever to realize what he believes possible 
and feels to bn exacted by duty; but 
liis intellectual apprehension of what is 
possible infinitely outruns his power, not 
of execution only, but even of power to 
attempt. Ho lies under the weight of 
incubus and nightmare; lie lies in sight 
of all that lie would fain perform, just 
as a man forcibly confined to his bod by 
the mortal languor of a relaxing disease 
who is compelled to witness injury or 
outrage offered to some object of his 
tenderost love; he curses tho spoils 
which chain him down from motion; 
lie would lay down his life if he might 
but get up and walk, blithe is power­
less as an infant, and can not even at­
tempt to riso.” —("Confessions of an 
English Opium Eater.” ) The morphia 
habit may even transform the tenderest 
affection into hate. I have known a 
happy home rendered almost uninhab­
itable and a husband driven to despair 
by the terrible change produced in the 
character of his wife by the inlluenco of 
this habit.—Nineteenth Century.

Lasy and clnmsy-looking ns the ele­
phant appears in our menageries, where 
it is merely an object of curiosity, iu 
Asia it is as useful an animal as tho 
horse, nnd is, indeed, employed in a 
greater variety of wavs.

There aro few, if any, tasks which a 
horse can be trusted to perforin with­
out careful and constant guidance; 
whereas the elephant is frequently 
given as much independence of action 
as a man would have for the same 
work. This is notably tho case in the 
lumber yards of Rangoon and Maul- 
mein, where the entire operat on of 
moving and piling the heavy timber is 
performed bj’ male elephants without 
any special supervision by the keepers.

The logs to be moved are teak-wood, 
which is very heavy. They are cut into 
lengths of twenty feet, with a diameter 
of perhaps a square of about a foot 
An elephant will go to a log, kneel 
down, thrust his tusks under tho mid­
dle of it, curl his trunk over it, test it 
to see that it is evenly balanced, and 
then riso with It and easily carry it to 
the pile which is being made.

A  Iloou to  M e n  am t WomMi W ith 
Xluis T han  Money.

Frank Stockton’s idea of living on a 
canal boat as described in tho pages of 
his charming novel “ ltudder Grunge” 
is after all a practical one. In England 
house-boats, as these floating domiciles 
are called, have grown in favor among 
certain classes, and now when an art­
ist or an author wants to spend his va­
cation in a jolly, healthy way out of 
reach of duns ho tits up a house-boat 
and sails, or rather drifts, away fur 
pastures new.

The house-boat lias ninny things in 
its favor. They can be built for a 
small amount of money and be made 
very comfortable and hoine-like. There 
is uo fear of being upset or of storms 
and sca-siekuess, and the voyager can 
slumber as peacefully as by his own 
fireside, surrounded by his household 
gods.

Those who contemplate a cruise in a 
house-bout next summer will bo thank­
ful to Mr. Raymond Radelifib, who de­
scribes how to furnish one. He says: 
Every thing should bo liglit and easily 
handled. Let the rooms he laid with 
matting, which is cool and clean; put 
rags down if you like, they are easily- 
rolled lip and shaken, but avoid 
carpets as out of place; sofas and 
couches aro an abomination; thoy take 
up tlie room of half a dozen people, 
make the saloon look small and are 
useless. Besides, if you are tired you 
can lie down on cushions, of which a 
house-boat can not have too many.

The deck should have a stair-ease 
leading iqi from tlie front, not an nil- 
comfortable ladder as so many use, but 
good broad spiral wooden steps; they 
take up no more room and look better. 
Round tho deck railing run stanchions 
about two feet six inches high, if higher 
than this they make the boat look top- 
heavy. Do not use either ropes or 
chains. They aro much tronblc, and 
you can not loan over a loose rope or 
put any’ weight upon it. Let tho deck 
1)0 covered with canvas painted while. 
Kaniptniieon or oilcloth will not lie 
flat. Once you get ridges or waves in 
tho covering every boat-hook will find 
them out and your life will be one per­
petual mending of rents. The awnings 
should be iiung upon a framework of 
one-inch iron poles about six feet apart 
Liglit linen is quite strong enough. 
Awnings are intended to shade one 
from the sun, nothing else, nnd a heavy 
awning is nn infinite trouble to fix, and 
is no better when fixed than tlie light­
est. Let your dock project well over 
tho house, so that when washed it will 
carry tlio water clear. With a too nar­
row deck your window curtains will be 
saturated every morning.

Most house-boats carry two anchors, 
but four are much better. Throw 
them two fore and two aft with tlio 
chains crossed; let them have plenty of 
chain to prevent dragging, nnd your 
boat will ride out tlie heaviest gale 
without swinging. If you only have 
two anchors moor witli ropes fore and 
aft to tho shore, and throw tlio anchors 
out well into the stream. In mooring 
always choose a place where the stream 
runs strongly. The air of the river de­
pends more upon tlie stream than any­
thing else; a bright, clear current gives 
a bright, sharp air. If you anchor over 
a dull, deep pool, you will be pestered 
with midges and fogged up every night 
with mist.

No one who has ever lived on n 
house-boat wdll willingly desert it. Tho 
morning plunge into tlie stream, the 
perpetual life, movement nnd sunshine 
of the river, the keen nir of morning 
nnd the delicious calm nt sunset, are a 
combination not to bo matched other 
than nt yachting; but while tho latter 
is somewhat lonesome, in a house-boat 
ennui is unknown. There is always a 
stream of bonts, tugs with their follow­
ing of picturesque barges nnd launches 
with tlieir holiday makers. To be dull 
on a house-boat is an impossibility, 
while n man who takes a pride in his 
boat can never bo idle. There is al­
ways something to bo done. If it rains, 
fish. If it is windy, sail. If it is too 
hot to move, go on deck and lie in a 
deck chair under tlie awning and 
sleep. On the hottest days there is al­
ways a breeze on tho deck.—Time.

If farm animals arc to come out of 
winter quarters in good condition they 
must go into them in good condition. 
In a climate like that in the Northern 
States and Territories a gain in weight 
and condition during the winter is 
hardly to be expected; tho cold is 
severe, the protection is pool*, and the 
period of confinement very long. Most 
farmers roly eutiroly on hay, straw, 
corn-fodder and grain to keep their 
stock over winter. They are all dry, 
and tho animais are likely to become 
tired of them long before grass starts in 
the spring. Farmers in the Northwest 
who raise the condition of tlielr stock 
during tho long and cold winters do so 
at a large expense. They build costly 
barns, feed out a large amount of grain 
that could be converted into money, 
and spend much time in taking caro of 
their animals. Even then tho gain is 
very small. If sold by weight the 
majority of farm animals would bring 
more in the f.tll than in tho spring. 
Making beef, mutton, pork or horse­
flesh during tho winter is generally 
unprofitable. The loss from the corn- 
crib and oat-bin is not made up by the 
gain iu the animals that are fed from 
them.

Thus the law of compensation is seen 
working in all things, m iking good on 
one hand, approximately at least, what 
is wanting on the other; not by 
the special mysterious interference of 
Providence or other power with natur­
al conditions and processes, for the 
benefit of tho individual, as many 
claim, but through the inevitable se­
quence of cause and effect, by which 
senses nnd faculties become, through 
unusual training, abnormally develop­
ed and th d r value radically enhanced.

This is caused by the cavod workings 
of years past, and the groutd above 
these old drifts has been settling, and 
finally causing these cavities on the 
surface.

ties of grain during the winter. All 
young animals should be taught to eat 
dry food before it becomes their con­
stant diet. If calves, colts and lambs 

i never eat hay till they are shut up in 
i stables, they will fall off in condition 
I before they become accustomed to it 
, They should have a little given to them 
each day in the pastures as soon as 
they are weaned. They should also be 

| taught to eat grass and cornstalks.
| The change from green and tender 
• grass to dry food is likely to bring on 
j constipation and to lead to other bad 
results. The change from grass to hay, 
like that from milk to grass, is likely 
to impair tho condition of young ani­
mals, and if they loose flesh during the 
early part of the winter there is little 
prospect that they will commence to 
gain till the grass starts the succeed­
ing spring.

All farm animals should be examined 
to ascertain if they harbor lice or other 
vermin before they are shut up in win­
ter quarters. These creatures increase 
faster in winter than in summer, partly 
because the thicker coats of animals 
afford better protection for them, and 
partly because there are fewer destruc­
tive agents during tho time they are 
kept in stables. The lice on cattle and 
the ticks on sheep pass from one ani­
mal to nnother of the same species 
when they are kept in close contact 
If they fnll on the floor they will find 
their way back when the animal lies 
down to rest During the summer1 
there is much dust flying in the air, 
which lodges in the coats of animals and 
causes lice to loosen their hold on them 
and to fall off. Animals are also led by 
instinct to roll in the dust and to throw 
it over their bodies. Reason should lead 
farmers to scatter fine dust, pulverized 
tobacco, or insect powder over animals 
that are kept in confinement Almost 
any kind of soft fat is valuable for 
keeping animals free of lice. It may 

; not kill them, but it appears distasteful 
to them, while it interferes with loco 
motion. Fat cattle nre not often trou­
bled with lice because their skins aro so 
oily. A small amount of carbolic acid 
or tobaccojuice added to fat or oil 
makes a most effective substance to ap- 
plv to cattle with a view to driving off 
lice and preventing them from securing 
a place to live and multiply. It is 
comparatively easy to keep cattle free 
from vermin if none are on them when 
they arc taken up at the commence­
ment of cold weather. If they once 
get on a creature it is hard to displace 
them. One lot will be hatching while 
another is being destroyed or driven 
off. Tho chances are that the lousy 
animal will become feeble before the 
civuso of its suffering is discovered or 
removed.—Chicago Times.

filth from the gutters. A surpri ingly 
large quantity of waste matter will 
gather on a roof in a short time. At­
mospheric dust, pollen from trees and 
plants, droppings of birds, insects, 
small dead animals, nnd the wear of 
the roof covering, all these are washed 
into the cistern with the first part of 
the shower, and make the water ex­
tremely filthy. A cistern often becomes 
a collection of filth, which renders the 
water wholly unfit for drink.—Amer­
ican Agriculturist.

—Mashed Potatoes: Potatoes fot ' 
this purpose should be boiled long 
enough if pared before cooking, so 
that they will mash easily with no 
hard lumps. If not pared before cook­
ing, they may be taken up when still 
quite hard, which will prevent the ! 
liability of breaking to pieces. Pul - 
back in the kettle with just sufficient 
water to cover. Let them boil fast un- | 
til soft, and the water is all gone. 
Then add a piece of butter, salt and a 
little milk, the proportions of which 
can only be dttermined by experience, 
and mash smooth.—Farm, Field and 
Stockman.

O B ITU A R Y .
Died, in this city, November 16th, 

1887, Mrs. Ann W. Hunt, at the ad­
vanced age of 87 years.

Here, at 
the age of 20 years, she mairied Hi­
ram Hunt, fiye sons and two daughters 

j being the result of this union, six of 
whom survive the death of their moth“ 

j er. With her husband and family, in 
the year 1854, she moved to Milton, 
Wisconsin, and from there to this city, 
in the spring of 1867, where she had 
since resided. Mrs. Hunt, or "Grand­
ma,” as she was more familiarly 
known, was one of the pioneers of 
this country, in many respects, h -ving 
a clear recollection of the War of 1812, 
and being an eye witness to several 
thrilling incidents connected there­
with, notably the burning of the ship­
ping. and the saoking of Saybrook, the 
home of her childhood, by the Brit- j 
ish. One of her greatest enjoyments | 
in life was the presence of children;] 
and "Grandma” was never more happy 
than when contributing, in some man­
ner, to their amusement and comfort. 
Early in life sho united with the Con­
gregational Church, being a firm be­
liever in Christianity. The last few 
years of her ltfe she was deprived of 
her eyesight, and suffered considerably 
from poor health; but her faith never | 
wavered, and into her daily life she 
always carried the same kindly Christ­
ian acts and deeds she professed at the 
altar. Tne Sunday proceeding her 
death she seemed quite strong, and 
ate a hearty breakfast, but, about 9 
o'clock, she was suddenly taken with 
spasms and fainting, and rapidly grow 
worse, until Wednesday evening,when 
she passed peacefully away. Her fu­
neral took place at 11 o’clock, Sunday 
morning, from the residenoe ef her 
son, ’Squire F. B. Hunt, where she had 
lived and died, the Rev. W. B. Fisher, 
of Minneapolis, who had been sent for 
for the occasion, preaching the funeral 
sermon, and her remains were interred 
in Prairie Grove Cemetery. To sor­
rowing relatives and mourners our 
heartfelt sympathies are extended, 
with the consolation for them that the 
good and kindly soul is free from pain

LAN D  PURCHASES.
Some of the Most (Iratlfrlng Products at

Demoorutlo Policy.
The United States originally com­

prised the old thirteen colonies cast of 
the Alleghenies which fought tho revo­
lutionary war and afterwards beoame 
the thirteen original States. When 
the treaty of peace was made at Paris 
in 1788 it was an interesting question 
what should be the Western, or rather 
the Northwestern boundary, the British 
commissioners proposing to draw a line 
from Lake Erie to a point somewhere 
on the Upper Ohio river. This would 
have reserved to the mother country 
all the magnificent Northwest Terri­
tory, as it was cnUed, which tho old 
colony of Virginia had partially con­
quered from the Indians and then 
claimod os part of its domain. The 
American commissioners instead on 
the surrender of it to tho United 
States, and two of them, Franklin and 
Jay, declared if It was not Conceded 
they would return home and leave 
matters where they stood at the battlo 
of Yorktown. The British commis­
sioners yielded at last; they could not 
foresee tlie luture value and impor­
tance of a wilderness occupied at the 
time by hostile Indians, and, in sur­
rendering their claim to it, they 
had little conception of what they 
were doing. The country, as de­
fined by this treaty, comprised 
all tho domain south of the St. 
Lawrenco river and lakes on the north 
and east of tlie Mississippi, with the 
exception of that part of the present 
State of Louisiana east of the river, and 
the Territory of Florida—an area of
827.500 square miles. This was tlie be­
ginning. The domain was a mag­
nificent one and the statesmen of that 
ilay thought—if they ever took the 
trouble to think about tho matter at 
all—that it was enough for all time. 
But they could not grasp the tremen­
dous future that was about to press 
upon them. Twenty years later, and 
while some of the American commis­
sioners who had negotiated tlie treaty 
of Paris ’ were still living. President 
Jefferson, by a stroke of statesmanship 
which, in the language of James G. 
Blaine, deserves to bp commemorated 
by a statuo to the Father of Democracy 
in St. Louis, bought the Louisiana 
territory from France, paying $15,000,- 
000 for it. In telling tho Louisiana 
territory Napoleon hail a better idea of 
what lie was doing than the British 
commissioners had when they gave up 
the Northwest territory in 1783, but 
even Napoleon only dimly discerned 
what the wilderness he was parting 
with would grow into. It included the 
vast ilomuin lying west of the Missis­
sippi and north of Texas, Mexico and 
California, and extending to British 
America, now embracing tue States of 
Arkansas, Colorado, Missouri, Louis­
iana. Kansas, Nebraska, Iowa, Minne­
sota and Oregon, the Indian Nation, 
and the Territories of Dakota, Idaho» 
Montano, Wyoming and Washington 
—the whole having an area of X,173,- 
000 square miles—nearly a third 
greater than tho original domain ol the 
country.

The next noquisition of territory was 
that of Florida, l»ought front Spain at 
a cost of $5,000,000 by tlie Monroe 
Administration, in 1821. By this pur-

miles
itory, anil secured a contin­

uous lino of seacoast from Maine to 
the Sabine river.

Texas was annexed in 1845-, under 
the Polk Administration, giving us an 
additional 270.000 square miles. Out 
of this annexation grew the Mexican, 
war, under tlie same Administration, 
in 1847, which ended in the conquest of 
the territory now embraced in part oi 
Arizona, California, Colorado, New 
Mexico, Nevada, Utah, and small parts 
of Kansas and Wyoming, anil having 
an area of 036,000 square miles.

Under the Administration of Mr. 
Pierce, in 1858, we negotiated the 
“ Gadsden purchase,” as it was called, 
by which we acquired an additional
45.500 square miles, now included in 
Arizona.

The next and last acquisition was 
that of Alaska, under the Andrew 
Johnson Administration, in 1868. This 
added a territory of 575,000 square 
miles area to the country, and extended 
its northern limit up within the Arctic 
circle. We paid for it $7,500,000. An

D ishonest R epublican P o s tm a s t e r s  Made 
t o  D is g o rg e  T h e i r  S p o ils .

Very little has been said about the 
good work done by the Democratic 
Administration in turning the rnseyls 
out of post-offices they hold all ««or 
the country, but nevertheless it lit» re­
sulted in a very considerable retrtoch- 
nicnt of expenses. There was wide­
spread stealing by Republican post­
masters, but it would never have been 
heard of if the people had not decided 
to open tho books and have Dem­
ocratic officials to examino. That 
is why a great many fourth- 
class {Mist-offices which used to 
pay the postmaster from $50 to $100 
a quarter do not pay tho present in- 
combent more than one-tenth of that 
revenue. The reason is that the new 
Democratic postmasters charge ju^t 
what their business entitles them to, 
wliei eus their Republican predecessor* 
charged just ns much as ,hey thought 
they could got from tho f-rolligate Re­
publican Administration. Fourtli-class 
postmasters aro paid according to the 
number of stamps they cancel, or, in 
other words, according to tho amount 
of mail originating at that otUee to bo 
forwarded to the rest of tho world. 
‘The department," says Chief Cle.'lr 

Roy, “ has very frequently to send out 
an inspector to see what is tho rensoft 
for the serious fallingoff in postal busi­
ness, as indicated by reduced salaries 1 
earned by tho new postmasters. A 
postmaster now at tho end of j 
the quarter claims only $5 or 
$6 as the amount duo him 
on tlie business of his office for tho 
three months. The hooks show that 
his predecessor was ill tlie habit of 
making $70 or $80 every quarter. Tlie 
nspector investigates and finds that 

there has been no apparent falling off 
in business. Tho offieo is not boy- 
cottod; fully ns many people patronizo 
it as formerly, and they send as much 
mail matter as they had been accus- 1 
tomoil to send. Tho explanation is 
that while the Republican postmaster ¡ 
hail only done $5 or $6 worth of busi­
ness he represented that he had dono 
ten times as much and claimed accord- 
ngly. Tho department lias practically 

had to take the word of the post­
master; at least, it has generally done 
so. The marked difference between 
the largo charges- made by the post- j 
masters of tho old regime and tho 
small charges made by their Demo- ¡ 
crattc successors, who did not know 
how to steal, suggested to the Demo­
cratic Administration that there ap­
peared to be something wrong, and 
that an investigation was needed. The 
investigation has proved that the Re­
publican postmasters-have- been charg­
ing away out of all proportion to tlie 
business done. Tho- charge lia» been 
brought home to a largo- number of 
them, and so thoroughly that gener­
ally the delinquent returned to the 
Government what: ho had wrongfully 
drawn in years past, and whenever the j 
delinquent official hns failed to settle 
the bondsman has- generally eosae to 
the front with alacrity. In this way j 
the present Administration-has already 
recovered about half a million dollars 
from Republican fourth-class post­
masters who had been in the habit of 
drawing for a bigger' 1 wines* than 
they really transacted. ”— Washington 
Post.

the body of tho country. A part 
of British Amorlca lies between the 
two. This awkward arrangement 
grows out of the Oregon boundary 
treaty of 1846. The British and our­
selves both claimed tho whole of Ore­
gon Territory; we up to latitudo 54.40, 
and the dispute waxed so warm and war­
like that "Fifty-four Forty or Fight,” 
actually became an alliterative war- 
cry; but a treaty was finally mado at 
Washington, by which tho British 
backed up and we back 'd down to the 
forty-ninth parallel, which has ever 
since constituted the boundary.

It will bo observed that this succes­
sion of acquisitions by which, in the 
brief period of sixty-five years, the or­
iginal domain of the country was ex­
panded from 827,500 to 8,600.000 square 
ntilos, or more than quadrupled, was 
the work almost exclusively of Demo­
cratic administrations. Indeod, if we 
call James Monroe and Andrew John­
son Democrats—*nd they can not prop­
erly be called any thing else—then 
every foot of territory added to the 
original domain is the product of the 
Democratic policy which Mr. Jefferson 
inaugurated in the Louisiana purchase 
in 1803. —St. Louis Republican.

Fur trimmings are arranged in wide 
borders on the foot of skirts of cloth 
and velvet gowns, and in still wider 
borders on long cloaks. Tho fancy for 
lengthwise trimmings on jackets ex­
tends to thoso of cloth as w»’ll as of 
seal-skin, borders being reserved for 
long garments, and indeed many pre­
fer long cloaks trimmed down the front 
and back instead of in a border across 
the foot, which detracts from the ap­
parent height. Pipings or edgings of 
fur, making sometimes n small roll 
like a binding, are used in short furs 
such as beaVtir, seal and Persian lamb­
skin. Russian sable is the costly brown 
fur chosen by tho rich; very pretty 
brown effects arc given in mink by hav­
ing rows of tlie dark tails crossing a 
wide border, or else tho dark stripe on 
the hack of the animal passes down tho 
middle of a band of tho four-inch trim­
ming width. The new wolverine also 
comes in brown sable shades, and is 
very durable for trimming muffs, lioa*, 
etc. Tlie old-fasliioned st »ne-maiten is 
«gain a fashionable brown fur, and 
natural plucked beaver is still used, 
notwithstanding its many rivals.

Strong and showy trimmings for 
large garments are borders of the black 
lieqr, or of the lighter brown bears. 
Imported wraps and tailor gowns aro 
trimmed with black caracal, the glossy 
fleece with large waves formerly called 
Astrakhan, and once in vogue for 
saeques; this rivals the Persian lamb­
skin with its smaller waves and shorter 
fleece. The genuine Astrakhan, closely 
curled and without luster, is especially 
liked for trimming mourning garments. 
The revived caracal is originally of 
dark brown shades, and is shown thus 
as trimmings, muff, capo or boa. Tlie 
fox furs, blue, gray, silver, black and 
the cross fox, all remain in fashion, also 
the various black furs with long fleece, 
such as lynx and black marten; c lored 
beavers are less used than formerly. 
The raccoon is a showy, light and inex­
pensive far, and the prettily shaded 
skins of th« gray Australian opossum 
are now mutch used. Krimmer (or 
gray Astrakhan), a chinchilla anil ot­
ter, also spotted leopard borders, are 
chosen alike-for laities anil children's 
wraps. Vests! waistcoats, plastrons, 
and revers of tho short-fleeced furs arc 
on many winter garments, and entire 
lower skirts of furs are- among many 
midwinter luxuries forgwwns of ckrth 
and velvet. White-fox and the crinkled 
Chinese lamb-skin» (»called also manda­
rin lamb) trim evening cloaks and tbo 
white cloaks worn by children. Brown 
furs, especially natural plucked beaver 
and brook otter, are also handsome on 
children’s white desks* Tail trim­
mings like fringe are fashionahie in the 
dark furs for udging visitesaed other 
mantles of fur, plush, velvet o* cloth.

—Never allow a nail or splinter to 
protrude from any part of the stall. 
By guarding against such it may save a 
valuable animal.

—A mixture of »right pounds of corn 
meal, three pounds linseed meal, and 
six pounds wheat bran, with as much 
hay as a steer call eat, is an excellent 
ration for fattening.

—Table linens should always bo 
hemmed by hand. Not only do they 
look more dainty; but thero is never a 
streak of dirt under tho edge after be­
ing luundrictl as with machine sewing.

—It is falacy to milk cows but once 
a day when they drop off in yield. As 
long as tlie cow is milked it should bo 
twice a day. It is injurious to both 
cow anil milk to allow tho milk to re­
main so long In the uildcr.—N. Y. Ob­
server.

—Suet Pudding: Chop lino three 
onneos of beef suet, same quantity of 
bread crumbs, small pint of flour, 
pinch of salt. Mix well, tlion add one 
teacup of preserves anil enough water 
to niakeit soft; then put in a floured bag 
and boil three hours. Any fruit cm» 
be used instead of preserves if pre­
ferred,—Excha nge.

—Put a lump of ice on a clean folded 
towel; take a pin and cover its head 
with a fold of tlie towel in your hand; 
you will find that you can drive the pin 
instantly through the thickest part of 
the ice, chipping it into large or small 
bits as you S&tjriire, and as fast as you 
can move yowr hand from one piece to 
the other.— Louis Republican..

Bread Pudding: One quart of milk, 
ono pint bread crumbs, the yelks of 
throe eggs; one ettp of sugar, a saiall 
piece of butter; flavor to taste; bake 
twenty minutes; when cool spread jelly 
over it; beat to» a froth tlie reserved 
whites of eggs;, mix with one table- 
spoonful of sugar;: pile on top of the 
jelly and set in a ho* oven until slightly 
bro wn od. —Fannev and Man ufacturev.

—Rusks: Ten ounces flour, two 
ounces blitter, one- teaspoonful of bak­
ing powder, half a teacupful of milk. 
Warm the milk and butter, and stir 
them to the dry ingredients. Shape 
tlie mixture quickly into small round» 
enkes, and bake them» at once in a nnlib­
erate oven. When they are nearly, 
done take them out,.split them and 
bake them again a pale brown.—ln±- 
diana/io’is Sentinel.

Allies o f T im ber L an d  B urned  O ver 
l a  A rk a n sa s—E ffects o f  th e  

D rought.

Tlie Clucinnatl Southern Railroad 
Shops Burned— OIL Warehouse 

Destroyed.

To rest Fires in Southern Illinois—Steam­
boat iBnrned—Fire in Ontario and 

at Wichita.

L it t l e  R o c k , Ark., Nov. 19.—F orest fires 
o re  burning ut m any points north , west, 
sou th  uud e as t of th is  city , and tho smoke 
has se ttled  down so dense as to bo alm ost 
in tolerable. F o r four days fires liavo been 
rag ing  on the hills and in the bottom s of 
th e  Rod and (Sulphur rivers n ear T exar­
kana, sw eeping every  th in g  before them , 
lapping up canebrakes w here  thousands of 
c u ttle  have  been feeding for m onths, vis­
iting  farm s and leaving in th e ir  tru ck  
blackened ru ins of homes, fencing 
and outhouses. A ll available help is 
em ployed in fighting tho progress 
.of th e  flumes. Largo num bers 
o f  ca ttle  .an d  hogs huve been 
c au g h t in the  flumes and destroyed. U n­
less ruin comes speedily the  loss of life and 
destruction  of p roperty  w ill bo great. A t 
Hope y esterday  fires wore rag ing  ail 

.around th e  lowu and smoko in the  town 
w as alm ost stifling. U reat s tre tch es  of 
fences have boon burnod and farm ers a re  
organized fighting th e  flam es day and 
n ight, but w ith little  hope of slay in g  th e ir  
p rogress w ithout rain. A t L ittle  Rock 
only four and a  ha lf inches of ruin has 
fallen  for nourly five m onths and little  
m ore has fallen a t any point now ravaged 
by fire. E v ery  th in g  is d ry ;  wells and 
sm all stream s ev ery w h ere  a re  d ry in g  up 
un d er tho influence of tho longest d rough t 
e v e r known.

RAILROAD SHOPS BURNED.
C incinnati, N ov. 19.—A t 2:30 o’clock 

.yoslerduy m orning a  h re  s ta r te d  in the 
c a rp e n te r  shop of the C incinnati S ou thern  
railw ay a t Ludlow, Ky., and spread w ith  
g re a t rapidity , owing to the  laeiz of w ater 
and t ho fact th a t  Ludlow has no firo de­
partm ent. The im m ense car and mnehiuo 
shops, covering two acres of grouud, were 
to ta lly  destroyed, together w ith a ll tho 
tools and m achinery and a large  num ber of 
c a r s  and m aterial. The round house caugh t 
firo and wus u t firs t thought to be doomed, 
bu t by heroic efforts by tne  employes, lhe 
enginos m it wore rem ov .d  and the  build­
ing  itse lf wus saved.

C ity o f  Mexico, v ia  Galveston, Nov. 16. 

—A lively seusntion w as caused here by 
th t^urrival of a c ircu lu r le tte r  issued by 
th e  Cutholic Bishop of the  S ta te  of Tumuu- 
lipas, in w hich he said th a t homage to tho 
V irgin of G uadeloupe, th e  patron sa in t of 
th e  country, wus not obligatory on th e  part 
of th e  faithfu l, and it is intim ated th a t  the 
Papal au thority  ta against m aking such 
homage a  point of doctrine in Mex­
ico. This s tr ik es  a  trem endous blow 
ag ain st a  tim e-honored practice  in 
th is  country, and comes a t  a  tim e 
when the ooronution of the  V irgin of 
Guuduloupe is th e  sub ject of an angry  con­
troversy  betw een L iberal ur.d C hurch pa rty  
new spapers. I t  is a sse rted  hero by the 
L .b c ra ls  th a t Pi-pi Leo does not favor the 
devotion of Mexican Cuth-dica to th e  Virgin 
of Guailaloupe to  the  ex tan t i t  has been 
practiced, aud th a t he is desirous th a t  the  
Mexican C hurch should com bat th e  grow ­
ing L iberalism  of tho coun try  by renew ed 
a tten tion  to the  education  of the  common 
peoplo und so iden tify ing  tho C hurch with 
the  best in te res ts  of tho  people. Largo 
num bers of C atholics hero sym pathize 
w nh  tho reported  u ttitude  of the 
Holy Father. One prom inent B ish­

TER R IB LE  EXPLOSION.
| F e a r f u l  E x p lo s io n  o f  D y n a m i t e  N e a r  lu ll-  

p e n n in g , M i d i .—M i L iv e s  L o s t .
I s n i’EMiNO, Mich., Nov. 17 —Shortly  be- 

' fore noon yesterday  people living in Red 
Jacket, Calum et, H oughton and Hancock 
w ere  stu d ied  by a loud explosion resem ­
bling an earthquake. W indow s were 
broken end ligh t a rtic le s  th row n from 
tab les and walls. I t  w as scon discovered 
th a t an explosion hud occurred in the  
buildings of tho H ancock C’bemicul Com­
pany, several m iles from Hancock, and an 
exumiiiutiou revealed tliu t the  packing 
Louse, w here dynam ite w a s  put in packages 
of sticks, hod en tire ly  disappeared, w here 
it had stood only a  lew  m om ents before 
being only a yaw ning pit for ton to fifteen 
feet deop and of la rg e r size than the  build­
ing which had stood on it. Six men wore 
in th e  building a t  the  tim e of th e  ex­
plosion, T heir names w ere W illiam  
ROnard, C harles Hnrkell, .Thomas Thomp­
son, Timothy Cowley, Willium K ing aud 
W ilburn Tapp. Tupp was a m an th ir ty  
years of age, and tho othor five w ere from  
eighteen to tw enty-tw o years. Joseph  La- 
belle, foreman of th e  works, hud le ft th e  
packing house shortly  before the  explosion.

; He w as throw n to th e  ground and stunned, 
bu t bis injuries w ill not prove fatal. Thu 
glycerine house und laboratiA-y w hich 
stood only a sho rt d istance away w ere to­
tally  wrecked. Several large iron acid 
tan k s B unding several rods from  the  pack­
ing house were blown six hundred feet 
into tho fo rest w here  th ey  w ere tw isted  
out of all shape. The muin building es­
caped serious damage. Search  was begun 
a t noon for th e  bodies of the  six  victim s 
and continued un til uightfull. AH th a t  
w as found was a  dozen small sc raps of 
flesh. T here was over a  ton of dynum ito 
in tho packing house. Tho loss to th e  com­
pany is about 910 (XX). Tho cause of tho 
explosion will never be kuovvn.

In  fifteen m inutes a f te r  tho alarm 
sounded th e  flames had spread to the cot­
ton stored  iu p ress No. 4, w hich wus to the 
south  and which contained 5,000 bales. 
The on lire  fire departm ent of th e  d epart­
m ent of the  city  w as on hand, bill could do 
nothing tow ard  extinguishing tbs'flames, 
and devoted their a tten tion  to the  saViug 
of p ress No. L which w as eas t of tho tracks 
and contained 9,000 bales. Hill, Fontaine 
tk Co.’s shed, in which w ere 30,000 bales ol 
cotton, joined th is to tho north, while 
Z ehte’s shed, w ith 15,000 bales, was 

i d irec tly  south. A ll tliis cotton, 54,000 
j bales, w as in g rea t danger, bu t forluuulely 

the  wind wus blowing fuvorubly and ear­
n ed  the  flames tow ard tlio river. About 
forty  ears  belonging to  the Chesapeake, 
Ohio & Southw estern  railroad, and which 
w ere loaded with cotton ready to be 
shipped cast, wero burned, together with 
contents.

Tho cotion destroyed w as principally  for 
export. I t  was valued a t 9630,000. The 
am ount of insurance in ail probability will 
not exceed six ty  per ot liL of the  loss. 
Tho presses and build ings of the Cotton 
P ress Company wero valued ut 9125,0.<0, 
w hich w ere also p a rtia lly  insured. The 
flumes covered an urea  of th ree  blocks und 
lightod up the  en tire  city.

The or,gin of the fire is unknown, bu t is 
supposed to be incendiary, und W alter 
M endenhall, a  firem an on the  L ittle  Hock 
railroad, hus been a rre s ted  on suspicion. 
T here is no positive proof, however, ol his 
guilt.

convention of the U nited  Labor p a rty  fin- 
ished its w ork yesterday , a f te r  a  busy ses­
sion d u riu g  th e  m orning. T he delegates 
spent m ost of th e  m orning in the  d iscus­
sion of n H enry George platform , w hich 
was reported  upon favorably by tbe  com­
m ittee on plutform . This platform  w as 
Anally rejected, aud th e  land theories of 
H onry George partia lly  repudiated. A sub- 
s titu te  platform  was offered by Mr. J . G. 
Crosby, udvocuting tbe  principles of the 
old Froe Boil party , which was adopted as* 
follows:

We, the delegates of the United Labor party 
of Missouri, in convention assembled, respect­
fully submit to lhe candid oonsiderutlon of the 
people of the State the following declaration of 
principles:

That the legitimate functions of good govern­
ment la to provide for eacli and all equul pro­
tection from the fraud or violence of any. and 
equal security in the enjoymen- of natural rights 
and those opportunities for the pursuits of hap­
piness that nature has made common to all 
men.

That whenever tho power of Government s 
used for un.v other than tills legitimate pur­
pose it must evidently be to tho advantage of 
some and to corresponding disadvantage of 
others, that Government has no right to inter­
fere with and can not abrogate these natural 
laws. When the Government, with or without 
consideration, grunts special privileges to any 
of the poople. it is at lhe expense of the rest of 
the people: that such privileges are equally un­
just whether recently granted or clothed wiih 
the respectability of age.

That the Free Soil party of the United States 
was right, when in its platform of 1852, it de­
clared That all men huve a  natural right to a 
portion of the soil and that as the use of its 
soil is indispensable to life, the right of all men 
to the soli Is as sacred as their rl.h ts to life it­
self,” and that a single tax on land values is 
admirably a-iupted to the securing to all men 
their right to the soil without injustice to any.

That all such monopolies as have been built 
up by the assistance of the Government through 
the grant of special privileges, and all neces­
sary enterprises exceeding the power of in­
dividual ability, should be owned and coni rolled 
by tbe Government, as tho postal system 
now is.

That the Australian system of voting should 
be adopted, iu order to secure some approxi­
mation to independence In and purity of elec­
tions.

One end was still in tact, plugged 
up, and a  hole iu tbe  pipe n ear i t  fo r a 
fuse. The pine w as sp lit iu several j 
pieces. F o rtu n a te ly  tho explos.vm was all 
in one d irection—aw ay from  the mon. Tho 
flames w ere speedily extinguished by th e  1 
men and no othor dam age w usdone. It is u , 
supposed the  bomb wus th row n  in an open 
window. The works have liad no tro u b le ; 
w ith thoir men, bu t have beou running a 
double Torco for niue m onths. A theory  is j 
th a t tbo bomb w a s  prepared  by some ono I 
having grudge against tho workm  in, o r ' 
else by an ou t and out anarch ist. I t  was 
filled w ith e ith e r dynam ite or guncotton. 
I t  is now iu possession of th e  police uud tho 
an arch is t is being hunted  for.

oral P. U. B hendun hus p resented  his an- 
nual rep o rt to  the  S ec re tary  of W ar, from 
w hich it uppeurs th a t  r t  th o  dute of th a  
lust re tu rn s  the urm y consisted of 2,2uO 
officers uud 24,238 men, including iadtuii 
sconis.

O f tb e  division of the  M issouri th e  Gen­
eral »ays th a t, while it lias been free  frea t 
In d ian  hostilities of any m agnitude, m aay  
operations of a  m inor n a tu re  liavo- hosts 
necessary . Troops huve been continually  
occupied in patro lling  the  Oaluhuiua coun­
try  und have b e e t successfu l iu keoping' 
in truder»  out of th a t region. The gradual, 
sp read  of ra ilroads th roughou t tho T erri­
to ry  can, however, uttiinulo ly  have but- 
ono effect, and he is now of the  opinion 
th a t C ongress may well consider tlie uii- 
v isab iiity  uf opening up portions a t least of. 
th is  country  to settlem ent.

The G eneral review s the difficulties a ris ­
ing in A u g u st las t in Colorado n ear t i l t  
Uhoompaligro Indian reservation  und their 
determ ination  th rough  th e  intercession ot 
L ieu tenan t B urnett w ith  a  sm all de tach ­
m ent of N in th  cavalry . H e also touches 
upon tbe recen t trouble  occurring  ou the 
Crow Indian reservation  in M ontana und 
its  se ttlem en t by G eneral ltugor. lu  order 
to quiet tho restless young men among 
the Crow Indians, th e  report says. General 
H uger has been author,zed to oulisl about 
th ir ty  of tho ir num ber as scouts uud lake 
them  to F o rt C ns.er. The Crows have a l­
ways bcon friendly ami m ake it a  boast 
th a t they  havo never killed a w hite man, 
aud It would bo u g re a t p ity  if any th in g  
should now occur to d is tu rb  the  peaceful 
re la ,lous of so long standing. He is confi­
den t th a t  G eneral H uger will be able to 
effect a  perm anent se ttlem en t th a t will bo 
sati-ifuciory to tho Crows us well as iu th e  
Governm ent.

The U eueral expresses re g re t a t  th e  fact 
of a  s lig h t increase in the  num ber of de­
sertions du rin g  tha  year, but sees no 
rem edy for it. Ho looks fat ornbly on tbe  
new plau of m onthly payments. Tho re­
cru iting  service, lie says, bus enlisted an 
increased num ber of good mon uud dis­
cipline is good. The a rtille ry , in fan try  
and cavalry schools aro reporlod to be do- 
lug good work and the arm y has greatly  
improved iu nflo practice. Ho renew s h it 
recom m endation th a t 5,000 men be added 
to the aim y aud th a t two M ajors und two 
C aptaius be added to each in fan try  regi­
ment. He recom mends th e  appoin im entof 
a  beard to fram e revised tac tic s  to m eet 
tlie chunges in bundling men occasioned by 
changes iu th e  m etbuds of w ar, and urges 
as a  m easure  highly prum olivecf efficiency 
the re tirem en t uf i^juut e igh ty  old officers 
luifit for duty , but whose re ten tion  ou the 
active lis t entuils additional w ork ou men 
who are, a t  tbe sam e tim e, w ithheld  from 
promotion.

Ou tlie question of arm s th e  report says 
th a t  the  tim e is near a t hand wbon lhe 
arm y should be supplied w ith  machine 
guns, und th a t unless un efTeeuvo arm  of 
this ch aracte r should bo developed by un 
Am erican m anufacturer soon, the Govern­
m ent should adopt some foreign repeating 
gun. On the sub ject of coast defenses the 
Guueral says th a t they  huve continued lu 
de terio ra te  during  the y e a r uud I ha t udo- 
quate defences m ust be tb e  work of years 
aud utlaiuod a t heavy outlay, lu  th e  mean­
time, ho says, the dyuum ite gun experi­
m ents show valuable qualities uud good re­
su its  w ithin th e ir range, and experim ent­
ing w ith a  view to tb e ir fu r th e r  develop­
m ent should be encouraged.

G eneral Sheridan concludes liis report as 
follow s: “ I am strongly  In favor of the 
G eneral Governm ent ex tending  all possi­
ble aid  to N ational guard  of tlie different 
S ta les, us they  constitu te  a  body of troops 
th a t in any g rea t em ergency would form 
an iu ipor.aiil pa rt of our m ilita ry  force. 
They should bo arm ed w ith th e  best w eap­
ons, am ply providod w ith complete camp 
and gai risen  equipage, and ins rue ted in 
th e  various d rills  and exercises und tactics 
and sys.oiiis followed ill the  regu lar army. 
According to my observation and experi­
ence m ost of the  S ta te  troops now murob 
well and handle tbe gun w ell, bu t they ure 
deficient in discipliue and in all the  duties 
th a t ieach a soldier to t.ako care  of himself 
w hile in cam p or upon a m arch. This do 
foet can be best overcome by establishing 
some system  of encam pm ent undor the  con­
tro l und direction and a t the  en tire  expense 
of the  G eneral Governmout. lu  the devel­
opm ent of such um casure , tho  outiro  army, 
as u e ll us m yself personally, will bo glad 
to render such assistuuco as lies in our 
power, and I  recommend th a t tho fuvorable 
conaideration of the  su b jec t may be com­
m ended to C ongress.”

BUREAU OF NAVAL CONSTRUCTION.
W asuinuton, Nov. 18.—Commodore T. D. 

W ilson, Chief of tho B ureau of Const ruc­
tion and K pa ir of the Navy D cpurlnicut, 
lias subm itted  his annual report to tbe 
Secretary  of tbe Navy. H e renew s las 
recom mendation th a t tw o new  vessels of 
aibout 1,001) tons each bo bu ilt to  replace the 
tra in ing  ships Saratoga, Jam estow n und 
Portsm outh, which can not possibly be kept 
in service m uch longer; and he asks that 
spcciul au tho rity  be giveu fo r tlie repair of 
the  historic  sloop of w a r H artfo rd , ut a 
cost of 4175,003. T ables a ttached  to tho ro- 
port show th e  exac t condition of every 
vessel iu the navy. Tlicso taolus show tbut 
ill three  years we shall havo twenty-one 
wooden vessels rem aining, in six years hut 
four, and in nine y ears  th e  en tire  wooden 
navy w ill have disappeared. The appendix 
also contains elaborate detailed  stutem cnis 
from  th e  officers in chargo of tho consl ruc­
tion of tlio new cru isers und gunboats and 
dynam ite c ru iser of tha  work romuiuiug to 
be done, as well us receptions und plates uf 
the new vessels und m onitors, show ing 
their general dim ensions, arm am ent, rig, 
sieum power and e th e r details. Appended 
to the rep o rt is a tab u la ted  s ta tem en t of 
estim ates of the  appropriation for tho nex t 
fiscal year. U nder the  head of salaries, 
4-14.880 is nsked; 9900,000 is estim ated for 
the  cousi ruction  and repnli of vossols; 
924,041 for tlie civil estab lishm ent a t  navy 
y ards; 9175,000 for e x tra  tools ut tho Mart) 
Island navy y a rd ; 960.000 fo r tho construc­
tion of experim ental w orks to  te s t  the  dis­
tance of sh ips a t  the New Y ork navy yurd, 
and 93.000,(XJO on account of hubs and ou t­
fits of new ships.

I t  origi­
nated about ten  or fifteen m iles northw est 
of bore, and has extended to such a degree 
as to th rea ten  a largo portion of the coun­
ty. | t  has extended to w ith in  a half mile 
of Helena, bu t no dangor is apprehended 
in the  city. I t  has done g re a t damage by­
w ay of burn ing  cotton in the fields 
and fences.
