County Agent’s 44 Report
Shows Much Accomplished

Labor programs, eleven 4-H
clubs and soll conservation took
up the greatest part of County
Agent John A, Barton's time In
1944. However, a number of other
activities recelved special atten-
tion during the past year such as
livestock and poultry work, fleld
crops, gardens, horticulture, insect
and rodent control, as well as
special war programs.

Sixty farms were visited where
terrace and contour lines were
run on a total of 3400 acres,
bringing the grand total of 110,000
acres now under a system of ter-
races in Runnels county. An esti-
mate shows that 709 or more of
the land is farmed on the con-
tour. Farm levels were loaned to
55 other farmers to do their own
terracing and contouring.

The labor program, which is a
new program, but nonetheless an
important one, required 50 days.
Records show that 928 farmers
made application for laborers
with a grand total of 5230 place-
ments during the year. Related
labor activities were: Securing
farm information on 809 regis-
trants for the selective service
and war board. Also 343 cotton
picking crews were alded in get-
ting gasoline.

Ninety-seven days of the year
were spent working with 4-H club
members in eleven clubs that had
a total membership of 183. One
hundred and seventy-one 4-H club
demonstrations were completed by
these boys which included 24 beef
calves, 46 sheep, 178 hogs, and
461 head of poultry, making a

grand total of 64,009 pounds of
meat produced. The boys grew 106
acres of feedstuff and 50 acres of
cotton-—a total return value of all
livestock and crops of $12,159.09,

Other 4-H club activities were:
collecting 51810 pounds of scrap
iron, purchasing of $3,10740 In
war stamps and bonds, selling of
$234375 worth of stamps and
bonds; growing of 25 victory gar-
dens, alding with livestock, fleld
crops, pulling and many other
necessary farm jobs. These boys
exhibited 8 beef calves, 45 sheep,
and 82 hogs at the spring stock
show. Fifty-three boys and 10
local leaders attended educational
and inspirational 4-H Fat Stock
Show Day at Fort Worth, Nine-
teen boys completed and recelved
certificates in cotton Insect report-
ing work. Twenty-two boys entered
the pig contest with 12 boys win-
ning pigs which were shown In
the fall show, winning 625 baby
chicks and one registered Here-
ford heifer. A county encampment
was held which was attended by
131 boys and local leaders. Three
clubs exhibited, during Achieve-
ment Week, products of thelr
year's work.

This office continued with grain
sorghum improvement work,
securing latest improved seed from
the experiment station for foun-
dation seed blocks in all impor-
tant communities of the county.
Bonita, a new grain sorghum, for
1944, was introduced. Another
seed, sweet sudan, which will prob-
ably take the place of the old
type sudan, was grown In the
county for 1945 seed foundation
plantings. Acala and D. P. & L,
two varieties of cotton recom-
mended by the state committee,
were grown and proved good
ylelders and good lint qualities,
bringing premiums in loans.

Beef and dairy cattle: Improved
stock, grub and lice control, better
feeding methods with self-feeders
were all stressed. In sheep, con-
trol of stomach worms by the
feeding of salt and Phenothiazine
mixture was successful in a num-
ber of flocks of the county. In
poultry, disease and insect con-
trol, improved equipment, also
culling practices were carried out
in 1944. Barney Hardy, in a poul-
try demonstration over a 10
months period got an average of
168 eggs per hen from an average
of 173 hens. Mr. Hardy figured his
feed cost at 15 cents per month

I know of many who never spent one dime, but
who were always welcome to our fire and seats, the dally
papers and other things too numerous to mention.

1 have heard of a few bets being made in the club,
but I'm thankful to say they were on football games, hog
welghts, rainfall or many, many things you hear in every
store, every day.

I'm venturing to say there is less wagering on pool
than there is that the world will end tomorrow.

Now as for the children. Is a boy old enough to fight
for his country too young? Remember our boys are ham-
pered by the scarcity of cars and :n. Thhz can't go to
nearby cities as much as they would like. ybe we have
let some “big boy” in who was six months under age, but
because he was with four or five other friends and we
hated to hurt his feelings and turn him away from his
crowd, and knowing too, it was as clean a place as a
boy ever spent a short time in.

I believe in the Ritz Club. I know how it is being con-
ducted and run.

It will tend toward
a more satisfying farm life, and
advance to a high standard of
living. It is a step in the direction
of land improvement, better roads,
longer school terms, and probably

A statistical summary shows

Emergency crop loans, generally
known as the “seed loans,” are
now avallable to Runnels county
farmers who need assistance in
financing the production of 1945
crops, according to W. E. Farwell,
manager of the Dallas emergency
crop loan office of the farm credit
administration.

An early installment of the loan
may be advanced at this time for
the purchase of feed or fuel oil
for preparing the land, as well as
fertilizer, seed and supplies, which

may be needed now, and the
remainder of the funds will be
disbursed as needed, Mr. Farwell

stated. The loan manager also

called attention to the fact that
the war food administration is
urging farmers who use fertilizer

to purchase it early and store it
on the farm to relleve congestion
in warehouses.

Applications for loans in this
county are being taken at the
county school superintendent's
office, court house, Ballinger,
under the direction of D. H. Har-
rison, fleld supervisor

These loans have been
here for many years and have
proven of great benefit to far-
mers whose cash requirements are
small.
