Marlon Flynt, who Is stationed at 
Camp Mabry.

Young Flynt was In Ballinger 
about six months ago for a brief 
visit with relatives and friends. 
He left soon after for New York 
and from there to England, arriv­
ing overseas about three months 
ago. His father received a letter 
from him dated December 14 In 
which he stated that he was at a 
rest camp In France after com­
bat at the front. It Is believed he 
was rushed back to the f r o n t  
when the German offensive began 
In Belgium as he was killed on 
December 27. Cpl. Flynt had been 
In the army fifteen months.

The young man was s e r v i n g  
with the 99th division, first army.

Less Gasoline Must 
Be Consumed in ’45, 
OPA Chairman Says
The "over-optimism” which swept 

this country last year may be 
responsible for th e  excessive 
amount of gasoline we have been 
using here at home, J H Kultgen, 
district OPA director In Fort 
Worth thinks.

Dec Oliver, chairman of th e  
R u n n e l s  county war price and 
ration board, said today that he 
had Just rt-celved this opinion 
from the OPA director In a memo­
randum calling on the board to 
reduce gasoline ration Issuances 
again. Mr. Oliver, In rcvcalUtg that 
the g a s o l i n e  panel has been 
requcstPtl to reduce non-highway 
Issuancc.s by 10' and B and C 
rations by 5'". appealed to the 
people of Runnels county to help

"The pi-ople who use .supple­
mental gasoline and the farmers, 
con.structlon men, and others who 
use non-highway gasoline, can 
help the members of the gasoline 
panel a lot by reducing t h e i r  
demands fur gasoline to the abso­
lute minimum," the chairman said 
"The panel members have demon­
strated, I think, that they want 
the people of Runnels county to 
have ail of the gasoline they need 
to carry on work that contributes 
to the war rffurt and usually they 
take the word of the applicant In 
Issuing r a t i o n s .  However, the 
Issuance of non-highway ga.sollne 
has reached almu.st 40*> of the

total rations Issued." he said, “and j 
that seems like too great a per­
centage to me."
