The Episcopal p r e l a t e  
reminded his audience that every 
privilege carried with It u re.spon- 
slblllty and that the things forj 
which we fight must be burked opj 
by people willing to share in the 
responsibilities of charting a n d  
maintaining a permanent peace. 
Reviewing the United States since 
Its founding and talking of Wash­
ington at Valley Forge, hr .said: 
"Liberty Is .so cheap for those who 
do not have to pay lor it " Turn­
ing then to the present war. the 
bishop pointed out that America 
had no bombed-out cities, no 
hungry people, homes were still 
Intact, and suggested that Ameri­
cans realize the privileges we 
have.

On the political side, the speaker 
a.sserted the "bill of rights " was 
written in blood b e f o r e  it was 
written in ink. He pleaded with 
the people of this nation to be 
willing to share our privileges with 
the re.st of the world and to lead 
In forming the peace.

Tlie closing thought dwelt on 
the spiritual privileges of t h i s  
n a t i o n .  Bishop Jones declaring 
that the colonies of North Amer­
ica were more succe.ssful t h a n  
those in South America because 
they came here seeking God while 
those In South America were In 
search of gold.
