Other 4-H club activities were; 

51 entered livestock shows, 8 clubs 
held Achievement Day eahlblts, IS 
boys completed Insect reporting 
work, one boy won grand cham­
pion gilt at Ben Angelo In the 
e i g h t - c o u n t y  show; 34 boys 
entered the Bears contest, t  win­
ning bogs; ISl boys attended the 
summer two-day camp, 10 going 
to Brownwood district camp; and 
about 75 boys attended the Abi­
lene fair. The county won state 
honors In the Sears contest One 
boy was selected to represent dis­
trict 7 on the state t o u r  with 
Mexican 4-H boys. Four boys won 
county medals on livestock, crops 
and poultry, and one boy was a 
gold star winner. Other activities 
entered were: 101 boys purchased 
$1.837 65 In stamps and bonds. 
118 aided In scrap drives for a 
total of 19,540 pounds of Iron, 
1,950 pounds of rubber and 19,540 
pounds of paper.

Forty-four days were spent In 
running terrace and contour lines 
on 50 farms, protecting 3,000 acres 
This, together with the 61 farmers 
who borrow levels from the office 
and work of others brings the 
total terraced acreage In Runnels 
county to 114.000 acres.

A special program was carried 
out on sweet sudan when 50 far­
mers secured 500 pounds of seed 
t h r o u g h  this office. This was 
planted In some 25 communities 
of the county (or seed and grazing 
demoivstratlons. Results were good 
and numbers reported sweet sudan 
far superior to regular sudan for 
grazing. Jasper Drake, of n e a r  
Winters, stated that there was no

companson as In grazing s « « « t  
Sudan su> stubble was toft while 
the rogular was shoulder high. 
Marvin Patterson, o f the Hagan 
community, said that (he cattle 
kept the sweet sudan right down 
to the ground while the regular 
got stemmy and tough.

In demonerranone with oa t s ,  
Fultex and Victor Drain were the 
leading combine types, some fields 
making as high as 66 to 85 
bushels per acre. With w h e a t .  
Austin and Comanche were the 
leading varieties with Austin out- 
yleldlng all varieties and very red 
rust reslsUnt. L. E. H. Barnett 
and J. B. Estes secured through 
the county agent's office a new 
variety, Westar, which Is a rust 
resistant, hard, red winter wheat, 
and will test for yield In the 1946 
harvest.

In c o m b i n e  grain sorghums, 
results this year s h o w  Martin. 
Plainsman and Bonita the lead­
ing varieties.

Results In hybrid corn again 
show It to be superior to open 
pollinated corns by yielding from 
10% to 25% above other com. 
The three most popular varieties 
are Hybrid No. 8, No. 18 and No. 
12

Root rot In cotton Is on the 
Increase and work with green 
manure crops shows a tendency 
to decrease this trouble. This year 
some 13,000 acres of green manure 
crop.1 were turned under. Joe 
Moeller, of Rowena. turned under 
70 acres of green manure crops In 
a demonstration on root rot TNvo

of lint cotton per acre as com­
pared to 170 pounds of nearby 
fields and very little dead cotton 
was found In this field.

Combine labor saving crops paid 
o ff In this county In 1945. 
Especially this was true on the
56.000 acres of wheat that yielded
648.000 bushels of wheat, 54,000 
acres of oats that yielded 1,600,- 
000 bushels and 135,000 acres of 
grain sorghums that yielded 
3AOO.OOO bushels which In moirey 
value reached nearly $4,326,000.00 
for 1945. These results were partly 
due to the demonstrations t h a t  
were s t a r t e d  on labor savings 
crops through the past years by 
this office and others who were 
l o o k i n g  (o r  relief on farm 
labor shortages. In livestock, work 
has been carried on In Improved 
stock, feeding more b a l a n c e d  
ratloru, greater use of g r a z i n g  
crops, labor saving devices such as 
self-feeders, electric fences, cattle 
grub and lice control: all have 
been stressed. Concerning sheep, 
more feeding and stomach worm 
control by the us e s  of phen- 
othlazlne d r e n c h  and followed 
with phenothlazlne and salt mix­
tures hiu been emphasized

Infestation of grasshoppers was 
greater this year than In any year 
In the last ten. A total of 163 
farmers secured hopper poison 
through the mixing station main­
tained at the Ballinger Co-Op 
gin where a total of 158,620 lbs 
of wet bait was prepared. This 
bait wsLS scattered over 7.000 acres 
of land, protecting cotton, truck, 
maize and corn. It was estimated 
to have saved Runnels county 
farmers some $67.250.00

The county agents office aided 
In the laber program and had a 
total request of 694 different 
farmers asking (or 8,314 laborers. 
A total of 4,699 laborers was 
placed through the office.

The county agent’s office was 
called on to set up the wage cell­
ing program In the county. This 
It did by organizing six large com­
munity committees This program, 
according to farmer committee­
men In a county wide meeting, 
was valued at not less than
50.000 fur 1945

A summary of statistics for the 
year shows 107 days devoted to 
4-H club members; 190 days to 
adult work, a total of 396 visits to 
farm homes, 3.925 farmers railed 
at the office. 1.307 called by tele­
phone, 4.835 bulletins were dis­
tributed and 333 meetings were 
held during the year with a grand 
total of 100.638 attending Other 
activities Included 8,975 miles 
traveled on duty, 1,678 Individual 
letters mailed and 16 circular let­
ters written (or a total of 1.840 
copies.
