Harvesting of small grain In
Runnels county is nearing an end
and within a short time all grain
will be combined and most of it
sold. Excellent weather has speeded
the work and for the past two
weeks combines have been operat-
ing full time.

This week
approximately 446 carloads had
been shipped from Ballinger, Miles,
and Winters and most of the rall-
roads expected only scattering
shipments hereafter.
