The Ballliigpr city commUalon 
Tunday afternoon p a s t e d  an 
ordinance regulating the hand­
ling of garbage and trash, and 
made It cofnpulaory fur all houses 
within the corporate limits.

The text of the complete ordin­
ance Is printed In this Issue of 
The Ledger and all citlsens of 
Ballinger are asked to give It 
close study. The new law covers 
all premises and sets new require­
ments which must be observed.

The ordinance specifies the kind 
of garbage cans to be used, the 
price for hauling, and outlines 
the duty of an Inspector who will 
be responsible for the enforce­
ment.

City rummlssluners stated yes­
terday that passage of the ordin­
ance at this time was at the 
request of a large citizens' com ­
mittee who collaborated with the 
health authorities. Because o f the 
many cases of polio In this part 
of the state It was declared an 
emergency and become effective

“ It Nhould bt‘ burne in mind, however, that thene new inM t̂-ticides ahould nut be considered 
as miraculous “cure-alls,”  Althounh they are superior in many respects to- the older insecticides, 
they must still be used at the right time and at regular intervals if profitable c o n t r o l  is to Im- 
obtained. All applications for boil weevil and boll worm should be made at 5-day intervals as long 
as the infestation persists. Control of the lioll worm is particularly dependent upon the prop«‘r 
timing of insecticide applications because the small worms feed on the small squares in the termi­
nal buds and are comparatively easy to kill. When the worms are larger and enter the bolls to feed 

they are much mure difficult to kill.
a

“ It has lH>en evident for a numlier of years that our cotton insect control recommendations 
were t<N> complk*ated for most cotton farmers to follow successfully. This was due to the extremely 

variable nature of the instTt pests attacking cotton and the fact that several different insecti­
cides and combinations must lie userl for their control. As a result our recommendations have read 
something like this—If this happens, do that; if that happens, do this; and if Imth happen, do 
something else. The average cotton farmer was never too certain about what was happening and 
as a result was always guessing whether he should do anything; and if so, what? Consequently, he 
usually did nothing, or if he did anything he usually did it too late. Results olitained were very 
erratic and often disappointing. In spite of twenty-five years of intensive educational program«, 
conditions have improved but little so far as a majority of the cotton farmers are concerned.”

Included were old automobile 
t i r e *  half filled with stagnant 
water

Merchants working In the alleys 
along "K nob Hill" were shocked 
at the large number of privies In 
use at homes where there are 
servants’ quarters

Covered garbage cans were few 
and far bt>twen and most of the 
kitchen acraps, left-overs from 
dressed rhicken* and a number of 
dead animals were In oU drums 
used for gabage containers and 
for trash burners.

Those who worked have a sin­
cere understanding for the reg­
ular city employee.* It has always 
been specified that trash and 
garbage must be on container* 
which can be loaded by two men.
