New records are being set In
water coiisumptlon In Ballinger, 
the highest being last F r i d a y  
when 1,153.000 g a l l o n s  were 
pumped from the Valley Creek 
lake. R. E. Harris, water depart­
ment superintendent, stated that 
It was requiring 24-hour opera­
tion to provide all the water 
needed here but that up to Tue.s- 
day night It had not been neces­
sary to start the pumps at the 
Elm Creek plant Tlie new water 
plant has bet'ii able to provide (or 
all demands so far but the city 
Is ready to start additional pumps 
If consumption exceeds the pro­
duction of the new plant.

The m i l l i o n  gallons a day 
average here for some time will 
be reflected In water bills mailed

out on August 1. While the sum­
mer Irrigation rate has made It 
possible for homeowners to use 
targe amounts, current bills will 
be heavy

City officials say w a t e r  con­
sumption 1s much greater than 
ever before. Much of this Is due 
to the large number of air con­
ditioners In operation In the busi­
ness district and In homes. OUter 
uses have also developed. Includ­
ing more a u t o m a t i c  washing 
machines. Irrigation of yards Is 
taking more than all other sources 
and must homeowners have kept 
their yards In the best condition 
In many years.

The city has ample water and 
no restrictions will be clamped 
on this year

Utilities to Send Messages 
By Own Radio Network
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Effective July 15. " t r o u b l d - ^  
■hooters” of the West Texas Utili­
ties Co, Ballinger district, are 
getting their orders by radio.

The work of linemen. Installa­
tion servicemen, e m e r g e n c y  
repairmen, pi^er dispatchers and 
substation o p e r a t o r s  will be 
directed by two-way radio. Accord­
ing to an announcement by W. U. 
Wallace, district manager, the i 
We.st Texas U t i l i t i e s  Co. has 
received authority from the fed­
eral communications commission 
covering the operation of a twd- 
way, high frequency, FM radio 
system. The FCC license was 
Issued on the basis of "public 
welfare.” "The new system will 
materially help the WTU Co. In 
Its efforts to maintain and pro­
vide uninterrupted electric ser­
vice," said Mr. Wallace.

The system Is authorized a 250- 
watt central station, w h i c h  Is 
located in the northwest section 
of Ballinger near the A b i l e n e  
highway. The antenna extends t  
feet a b o v e  a 185-foot antenna 
towner; total height being 1S3 
feet.

This central station, which has 
been assigned call letters KKA487 
and w h i c h  according to FCC 
regulations will operate on an 
aslgned frequency of 37,700 kc. 
with a maximum variance of .01% 
from assigned, frequency allowed, 
cannot be heard on standard radio 
receivers. On!.' receivers designed 
to use this frequency will be able 
to pick up s i g n a l s  from this 
station.

A dispatcher located In the 
WTU Co.'s district distribution 
office In Ballinger operates the 
the central station by remote con­
trol The dispatcher maintains 
two-way communications with the 
operators of mobile units which 
are being iiutalled In service and 
line trucks operating In the Bal­
linger district. These mobile units 
have a range of from thirty to 
sixty miles, depending upon the 
surrounding t e r r a i n .  ITiey can 
communicate with each other as 
well as with the central station.
