1. Each 4H or F. F. A boy to
have only one bale

2. Cotton to be in only one

class
3. All to be snapped cotton

4. Boy must certify that cotton
came off his five

5. Ginner to certify that it is
snapped cotton. Prize money and
ribbons will be decided by the
committee at the next meeting
The next meeting s to be held
here at 2 p. m. October 11
