Cotlonseed «tored In the open 

at Bruce Field U being moved fast 
and already moat of the aeed has 
been hauled to oil mills In this 
part of the aUte. B. F Vance, 
chairman of the stale PMA com­
mittee. Issued the following state­
ment regarding the movement of 
cottonseed last week:

•'Open storage of cottonseed 
purchased under the cottonst'cd 
emergency purchase* program was 
limited to an area of the state 
comprising 63 counties o f which 
Scurry county la about the center, 
where cottonseed Is n «) r m a 11 y 
stored In the open by oil mills In 
years when a large cotton crop 
Is p r o d u c e d .  However, It was 
necessary to store cottonseed In 
the open In only about 50 counties 
of this urea and this was due to 
the fact that the pink bullworm 
regulations limited the movement 
of cottonseed across county lines 
and available commercial storage 
was flllc'd with other commodities 

‘‘We are pleased to advise that 
the b u r e a u  of entomology and 
plant quarantine has modified Its 
procedure In connection with the 
handling of untreated cottonseed 
produced In the northwestern part 
of the state under pink bollworm 
regulations. Agreements have been 
and are being entercKl Into dally 
with oil mills to move cottonseed 
to the oil mill yards. These seed 
will be stored In the open and the 
oU mills will assume the respon- 
alblllty fur further caring for 
t h e s e  seed for the commodity 
credit corporation until they are 
crushed or otherwise disposed of 
It Is very likely that all o f the 
cottonseed purchased u n d e r  the 
cottonseed e me r g e n c y  purchase 
program will be processed by the 
oil mills through the r e g u l a r  
established channels of the oil 
mill Industry.”
