The award was made Tue.s- 
day morning at 10:30 In the 

Theatre on the Wosh- 
Iniaon Monument ground.^ Mr. 
Barton Is the second man from 
Texas ever to receive this 
coveted award and the announ­
cement came as a complete 
surprise to him.

The Texxs extension service 
Immediately sent congrutula- 
U ^ s  und Joined In Uie honor 

a Texas man by providing 
an all-exiN'nse trip for Mr. and 
Mr.s. Burton to attend the spec­
ial program. While the recog­
nition was known here the past 
week-end. the secretary of agri­
culture reque.sted that no pub­
licity be given until after the 
award had actually been made.

rl^ addition to the events 
leading up to the ceremony on 
Tuesday, the Mu chapter of 
Epsilon Sigma Phi, national 
honorary extension fraternity 
has arranged for a colfee hour 
in its club at which Mr and 
Mrs. Burton will bi* special 
guests. Tliey will also provide 
a juipervised trip to all places 
of Vnterest in Washington. Mr. 
Barton has held memlxTship In 
the fraternity since he became 
eligible about 17 years ago.

Mr. Barton graduated from 
Texas A. Si M. College In 1917. 
At that time World War I was 
unvfrway and upon graduation 
he presented himself for serv­
ice but was turned down for a 
time, later being accepted. After 
his discharge from the service 
he taught vocational agricul­
ture for three years at Hills­
boro and Corpus Chrlstl.

He then entered the exlen- 
alM^ service and was sent to 
CoiAa-'iche c o u n t y  as f a r m  
agent, serving there 12 years. 
He stated that when he arrived 
at Comanche only a room with 
no shades on the four windows, 
no furniture, no equipment or 
anything was furnished. He 
be|an a program that has 
htiPi'd to make that section 
one of the leading agricultural 
areas of the state and the larg-

e.st peanut market in the
world

While In Comanche county 
he was In charge of 4-H club 
work for both buys and girls 
and at one time there were 
more than 425 membiTs In the 
numerous clubs. Mr. B a r t o n  
estimated that 4,000 to 5.U0U j 
young men ̂  and women have 
rei'elved s[)eclul training under 
his leadership.

Mr Barton came to Runnels 
courity on March 1, 1938. and 
for 15 years has carrli'd on a 
program here that has shown 
results to the point that he 
has b*‘en selected for the high 
award.

He has advocated and worked 
for dlversUlcatlun, soil conser- 
valiun and 4 II clubs Runnel, 
county has Ix'come one of the 
ino.st diversified counties In 
the state und he has made 
real progress In new varletle.s 
of grain sorghums and wheat 
especially. As extension experi­
ment stations created new var­
ieties he has managed to secure 
enough seed for demonstra­
tions In this county and from 
this beginning has been able 
to supply all farmers with the 
seed In a short time

In  s o l i  conservation th e  
county is among the leaders 
In the state In terracing, con­
touring and tank building. He 
has stressed saving the soil 
from washing and the utilizing 
of this water since coming here 
und today many farms and 
some ranches have completed 
their soil conservation work.

One of the biggest Jobs ever 
to be thrown In his lap was the 
AAA work back In 1933 It was 
that year that many acres of 
cotton was plowed up and 
thousands of head of cattle 
slaughtered under a govern­
ment plan. These Job.s then 
were the duty of the county 
agent and later agriculture 
sign-ups under the allotment 
plan were a part of his Job 
plus the distribution of checks 
for those who met the require­
ments of the AAA. He contin­
ued to handle this work for 
almost four years before a new 
agency was set up to take over 
Tile I’MA is now su|>ervlslng 
these details.

Mr. Barton stated that he 
had been on at least 1.000 
farms of Runnels county und 
added that he had enjoyed 
dinner in at least that many 
homes.

Another feature of his work 
In this county has been In 
combatting Insects. Poison has 
been provided and formulas 
handed out for the control of 
all kinds of Insects that harm 
c r ops ,  g a r d e n s ,  trees and 
shrubs.

In recent years members of 
the boys 4-H clubs of Runnels 
county have made some excel­
lent records. Several have won 
s t a t e  c o n t e s t s  a n d  later 
attended the national 4-H con­
gress at Chlcage where they 
won scholarships

Mr. Barton's well balanced 
program over a period of 27 
years Is responsible for him 
being selected for one of the 
highest awards given by the 
department of agriculture.

A city ordinance r e q u I r e .s 
connection with .sewer line, if 
service is within 2IK) feel of 
the proiwrty Tlie only allow­
ance made Is where the hou.se 
IS s e r v e d  by .some kind of 
underground sewerage w h i c h  
meets approval of the health 
department It is estimated 
that about half of thixse not 
now served do not have facili­
ties whleh would pa.s.s lnspi*c- 
tlon.

Tliere are still a few blocks 
In the corporate limits which 
do not have service available.. 
In one three-block area right- 
of-way for a trunk line wo.s nut 
obtained and until this Is per­
mitted service cannot be estab­
lished.

There are a few Instances 
where the old and new systems 
leave a gap of from a half to 
one block. City authorities arc 
studying a plan now to com­
plete the system and ma k e  
service available to every house
