1,415 Poll Tax Receipts
Issued in County to Date

A check-up Monday showed &~

a total of 1415 Runnels county
people have poll tax receipts
for this year. Dalton Crockett,
county tax assessor-collector,

stated there are about 5000 in
the county who should pay
poll tax every year but In
recent years the number has
decreased to 3,000 or slightly
more.

Up to 1948 all property own-
ers who pald their property
taxes to the county and state
had to pay their poll tax at
the same time. Before
poll tax payments ran
4500 to 5000

Now the law will permit the
payment of property taxes
without paying polls and the
number has decreased.

This year a number of
Organizations are staging state-
wide campaigns in an effort
to encourage people to pay
their poll taxes and be eligible
to vote in 1952. The American
