While both Issues would be 
submitted In the same election, 
two separate ballots would be 
t>repured fur the voters making 
It possible to Vote fur one and 
against the o t h e r, fur both 
issues or against both issues 

Tlie court has the authority 
to set the amount of b o n d s  
needed on each project and to 
fix the tux rate iu>cessjiry to 
retire the lx>nds. Tlie amount 
of each bond Issue cannot b<‘ 
definitely fixed unjll after the 
ci>mml.s.sloner.s h a v e  had time 
to make a study and get ligures 
on how much exix-ns«' probably 
will b<“ encountered In meeting 
ri‘<]ulrements of the .state high 
way deiwrtment Tlie court also 
will have to check iirojxTty In 
HKid district No 3 and get tig 
ure.s on the value of all proi>-

For Road Bond Election

About 100 people attended a 
m a s s  m e e t i n g  here Friday 
afternoon to dlscius plans for 
submitting a bond Issue In road 
district No, 3 to provide right- 
of-way f o r  proposed highway 
/U st ruction.

county Judge W. H Hampy 
presided at the meeting' and In 
the opening U>ld of all the pro­
posed projects, txith c u r r e n t  
and long range In the highway 
plans fur the southern section 
of Runnels county

In th e  long r a n g e  p l a n s  
there are six seperate pnrjects 
which have been a p p r o v e d  
They are;

1. Bridge across tire Colorado 
R i v e r  at t h e  w e s t  e n d  of 
Hutchings Avenue and a four- 
lane highway for .8 of a mile 
west of the bridge.

2. A four-lane divided high­
way from .8 miles west of Bal­
linger to the Tom Green county 
line.

Improvement of highway 
67 eight miles east of Ballin­
ger U> make this a standard 
highway.

4. Four miles of h 1 g h w a y 
construction and structures on 
the route from San Angelo to 
Abilene which cro.s.ses a tip of 
the northwest corner of the 
county.

5. A complet»* new .section of 
highway 83 from Hatchel for 
7.5 miles s o u t h  to an Inter­
section with highway 67 at the 
eastern edge of Ballinger.

6. An o v e r p a s s  and, a new 
bridge on Elm Creek leading 
from a t r a f f i c  circle at the 
Intersection of h i g h w a y s  83 
a i^  87 Into the exstern end of 
I jj^dngs Avenue

TiV* new bridge project and 
the 7 5 miles of new route on 
83 have been approved and the 
money appropriated f o r  con­
struction with contracts to be 
let after the county comml.s- 
sloners' court obtains the right- 
of-way. Other projects approved 
but on which no money hxs 
been appropriated Include the 
19 miles of highway 67 from a
f ^ t  8 of a mile west of Bal- 

ger to the Tom Green county 
line.

Tliere an* no requirements on 
the part of the county for the 
four m i l e s  of work In the 
northwestern port of the county 
or for improvement of eight 
mliea o f highway 67 east

p u r p o s e  of the mxss 
ilP^Ung was to determine how- 
bonds would be voted, If all 
should be submitted In a lump 
sum or If the projects should 
be voted on separately. At the 
conclusion of t h e  meeting a 
standing vote showed 34 favor­
ing one Issue, 21 favoring two 
Issues and a number not voting 

In the question and answer 
pertod a disc jssion develop on 
locations o f routes, the amount 
of taxable v a l u e s  In various 
parts of the county, what would 
happen If the bond issues were 
defeated and s e v e r a l  other 
Items It was pointed out that 
the state highway department 
had made the locations and 
submitted them to the commls-

I-of-way be provided 

To b»lf% t h i s  requirement a 
bond Issue of about $200,000 Is 
needed for county work It was 
Titlm rlr* that the valuations

$10,000,000 and Uiat a tax of
