Special Workshop Training Programs

e, Outstanding teachers In
the field of nutrition, sanita-
tion, and supervision from
Texas, Loulsiana and Arkan-
sas were on the teaching staff
A college credit course for
supervisors was offered for the
first time and deemed a
great success and will be in-
cluded in the future. More than
three hundred women from
West Texas and New Mexico
attended the school.

Astounding figures on mal-
nutrition among scheol chil-
dren were brought out and the
result that this will have on
the health of the future gene-
rations. Too many of our school
children exist on a “jitterbug”
diet consisting of “Hot dog,
potato chips, and soda pop”
when for the same amount of
money they can have a bal-
*anced meal of meat, vegetables,
fruit, whole milk, bread and
butter in their local school
cafeteria. The U. 8. govern-
ment helps to support these
cafeterias

sections, and frozen hamburger
meat.

Runnels County
Has 11 Highway
Wrecks In June

Runnels County led all coun-
tles In the 8th district during
June for car accidents. The
highway safety department
reported a total of 11 acch

in this county, 8 persons
Jured and property damage
amounting to $16,330.

District 8 s composed of 21
West Texas counties. The total
number of accidents in this
district for the month of June
was shown at 67. These result-
ed in 4 deaths, 52 persons in-
jured and property damage of
$53,122. Concho and MecCulloch
Counties had more people in-
jured than Runnels and Me-
Culloch reported 1 death.

From % p. m. to midnight
continued to lead as the time
of day when most accidents
occur. Drivers 29 to 30 years of
age had the most wrecks and
speed continued as the cause
of the most accidents. One and
two car accident were the same
with 33 each.

For the first six months of
1956, the district has reported
444 accidents, 50 people killed,
254 injured and property dam-
age of $330,040. For the same
period In 1955 the district had
354 accidents, 30 killed, 181 in-
jured and property damage of
$220671. This shows an in-
crease in all four items for
1956 over the first six months
of 1955

A total of 28 per cent of all
aceidents In 1956 was due to
speeding and In second place
with 18 per cent were drunken
drivers. Defective vehicles were
responsible for only 2 per cent
of the accidents.

several breaks in the line, one

of which caused the water to
be off for several hours.

There is plenty of water in
the lake at the present time
but facilities will only permit
some one million six hundred
thousand gallons to be pumped
through to the distribution
system each day. The city s
using more than that amount
which is impossible to deliver.

Before this condition can be

relieved, another line will be
necessary from the lake to the
pumping and filteration plant.

Local usets are urged to abide
by the request of the city in
regard to irrigation so that all

parts of the town will have
water during the late afternoan
and early evenings.
