Roliert Conner, a cuuperatur 
with the Runiirls Soil Con­
servation D i s t r i c t  in the 
Pumphrey community, has 10 
acres of blue ponlcum and 20 
acres of sorghum almum grass. 
Hr Is well pleased with the way 
both gnussni are doing. The two 
grasses were dry planted the 

' first part of April this year
