AUSTIN - The Texas economy added 
34,700 seasonally adjusted nonfarm 
jobs in May, which marked 23 consecu-
tive months of employment growth. 
Over the year, Texas added 352,100 jobs 
for an annual employment growth rate 
of 2.9 percent. Private-sector employers 
added 34,300 positions over the month. 
Texas’ seasonally adjusted unemploy-
ment rate was 4.1 percent in May, un-
changed from April 2018.

Show.  

And Gary Brown farms!!! 
And he has a family!!  His 
wife is Barbara. They have 
two children, son Jeff and his 
wife Tonia, and their children 
Zach, Josh, and Noah and 
daughter Julie and husband 
Jon and children, Jaden, Jay-
cee and Jolee. Gary works 
from dawn to dusk and still 
always has an easy-going 
smile for everyone.

This Father’s Day marked the demoli-
tion of the house my dad built for my mom 
with his own hands in the mid 1940’s.  Re-
cently, all parties involved decided that 
demolition was the only solution to the 
problem of vandalism and thievery.  My 
biggest regret was not saving my mom’s 
piano.  Its legs were amputated, followed 
by evisceration of its guts, and the slow 
and painful removal of its soul - for some-
one’s entertainment, I suppose.

The year I retired, we cleaned out my 
grandma’s house on 6th and Woodland.  It 
was a lot of work cleaning out two school 
rooms and an entire house in a month’s 
time.  That house was also demolished.  In 
both instances, locked doors and boarded 
windows just posed a dare . . .  I suppose.  
As my sister and I examined one vandal-
ism incident, we spied several names 
graffiti-fied on the walls.  I recognized one 
of the names and handwriting. (A student 
of mine.)  Although I could contact the 
parents, I haven’t, knowing they already 
suffer a broken heart.  My sister, who is 
from another part of the world, was out-
raged that someone would write “Jesus” 
on the walls, but I’m pretty sure he wasn’t 
expressing his religious preference!

Such a contrast to my mom’s fam-
ily, who owned three small houses in 
town.  When the owners died, they sold 
each house, also built by family mem-
bers.  Those three houses still stand today.  
Good sturdy homes, embellished by the 
new owners to create memories of their 
own.

I’m not sharing this to gain sympathy, 
to place or accept blame . . or shame.   If 
you know me, you know there’s a purpose 
for this message.  Not just a true confes-
sion or a little TMI.  Doing my best with 
my dad’s house all these years has given 
me comfort, teaching me that there are 
borders in our lives, borders between 
what we can handle and what we can’t, 
and we can find peace in that, even if we 
are the only ones who understand where 
those boundaries lie.

How sad, folks, when we hold on to 
reminders of the past so long that they 
deteriorate and lose their value.  Until 
those memories no longer seem sweet, 
but leave us with sadness and bitterness 
and regret.  How much better to save a few 
temporal objects along with the beautiful 
memories they represent, then pass the 
rest along to someone else?

Memories are things from the past.  
They should be honored, but not relived.  
Teach your daughter to make your mom’s 
favorite cobbler; plant sunflowers, which 
your mother-in-law adored.  Take the kids 
fishing at your dad’s favorite lake.  Speak 
respectfully to your children about their 
father, even though you have parted ways.  
Have a good laugh about some mischief 
you and your ex-best friend enjoyed.  But 
don’t expect to relive those days.

Fairly often, I hear someone say, “I just 
want to remember him the way he was.”  
That’s a luxury not everyone can afford.  
Someone has to tend to the elderly, dy-
ing parent, to deal with the messiness of 
the present.  Not everyone can pause their 
memories at the prettiest scene.

Hopefully, I’m through cleaning out old 
houses.  But I can use this lesson when I 
remember lost loved ones, lost relation-
ships, or even precious times gone by.  Ex-
pecting those experiences to remain un-
changed or trying to replicate them drains 
the good out of them.  Keep the best parts, 
demolish the worst, and move forward.  
Ever forward, but slowly.  And Happy Fa-
ther’s Day to all the good dads and grand-
dads out there, wherever you may be.

Defiance— Good or Bad?

Have you ever had a bad kiss 
or a rude greeting?  Kisses and 
greetings are good, but these 
good things can be done in 
an unacceptable fashion.  The 
same is also true of prayer.  
Prayer is a holy privilege of 
the saints, but prayer can also 
become a source of sinful jab-
bering before God.  Psalm 80 
is a cry from Israel for God to 
restore them from the defeat 
of their enemies, and in verse 
4 a very solemn reality is re-
vealed, God was angry at their 
prayers.  Of all the sins that 
could have been mentioned 
as the source of God’s anger 
and discipline, such as idola-

try, immorality, or unfaith-
fulness to the covenant, God 
says that He was angry with 
their prayers.  Wow, prayer is a 
good thing, right?  Not always.

Prayers that anger God 
comes in various forms and 
fashions from people of all 
shapes and sizes.  Psalm 66:18 
tells us that praying to God, 
while clinging to sin angers 
the Most High, while James 
4:1-3 speaks of prayer mo-
tivated by our worldly pas-
sions.  Further, the Bible says 
that “God opposes the proud,” 
in James 4:6 and Jesus said in 
Matthew 6 that prayers filled 
with vain repetitions and in 

front of the crowds are worth-
less prayers.  The heart of the 
matter is that not all prayer 
pleases God!  You cannot 
give God your words and not 
your life.  Lip service is what 
we call it, but God calls it in-
furiating.  How could those 
who have been bought with 
the precious blood of Christ, 
so casually and cheaply ig-
nore the vast grace and glory 
of their Lord and Savior, and 
think they can give words 
without worship, lip service 
without life service, conver-
sation without commitment?  
One final thing, how is your 
prayer life?

  I am amazed at what God 
teaches me.   I recently real-
ized how much I strongly dis-
like defiance, or “bold disobe-
dience.”

When I hear the word defi-
ance, I usually think of chil-
dren.  I admit I dislike it when 
I tell/ask a child to do/not do 
something, and they are de-
fiant.   I especially dislike it 
when it causes other children 
not to behave or puts others in 
danger.

I do not like it when people 
are defiant and purposely 
break a law or abuse or take 
advantage of authority, espe-
cially when that authority is 
God.  On the other hand, there 
are times one has to stand 
up to authority when what 
is asked of them is morally 
wrong, breaks a law, or goes 
against God’s Word.    

We live in a world where 
we like to do what we want. 
It produces instant gratifica-
tion.   Sometimes doing what 
we know is not right gives us 
a feeling of  getting away with 
something, or being victori-
ous over someone or some-
thing.  Sometimes it makes us 
feel powerful, in charge, or in 
control.  

Whatever the reason for be-
ing defiant, we need to make 
sure our reasons and actions 
line up with the Word of God.   
Even though some believe the 

Bible is outdated and is evolv-
ing into a more contemporary 
Word, I disagree.  If that is the 
case, who determines what is 
right and wrong; who deter-
mines what needs changing in 
the Bible; where does chang-
ing the Word of God stop?

Defiance of God’s Word is 
sin.   You are choosing to go 

against God’s Word and do 
what you, not God, think is 
best.   Until we surrender to 
God, admit our sin, and re-
pent, more than likely we will 
continue to pile sin upon sin.           

I trust God; I trust His Word 
for the way to live; I choose to 
be defiant for God, not against 
Him.

Come you who are 
blessed by my father, inherit the kingdom pre-
pared for you from the foundation of the world 
or 2.Depart from me, you who are cursed, into 
the eternal fire prepared for the Devil and his 
angels. It depends on our decision. Jesus Christ 
offers us eternal life forever. If we reject him we 
will experience the 2nd death which is the sep-
aration from Jesus for all eternity. Jesus Christ 
gives us the opportunity to NOT experience this 
2nd death. All we have to do is receive the sacri-
fice that he did in the Cross of Calvary, he shed 
his blood to give us life and life more abundant-
ly here and then in eternity. Romans 10:8-10.

have it and even those har-
vesting wheat were not like-
ly to complain. It had been 
awhile since any substantial 
rainfall had blessed our little 
town.

Yet, the rains don’t 
come, God seems silent and 
distant, we begin to question 
not our pursuit, but God’s 
unwillingness to give what 
we asked. Satan gently fans 
the flame of distrust in the 
only One we should trust. If 
we are not careful the little 
flame of distrust roars to life 
as a grass fire out of control 
and rebellion against God is 
on the tips of our tongues.

At this point I have a 
choice, take a breath and 
trust in a faithful God who 

hears all prayers and an-
swers all prayers according 
to His will or I can be con-
sumed by this fire I created 
and miss the abundance God 
does have in store for those 
who will wait on Him. 

I pray you take a breath, 
step back, and remember 
that you are loved, a child of 
the King and redeemed by 
the blood of His Son. Like any 
good parent, God sometimes 
says, “No.” Sometimes He 
says, “Yes, but wait.” And still 
other times He says, “Yes, but 
not as you think.” So, when 
the rains don’t come, trust in 
the One who truly has your 
best interest at heart.

After visiting with both Bo-
vina and Friona city councils, 
we realize people have many 
questions about animal rescue 
and issues regarding animal 
ownership. Here are a few.

Where do we get all the ani-
mals? Most are strays that have 
been picked up by the city. 
Don Spring, a volunteer from 
Bovina, says that many coun-
try folks dump off their un-
wanted critters in town, while 
town folks take theirs out to 
the country. It’s a revolving 
door. Other animals are sur-
rendered by people who can-
not take care of them, and I 
used to believe that was cruel 
until I had to take care of ema-
ciated, neglected, and injured 
animals whose owners felt too 
judged to surrender or didn’t 
know they could. If you have 
animals that you do not want 
or cannot care for, the city 
would prefer you call for help 
instead of dumping them or 
opening your gate to let them 
escape.

Everybody’s animals get out 
sometimes. We call those our 
little Houdinis. If you have a 
digging dog, lay chain link or 
fence panels down under and 

inside your fence about three 
feet on each side. Most dogs 
won’t know to back up three 
feet and tunnel under the ob-
struction. You can even plant 
grass on top of these. Storms 
can frighten pets and blow 
open gates. Fireworks are also 
scary for animals. Be sure your 
gates fasten securely and pro-
vide safe shelter during storms 
and fireworks season. If your 
animal goes missing, contact 
the city office, check the city 
website, look on our Facebook 
page, or contact us at parmer-
paws1@gmail.com. You will 
need to provide a description 
of the animal and proof of vac-
cination. You have seven days 
after your pet is picked up to 
claim, after which the animal 
is transferred or rehomed. AL-
WAYS make sure your pet has 
ID tags and even write your 
phone number on the collar in 
case the tag is lost. 

Tragically, there are people 
who steal animals out of your 
fenced yard, remove the tags, 
and dump them in someone 
else’s yard, sometimes in an-
other town. We have seen 
puppies thrown in dumpsters, 
locked in suitcases, aban-

doned on highways, and left 
chained at Walmart. It is un-
conscionable, but it happens. 
Two suggestions: First, be sure 
your gates lock down low on 
the inside of your fence, and 
even padlock if needed. Sec-
ond, chip your animal. Most 
vets can do this for you, but if 
yours doesn’t, call the city and 
Parmer Paws can help. The 
cost is usually about $10 for 
the chip, and then you go on-
line and activate the chip for 
about $20 per year or about 
$65 for the life of the pet. Most 
shelters, pounds, and vets have 
electronic chip readers that will 
identify the pet as yours and 
you will be contacted if your 
animal is found. Several years 
ago a dog in Friona was identi-
fied as belonging to a family in 
Tennessee! 

Another way to keep your 
dog from wandering is to have 
it spayed or neutered. This can 
be expensive, but Parmer Paws 
can help. There are $50 vouch-
ers available through Amarillo 
SPCA and the Humane Society 
of Amarillo to have your dog 
fixed at Lonestar Veterinary 
Clinic or Hope Veterinary Clin-
ic in Amarillo. Contact your 
city office, Parmer Paws, or the 
places mentioned above for 
more information. Addition-
ally, Parmer Paws and Dr. Gary 
Cash will be hosting low-cost 
vaccination clinics soon. We 
will also offer chipping. Take 
advantage of these opportuni-
ties to save some money and 
protect your animals.
