Refused review of a SLdfkbhhO 
lawsuit in Hutchinson County 
brought hy union members who 
claimed they were fired for fol­
lowing oiders of their officials in 
a ll'.Th stiike at Phillips Petroleum 
Company plants in the Texas Pan­
handle:

Moffett, who holds the all-time 
record for continuous service in 
the Legislature (31 years!, si>oke 
on the eve o f his committee's 
fourth hearing in San .Antonio.

Committee waded through five 
new redistricting plans at the 
Bexar County hearing. Fifth hear­
ing will he held in Liihhock on 
•August 20.

Sen. Louis Crump of San Saba 
meanwhile announced he has call­
ed on Texas congressmen to sup­
port federal legislation authoriz­
ing states to retain full authority 
over both congressional and legis­
lative apportionment.

“ Subsection 5la-2. The Leg- 
i.slature shall have the power
