Christmas Season 
Puts More Fire 
Hazards in Home

The Christiiius season is indeed 
a happy one, hut few  people real­
ize the uddtHl lire hazards their 
home contains during this time 
o f the year.

The Christmas tree, center o f 
all the pretty decorations and the 
main attraction, can be one of 
the principal hazards i f  cei’tain 
precautions ara not taken, warns 
W. S. Allen, Extension agricul­
tural engineer, Texas A&M Uni­
versity.

A freshly cut tree should he 
♦elected just a few  days before 
Christmas. Cut the base o f the 
ree diagonally and keep it sub- 
iierged in water or wet .sand. Lo- 
'ute it away from fireplaces, pow­
erful electric lights, radiator» or 
other sources o f heat.

Use only Underwriters Labora­
tories approved lighu for the 
tree. Inspect lights which have 
tieen used liefore for frayed cords 
and damaged sockets, advises the 
engineer. Avoid overloading elec­
trical circuits with additional 
lights, toys and appliances.

Using nonflammable decora­
tions greatly reduces the fire haz­
ard. Turn o ff  the tree lights when 
retiring or leaving the house. Dis­
card the tree when its foliage be­
gins to dry and shed. And don’t 
allow package wTappings to ac- 
euniulate under the tree.

This is also a time for smokers 
to take special precautions, Allen 
points out. Extra care shfiiuld be 
lukeii with cigarette.', cigars and 
pipe.s around ail flammahlc mater­
ia Is.

“ The Father o f Lies” always 
hates the truth, but he does not 
always oppose it by the same 
methods. I f  he fails to succeed as 
a roaring lion he may appear as 
an angel of light, suggesting that 
surely a God o f love will not con­
demn Christ-ivjectore forever.
