Twenty bucks worth of makings 
will turn out #100 worth o f inoon- 
•hine wliisky— if the "revenuers’ ’ 
don’t get there first.

The whole process usually starts 
in a secluiied, backwoods thicket, 
near a small creek or pool. A 
moonshiner must have water, and 
he doesn’t care much for lugging 
it any »listance.

dozen or so 5.5-guHoii mash 
barrels are lined in the bru.sh. 
Into each goes equal portions of 
sugar, usually about 50 pounds, 
and corn chop.s, noimally 100 
pounds or so. .\ild a couple of 
pounds of yeast, pla- any other 
mixture of grain the moonshiner 
Uses for his own particular recipe.

Then add sufficient water to 
fill the barrel within a foot of 
the top. Top it o ff with an inch 
of cottonseed hulls to hold the 
heat in.

The bairels are covered with 
a gunny »ack to kce|i i ut inquisi­
tive síp.iirrels-, and rats and :is- 
sfitiKi other animal'.

Three to five days later, nature 
takes its eour.se.

cooker, either a special-built cop­
per pot or an improvised metal 
iiarrel. He fire.s up, sometimes 
with firewood, or i f  he’s a more 
modern operator, with butane. It 
leaves no tell-tale smoke.

Once the fire is right, things 
start happening.

The steam from the cooking 
ma.sh passes through one pipe and 
into a "tlmmper" keg. From there, 
it winds into the copper "worm” 
or cooling coil which is immersed 
in another barrel of water.

The coil coiuleiuses the steam, 
and what emerges from the busi- 
nes.s end is clear, pure branch- 
water bourbon— Hast Texas moon­
.shine whisky.

{»lie S.r-gallon barrel o f mash 
will province six gallons of whis­
ky. Maybe a little more if they 
go to the trouble o f a second 
“ run.”  which moonshiners say 
turns out even lietter whisky.

Depending on the size o f the 
.'till, an Hast Texas artisan can 
cook o f f  60 gallons o f corn whis­
ky a day.

The jarred or jugged moon­
shine goes wholesale at $117.60 to 
#10 per 12 half gallon case. That 
retails for §5 a half-gallon. Then 
the t>uyer might break it down 
into "jaybirds"— or single shots 
— at 25 cents fo r a short pull, six 
bits for a long pull on the bottle.

The whole thing amounts to a 
considemble industry, with con­
stant proldenis for the govern­
ment. Tile largest headache is the 
mote than $10 per gallon of fed- 
ei'al liquor ta.ves that go unpaid.

The Liquor Control Board, and 
the local officer» are understand­
ably concerned about the violation 
o f the lavv.s. .And their war against 
moonshiners is constant.

Supei visor McBeath figures his 
men spend fully a third o f their 
time on the tiail o f moonshiners. 
They attempt to halt the flow of 
Oklahoma moonshine into the Tex­
as .'ide o f the valley. .And they 
tiy to kee|) the pre.<sure on the 
Texa.s "manufacturers."

to son. I

Only the methods are clianging.
The whisky is the same.
"AVe’ re finding the stills closer 

to the roads now." explains Mc­
Beath. " I  think the moonshiners 
are just getting a little lazy. They 
used to carry the materials in on 
foot or horseback for a mile or 
two, then carry the whisky out. 
Now they want to drive down to 
the still."

He cited a huge distillery the 
fcdeial Alcohol and Tobacco Tax 
I ’nit, .state Liquor Control Board 
and hical Titus County officers 
raided last Sunday 12 miles from 
•Mount rieasarit. It was only two 
city blocks frotn a paved road.

The lawmen u.sed explosives to 
demolish the still. They once used 
axes. But that can be mighty tir­
ing— and too often, the moonshin­
ers go buck, recover the damaged 
barrels and repair them to make 
whisky again.

McBeath believes tougher jur­
ies, stiffer fines and longer sen 
tences are the only answer to the 
moonshine whisky problem.

"W e catch them,’’ he adds. "But 
they gi> back to make some more.”

•And with some o f the old moon­
shiners, whisky making is consid 
ered an art. One old-timer prides 
himself in producing the clearest, 
finest corn whisky in the Red Riv­
er Valley.

"A’ou ain’t ever tasted nothin’ 
like it,”  he boa.sts at the nearby 
gener;»l store. ".N’ectar o f the 
go<ls. Cuies dandiuff, too."
