! nal yield, tmt later failure.s came 
! because of lack of preparation 
! of fields and the ,-eed was not 
j adaptable for prevailing condi­
tions. .Many times, the antelope 

' ate the crops. -As evidence that 
‘ wheat farmi’i’s of this county 
were hard pressed by the drought 
and failures of 18!i2-l8'.*fi, it is 
recorded that seed wheal was of­
fered with no money down to 
good fai’iiiers whose land was 
well prepared. -A land where cows, 
wild hoi’.-ies, iiuffalo, and antelope 
had rangeil was turned over hy 
i-ulky plows. The drought and 
failures of tlui,-e years somewhat 
deterred wheat produetion and 
many would have left hut it was 

¡easier to stay, especially in those 
instances where their wagon teams 
had either died or were too poor 
to make a long trip. It was pole 
cat hides, dead cows’ hones, buf­
falo bones, mesquite wood, 'wild 
plums, p.nnther scalps, antelope, 
and cotton tail rabbits that en­
abled many families to stay. Men 
worked on nearby ranches to sup­
plement income; some worked on 
railroad eonstimction as railroads 
penetrated the west; some hauled 
bones to Gainesville and sold 
them for ,$20 to $22 per ton. The 
early 80’s were bone gathering 
days and were shipped to eastern 
buyers who made fertilizer, but­
tons, etc.

When the railroad reached 
Quanah in 1887, another shipping 
point was available. The wagon 
yards in Vernon and Quanah were 
the gathering points as farmers 
came for miles to market wheat. 
Ten cents was charged for feed­
ing the team, taking care of 
them and parking the wagons. 
Wagons were kept on one side 
and buggies on the other. The 
center aisle was the bunk house 
where free sleeping was given 
to tho.se with bedrolls,

The fam­
ily wa- enjoying the protection 
from the cold drizzle when some 
one knocked on the door. When 
the door was opened, Ilev. I’ar- 
-i-in Crutcher stepped in. .As he 
warned, he looked around the 
room and -aid, "I  tell you, this is 
living at home. My! My!” Those 
vceie complimentaiy word-! Par­
son Crutcher told Thompson that 
he was on his way to .Mr. Hart- 
niar.'s home where he had been

invited to perform a inarriaKe 
ceremony to unite Dave Nowlin 
and Miss Ella Wheatley in mar­
riage. Thompson gave Crutcher 
directions and he reached the 
Hartman home on schedule.

Thompson realized that farm­
ing offered many disappointments. 
When a little flour and coffee 
was bought, no more wa- in sight, 
so he decided that he would re­
sume his old trade as a carpen­
ter. His wife’s brother came to 
live with the family while Mr. 
Thompson worked out and -sent 
money for the support of his fam­
ily. Even though they were hard 
years, Thompson leferred to them 
as happy years, liecause every 
one had all things in common and 
brotherly love wa.s a universal re­
ality.

•Men hauled bone- and traded 
them for groceries. .All kinds of 
.-ub.stitutes for nece.-sary products 
were u-ed. .Axle grease was only 
k’5 cents but when the money ran 
out, home-niude lard and flour 
was a good substitute for axle 
grea-e. .Mrs. Thompson could take 
a tell dollar bill in the fall and 
outfit the family for winter. This 
iiu-luded cloth for the men’.«' pants 
and coats, underwear, ladies’ 
drc'-es, which took ten yards of 
material, and childlen’s clothes. 
Flour .-acks were dyed green with 
greel. walnuts.

The fii 't  homes had iio ceiling; 
however, the fir-t ceiling in their 
hou.'c Was made of canva-. Each 
spring when the siind >tornis came, 
a -lit in the canva.s ceiling would 
empty the pocket of dust. Some­
time'. it would be a tub full of 
dirt, but the canvas kept out the 
cold air. Women stripped the 
crack- with old clothes and were 
happy indeed when enough news 
papers were saves! to have a nice 
clean wall of news print. They 
made crochet rug> from old 
clothe'; they made lye soap. Eggs 
brought five cents per dozen ; three 
spools of thread could be bought 
for the price of two dozen eggs. 
They bought their stamps, tablets 
and ced.ir pencil- with egg mon­
ey. The children used slates in 
their M'hool work.

The mattres.se.s were made of 
blue ami white ticking, filled with 
corn shucks in the winter and

, with straw in the summer. Besides 
the mattress, each bed had a 
feather bed, double blanket and 

' lots of home-made wool quilts. 
Sometimes, hot irons were wrap­
ped and placed in the beds.

Tall, white candies, which cost 
¿5  cent.s per dozen, were burned. 
.A coal-oil lamp was in each room. 
When matches were scarce, a lit­
tle roll of paper was u.sed to light 
the candles and Grandmother 
John.son’s clay pipe.

The first election in vs'hich Mr. 
Thompson voted was held in Jack 
.Morrow’s dugout on North Bea­
ver Cieek in 1887. The dugout 
was located at the head of one 
of the hollows. .All of the With­
erspoon cowboys vs ere there.

Besides being a farmer and 
carjienter, Mr. Thomp.«on wa.s a 
fiddler. One Sunday night in 1888, 
-Mr. Thompson played for a dance 
in the court house in Margaret. 
They had preaching and dinner 
on the ground. Mr. Thompson and 
family were on their way from 
a visit with his brother and fam­
ily. the G. W. »Wash» Thompson 
family who lived on Canal Creek 
near I’ciise Kiver. The people at 
Margaret invited the Thomp.-on 
family to eat supper with them. 
They decided that they would dis­
miss church services for that night 
and have a dance. The dance last­
ed until .'Uiiri.-e. They “ took up" 
money for the fiddlers. .Mr. 
Thomp.soii and his brother-in-law, 
Lonnie Johnson. The collection 
nmounteii to i2T.5i',  but for some 
rea.son. Thompson uml Johnson 
Weie each |>tkid Thompson
danced his la.st dance that night, 
but he continued to "fiddle" most 
of his life.

The Thompson family lived in

Black Beaver, the Delaware guide, 
gave Marey a handful of green 
nuggets o f carbonate of copper 
but refused to disclose the loca­
tion of the ore, but Marty’s .search 
ended in producing chunks of 
greenish ore in the Wichita .Moun­
tains “as laiye as man’s head.’’ 
He sent a sample to Liverpool, 
England; he was plea.'antly sur­
prised that the ore produced a 
profitable yield of copper.

Captain Marey persuaded the

toimic. Hi.s record and services in 
the Lnion Army are well known 
and matters of record.

Meanwhile, venturesome indi­
viduals were braving the Com- ■ 
manche threat and reportevi that 
copper along the Little Wichita 
in Archer County was being used 
for making percussion cap.« for 
Confederate caitridges.

By 1877, every known method 
was used to lure settlers and in­
vestors into West Texas. Fort 
Worth assumed a prominent role 
as their editors presented stories 
relative to copper deposits in Knox ; 
and King Counties. Each mile of 
railroad would revitalize the en­
tire frontier. On October 31, 1877, 
the Fort Worth Daily Democrat 
featured an article in support 
of a railroad from there to the 
Northwest. They reasoned that the ! 
“two thousand dollars per mile | 
to grade and bridge the road’’ 
could be well supported by the 
cattle, coal, and copper indus­
tries.

By that time, McClellan had 
become a member of several min­
ing symdicates and was able to 
resume his explorations in North­
west Texas. He traced deposits 
appearing first in Stonewall Coun­
ty and ending near Medicine 
Meund in Hardeman County. On 
one of his explorations, he en­
countered Jones Vaughan who is I 
believed to have been the first | 
white man to discover copper in | 
what is now Foard County, j 
Vaughan was a buffalo hunter 1 
and killed the last herd of buf-1 
falo in this area in the vicinity! 
of -Meilicine Mound. He believed 
that ore in profitable proportions' 
could lie found on a number o fj 
fections in the northwest part o f ' 
the county. He was accompanied | 
on his hunts across the county 1 
by his brother, Raleigh Vaughan, i 
and J .  R. Young. !

McClellan believed that the rail-1 
load wouUl penetrate the North-; 
west, even near the location of 
the copper ore. In 1877 under 
the leadership of McClellan, the; 
mining company was organized by i 
Chicago capitalists, bankers, an d ; 
others of financial prominence to 
the capital stock of one million 
dollars. Mineral rights on 200,-; 
000 acres of land was purchased 
for 25c an acre in various sections | 
of West Texas.

When eveiything was complet-; 
ed, McClellan was accompanied 
to Fort Worth by a large number 
of mining men. They had a laive 
shipment of supplies which includ-1 
ed equipment for an ore crushing; 
mill. The expedition outfitted for; 
the 200-mile trek was led by Cap- j 
tain L. P. Seiker of the Texas 
Rangers. Captain Seiker was em-| 
ployed as guide and remained with 
the party while it was in West 
Texas, It was one of the most 
elaborate expeditions ever seen 
in Texas. I t  consisted of 200 or 
more horses ridden by men who 
would be employed a t the mines. 
Following were many wagons 
loaded with supplies and machin- 
ery.

Captain Seiker declared that 
the expedition of wealth seekers 
created much excitement among 
the cowboys and scattered ranch­
ers on the frontier, for no East­
ern potentate ' ever traveled in 
more luxurious style than Gen­
eral McClellan on this trip. One 
wagon contained a large bathtub 
for his personal use, but it was

Muny difficulties contributed 
to the failure of the operation ;| 
however, McClellan never lost hi.s 
enthusiasm for, and belief in, the ' 
succes.s of the industry if  and 
when conditions could become ; 
more favorable. He listed the ma­
jo r obstacles as the lack of w at-1 
er, fuel, and railroad communica- ! 
tions. He visualized dams on C e-, 
dar Ci-eek for the water supply 
and coal for fuel, and he prophe­
sied that the railroad would be 
extended.

In June, 1881. the Fort Worth 
Daily Democrat featured an ar­
ticle which told tluit the copper 
fields were again attracting atten- ' 
tion of the capitalists in the East. 
The article described the ore beds 
as “ inexhaustable,;’’ however, Mc­
Clellan did not get back to make 
further surveys until the summer 
of 1883. Upon his return to Fort 
Worth from the West Texas cop­
per deposits, he described them 
as being “beyond his wildest ex­
pectations.’’ Upon his return 
home, the Grand Belt Copper Co. 
was chartered in New York with 
a capital of 012,000,000. In June, 
1884, several sections of land 
in the John C. White Survey in 
what is now Foard County was 
purchased from the firm of Yates 
and Ferguson in Austin. Col. Ran­
dall of Handall and Chambers, 
General Merchants, Gen. McClel­
lan’s Fort Worth friend, waa se­
lected general superintendent of 
the project. By that time, the 
railroad had reached Henrietta. 
It  was to this point that freight­
ers assembled and hauled the ma­
chinery to the mine site. Machin­
ery  waa erected, and houses were 
built for the workers. A dam was 
built on Cedar Creek, and topsoil 
was removed to expose ore beds. 
By the end o f the year, owners 
of Grand Belt announced that a 
smelter would be erected that 
would have a  daily capacity of 
one thousand tons.

Hardeman County became or-

ganized in December, 1884, and 
in 1885, operations at the Grand 
Belt Mine moved gradually from 
construction to production. The 
November, 1885, term of Com­
missioners Court ordered that a 
road be built from Margaret to 
the copper mines. From twelve 
to fifteen houses, offices and store­
houses, a saloon and dance hall 
were erected. A deep well was 
dug for the main water supply; 
a steam engine powered the 
crushing mill. A coke buniing 
smelter was constructed. The cop­
per particles were imbedded in 
clay, and when they were taken 
from the smelter, the copuer wa> 
sealed within with hrick-like hard- 
nes.<. .Meanwhile, the roulroad 
reached Harrold in 1886, but tech­
nical difficulties again prevente«! 
the operations from financial .suc­
cess. The death of General Mc-i 
Clellan in New Jei-sey at the age 
of 59 on October 29, 1KH5, left^ 
Grand Belt without driving force. 
They failed in their effort to getl 
a railroad to their property. The 
openiting costs were too high for

the low grade ore to show a profit, 
so must of the heavy equipment 
was left on the site. The houses 
were gradually hauled o ff, and 
the equipment was moved, little 
by little. An auction in 1915 dis­
posed of eveiything of value.

bushels of wild plums were on 
the plum hushes. .-Vs lonir as the 
plums lasted, their spiiits ran 
hitrh.

They hauled their flour and 
other supplies from I'ollin t ouii- 
ty. l>ry as it was at home, he 
found that sometimes he had to 
put on an extra team hetween 
Mi'Kintiey and Itenton to pull the 
mud.

Dave Nowlin boarded with 
them and worked on round-ups. 
.Sometimes he would airantre for 
a «(iiarter of beef. It sure looked 
liood humrinir in the smoke house.'

To lireak the monotony of the' 
diy weather, they decided that 
tliey would take a little fishing 
trip. Dave Nowlin said that he 
knew of a place up on Canal Creek 
in the northwest part of what 
is now Foard County. The 'Ihomp- 
.'on family was joined hy Nowlin, 
Jleron Nix family from Denton 
County. J .  11. Self family, .John 
and W alter Truelove families, on  ̂
w hat proved to he a very success-1 
till tishinjr trip. The women cook­
ed fi'h by the dish pan fulls and 
salted many more to t.ike honie 
with thim. They all agreed that 
they were full of fish and cool 
L'yp spiiiiyv water. They went by 
the old copper mines, looked at 
the maehiiiery. and diopped peb­
ble- into the deep well.

Rains fell in the fall of IsST 
and .Mr, Thompson plovveil what 
he deselibed ns "the plettie.-t 
soil I ever saw." \V. K. I’ijrir help- 
id Thompson haul a warehouse 
fiom Harrold from which they 
made a two-room house on the 
farm. They almost froze the lii.st 
night in their house as they had 
only a cook stove; howevi'i', as 
the norther was hlovving. Thomp­
son went to .Margaret and houirht 
a heater from Mr. Thacker who 
had a store in Margaiet. The fam­
ily was enjoyintr the protection 
from the cold drizzle when some 
one knocked on the door. When 
the iloor was opened. Rev. l*ar- 
-oii Crutcher stepped in. .-Vs he 
warmed, he looked around the 
room and said, "I  tell you, this is 
living at home. .My! .My!" Those 
well' eom|)limentaiy winds! I’ar- 
.son Cruteher told 'Thompson that 
he was on his way to .Mr. Hurt- 
man's home where he haii Jieen

invited to perform a marriuKe, 
ceremony to unite Dave Nowlin | 
and .Miss Ella Wheatley in mar-1 
riage. Thompson gave Crutcher 
directions and he reached the 
Hartman home on schedule.

Thompson realizeil that farm­
ing offereil many disappointments.' 
When a little flour and coffee 
was bought, no more wa.s in sight, 
so he decided that he would re­
sume his old trade as a carpen­
ter. His wife's brother eanie to 
live with the family while Mr. 
Thompson worked out and sent 
money for the support of his fam- | 
ily. Even though they were hard 
years, Thompson referred to them ’ 
as happy years, because every 
one hail all things in common and 
brotherly love was a universal re­
ality.

Men hauled bones and traded 
them for groceries. All kinds of 
substitutes for nece.ssary products 
were used. .■Vxlc grease was only 

cents but when the money ran 
out. home-maile lard and flour 
was a good substitute for axle 
grease. Mrs. Thompson could take 
a ten dollar bill in the full and 
outtit the family for winter. This I 
iiii'Iiuli'd cloth foi the men's pants 
and coats, underwear, ladies' 
dresses, which took ten yards of 
material, and children's clothes. 
I’lour sacks were <lyed green with 
green walnuts.

Tile first homes had no ceiling; 
however, tho first ceiling in their 
house was made of canvas. Each 
spring when the stiiid storms came, 
a slit in the canvas ceiling would 
empty the pocket of dust. Some­
times, it would be a tub full of 
dirt, but the canvas kept out the 
colli air. Women stripped tho 
cracks with old clothes and were 
hcii'.py indeed when enough news 
papers were saved to have :i nice 
clean wall of news print. They 
made crochet rugs from old 
clothes; they m:ide lye soap. Eggs! 
brought five cents per dozen; three 
spoels of thread could be bought 
for the price of two dozen eggs. 
They bought their stumps, taldets * 
and ei'd;ir peneils with egg mon- ■ 
ey. The children u.sed slates in 
their school work.

The mattresses were muile o f ; 
blue and white ticking, filled with 
corn shucks in the winter and '

with straw in the summer. Besides 
the mattress, each bed had a 
feather bed, double blanket and 
lots of home-made wool quilts. 
Sometimes, hot irons were wrap­
ped and placed in the lieds.

Tull, white candies, which cost 
cents per dozen, were burned. 

\  coal-oil lump was in each room. 
When matches were scarce, a lit­
tle roll of paper was used to light 
the caiuiles and tirundmother 
Johnson's clay pipe.

The first election in which Mr. 
Thompson voted was held in Jack 
Morrow's dugout on North Bea­
ver Creek in 18S7. The dugout 
was located at the head of one 
of the hollows. All of the With­
erspoon cowboys were there.

Besides being a farmer and 
carpenter, Mr. Thompson was a 
tiddler. One Sunday night in 1888, 
.Mr. Thompson played for a dance 
in the I'ourt house in Margaret. 
They had preaching and dinner 
on the ground. Mr. Thompson and 
family were on their way from 
a visit with his brother and fam­
ily, the C. \N. (Wash! Thompson 
family who liveil on Canal Creek 
near Pease River. The people at 
Margaiet invileil the Thompson 
family to eat supper with them. 
They decided that they would dis­
miss ehiireh services for that night 
and have a itaiiee. The danee last­
ed until sunri.-e. They "took up” 
money for the fiddler.-, Mr. 
Thompson and his bro*her-in-luw, 
Lonnie Johnson. Thi collection 
amounted to i'JT.SP, but for some 
reason. Thompson ami Johnson 
were each paid $U.”5. Thompson 
dallied his last dance that night, 
but he I'ontinued to “ tiildle” most 
of his life.

The Thompson family lived in 
ljuannh in 18P0 and 18U1 and 
some of the houses which he built 
then are stilt standing. Their son 
and daughter, Hugh and Isa, start- 
e<l to school in Quanah, saw their 
first eireus. and heard their first 
liand play "D ixie ." They remem­
bered l^uanah Parker on one of 
his visit- to tjuunah. Hugh lives 
at Levollund, anti .Mrs. Isa Banis­
ter lives ill Thalia.

Meanwhile, venturesome indi­
viduals were braving the Com- 
niunehe threat and reporte<i that 
copper along the Little Wichita 
in -\rcher County was being used 
for making percussion cups for 
Confederate cartridges.

By 1877, every known method 
wa.s used to lure settlers and in­
vestors into M’est Texa.s. Fort 
M orth u.ssumed a prominent role 
as their editors presented stories 
relative to copper dei>osits in Knox 
ami King Counties. Each mile of 
railroad would revitalize the en­
tire frontier. On October .‘11, 1877, 
the P'oit Worth Daily Democrat 
featured an article in support 
of a railroad from there to the 
Northwest. They rea.soned that the 
“two thousand dollars per mile 
to grade and bridge the road” 
could be well supported by the

The expedition outfitted for ' 
the 200-mile trek was led by Cap-1 
tain L. P. Seiker of the Texas 
Rangers. Captain Seiker was em­
ployed as guide and remaineci with 
the party while it was in West 
Texas. It was one of the most 
elaborate expeditions ever seen 
in Texa.s. It consisted of 200 or 
more horses ridden by men who 
would he employed at the mines. 
Following were many wagons 
loaded with supplies and machin­
ery.

Captain Seiker declared that 
the expedition of wealth seekers 
created much excitement among 
the cowboys and scattered ranch­
ers on the frontier, for no East­
ern potenUte ever traveled in 
more luxurious style than Gen­
eral McClellan on this trip. One 
wagon contained a large bathtub 
for his personal use, but it was

disclosed that so little water was 
found that the General took few 
baths. Another wagon was loaded 
with champagne and various other 
wine.s and liquors. With this, he 
entertained the cowboys along 
the journey. The General had his 
own private tent which was car­
peted and finely furnished; ser­
vants took care of his personal 
needs.

Shortly, sufficient ore was min­
ed, but it was realized that it 
it was an unprofitable operation. 
Only one shipment of ore had 
been made when in .September, 
1877, McClellan received the Dem­
ocratic nomination for Governor 
of New Jersey, his home state. 
He was elected for a three-year 
term which began in 1878. All 
the while, he hud political ambi­
tions bccau.se he was the demo­
cratic opponent o f Abraham Lin­
coln for president in 1864.

Many difficulties contributed 
to the failure of the operation; 
however, McClellan never lost his 
enthusiasm for, and belief in, the 
succe.ss of the industry if and 
when conditions could become 
more favorable. He listed the ma­
jo r  obstacles as the lack of wat­
er, fuel, and railroad communica­
tions. He visualized dams on Ce­
dar Creek for the water supply 
and coal for fuel, and he prophe­
sied that the railroad would be 
extended.

In June, 1881. the Fort Worth 
Daily Democrat featured an ar­
ticle which told tlmt the copper 
fields were again attracting atten­
tion of the capitalists in the East. 
The article described the ore beds 
as “ inexhaustable,;” however, Mc­
Clellan did not get back to make 
further sunreys until the summer 
of 1883. Upon his return to Fort 
Worth from the M'est Texas cop­
per deposits, he described them 
us being “beyond his wildest ex­
pectations.” Upon his return 
home, the Grand Belt Copper Co. 
was chartered in New York with 
a capital of 112,000,000. In June, 
1884, several sections of land 
in the John C. White Survey in 
what is now Foard County was 
purchased from the firm of Yates 
and Ferguson in Austin. Col. Ran­
dall of Handall and Chambers, 
General Merchants, Gen. McClel­
lan’s Fort Worth friend, was se­
lected general superintendent of 
the project. By that time, the 
railroad had reached Henrietta. 
It was to this point that freight­
ers assembled and hauled the ma­
chinery to the mine site. Machin­
ery was erected, and houses were 
built for the workers. A dam was 
built on Cedar Creek, and topsoil 
was removed to expose ore beds. 
By the end o f the year, owners 
o f Grand Belt announced that a 
smelter would be erected that 
would have a daily capacity of 
one thousand tons.

Hardeman County became or­

ganized in December, 1884, and 
in 1885, operations a t the Grand 
Belt .Mine moved gradually from 
construction to production. The 
November, 1885, term of Com­
missioners Court ordered that a 
road be built from Margaret to 
the copper mines. From twelve 
to fifteen houses, offices and store­
houses, a saloon and dance hall 
were erectexl.

The houses 
were gradually hauled o ff, and 
the equipment was moved, little 
by little. An auction in 1915 dis­
posed of evei-ything of value.

Mr. McGonaglo continoods “ It was liko 
this, tko frog (toad) was dug up in digging tbo hole for tho 
clothes lino and cevorod up in tko dirt, but by tko timo I got 
m y comont miaod, bo dog out and jumpod into tko bole. I took 
my skovol and throw him ont and bo Jnmpad right bock in again 
aa I throw in a  shovol of comont, so I gave him tho works.

The expedition outfitted for 
the 2O0-mile trek was led by Cap­
tain L. FV Stiker of the Texas 
P-anpers. Captain i-eiker was em­
ployed as pTiide and remained with 
the party while it was in West 
Texas. It was one of the most 
elaborate expeditions ever seen 
in Texas. It con.-i.-ted of 200 or 
more horses ridden by men who 
would be employed at the mines, 
Followinp were many wtpons 
loaded with supplies and machin­
ery.

Captain Seiker declared that 
the expedition of vsealth seekers 
created much excitement amonp 
the cowboys and scattered ranch­
ers on the frontier, for no East­
ern potentate ever traveled in 
more luxurious style than Gen-1 
eral McClellan on this trip. One ‘ 
wapon contained a larpe bathtub' 
for his personal u.«e, but it wa« j

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disclosed that so little water wa.- 
found that the Genera! took few 
bath.«. .Another wapon was loaded 
with champapne and various other 
wines and liquors. With ihi», he 
entertained the cowboys alonp 
the journey. The General had his 
own private tent which was car­
peted and finely furnished; .ser­
vants took care of his per.sona) 
tieeds.

Shortly, sufficient ore was min­
ed. but it was realized that it 
it was an unprofitable operation. 
Only one shipment of ore had 
been made when in September, 
lsT7, McClellan received the T>em- 
ocratic nomination for Governor 
of New Jersey, his home state. 
He was elected for a three-yeai 
term which liepan in 18Tb. .All 
the while, he had political ambi­
tions becau.-e he w-as the demo­
cratic opponent of .Abraham Lin­
coln for president in 1864.

Many difficulties contributed 
to the failure of the operation; 
however, McClellan never lost his 
enthusiasm for, and lielief in. the 
success of the industry if and 
when condition« could become 
more favorable. He listed the ma­
jor obstacle? as the lack of wat­
er, fuel, and railroad communica­
tions. He visualized dam« on Ce­
dar Creek for the water .supply 
and coal for fuel, and he prophe- 
.«ied that the railroad would V>e 
extended.

In June, 18«1. the Fort Worth 
Daily Democrat featured an ar­
ticle which told that the copi»er 
field« were apain attractinp atten­
tion of the capitalists in the Ea.rt. 
The article desiribed the ore beds 
a.- ‘‘inexhaustable,;" however. Mc­
Clellan did not pet back to make 
further surveys until the summer 
of 1883. Upon his return to Fort 
Worth from the West Texas cop­
per deposits, he described them 
as beinp “beyond his wilde.rt ex- 
Iiectations." Upon hi« return 
home, the Grand Belt Copper Co. 
was chartered in New York with , 
a capital of $12,000,000. In June,! 
1884, several sections of land 
in the John C. White Survey in 
what is now Foard County wa.- 
purchased from the firm of Y'ates 
and Ferpuson in Austin. Col. Ran­
dall of Handall and Chambers. 
General Merchants, Gen. McClel­
lan's Fort Worth friend, was se­
lected peneral superintendent of 
the project. By that time, the 
railroad had reached Henrietta. 
It was to this point that freyrtit- 
ers assembled and hauled the ma­
chinery to the mine site. Machin­
ery was erected, and houaes were 
built for the workers. A dam was 
built on Cedar Creek, and topsoil 
was removed to expose ore beds. 
By the end of the year, owners 
of Grand Belt announced that a 
smelter would be erected that 
would have a daily capacity of 
one thousand tons.

Hardeman County became or-

panized in Dect-mixi, 1««4 , and 
m 1885, ofitration« at the Grand 
Belt Mine moved pradually from 
con.strui tion to production. The 
Novemtier. 1885, tenr. of Com­
missioners Court ordered that a 
road be built from Marparet to 
the copjier nure.-,. From twelve 
to fifteen house«, office« and store- 
hou.ses. ¡1 saloon and dance hall 
were erected. .A deep well was 
dup for tne main water supply, 
a steam enpine p(>wered the 
crushinp mill. .A coke buniinp 
smeltei was constructed. The cop­
per particles were imbedded in 
cla.v. and when they were taken 
from the smelter, the cc'puer wa.- 
sealed within with i.rick-like hard- 
nes.-. Meanwhile, the roalroao 
reached Harrold in l « 8t;. but tech­
nical difficulties apain preventec 
the {•{K-rations from financial suc­
cess. The death of General Me-» 
Clellan in New Jersey at the ape 
of 58 on (»ctoOcr J i \  left«
Grand Belt without drivinp force.’ 
They failed in their effort to petj 
a railroad to their property. The 
ojieratinp costs were too hiph for

the Ic'W prade ore to show a profit, 
«0 most of the heavy equip.ment 
was left on the site. The houses 
were pradoaliy rjiuied off. and 
the equipment was moved, little 
kiy littie. -An auction in 1815 dis­

Jeff Todd and the late Mr. TodcL It was 
tboiivkt that the frog wa* boried by W. H. McCooagle bock 
in 1920. A latter from Mr. McConaglo written after tbc frog 
wa* nneoverod, said: "Tbc best I can remember it wa* in 191«. 
bot if yeo can find the rscerdsd deed where I boogkt tbc ploea 
frem Cbaa. Leyd te me, I caa then gfve a closer date." Tbe rec­
ords abewod that Mr. McCoaagIc porebaaod tbe place oa Jan. S, 
1920. wbicb would set tbc date far tbo frog to bo boriod somo- 
time in January, 1920. Mr. McConagle cootinwod: “ It was Ubo 
this, tbe frog (toad) wa* dug op ia diggaag tbc bole far tbe 
cletbe* line and covered op in tbe dirt, but by tbe ume 1 got 
nty comont o*iaed. bo dog eot and jompod iote tbc bole. I took 
oijr above! and threw bim oat aad be jompad right back io agaia 
as I threw in a shovel of cemeot, so I gave him tbe works. I 
kapi on potting ia oemont hot tkougkt it wa* a dirty doal. aad, 
bolievc>it-or-aot, I worrieo over it after I got tkreogk. I never 
weald kave tkeagkt of it agasa. bat after 1 received year lettev, 
it afl caaie back to me.“ When the frog was first aacovaewd, 
it wa* aaarly solid white and betk eyas were cinivd, aad wkoa 
tke pictare was made acveral kears later mack of it* color bad 
rotaraed aad it wa* vary macb alivo.

The kids who ran away from
home on hoi rowed nione.v " ma de  
a no of  i t "  in an unusually fine- 
way until Sandifer ' s  death in libai'. 
Mrs. Sandifer  still lives at  the 
family home.

.Mrs. Johnson has always been a 
lover of nature and wide open 
s|iaees, she frequently made these 
trading trips, which re(|uired three 
days. The.v rode horseback, ten 
or lifteen miles to parties, and 
alter F’oard County was oruaniz- 
ed, and Crowell became the couii-' 
ly seal, she rode twenty miles, 
hoi.seback, to church. She went, 
on a trip with her parents to (Jal-! 
veston and Houston in a wauun 
with all their caiiipiiiu e(|uipmeiit.

.After her marriau'e to Aquiliu' 
Johnson, member of another pio­
neer family, they bouuht a farm 
-even miles south of Crowell and 
lived in a half-duuout until after 
the birth of their third child. They 
traded their farm for another, 
and it is on this farm that Mrs. 
Johnson has maintained continu­
ous residence for sixty years.

-Alter twelve years of marriaue, 
.Ml. Johnson died in IfllO, leav- 
inu live children whose aaes raiiyr- 
ed from six weeks to nine years. i 
.Mrs. .lohnson kept her children 
on the farm where they did most 
ot the work.

While ox wa-roiis are indicative 
of a by.jfone era. .Mrs. Johnson 
said she enjo.ved the ox wajron 
trip from .Arkansas to Texas, but 
it was a thrill when her son. .1. 
A'., put her on a plane at Dun­
can, Oklahoma, and was met so 
soon by her dautshter in F'ort 
Smith. .Arkansas. AVheii asked 
about her airplane trip, she re- 
\died. " I t  didn’t last lonu enoujrh.”

Writor Recalls 
Drouth of 1886

A story written by the niece 
of John Campbell of Plano, Miss 
Clara Kouth, is entitled ‘‘Pros- 
Iiectiiiu in West Texas in 188i!.’’

She tell.- the story of a trip 
made by three younu Dallas Coun­
ty men, John Campbell, uncle of 
.Mrs. C. P. Sandifer, H. K. and; 
.A. 1>. ( ’ampbell Sr. |

A. D. Campbell Sr., father of 
.Mrs. Sundifer, and the Campbell' 
brothers came to what is now 
F'oard County in IH'.tO anil bouuht 
a section of land east of where 
Crowell now is located. Mr. Camp­
bell served as county survey in 
the early day.s. He died in 181»8. 
Excerptt from the Story of 1886

The road followed the new Fort 
AA'orth and Denver tracks to Wieh-; 
ita P’alls, then the terminus of 
the road. Builders of the road 
were stationed here in a city of 
tents.

The farther west the men trav-! 
eled, the drier it became. AA’h a t ! 
water could be found definitely 
tasted of (jy)). The urass was sear­
ed and even shrubs and trees 
were as bare of leaves as if it 
had been winter.

AA’hen sandstorms came, they 
were so hot and blistering they 
had to turn the wauon sideways 
to the wind: tie the wauon cover 
tiyht; chain their mules to the 
wheels on t ie  opposite .side from 
the wind and wait out the storm. 
When the rollintr prairies ceased 
to roll and settled down, they 
would (liu themselves out from 
.-and .'ometiines hub-deep and push

onward.
Not even Indians in the area 

knew where water was to be 
found.

Some of the ilrinkinu water the 
pioneers offered them to drink 
had been hauled thirty miles by 
wauons and barrels.

Dead cattle were to be found 
everywhere. 'Fhey met wauons of 
earlier settlers who had u'ven up 
and were mukinu their way slow­
ly back home in the east.

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Mrs. Laura Johnson may he 
the only jierson in Foard Count.v 
who has lived in the transitional 
period between the ox wauon and 
the airjilane. She has traveled in 
both.

She was born to .Mr. and .Mrs. 
J. .1. Vernon in Giles County, 
Tennessee, on .April 17, 1872. 
Since her father was a Sunday 
School oi'uanizer, the earliest rec­
ollections are those of church ser­
vices in the one-room school 
houses. She recalls, even thouuh 
she was only three or four years 
of ape, how friuhteued she be-1 
came when one of the women j 
shouted. Mrs. Vernon uuve her! 
yiHinu daiiuhter a sonu I'ook and! 
pencil to dispel the friuht. Mrs.! 
Johnson still has the book with' 
some marks which she made then.

They came to Weatherford, 
Texas, in 1878, but after two 
years, the.v moved to Scott Coun­
ty, .Arkansas, on the Fourchc Le 
Fevc River. Because some of the 
family had chills, they returned 
to Texas after two years’ resi­
dence in Arkan.sas. This time, they 
came to Mineral Wells, and their 
mode of transpoitation wa.s two 
ox teams. Mrs. Johnson drove 
them .some, and had no trouble 
at all until they smelled water, 
then they would run to it. AVhen 
they settled in Texas, they traded 
their ox teams for four milk cows. 
They turned their cows in a cane 
patch and they all died before 
they knew that cano sometimes 
killed cows.

They lived in Smith County 
and Wilbarger County before com­
ing to Hardeman County in 1889 
wliere they settled on a farm on 
the Wichita River. The fa m  is 
now owned by W. A. Trnweek. 
Vernon and Qunnah were their 
nearest trading centers; since

The same year, 1890, the first 
school wa.s built near the pres­
ent location of the Masonic Lodge 
building.

He was as­
sisted by W. W. Pigg. .Mr. Thomp­
son, Mr. Self, Lat Johnson, Jesse 
Moore, Mr. Vaughn and Mr. Pigg 
raised funds by private subscrip­
tion for the first story, and the 
second story was financed by the 
Ma.sonic Lodge in order to have 

! a place to meet. T. A. Hays, who 
resided in the area for a number 

; of years, wa.s the first teacher. 
After three or four months of

cr. Rev. J .  T. Hosnier, who or­
ganized the .Methodist Church in 
X’ernon in 1881, ami the presiding 
cider in 1887, Rev. Jerome Haral­
son, toured this section of his 
area which included thirty-four 
counties. The Thalia Church of 
Christ ha<l its beginning in 1891, 
when Bro. Ben A’oung from Wise 
County came and held a meeting 
in the .school house.

Over on the western fringe of 
Thalia in another community, the 
I. M. Cates family settled in 1890. 
T. R. Cates Sr. tells of going to 
school in a dugout which was lo­
cated on what is now the Kimsey 
land. Effie Baker 'was the first 
teacher. Clarence Thompson was 
the second, and he rode a dis­
tance of some eight miles on horse­
back from Crowell.

The years which followed met 
the demands for a larger school 
building and this time a four-room 
building was erected ju st north 
and west of the Church of Christ 
in Thalia. This building was used 
until the brick building was com­
pleted in 1924.

A reporter asked Roark about 
medical facilities so far out on 
the range. His swift reply was, 
“Oh, people didn’t  used to get 
sick before they built all these 
fine hospitals. We had a little 
camphor, soda and vinegar; a tea 
made from green cocklebur leaves 
i.s good for snake bites. Oh, I 
was laid out for dead one time 
at Hackberry Grove, but they 
laid me in an ant bed, and when 
those ants went to work, I wasn’t 
out long.”

The reporters inquired about 
: his pay when he first went to work 
on the ranch. A bit indefinite, ne 
replied. “If a man made a good 
hand, he got something like $25 
a month. If  not, he was given 
two vacations. The first lasted 
for six months and it was follow­
ed by another one that lasted six 

i months. In those days a man had 
to he versatile. I’ve done eveiy- 

j thing out there except kill a man 
and make a pot of soap.”

Roark said that many people 
applied for jobs at the ranch. Of 
necessity, a lot of fencing was 
done, but many of the piost holes 
were dug in solid rock. Roark 
said he would ask the applicant 
if he could use dynamite. "Nope, 
I’m afraid of it,” was the reply. 
Roark said the fellow would go 
on that fencing crew for a short 
time and “turn out to be one of 
the best powder monkeys you 
ever saw.”

In 1922, Jim married Miss Hat­
tie Garrison of the Hackberry 
community. All of their married 
life was spent at the ranch until 
his recent retirement. Their only 
son, Alton, is married to the for­
mer Miss Mary Evelyn Edwards. 
They live in Sherman where Al­
ton is employed by Quaker Oats 
Company. They have one grand­
daughter, Mary Lisa.

Young Man fr«n  
Scodand Built 
Macdonald Ranch

In 1S><5 in the .spring a young 
man from Campbelltown, Ai^gjlc- 
shire, Scotland, returning from a 
visit in New Zealand, was pros­
pecting for ranch property in the 
U. S., as he disliked the dump, 
cold of the Scottish winters. He 
ilidn’t like what he .saw in ("al- 
ifornia; in Nevada and Idaho the 
terrain was too riigge«!. In north­
eastern Montana, the land seeined 
suitable until he heard about the 
.severity of the winters.

In the meantime, he became 
acquainted with a young man 
from Kentucky who had worked 
for a year on a big cattle ranch, 
hut was leaving for Texas to visit 
his purents, who had gone from 
Boyle County, Kentucky, in Sep­
tember, 1881, to settle in the 
new country. So, John Macdonald 
catiie to Hardeman County with 
his new friend, Joseph S. Ray, 
in September, 1885.

Mr. Macdonald liked the appear­
ance of the land and the price, 
and also the people. So he bought 
nine sections— 21, 22, 23, 2*5, 27, 

128, 33. 34 and 35 in Block A, 
H. & T. C. Ry. Co. Suiwey and 
began making improvements near 
the center of section 26.

On April 7, 1886, .Mr. Mac­
donald and .Miss Jennie Belle Ray 
were married at the home of the 
bride’s parents, Mr. and Mrs. P. 
S. Ray, by Rev. I. R. Jacobs, the 
Presbyterian minister from Ver­
non.

Ten of the Macdonald children 
were bom on this ranch. Two of 
these children died at an early 
age, and are buried in the Tha­
lia Cemetery.

In 1908, Mr. and Mrs. Macdon­
ald and their eight children left 
Texas to make their home on 
South Island, New Zealand, and 
the ranch in Foard County was 
broken up and sold in farms rang­
ing in sice from a quarter section 
to one or two sections.

In 1914, the two oldest boys 
returned to the United States and 
have made their homes in Calif­
ornia since then.
