Liberalized regulations on the 
taking o f crappie were intended 
to allow the angler to help himself. 
Increased harvest of crappies can 
do nothing but improve the aver­
age size o f the fish available.

Oil Industry Drills 
2 Million Holes

The publication Oil Facts re- 
pox-ts that U. S. oilmen have drill­
ed more than 2 million holes 
searching for oil and gas in this 
country since the nation's first 
.successful well was completed in 
18511. In the industry’s first year, 
the total U. S. production was 
only 2,000 barrels o f crude oil, 
all from Pennsylvania. Estimated 
production for 1965 will exceed 
2.9 billion barrels o f crude oil 
along with 440 million Itarrels of 
natural ga.s liquids.

Section 1. That Section !>, 

.Article IX of the Constitution 
of the State of Texa.s be 
amended to read as follows;

“ Section 0. The Legislature 
may by law provide for the 
creation, establi.shmrnt, main­
tenance ami operation of ho.s- 
pital districts composed of one 
or more counties or all or any 
part o f one or moiT counties 
with power to issue bonds for 
the purchase, consti-uction, .ac- 
(]uisition, repair or renovation 
of huildings and improvements 
and equipping same, for hos­
pital purposes; providing for 
the transfer to the hospital 
district o f the title to any 
land, buildings, improvements 
and equipment located wholly 
within the district which may 
he jointly or separately owned 
by any city, town or county, 
providing that any district so 
created shall assume full re- 
¡qionsibility for providing 
medical and hospital care for 
its needy inhabitants .and as­
sume the outstanding imb'bl- 
edne.ss incurred by cities, 
towns and counties for hos­
pital purposes prior to the 
ci'eation of the district, if 
same are located wholly with­
in its boundaries, and a pro 
rata portion of such indebted­
ness basi'd upon the then last 
approved tax assessnient rolls 
o f the included cities, town.s 
and counties if less than all

the tenitory thereof is includ­
ed within the district bound­
aries; lu'oviding that after its 
creation no other municipality 
or political subdivision shall 
liavo the power to levy taxes 
or is.suo bonds or other obli­
gations for hospital purposes 
or for providing medical care 
within the boundaries o f the 
district; iiroviding for the levy 
of annual taxes at a late not 
to exceed seventy-five cents 
(T.'ic) on the One Hundred 
Dollar valuation of all taxable 
property within such district 
for the purjiose o f meeting 
the requii-oments of the dis­
trict's bonds, the indebtedness 
assumed by it and its inain- 
tenanrn and operating ex- 
jien.ees, providing that such 
district shall not be created 
or such tax authorized unless 
apjirovcd by a majority of tlio 
qualified property taxjiaying 
electors thereof voting at an 
eh'ction called for the pur­
pose; and providing further 
that the support and mainte­
nance o f the district’s hospi­
tal system shall never liecome 
a charge against or obligation 
of the .State of Texas nor 
shall any direct appropriation 
be made by the Legislature 
for the construction, mainte­
nance or improvement of any 
of the facilities of such dis­
trict.

I’ rovidcd, however, that no 
district shall be created ex­
cept by act of the Legislature 
and then only after thirty 
(HO) days’ public notice to the 
district ’ affected, and in no 
event may the Legislature 
provide for a district to bo 
ci-eatml without the affirma­
tive vote of a majority o f the 
taxpaying voters in the dis­
trict concerned.

The Legislature may also 
provide for the dissolution of 
hospital districts provided that 
a process is afforded by stat­
ute for;

! ( 1 ) determining the desire
o f a majority of the qualified 
voters within the district to 
dissolve it;

(2) disposing o f or trans­
ferring the assets, if any, o f 
the district; and

(.1 ) satisfying the debts and 
bond obligations, if any, o f the 
district, in such manner as to 
protect the intei-pst of the 
citizens within the district, in­
cluding their collective prop­
erty rights in the assets and 
property of the district, pro­
vided, however, that any grant 
from federal funds, however 
dispensed, shall be considei-ed 
an obligation to be repaid in 
satisfaction and provided that 
no eh'ction to dissolve shall 
he held more often than once 
each year. In such connection, 
the statut«' shall iirovitie 
against di.sposal or tran.sfer of 
the assets of the district ex­
cept fev due compensation un­
less such assets are transferred 
to another governmental agen­
cy, such as a county, embra­
cing such district and u.sing 
such transferred assets in such 
a way as to benefit citizens 
formerly within the district.

.''cc. 2. The foregoing con­
stitutional amendment shall 
ho submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this State 
at an »dection to he held on 
the fir.st Tuesday after the 
first .Monday in November. 
Htfifi, at which election all 
ballots shall have printed 
thereon the following:

A re You L istennif?

The Texas Forestry .Associa­
tion was organized at Temple in 
11U 4 as a non-governmental, non­
profit, statewide, privately sup­
ported, educational organization, 
promoting the fullest economic 
development and utilization o f our 
forests and related resources.

The .Apostle Paul had much that 
he yearned to teach the believers 
at Judea— wonderful truths that 
would have thrilled them— but 
they were "hard to be uttered, 
or difficult to explain to them, 
since they were "dull o f  healing. 
The word "dull”  in Heb. 6:12 
really means "slothful”  or "dis­
interested.”  They were not mere­
ly hard of hearing, as we say,

but were too lazy, too indifferent, 
spiritually, to pay attention. They 
were not sufficiently interested.

This is always a serious con­
dition in the light o f the fact 
that “ God hath spoken,”  and that 
disobedience to His Word will be 
judged (Heb. 1:1,2; 2 : 1- J . )^ ^ t ,  
alas, this is the condition o f the 
professing Church today. The 
great majority o f religious peo­
ple are not sufficiently interested 
in what God has said to engage 
in diligent, prayerful study and, 
like those o f Paul’s day, still have 
to be taught "the first principles”  
o f the Bible. They have remained 
babes, spiritually, unable to di­
gest anything but "milk,”  and 
so remain "unskillful in the Word

of righteousness” (Heb. 6:12*14).
What has brought this condi­

tion about? Is it because God is 
unwilling to lead us further into 
His truth? Most assuredly not. 
It is because so many men of 
God in high places no longer have 
the single passion to know God’s 
Word and to make it known. They 
could be as greatly used of God 
in teaching the Scriptures as their 
predecessors were, but they are 
"slothful of hearing” and hence 
have little of value to teach.

And this is reflected in the 
religious masses. They “ love”  
their Bibles, but not enough to 
study them for themselves and 
become workmen whom God can 
approve. Let us not be numbered

Fishìng, Hunting 
Licenses on Sale

At the same old price, and the 
earliest ever!

The hired hands at the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department 
contributed that much to sports­
men’s kickoff success for the new 
fiscal year September 1. And its 
all a part of the painless routine 
of financing the sUte’s unmatch­
ed game management program.

In other words, replacements 
for the old hunting and fishing 
license that are invalid after Aug­
ust 31, have been distributed to 
approximately 2,500 dealers in all 
254 Texas counties well in ad­
vance of the deadline.

A spokesman for the Depart­
ment pointed out that person.s 
hunting or fishing beginning Sep­
tember 1 should have the new li- 
censes.

But until that time the law re­
quires all participating in either 
sport to have a license on their 
person.

Individual fishing licenses cost 
$2.15 for both residents and non­
residents. Resident hunting li­
censes are $.3.15. N’on resident 
hunting licenses cost $25.00.

There is a five-day non-resident 
license for hunting migratory 
game birds, costing $5.00. This, 
of course, applies to the white­
winged dove hunt, September 3-5, 
and September y-11, that attracts 
many out of staters.

Basically, persons 17 years of 
age and under 65 need the regu­
lar Texas resident licenses.

the elected niemher.s of each 
hou.se: provi.ling that anticipa­
tory legislation shall not be 
invalid because of its anticipa­
tory character; providing for 
the" necessary election, fonn 
of ballot; and proclamation 
an.l publication.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That .Section 49-d 

of Article III o f the Consti­
tution of the .State of Texas 
be amended to read as fol-

'""Section 49-d. It is hereby 
declared to be the policy of 
the State of Texas to encour­
age the optimum development 
o f the limited number of 
feasible sites available for the 
construction or enlargement 
o f dams and resenoirs for 
consierxation of the public wa­
ters of the .state, which wa- 
tei*s are held in tinst for the 
use and benefit of the public. 
The proceeds from the .sale of 
the additional bonds author­
ized hereunder deposited in 
the Texas VA’ater Development 
FumI an.l the pi.Ki'e.Es of 
Ixmds previiiusly authorized 
by .Article III. .Section 49-c 
o f this Constitution, may be 
used by the Texas AVater De- 
x.'iopmeiit Boai-d, under such 
provisions as the Legislature 
may prescribe by General

! Law, including the require- 
i ment o f a permit for storage 
or lieneficial use, for the ad­
ditional purposes of acquiring 
and developing storage facili­
ties, and any system or works 
nece.ssary for the filtration, 
treatment ami transportation 
of water from storage to 
])oints of treatment, filtration 
an.l'or distribution, including 
facilities for transporting wa­
ter therefrom to wholesale 
purcha.sers, or for any one or 
more of .such pui^posos or 
methoiEs; provided, however, 
the Texas Water Develop­
ment F'un.l or any other state 
fund provided for water 

' ilevelopmeiit. transmission,
! transfer or filtration shall not 
he used to finance any project 
which contemplates or results 
ill til.' removal from the basin 
of origin of any surface water 
nece.ssary to supply the rea­
sonably foreseeable future 
water requirements for the 
next ensuing fifty-year period 
within the river basin o f ori­
gin, except on a temporary, 
interim basis.

"Under such provisions as 
the Legislature may pre.scribe I hy General Law the Texas 

I AVater Development Fund 
may be used for the consena- 
tion an.l development of water I for useful purposes by con- 

I struction oi' reconstruction or 
; enlargement of reson’oiivs 
j constructed or to be con- 
I structed or enlarged within 
I the State of Texas or on any 
stream constituting a bounda- 

I ly of the State of Texas, to- 
! gether with any system or 
I works necessary for the fil­
tration. treatment and/or 
transportation o f water, by 
any one or more of the fol­
lowing governmental agen­
cies; by the United States of 
■America or any agency, de­
partment or insti-umeiitality 
thereof; by the State of Tex­
as or any agency, department 
or instrumentality thereof; by 
political subdivision.? or bodies 
politic and corporate of the 
state; hy interstate compact 
commi-s.-iions to which the 
.State of Texas is a party; and 
hy municipal corporations. 
The Legislature shall provide 
teiuis and conditions under 
which the Texas Water De­
velopment Board _ may sell, 
transfer or lease, in whole or 
in part, any vesen’oir and as- 
siKiateii system or works

I which the Texas Water De- 
I vcloimient Board has financed I in whole or in part.

"Under such provisions as 
I the Legislature may jMescribe 
' by General Law, the Texas 
' AVater lievelopment Board 
! may also execute long-term 
j contracts with the United 
States or any o f its agencies 
for the acquisition ami devel- 

lopment o f storage facilities in I rt'.servoirs constructed or to 
i he const i-ucted hy the F'edcra!I Goveniment. Such contracts 
when executed shall consti­
tute general obligations of the 
State o f Texas in the same 
manner an.l with the same ef­
fect a.s state bonds issued un- ! 
der the authority of the pre­
ceding Section 49-c of this 
Constitution, and the pro-' 
vision.? in said Section 49 -c ' 
with re.spect to payment o f , 
principal and interest on state ■ 

I imnds issued shall likewise ap- 
' ply with respect to payment 
I of principal and interest r e - ' 
' quired to be paid hy such con- , 
tracts. If storage facilities are [ 
acquired for a tei-m o f years, j 
such contracts shall contain' 
provisions for renewal that 
will jirotcct the state’s invest­
ment.

"The aggregate of the I 
bonds authorized hereunder 
shall not exceed $200,000,000 

' and .shall he in addition to the !
I aggregate of the bonds pie-1 
i viously authorized by said 
.Section 49-c of .Article III of 
this Constitution. The Legis­
lature upon two-thirds (2 '3 ) 
vote of the elected members 
of each House, may authorize 
the Board to issue all or any 
portion o f such $200,000,000 in 
additional bonds herein au­
thorized.

‘•The Legislature shall pro­
vide terms and conditions for 
the Texas Water Development 
Board to sell, transfer or 
lease, in whole or in part, any 
acquired storage facilities or 
the right to use such storage 
facilities together with any 
associated system or works 
necessary for the filtration, 
treatment or transportation of 
water at a price not less 
than the direct cost of the 
Board in acquiring .same; and 
the Legislature may provide 
terais and conditions for the 
Boai-d to sell any unnappro- 
priated public waters of the 
state that might be stored in 
such facilities. As a prerequi­
site to the purchase o f such 
storage or water, the appli­
cant therefor shall have se­
cured a valid permit from the 
Texas Water Commission or 
its successor authorizing the

acquisition o f such storage fa ­
cilities or the water impound­
ed therein. The money re­
ceived from any sale, transfer 
or lease of storage facilities 
or as.sociated .system or works 
shall he used to pay principal 
and interest on state bonds is- 
.sued or contractual obligations 
incurred by the Texas Water 
Development Boarii, provided 
that when moneys are suffici­
ent to pay the full amount of 
indebtedni'ss then outstanding 
and the full amount of inter­
est to accrue thereon, any 
further sums received from 
the sale, transfer or lease of 
such storage facilities or as­
sociated system or works may 
be used for the acquisition of 
additional storage facilities or 
associated system or works or 
for providing financial assis­
tance as authorized by said 
Section 49-c. Money received 
from the sale of water, which 
shall include standby serx-ice, 
may be used for the opera­
tion and maintenance of ac­
quired facilitie.s, and for the 
payment of principal and in- 
tere.st on debt incurred.

“ Should the Legislature en­
act enabling laws in anticipa­
tion o f the adoption of this 
.Amendment, such Acts shall 
not be void by reason of their 
anticipatory character.”

.Sec. 2. The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors o f this state 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 
1966, at which election all 
ballots shall have printed 
thereon the following:

"FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment authorizing the 
issuance of an additional 
$200,000,000 in Texas W'ater 
Development Bonds and 
providing for further in­
vestment of the Texas Wa­
ter Development Fund in 
leservoirs and associated 
facilities.”
“ AG.MNST the Constitu­
tional .Amendment authoriz­
ing the issuance of an addi­
tional $200,000,000 in Texas 
Water Development Bonds 
and providing for further 
investment of the Texas 
AA'ater Development Fund 
in resert’oirs and associated 
facilities.”
Sec. 3. The Governor of 

Texas shall issue the neces- 
saiT proclamation for the 
election and this .Amendment 
shall he published in the man­
ner and for the length of time 
as required by the Constitu­
tion and laws o f this state.

Leaner, Meatier

The amount of lean meat on 
steers has increased three per 
cent in the last four years.

At the same time, fat thickness 
decreased, according to a .study 
made by Frank Orts. Fxtension 
meats specialist at Texas A&M 
I'niversity.

Orts collected carcass iiiforma- 
lioii from the major livestock 
-iiows in lexas for four years. 
He says the ribeye size has in­

creased by three-tenths of an 
inch and fat thickness has de­
creased some two-tenths an inch.

The trend toward the “ meat 
type" steer, with less fat, began 
with the consumer, says Orts. The 
hou.sewife demanded more lean 
meat, and the trend worked its 
way through the packer to the 
feedlot and lireeder.

Today, ranchers are selecting 
and breeding for leaner, meatier 
type animals, says Orts.

The three per cent increase in 
lean meat came from the loin, rib, 
round and chuck eut.s. The bulk 
of the .steers graded medium 
choice instead of the former high 
choice', -ays the specialist.

When lean meat cut-out iii-

creases one per cent, it’s worth 
about $6 on the retail market. 
This make.s the three per cent 
increase worth about $18 on the 
retail market. Part of this should 
he passed along to the rancher 
and feeder, he says.

Orts says although size of the 
ribeye is 07 per cent heritable, it 
doesn’t affect lean meat yield too 
much. Fat thickness is ;50 per 
cent heritable— but greatly affects 
yield. Bleeding in a lower fat 
thickness is where the most rapid 
progress is i>eing made toward the 
meat-type animal.

BE IT RE.SOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
ST.ATE OF TEXAS;
Section 1. That .Section 49-d 

of Article TIT of the Consti­
tution of the State of Texas 
be amended to read as fol-

' ° “ Section 49-d. It is hereby 
declared to be the policy of 
the State of Texas to encour­
age the optimum development 
of the limited 
feasible sites available for the 
construction or enlargement 
of dams and reservoirs for 
conservation of the public wa­
ters of the state, which vm- 
teis are held in trust for the 
use and benefit of the public. 
The proceeds from the sale of 
the additional bonds author­
ized hereunder deposited in 
the Texas Water Development 
Fund and the proceeds of 
Ixmds previously authorized 
bv Article ITT, Section 49-c 
o’f this Constitution, may be 
used by the Texas Water De- 
A.'lopment Boai-d. under such 
provisions as the I.egislature 

uiy jiresoribe by General

Law, including _ the require­
ment of a permit for storage 
or Ix-neficial use, for the ad­
ditional imrposes of acquiring 
and developing storage facili­
ties, and any system or works 
necos.sary for the filtration, 
treatment and transportation 
of water from storage to 
lioints of treatment, filtration 
and/or distribution, including 
facilities for transporting wa­
ter therefrom to wholesale 
purchasers, or for any one or 
more of such pui-poses or 
methods; provided, howevei', 
the Texas Water Develop­
ment Fund or any other state 
fund provided for water 
«ievelopment. tran.smission, 
transfer or filtration shall not 
be used to finance any project 
which contemplates or results 
in the lemoval from the basin 
of origin of any' surface water 
iieces.sary to supply the rea­
sonably foreseeable future 
water requirement.  ̂ for the 
next ensuing fifty-year period 
within the river basin of ori­
gin, except on a temporary, 
interim basis.

“Under such provisions as 
the Legislature may prescribe 
by General I.aw the Texas 
Water Development Fund 
may be used for the conserva­
tion and development of water 
for useful pui-poses by con­
struction or reconst niction or 
enlargement of reservoirs 
constructed or to be con- 
stracted or enlarged within 
the State of Texas or on any 
stream constituting a bounda­
ry of the .State of Texas, to­
gether with any system or 
works necessary for the fil­
tration. treatment and/or 
transportation of Avater, by 
any one or more of the fol­
lowing goveiTimental agen­
cies: by the United States of 
America or any agency, de­

State of Texas is a party; and 
by municipal corporations. 
The T.egislature shall provide 
temis and conditions under 
which the Texas Water De­
velopment Board may sell, 
transfer or lease, in whole or 
in part, any reservoir and m - 
s<Kiate«l system or works

which the Texas Water De- j 
velopment Board has financed ' 
in whole or in part. _ _ 1

“Under such provisions as ' 
the Legislature may prescribe • 
by General Law, the Texas! 
Water Development Board 
may also execute long-term 
contracts with the United 
States or any of its agencies 
for the acquisition and devel­
opment of storage facilities in 
reservoirs constructed or to 
be constiucted by the Federal 
Government. Such contracts 
when executed _ shall consti­
tute general obligations of the 
State of Texas in the same 
manner and with the same ef­
fect as state bonds issued un­
der the authority of the pre­
ceding Section 49-c of this 
Constitution, and the pro­
visions in said Section 49-c 
with respect to payment of 
principal and interest on state 
bonds is.sued shall likewise ap­
ply Avith respect to payment 
of principal and interest re­
quired to be paid by such con­
tracts. If storage facilities are 
acquii'ed for a teim of years, 
such contracts shall contain 
proA'isions for renewal that 
Avill protect the state’s invest­
ment.

“The aggregate of the 
bonds authorized hereunder 
shall not exceed $200,000,000 
and shall be in addition to the 
aggregate of the bonds pre­
viously authorized _ by said 
Section 49-c of Article HI of 
this Constitution. 'The Legis­
lature upon two-thirds (2/3) 
vote of the elected membijrs 
of each House, may authorize 
the Board to issue all or any 
portion of such $200,000,000 in 
additional bonds herein au­
thorized.

“The Legislature shall pro- 
A'ide terms and conditions for 
the Texas Water DeA'elopment 
Board to sell, transfer or 
lease, in whole or in part, any 
acquired storage facilities or 
the right to use such storage 
facilitie.» together Avith any 
associated system or works 
necessary for the filtration, 
treatment or transportation of 
Avater at a price not less 
than the direct cost of the 
Board in acquiring same; and 
the Liegislature _ may provide 
terms and conditions for the 
Boai-d to sell any unnappro- 
priated public waters of the 
state that might be stored in 
such facilities. As a prerequi­
site to the purchase of such 
storage or water, the appli­
cant therefor ahall have se­
cured a valid permit from the 
Texas Water Commission or 
its successor authorising the

acquisition of such storage fa­
cilities or the Avater impound­
ed therein. The money re­
ceived from any sale, transfer 
or lease of storage facilities 
or as.sociated system or works 
shall be used to pay principal 
and interest on state bonds is­
sued or contractual obligations 
incurred by the Texas Water 
Development Boani, proA'ided 
that Avhen money.s are suffici­
ent to pay the full amount of 
iiiHebtednes.s then outstanding 
and the full amount of inter­
est to accrue thereon, any 
further sums receiA-ed from 
the sale, transfer or lease of 
such storage facilities or as­
sociated system or Avorks may 
be used for the acquisition of 
additional storage facilities or 
associated system or works or 
for providing financial assis­
tance as authorized by said 
Section 49-c. Money receiA-ed 
from the sale of water, which 
shall include standby sen-ice, 
may be used for the opera­
tion and maintenance of ac­
quired facilities, and for the 
payment of principal and in­
terest on debt incurred.

“Should the Legislature en­
act enabling Ibaa’s in anticipa­
tion of the adoption of this 
Amendment, sucK Acts shall 
not be A'oid by reason of their 
anticipatory character.”

Sec. 2. 'The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in NoA-ember, 
1966, at which election all 
ballots shall haA-e printed 
thereon the following:

“ FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment authorizing the

“ AGAINST the Constitu­

in reservoirs and associated 
facilities.”
Sec. 3. The GoA'ernor of 

Texas shall issue the neces­
sary proclamation for the 
election and this Amendment 
ahall be published in the man­
ner and for the len$;th of tjme 
aa required by the Conatitu- 
tion and laws of this state.

Steers Becoming 
Leaner, Meatier

The amount of lean meat on 
Steers has increased three per 
cent in the last four years.

At the same time, fat thicknes.s 
ilei l eased, according to a .study 
ma.Ie f,y Frank Orts, Extension 
nieats specialist at Texas A&M 
i'niversity.

••it- collected carca.ss informa­
tion from the major livestock 
-hows in Texas for four years, 
lie says the rilieye size has in­

i'creased by three-tenths of an 
inch and fat thickness has de­
creased some two-tenths an inch.

The trend toward the “ meat 
type” steer, with less fat, began 
with the consumer, says Orts. The 
housewife demanded more lean 
meat, and the trend worked its 
way through the packer to the 
fcedlot and lireeder.

Today, ranchers are selecting 
and breeding for leaner, meatier 
type animals, says Orts.

The three per cent increase in 
lean meat came from the loin, rib, 
round and chuck cuts. The hulk 
of the steers graded medium 
choice instead of the former high 
choice, ,-ays the specialist.

When lean meat cut-out in-1

creases one per cent, it’s worth 
about $6 on the retail market. 
This makes the three per cent 
increase worth about $18 on the 
retail market. Part of this should 
he passed along to the rancher 
and feeder, he says.

Orts says although size of the 
ribeye is 07 per tent heritable, it 
doe.sn’t affect lean meat yield too 
much. Fat thickness is ;{0 per 
cent heritable— but greatly affects 
yield. Breeding in a lower fat 
thickness is where the most rapid 
progre.ss is iieing made toward the 
meat-type animal.

2 Million Motor 
Vehicles Hauled by 
Rail During 1965

.Vecording to the .Association 
of .American Railroads. U. S. rail­
roads hauled iinue than two mil­
lion new motor vehicles in the 
first half o f I'.iil.i— over two-fifths 
o f the auto manufacturers' i>ro- 
iluction. They antici|)ate handling 
more than ¡..V million new vehicles 
by the end of this year as com­
pared with "..a million in l!uM. 
The traffic growth is attributed

to the railroads’ steadily expand­
ing fleet o f auto-rack cars— now 
numbering more than Id.OOtl—  
and to the low rates made pos­
sible bv volume movements.

Recent reports show th»t Unit­
ed States cattlemen have substan­
tially increased numbers o f  cattle 
on feed.

Kd Uvacek, livestock marketing 
speciali.st and assistant professor 
in the Texas A&M University Ag­
ricultural Kconomics and Sociol­
ogy Department, says the U. S. 
total on July 1 was 7,531,000 
head and 351,000 head in Texas.

This is a 10 per cent rise above 
year earlier levels in Texas. The 
north central sUites are up 5 per 
cent, and the 33 cattle-state to­
tal is higher by 0 per cent.

Uvacek noted a heavier nation­
al concentration of cattle on feed 
in the 500 to OHO-pound categories 
this year. Indications are for 
slightly later marketings from 
feedlots.

A time-on-feed breakdown 
shows considerable more lighter 
animals this quarter in the nation. 
Thi.s, Uvacek added, will probably 
result in increased marketings for 
the October-December quarter.

Marketing intentions in Texas 
from July I to Sept. 30 are re­
ported to be 300,000 head, or 
about 35 per cent more compared 
to the same period a year ago.

"Our best estimate would indi­
cate that this figure is somewhat 
over-estimated and that only 
about 230,000 head will be mar­
keted during that quarter, with 
the bulk coming later,” the spec­
ialist said. “ Indications are that 

I about 305.000 head, or 31 per 
< cent more cattle, however, will 
I be imuketeil from Texas feedlots 
' in the last (juarter of this year.”
